Terrorist in
Delhi
elections

Afzal Guru was a dreaded terrorist. He was
the mastermind of the terrorist attack on the
Indian Parliament on December 13, 2001.
After a proper hearing, the Supreme Court
declared him a 'criminal' and sentenced him
to death. At that time, there was a group that
was in favor of forgiving Afzal Guru. Public
memoranda were prepared and requests
were made to the President. Finally, during
the Congress-led UPA-2 government, Afzal
Guru was hanged. That chapter should have
ended with that, but in Kashmir, Farooq
Abdullah and Mehbooba Mufti continued
to consider that terrorist as 'innocent' and
called the hanging a 'wrong decision'. They
even advocated handing over the physical
remains of Afzal Guru to his family. It is
surprising and ironic that Afzal Guru has
emerged as an important issue in the Delhi
elections. Can a mandate be sought or given
on terrorism and its support? Keep in mind
that since last year, Delhi schools have been
receiving such threats through emails, in
which the fear of bomb blasts is spread.
Such threats have been given to 400 schools
in Delhi. After investigation, Delhi Police
made some revelations in which Afzal's name
came to the fore. The conclusion of the police
investigation is that those threats were given
by a minor, a 12th class student. He used
such a technique which only a person with
important knowledge of cyber could do.
During the investigation, the police also
investigated the family background of the
accused minor, and the fact came to light
that his father is associated with an NGO.
The NGO has old and strong relations with
a political party. This NGO had opposed the
hanging of Afzal Guru. The parents of Delhi
Chief Minister Atishi also signed a
memorandum and opposed the death
penalty. Atishi herself and her parents have
also been associated with some NGO. Is there
any 'common thread' between the NGO of
the minor and the NGO of the Atishi family?
The basic work of former Chief Minister
Kejriwal and former Deputy Chief Minister
Manish Sisodia is that of NGO. We do not
know who is managing their NGO these
days, but Kejriwal was awarded the
'Magsaysay Award' for the work he did
through the NGO and for the Right to
Information. It is considered the 'Nobel Prize
of Asia'. The question is, if someone has
opposed the punishment of Afzal Guru or
Yakub Memon through a memorandum,
can they also be termed as terrorists? Is that
not their 'freedom of expression'? If there is
a 'terrorist link' between the NGO and the
political party, then why did the Delhi Police
not expose it? Why was the name of the
political party not disclosed? Now the BJP
is raising questions on the terrorist sources
of 'AAP'. Are the NGO of the accused
student and the political party 'AAP'? This
is a period of sensitivity of elections. Every
single allegation can spoil the direction and
condition of the election. This cannot even
be considered a fair election. BJP's national
spokesperson Sudhanshu Trivedi has said
that the police investigation also found that
the NGO has been involved in activities
against national security in the past as well.
The question is why did the police not take
action earlier? How does Sudhanshu Trivedi
know about a fact that the police has not
even publicly disclosed? However, the police
definitely say that the proximity of the NGO
to a political party points to a big conspiracy,
which may be aimed at spreading public
unrest! It is surprising that the police is
expressing apprehension of public unrest,
but is not disclosing the name of the NGO.

According to the
gap of ten years, the census should have been done in 2021 after 2011. This could not happen because in 2020 and 2021 the whole world was
battling the Covid pandemic. India was also in its grip. In such a situation, the preparations for the census were put on hold. In 2022 also, the
atmosphere regarding Covid remained, then the parliamentary elections came, in which a large number of the same government staff had to
gather, which conducts the census. In 2024, when the government led by Prime Minister Modi returned to power for the third time, there
was hope of a census. This time the census will be conducted with the aim of eliminating the old mistakes and following PM Modi's motto
'Sabka Saath, Sabka Vikas'. Meanwhile, Congress is trying to mislead people in the name of census. It is important to remember that Rajiv
Gandhi was against policies in the interest of the backward classes. This was the reason that when the Vishwanath Pratap Singh-led government
was formed at the Centre with the support of the BJP, the BJP played an important role in implementing the Mandal Commission's
recommendations to protect the interests of the backward classes. Then as the leader of the opposition, Rajiv Gandhi had strongly opposed
the implementation of the Mandal Commission's recommendations. The caste-based census that the Congress is talking about now to confuse
people was also conducted during the Manmohan Singh government in 2011, but its data was never released. Perhaps the figures may not
have been in line with the Congress' agenda.

When the country became independent, the Nehru government did not make any revolutionary
change in its thinking. From 2014, India started witnessing a period of big change. Under the leadership of PM Modi, the Government of
India gave the green signal to Chief Minister Nitish Kumar for caste-based survey in Bihar. Nitish Kumar carried out this work. Those who
took credit confused people even then. They are still doing this, but how farsighted Prime Minister Modi is, it will be seen in the new census.
This is confirmed by the fact that the leader of the opposition in the Lok Sabha openly admitted that the kind of census that the Modi
government is going to conduct now, the Congress had made a mistake by not collecting caste records in the census during the UPA
government. The form of the census that is being envisaged will be a record. A record that will be available in digital form at all times, so that
it can be used in the scheme that is being considered at any time. A digital record of the size of the group, geographical distribution, gender
structure and socio-economic status, which can show the complete picture of India's social fabric. Actually, the purpose of the National
Population Register i.e. NPR is to register all citizens and issue national identity cards under Section 14A of the Citizenship Act, 1955. This
census will also be extremely beneficial for the One Nation-One Election, which has now been taken forward. The digital information
collected in the census will form the basis for determining the boundaries of constituencies and reservation of seats for social groups and
women. This is also necessary, because to encourage population control, delimitation was banned till 2000 through the 42nd Constitutional
Amendment Act (1976). This ban was extended till 2026 by the 84th Amendment Act (2002). If the proposed census starts soon, its record will
be released in 2026. For a long time, reservation of seats for social groups and women was dependent on old and incomplete information,
which will be a more organized collection (database) after the digital census. This database will serve many purposes and will also be useful
to the public. It will play an important role in determining policies from birth to education, employment and even income tax. The opposition
has been targeting the BJP by saying that it is against reservation, but the BJP and Prime Minister Modi have clarified everything about
reservation from time to time, clearing all the confusions spread by it.

Tough challenge to deal with fake
news, need to be alert on every front

There is no doubt that internet media platforms have played an important role in disseminating information and promoting community
dialogue, but due to the flood of fake news in them, they can never replace mainstream media. Traditional media, with its rich history and
commitment to journalistic ethics, acts as a shield against the tide of misinformation. Meta, the parent company of Facebook, Instagram and
WhatsApp, recently announced that it is shutting down its third-party fact-checking program. Meta will also now adopt a system of 'community
notes' like X (formerly Twitter). Meta's decision has sparked a debate about the ability of such a model to deal with misinformation. This
question becomes more important especially in a diverse and hugely populated democracy like India. Meta's argument behind shutting
down fact checking is that such efforts cannot be free from the political bias of fact-checkers. The question is whether community checking
is the solution to this problem? Probably not. Verifying the truth of news requires skill, experience and training. Truth cannot be determined
on the basis of a system that looks like collective opinion, because anyone can become a fact-checker here. This is where we need to focus on
the role of mainstream media and its ability to separate truth from falsehood. This is particularly relevant for India, because we have an old
tradition of media. It includes print, television and their online mediums. Our traditional media has emerged and developed in accordance
with internal needs. It has been polished by struggles. It has been a participant in the country's freedom struggle. It has taken a bold stand
against oppression from time to time. Mainstream media has long been the reliable basis for dissemination of information. The reach of
traditional media, which includes newspapers published in different languages, channels and their web mediums, is unmatched. This vast
network strengthens the democratic participation of the public by increasing awareness among them by delivering news and information to
far-flung areas. For a healthy society and strong democracy, the role of mainstream media is such that the companies masquerading as
internet media under the guise of so-called social networks can never replace it. In the context of India, the importance of mainstream media
increases further. India is as diverse as the continent of Europe. While 44 countries in Europe have 24 official languages, India alone has 22
official languages. Our population is also almost double that of Europe. India's cultural and demographic diversity has an impact on its
democracy. To understand the essence of this diversity, we need a strong mainstream media, which is proficient in local issues and languages.
This work cannot be outsourced to the internet media platform called social media. Remember that internet media is a means of promoting
rapid reactions rather than ground and factual reporting. Most of the news on it is a victim of the 'trending' subculture. The active content
creators on it focus only on creating content that goes viral. They do not have the ability and skill to check how true any news is. For
example, last month a post went viral which showed a mosque being set on fire in India. However, experts' investigation revealed that the
video was from Indonesia and was deliberately misrepresented to increase tension. There are many such examples of spoiling the atmosphere
through mischief, which we can only counter with the power of traditional journalism. The latest AI tools like voice cloning and deep fake
have made internet media more unbridled. Any propaganda can be done here by manipulating the voice, picture and video of any person.
There are many such sites on the internet through which even a novice can create fake content. Such content is being created very fast. After
buying a blue tick on X and Instagram, any handle can be copied exactly. This has increased the possibility of confusion regarding content
creation. Measures to curb this are limited and largely ineffective. Internet media is also zero in terms of accountability. While credibility is
the capital of mainstream media, it does not compromise on accountability. Complaints can be made about any of its actions under the
purview of the country's laws, but internet media companies are outside such legal purview, because their extensive operations are being
carried out from outside the country. This issue is also related to national sovereignty. When we trust foreign-based fact-checkers or community-
driven fact-checking of an internet media company, we hand over our ability to verify news to an algorithm or Al This Al is not controlled
by Indians. This AI can be manipulated due to foreign influence. Its goal can often be to destabilize, confuse and harm our national interests.
This is why democracy will always need a strong, independent, indigenous and self-correcting fourth pillar. There is no doubt that internet
media platforms have played an important role in disseminating information and promoting community dialogue. While digital media
have played a major role in the media, they can never replace mainstream media due to the flood of fake news. Traditional media, with its
rich history and commitment to journalistic ethics, acts as a bulwark against the tide of misinformation. In a vibrant and complex democracy
like India, synergy between digital platforms and traditional media can pave the way for an informed and enlightened society.
