Who will be called an intruder?
Film actor Saif Ali Khan has returned home

from the hospital. In the language of

politicians, Saif looks 'fit' and completely

healthy. Saif has recovered completely just

five days after the attack, his deep wounds

have also healed, wow! A miracle has

happened. This is the language of our

politics. Our politicians have such absurd

and meaningless analysis that they are

questioning Saif about the murderous attack

on him and the Bangladeshi accused.

Anyway, we leave this issue here, because

the police and other agencies should be given

full freedom to conduct a proper

investigation. This is not even the area of

??doubts and questions of politicians. Our

basic concern is that the issue of Bangladeshi

intruders and Rohingya Muslims has

become absolutely 'national'. The Union

Home Ministry has ordered the

Maharashtra government to take strict

action against illegal Bangladeshi

immigrants. A letter has been duly written

to the state's Home Department. Saif's attack

has heated up this issue once again. The

crackdown on illegal intruders on the

borders of West Bengal and Tripura has

suddenly increased and they are being

pushed back to Bangladesh. Delhi's

Lieutenant Governor Vinay Saxena had

written a letter to the Police Commissioner,

after which search operations against

Bangladeshi intruders have increased.

However, there is no news of sending them

back to Bangladesh, because Bangladeshis

have been active in the streets and alleys of

the national capital for decades. They have

become a part of life and society. They drive

rickshaws. Their women work in homes.

Bangladeshis work as laborers at the

dhabas and shops of the area. They have

been working openly for years as

construction, repair, carpenter, plumber and

air conditioner mechanic in the flats of

cooperative societies. They have

government documents like Aadhar card,

voter ID card, ration card. They are also

taking advantage of the 'Prime Minister's

Free Food' scheme. They are also included

in the electoral beneficiary group of Aam

Aadmi Party. Legally they are 'Indians'.

Their ancestral roots are mostly connected

to the states of Bengal, Assam, Tripura etc.

In such a situation, who will be termed as

an 'infiltrator' and who will be suspected of

being an 'illegal migrant' and legal action will

be taken against them? In fact, Bangladesh

shares borders with the states of West

Bengal, Tripura, Assam, Meghalaya and

Mizoram. Most of the borders are open.

Although fencing has been done on about

77 percent of the border, there are some

border disputes between the two countries,

some areas are adjacent to rivers, where

fencing cannot be done. People of these areas

have also been opposing the fencing.

Therefore, people have been coming and

going from Bangladesh through Tripura,

Assam, Bengal. When caught, they call

themselves residents of Assam, Tripura.

Even if they have documents, how can the

administration and police keep them in

custody? There are also such gangs active

in our country, which make fake cards and

documents. This is also a new kind of

corruption and treason. Since Saif Ali Khan

is a VIP person, this matter of entering and

attacking his house came into the headlines.

In the investigations done so far, Bangladeshi

intruders are being considered as 'attackers',

hence this issue has become 'national' once

again. RSS has been raising this issue for

decades. Sangh's estimates have also come

out that more than 2 crore Bangladeshis have

entered the country illegally and are living

as 'fake Indians'. Agents of terrorists and

smugglers have also been found among such

intruders. Arrests are made, investigations

are done, but the final conclusion has been

zero. For the last 11 years, there is Modi

government at the center.
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It is not easy to change the situation of the

hand, Congress will have to decide its priority
Congress has not remained directionless only in Delhi. In Uttar Pradesh, where Nehruji, Indira Gandhi and Rajiv Gandhi became Prime

Ministers by winning elections, Congress sometimes formed alliance with SP and sometimes with BSP, while both the parties are standing on

the support of its traditional vote bank. Rahul Gandhi had been protesting against Akhilesh Yadav's government by calling it Jungle Raj and

doing padayatra, but it again formed alliance with him. Congress's new election slogan: Hand will change the situation, neither could the

situation change in Haryana nor in Maharashtra. Yes, the situation of the alliance led by it has definitely changed. Congress, which remained

silent on the questions raised about the leadership of INDIAA after the defeat in Haryana and Maharashtra, its attitude in the Delhi

Assembly elections shows that the hand has made up its mind to change its situation. About six months ago, in the Lok Sabha elections,

Congress was singing a duet with AAP and asking for votes, but now it has started looking anti-national, corrupt and deceitful to it. Former

Union Minister of State Ajay Maken, calling Arvind Kejriwal anti-national, considered friendship with AAP a mistake. After this, the

conflict between AAP and Congress increased. While starting the election campaign in Delhi, Rahul Gandhi even termed Kejriwal as a liar

like Modi. To this, Kejriwal replied that Rahul is fighting to save Congress, while I am fighting to save the country. If we look beyond political

commentary, the truth is that both are fighting to save their politics. When more than two dozen opposition parties formed their front-

INDIA in 2023, a banner was hung on the stage: United We Stand. In another meeting, the slogan was written on the stage, India will unite,

India will win, but the truth of those dreams shown to the country came out in one and a half years. The tension was visible earlier also, but

in the Delhi Assembly elections, the matter reached a do-or-die point. At present, the direct fight is between Congress and AAP, while other

components are cheering the side of their choice from the gallery. When the electoral battle reaches other states, the possibility of such a

scenario cannot be ruled out there too. At the time of the formation of the alliance, it was highlighted that the constituent parties have no

common objective other than opposing Modi and the BJP; on the contrary, there is a bitter clash of party interests and ambitions among

them. The opposition parties, which were marginalized in the two Lok Sabha elections, came together for the third election, but as their

objectives were not fulfilled, they are desperate to go back on their own paths. In the Lok Sabha elections too, the allies in Bengal, Kerala and

Punjab were competing with each other. Now, if the Congress and the AAP are seen competing in Delhi too, it is not surprising. It is clear

from the attitude of the Congress in Delhi that after failing to stop Modi from becoming the Prime Minister for the third time, it has probably

decided to try for its revival. There is nothing wrong in this, but this task is not easy. The plight of the Congress, which ruled the country and

the states for decades, did not happen suddenly. Of course, its historic electoral defeat happened in 2014, but it had started deteriorating long

before due to its weaknesses and mistakes. For a long time, Congress has not been able to contest elections on its own in Tamil Nadu and

Bengal. Two big states Uttar Pradesh and Bihar were its power sources, but now there too it has been dependent on regional parties for

decades. The same situation is in Andhra and Jharkhand. All this did not happen recently. Actually, in the game of gaining power, Congress

became so self-absorbed that the organization became hollow. Instead of satraps with mass base, chief ministers started becoming chief

ministers through slips of the high command. As leaders moved forward, they also promoted workers in the same way. As a result, its

foundation stones started shaking. Most of the regional parties including AAP are not only standing on the scattered mass base of Congress,

but are in a stronger position than Congress. The ego of Congress, which considers ruling the country as its monopoly, is the biggest reason

for its plight. Due to this, its strategy became one step forward, two steps back. In 2013, AAP ousted Congress from power in Delhi, but it got

BJP's government formed to stop it. Then how would the voters have trusted it in the 2015 and 2020 elections? Now, after being together for

one and a half years, both are face to face again. Congress is not directionless only in Delhi. In Uttar Pradesh, from where Nehruji, Indira

Gandhi and Rajiv Gandhi became Prime Ministers by winning elections, Congress sometimes formed an alliance with SP, and sometimes

with BSP, while both the parties are standing on the mass base which was its traditional vote bank. Rahul Gandhi had been protesting

against Akhilesh Yadav's government by calling it Jungle Raj, and they again formed an alliance with him. It is not difficult for leaders to join

hands as per the situation, but how can the workers who struggle against each other for decades and pay the price of political opposition,

suddenly hug each other and go among the voters singing a duet? It is not that everything is over for Congress. After all, BJP also reached

from two Lok Sabha seats to 303, but to change its situation, Congress will have to first decide whether it wants power through Jugaad or on

its own strength by getting back the mass base through organizational activism.

 NGOs pose a threat, questions arise on the role of NGOs
The Koodankulam nuclear project in Tamil Nadu also had to face the heat of NGO interference. In February 2012, the then Prime Minister

Dr. Manmohan Singh had said, "The Koodankulam nuclear power program is in trouble because many US-based NGOs do not appreciate

the need for increasing energy supply for our country." This Russia-backed project was heavily opposed by the NGO lobby. There are many

masks of internal and external forces that destabilize India. One such innocent looking mask is the NGO (non-governmental organization).

Recently, the Income Tax Department raided the offices of five big NGOs including Oxfam India. Intensive investigation revealed that these

organizations were running a campaign against the country's industrial projects on the strength of external funding. In this context, a recent

development was even more shocking and that is that NGOs are protecting those who spread animosity in the society in the name of religion.

This case is related to the Chandan Gupta murder case in Kasganj, Uttar Pradesh in 2018. In this case, 28 convicts have been sentenced to life

imprisonment. Chandan, who was taking out a Tiranga Yatra on Republic Day, was killed by a frenzied mob in a Muslim-dominated area.

Recently, when the NIA court pronounced its judgment in this case, it expressed concern that some NGOs were providing all possible legal

help to the rioters. The names of Indian NGOs like Citizens of Justice and Peace, People's Union for Civil Liberties, Rihaee Manch, United

Against Hate and foreign NGOs like Alliance for Justice and Accountability, Indian American Muslim Council and South Asia Solidarity

Group came to the fore. Judge Vivekanand Sharan Tripathi said on this, 'A copy of this judgment should be sent to the Bar Council of India

and the Union Home Secretary to find out where the NGOs are getting funds from, what is their collective objective and to take effective

measures to stop their unwanted interference in the judicial process, because this trend is very dangerous and is promoting narrow-mindedness.'

The founder trustee and secretary of Citizens of Justice and Peace is Teesta Setalvad, against whom a case has been registered on the

instructions of the Supreme Court for fabricating a false story and getting fake testimony in the Gujarat riots case. The trend of opposition

from some sections on the investigation of any suspicious type of NGO is very old. For this, allegations like attack on democracy and curb on

freedom of expression are also made. However, voices have been raised on this issue. In the convention of CPI(M) in 2005, party leader

Prakash Karat had said, 'Our party has constantly warned that a large amount of foreign money is coming to finance many activities of

NGOs. The purpose of such money from Western agencies is to politicize people.' Such things are not baseless. There are endless examples of

NGO lobby creating deadlock in the Indian development story. According to a study, in 1985, the per capita GDP of China and India was

about 293 dollars. Now in China it is more than 13,000 dollars and in India it is just 2,700 dollars. The Chinese economy of about 18.5 trillion

dollars is also about five times bigger than India. India's lagging behind in this race of development can be understood from the example of

a project. The Three Gorges Dam, one of the world's largest dams, was completed in China in a little over 10 years, while the Sardar Sarovar

Dam, which is much smaller in comparison, took 56 years for India to complete. A major reason for this was the compromise-making

coalition governments in the country. Except for a few exceptions, national interest was secondary and the politics of manipulation dominated.

In the name of human rights and environmental protection, organizations with dubious intentions like the Narmada Bachao Andolan (NBA)

took advantage of this. During this time, while the country's development remained blocked, NBA leader Medha Patkar got publicity all

over the world. Today, crores of people in the border areas of Gujarat, MP, Maharashtra and Rajasthan are getting electricity, water for

irrigation and clean drinking water from the Sardar Sarovar Dam. The Koodankulam nuclear project in Tamil Nadu also had to bear the

heat of NGO interference. In February 2012, the then Prime Minister Dr. Manmohan Singh had said, 'Kudankulam nuclear power program

is in trouble because many US-based NGOs do not appreciate the need for energy supply growth for our country.' This Russian-backed

project was heavily opposed by the NGO lobby. This delayed its operation by eight years and the project cost increased by more than ten

thousand crore rupees. The same was seen during the construction of Vizhinjam International Port in Kerala. At that time, there were large-

scale protests by local fishermen with the support of the Church. On this, Kerala Chief Minister P. Vijayan had said that this protest does not

seem to be of local fishermen but seems to be organized. Vedanta had to close the Sterlite Copper Smelter Plant in Tuticorin in 2018 after

planned violent protests and church-inspired protests in the name of alleged environmental concerns. This caused so much damage to the

Indian copper industry that India, which was one of the top five copper exporters in the world till 2017-2018, became an importer of copper.

No doubt some NGOs are involved in social welfare work, but it is also true that many anti-India forces are involved in efforts to weaken the

country and society by masquerading as NGOs. In view of this, in 2012    From 2017-18 to 2024, the Home Ministry has cancelled the foreign

contribution registration of a total of 20,721 NGOs. Yet, between the financial years 2017-18 and 2021-22, NGOs received foreign donations

worth about Rs 89 thousand crore. After all, what is the purpose of the huge amount of money that NGOs are getting from abroad? Modern

warfare does not need borders, so there is a need to crack down on enemies growing within the country as well.Judge Vivekanand Sharan

Tripathi said on this, 'A copy of this judgment should be sent to the Bar Council of India and the Union Home Secretary to find out where the

NGOs are getting funds from, what is their collective objective and to take effective measures to stop their unwanted interference.
