Now, satsang, folk traditions and religious

beliefs have also started participating in the

departmental criteria. If this is the

responsibility of the Department of Art,

Culture and Language, then its objectives

can be understood, but if the Jal Shakti

Department is also seen praying in temples

for water, then the signatures on the schemes

will become secondary. The entire family of

Dharamshala's Jal Shakti Department is

bowing down to Indru Nag, because till now

all the projects have been wasted in flowing

water. There is no priority for water

conservation and neither any scientific or

permanent arrangement as per the need for

water supply structure. If nature is kind,

rains keep happening and snowfall on the

mountains is managed by divine power, then

the Jal Shakti Department likes to remain

in the 'good book' of its duty in the evidence

of this abundance. The basis of our water

supply is the direct flow of natural water

sources and the mouth of the water flowing

down the mountains on the principle of

gravity. In such a situation, what innovation

did the Jal Shakti Department do in the

adverse conditions created by the behavior

of nature and the impact of climate change.

How many times will the rains rain after

becoming a petitioner to God, because the

common man is already standing there.

Some need water for farming, while some

are praying to keep the sky away from

clouds during children's wedding or family

function. We would like that Lord Indra

rains a lot, rains with regularity from time

to time, but this is a wish, not a preparation

for the future. Especially amid the challenges

of climate change, the preparation of the Jal

Shakti Department cannot be that the divine

power is put to test at every time of trouble.

If the clouds have rained 85 percent less in

January, then the readiness of the

Agriculture, Horticulture and Jal Shakti

Department to bring water has also gone

somewhere. The pattern of snowfall in the

state is changing badly and in the last few

decades the whiteness of the weather has

reduced itself by 30 percent, but did the Jal

Shakti Department do any survey or

research? Rajasthan does not have snow-

clad mountains, yet the people there drink

water. This difference has to be understood.

Which dam did we build that became the

power source of drinking water supply? In

our traditions, drinking water supply has

been the power of community behaviour. In

some areas of Mandi and Kangra along with

Hamirpur, thirst has been quenched

throughout the year through khatris, and

every village has refined natural sources in

the concept of water conservation. It is

surprising that the budget and wages of

MNREGA have dried up the natural water

sources. It is a different matter that the

Dhumal government took a pledge of water

harvesting and announced rural and urban

planning, but political change tore these

pages and the concerned departments forgot

that this is the need of the hour. If the Rural

and Urban Development Department, Town

Planning and Water Power Department

could have done something in the direction

of water harvesting, then every village and

city's water fund would have been

established. It is surprising that the claws of

reconstruction did not spare even rivers,

drains and kuhals. Neither any code for

construction was made nor the water rights

of Himachal were measured. Adopting the

easy way, the purchase of only a few arable

lands kept increasing with the Jal Shakti

Department and encroachment of which

dried up the natural water sources. Despite

the adverse weather conditions, if our

projects were made keeping in mind the

delicacy of the time, then all the water

sources and rivers, streams and ravines of

the state would have stopped.
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The series of reforms continues,

new hopes raised by the budget
The budget also targets such reforms in the energy, urban development and mining sector that will help in maintaining the sustainability of

long-term economic growth. Reforms in the energy sector will facilitate the adoption of renewable energy. These will modernize the grid

infrastructure and make power distribution regulations consistent. Reliable power supply is very important to increase industrial

competitiveness. It was in the last part of the last century when Germany was called the 'Sick Man of Europe'. A country like Germany did

not become the weak link of Europe without any reason. Stagnation in the economy, high unemployment and stubborn labor laws had

hindered the path of growth. To deal with such a situation, the then Chancellor Gerhard Schroeder initiated the Hartz reforms. The labor

reforms and welfare schemes that were improved through these transformed the German economy. As happens with every reform, they too

were opposed in the beginning. However, these reforms improved the capabilities of the German labor market. Increased employment

opportunities and played an important role in establishing Germany as the economic superpower of Europe. The essence of this context is

that when bold reforms are implemented properly, it yields far-reaching and long-term economic benefits. More or less the same approach

has been adopted in the budget of the central government. The budget presented by Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman on Saturday is

dedicated to fiscal discipline along with increasing capabilities and competition. The reforms related to taxation, energy sector, urban

development, mining, financial sector and regulatory framework that have been talked about in the budget raise new hopes. The goal of

these reforms is to increase capabilities by removing obstacles in the path of economic growth. This will attract investment. The structure of

governance will become coherent. As a result, conditions favorable for rapid economic growth will take shape. Taxation is at the center of

these reforms. The government seems ready to take the widespread ease on the tax compliance front to new horizons in the last few years.

In this episode, preparations are on to introduce the New Tax Bill soon. Such a reform has been awaited for decades. Its objective is to

reduce disputes related to taxes. The Central Board of Direct Taxes is currently embroiled in 60,000 cases related to tax disputes. In such a

situation, making the tax compliance system more easy will be beneficial at many levels. This will make things easier for both the taxpayer

and the authority institutions. In indirect taxes, even at the level of GST, diversified rates make it complicated, but to resolve it, the states in

the GST Council will also have to be appeased. Harmonizing the tax structure will not only increase the confidence of citizens and enterprises,

but will also give wings to economic growth. There is a provision to increase the limit of foreign direct investment i.e. FDI in the insurance

industry from 74 percent to 100 percent, but this will be permissible only for those companies that will reinvest the entire amount of the

collected premium in India. This will increase foreign investment in the insurance sector as well as deepen the penetration of insurance.

However, its success will depend on how this initiative is implemented. Similarly, the Rural Credit Score Framework by public sector banks

will increase the scope of financial inclusion for self-help groups. These groups will have more access to financial resources. The government

intends that if the private sector takes the command of moving the economy forward, then it has also shown its commitment to remove the

possible obstacles in its path. The budget has a provision for the formation of a high-level committee to review the regulation, certification

and license of the non-financial sector, which will settle the matters within a year. This trust-based initiative will reduce unnecessary compliance

burden. A new investment friendliness index will also be created to make the states a part of this matter and to encourage them. This will also

promote cooperative federalism. The budget also targets such reforms in the energy, urban development and mining sectors that will help in

maintaining the continuity of long-term economic growth. Reforms in the energy sector will make the path of adopting renewable energy

easier. These will modernize the grid infrastructure and make the power distribution regulations consistent. Reliable power supply is very

important to increase industrial competitiveness, but no solution has been found to cure the power distribution companies (Discoms) which

are suffering from financial burden. There is still scope for reforms for these companies which can rationalize the tariff and improve the

financial structure of the companies. Regarding urban development, there is an emphasis on affordable housing, smart city projects and

improving infrastructure. However, aspects like the plight of local bodies and financial irregularities in them and land use still remain

challenges. The emphasis of mining reforms is on increasing transparency. This will promote private investment along with improving the

auction process. These changes will increase the supply of important minerals which are necessary for India's clean energy transition

process, but its success will depend on how a balance is established between mining activities and environmental standards. It is good that

reforms have been emphasized in the budget, but more improvement is needed in the future.  This is very important to create a favorable

investment environment. For this, aspects like clarity in the financial structure, public-private partnership and connectivity with the global

supply chain will have to be taken care of. If the reforms proposed in the budget can be implemented, then the country will witness rapid

economic growth during the next decade and the goal of developed India will come closer.

Overcoming economic challenges is not easy, many more

steps will have to be taken to strengthen the economy
No announcement was made in the budget in accordance with the talks of developing India as an alternative to China. The trend in the stock

market revealed that the private sector is not excited by the budget announcements. If the private sector is not able to face the challenge of

China, it will be difficult to achieve a growth rate of eight percent. In the first full budget of the third term of the Modi government, the way

Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman made the middle class happy by giving relief in income tax, it is natural for the budget to be appreciated.

When the Modi government took over the reins of power in 2014, there was no tax on income of Rs 2.5 lakh. This time it was increased to Rs

12 lakh. This tax exemption will put extra money in the pockets of the middle class and due to this consumption will increase. This will

strengthen the economy, but how much, only time will tell, because the public will get only about one lakh crore rupees from tax exemption.

The Finance Minister said that the new Income Tax Bill that will be introduced next week will be much simpler and clearer than the current

Income Tax Act. It is expected that this will free the Income Tax Act from its criminal image. If this happens, it will increase the confidence

of the public and they will be inspired to pay taxes on time and properly. In the budget, the government also presents its future strategy

through its policies, but this time it did not seem that the government is moving towards any major fundamental change through the budget.

It is definitely true that the government is increasing expenditure on education, health and poverty alleviation schemes along with increasing

capital expenditure. This increased expenditure will be used properly only when the state governments work on the advice of the Center.

The correct implementation of the policies of the Center in the fields of agriculture, education, health, labor etc. is possible only with the

active cooperation of the states. In this case, double engine governments i.e. BJP ruled state governments get the benefit, but many times

there is a hindrance in implementing the policies of the Center in non-BJP ruled states. Sometimes these state governments do not even

cooperate with the Center. They insist on using the money received from the Centre according to their own wishes and if the Centre objects,

the states accuse the Centre of unnecessary interference and it becomes a political issue. The Economic Survey that came before the budget

should not be ignored. This survey had said that there is a need to pay extra attention to the health of the people. It is true that the

government has announced to increase ten thousand medical seats to overcome the shortage of medical professionals, but this alone is not

enough. The quality of health services will also have to be improved and such measures will also have to be taken so that people take proper

nutrition and remain careful about their health, as the Prime Minister had said recently. It was also said in the Economic Survey that

industries are getting expensive electricity. It should be noted that due to giving free or cheap electricity to the poor section, the electricity

given to the industries is also becoming expensive. Electricity boards of most of the states are running in losses. The budget has increased the

loan limit for the MSME sector, but nothing has been said about the labour reforms that this sector needs, while the Economic Survey had

underlined that India's labour market is not capable of overcoming the current economic challenges. The budget has certainly emphasized

on skill development, but can we ignore that the efforts made so far in this matter have proved to be inadequate? It would have been better

if the government had come up with a strategy that would have really overcome the shortage of skilled workers. The government should

have encouraged the private sector to invest in skill development schemes through the budget. After all, why did the government not put the

responsibility of skill development on the private sector? Similarly, it should have put the responsibility of the welfare of gig workers on the

companies. This is all the more so because the Economic Survey is saying that the private sector is not paying salaries in accordance with its

increased profits. The economy gets strength from urban areas, but our urban areas are in a bad shape. The reason for this is the poor

functioning of the municipal bodies. The state governments are not eager to improve this functioning. For this reason, the money that the

central government gives to improve the cities is not utilized properly. This time, there is a lack of any concrete plan in the budget for

improving the urban infrastructure and development of cities. It would be good if the central government along with the states comes up

with a concrete policy to improve the cities and also implements it, because our cities will become the engine of the economy. The budget is

indicating that the government is trying to remove the economic slowdown that is visible in the country. It may succeed in this, because along

with giving income tax exemption, it has also announced the formation of the Eighth Pay Commission some time ago.
