Voters will get rid of the problem of their

identity and EPIC number being the same
This argument is more than hollow that this will violate the right to privacy. After all, it is not as if this will tell who voted for whom? Although

the Election Commission has resolved the doubts raised about the same EPIC number in different states, it would be appropriate that it be

given the right to link voter ID cards with Aadhaar cards. It is commendable that the Election Commission is taking the initiative to provide

unique identity to voters. This will not only provide relief from the problem of

voter photo identity card i.e. EPIC number being the same in different states, it

will also be easy to trace a voter if he settles elsewhere, but along with this, it is

also the need of the hour to make such arrangements that if a voter is

somewhere else from his place of residence, he can use his right to vote there as

well. Making such arrangements has become necessary because now a large

number of people go to other places for work, business, studies. Among

them, there are a large number of people who start living there temporarily. Such

people can exercise their right to vote during elections only when they return

to the place where they are registered as voters. Since it is not possible for

everyone to do so, they are unable to vote even if they wish to. It should not be

overlooked that this is also one of the reasons for the low voting percentage. Now

when steps are being taken towards simultaneous elections, it must be

thought about how voters can vote from anywhere in the country? For this, if

necessary, voter ID cards should be linked to Aadhaar cards. Right now this

system is voluntary. At one time, an initiative was taken to link voter ID cards

to Aadhaar cards, but some political parties raised objections to it and an important initiative came to a halt. It is difficult to understand why

some parties have objections to linking voter ID cards to Aadhaar cards? After all, what is the justification for creating obstacles in making

voting rights easy? If Permanent Account Number (PAN) card and other documents including mobile SIM can be linked to Aadhaar to

bring transparency and prevent fraud, then why should voter ID cards not be linked, and that too when it will help in detecting fake voters?

There seems to be no logical basis for opposing a work that can help in preventing fake voting. The argument that it will violate the right to

privacy is more hollow. After all, it is not as if it will reveal who voted for whom? Although the Election Commission has resolved the doubts

raised regarding the same EPIC number in different states, it would be appropriate that it be given the right to link voter ID cards to

Aadhaar cards. This will facilitate the voters, curb fake voting and increase the voting percentage.
