India's GDP may suffer a loss of 0.7 percent

due to America's 'tit for tat tariff'. Of course,

this seems to be a very small figure, but the

loss can be up to Rs 2.5-3 lakh crore. This is

not a normal amount. Experts themselves

estimate that if GDP decreases, production

will be directly affected, so factories will

either lay off employees or reduce salaries.

Estimates even go as far as saying that 7-8

lakh jobs may be lost. A similar effect can

be felt on companies in Tamil Nadu, where

companies do electronics business. India's

Gujarat mainly trades gems, jewellery and

stones worth Rs 78,000 crore with America.

With the increase in tariff, those products

will become more expensive. An example is

Apple iPhone, whose factories are in India

and China. A 34 percent tariff has been

imposed on China. Already the tariff on

China is very high. Now after the new tariff,

Apple phones manufactured in India-China

will become expensive in the American

market, so obviously why would anyone buy

an expensive phone? In the new situation,

India's currency 'rupee' will weaken further

and foreign direct investment will also

decrease. The Union Commerce Ministry is

also accepting that this tariff is not a 'shock'

for us, but a 'mixbag'. That is, there is a

possibility of some loss. President Trump has

imposed 'tit for tat tariff' on about 60

countries, as a result of which there is panic

in the countries of the world, economies have

been shaken, there are chances of increase

in poverty and inflation, most of the

countries are considering it a 'tariff war' and

are calling it Trump's 'trade madness'.

Experts estimate that the world may suffer

a loss of up to Rs 122 lakh crore. Anyway,

many goods and equipment etc. are

imported and exported between India and

America. During Prime Minister Modi's US

visit in February, both the countries had

announced an agreement to increase

bilateral trade to 500 billion dollars (about

43 lakh crore rupees) by 2030. The trade

deal is to be done under this. Its first phase

can be completed by September-October. A

solution to tariffs can be found in it. The good

thing is that 50 major products of India like

pharma, copper, oil, semiconductors, gas,

coal, LNG, insulin, vitamins, precious metals

(gold, silver, platinum), printed materials and

zinc have been kept 'tariff-free'. Machinery

with exports of about 6 billion dollars,

mineral fuel with exports of 4 billion dollars,

organic chemicals with exports of 3 billion

dollars and building stones with exports of

1 billion dollars are likely to be less affected

by the tariff, but sectors like electronics,

smart phones, gems and jewellery and

agriculture will be affected extensively. Our

farmers send rice, fruits, vegetables, grains

etc. worth Rs 50,000 crore to America. At

present, there is a 2.7 percent tariff on rice,

which amounts to a total of 9-11 percent.

Despite the increase in tariff, India can

remain better than Vietnam, Thailand and

China. The matter of concern is that the

agricultural production in India is 4 times

less than that of America. India can do

extensive trade in the field of pharma,

medicines etc. India does a business of about

Rs 76,000 crore with America in this field

and it has been kept free from 'tit for tat

tariff'. However, in this situation, India can

strengthen its manufacturing sector more.

India will have to work on the policy of 'wait'

and then 'take a decision'. Jobs should not

be lost under any circumstances.

After the Army and the

Railways, the Waqf Boards have the most land in the country. From 1913 to 2013, the Waqf Boards had a total of 18 lakh acres of land. In

2013, due to the arbitrary powers given to the Waqf Boards by amending the Waqf Act, their total land increased to 39 lakh acres. The

increase of 21 lakh acres of land between 2013 and 2025, i.e. in just 12 years, shows that the Waqf Boards arbitrarily registered the lands of

others in their name. Even after this, their income could not increase. It was surprising that no one was there to ask the Waqf Boards why

their income did not increase despite having so much property? Through the Waqf Amendment Bill, along with making many changes in

the functioning of the Waqf Boards, that discriminatory provision of the Waqf Act has been abolished, under which there was no right to

appeal in the High Court against the decisions of the Waqf Boards. Waqf boards are not only facing the serious allegation that they arbitrarily

claim government and non-government lands, but also that they illegally sell their lands at throw-away prices or rent them out on nominal

rent.
