it cannot depend on diplomatic meetings and declarations

global economic system established in the last decade of the last century, which played an important role in maintaining peace and stability

through trade and multilateral organizations, is now changing rapidly. On the one hand, the announcement of new tariffs by US President

Donald Trump has created a stir in the global markets, while on the other hand, China, ready to challenge America, is adopting various

economic and strategic policies to strengthen its hold in the Indo-Pacific region with its aggressive attitude. In such a situation, it becomes

necessary for the Bay of Bengal Initiative for Multi-Sectoral Technical and Economic Cooperation (BIMSTEC) countries to not only strengthen

economic cooperation but also focus on security strategies to maintain regional stability, because in the new geopolitical and economic

scenario, the Bay of Bengal region is bound to be affected by all these changes. Apart from all the external challenges, there is internal

turmoil in the BIMSTEC countries at this time.

The effect of this tension was also clearly visible in the sixth

BIMSTEC summit. India, Bangladesh, Nepal, Bhutan, Sri Lanka, Thailand and Myanmar are members of BIMSTEC. When the South

Asian Association for Regional Cooperation (SAARC) has become almost inactive due to India-Pakistan tension, the coming together of five

member countries of SAARC on the platform of BIMSTEC is a sign of new opportunities. However, in a geographical structure where India

is at the center and countries like Bangladesh and Nepal have been adopting an anti-India attitude, can BIMSTEC really accelerate regional

progress, connectivity and economic integration? Regarding the utility of BIMSTEC and India's commitment, External Affairs Minister S.

Jaishankar said that the countries connected to the Bay of Bengal will have to leave behind historical differences and move towards new

possibilities, because this region is extremely important geopolitically, economically and strategically and any crisis arising here will affect the

entire Indo-Pacific region. Therefore, BIMSTEC countries should move forward in the direction of regional cooperation and collective

solutions. Since many countries of BIMSTEC are also facing various challenges internally, regional solidarity becomes more inevitable for

them. Amidst these challenges, there was a consensus on adopting the 21-point action plan presented by PM Modi during the BIMSTEC

summit held in Thailand. This includes training and capacity building, energy and youth skill development, connectivity and cultural exchange,

security and space cooperation, disaster management, trade, strengthening digital public infrastructure. This action plan reflects a strong

commitment towards the current and future challenges facing the member countries. The main attraction of this summit was Bangkok

Vision 2030, which focuses on strengthening economic integration, connectivity and human security.

The free trade agreement is also stuck

in the negotiation phase. BIMSTEC cannot depend only on diplomatic meetings and declarations for its success. This group will have to

focus on strengthening mutual trust. India's role will be important in this. India becomes even more important from the point of view of

providing leadership in resolving political differences through diplomatic dialogue. In this exercise, smaller member countries will have to be

assured that mutual contact, trade and investment will benefit everyone equally. For this, it is necessary to strengthen the institutional

framework and increase financial cooperation. India can play a leading role in maintaining trade relations within BIMSTEC amid global

economic instability. If India uses its capabilities properly, BIMSTEC can become the basis of effective regional cooperation instead of

becoming a passive group like SAARC. India will have to take forward its efforts as per its capacity and strength so that BIMSTEC does not

suffer the same fate as SAARC.
