The West first broke the family. Through

various discussions, it portrayed men and

women as enemies of each other and children

as a burden. It called the womb the biggest

helplessness and weakness of a woman. It

presented a very rosy picture of loneliness

and full of facilities and resources. Now we

want children, we want family, we want

family values. First, we destroyed the good

values ??by using the dynamite of negative

thoughts. Recently, the Supreme Court

expressed deep concern over the breaking

of families and their changing form.

Extradition of the 'genocide'
The 26/11 Mumbai terror attack was actually a 'genocide'. 166 people were killed in it. It is a different matter that 9 terrorists were also

killed. About 300 people were injured. One terrorist Ajmal Kasab was caught alive, who was later hanged. Pakistan had conspired for that

'genocide'. The basic proof of this is that Tahawwur Rana, who was a doctor in the Pakistani army, was also among the conspirators. During

the conspiracy and the attack, he was in constant touch with Major Iqbal of the Pakistani intelligence agency ISI. Now, after 16 long years

and a few months, terrorist conspirator Tahawwur Rana is in India's custody. We are grateful to President Trump because Rana's extradition

has been possible only under his administration. Efforts with the US were initiated soon after Prime Minister Modi came to power in 2014,

but Rana even pleaded to the Supreme Court there not to be sent to India because he could be killed in the jail there, but the evidence of the

conspiracy of genocide was so strong that finally the court ruled in favour of extradition. Now a case will be filed against Rana in India in the

court of 'National Investigation Agency' (NIA). A case will be filed against Rana under sections of murder, attempt to murder, UAPA, war

against India etc. Of course it is too late, but the evidence is still alive. Rana is in India's custody and co-conspirator David Headley is still

imprisoned in a US jail. The process of his extradition has not even started yet. He is an American citizen. However, Indian agencies have

questioned him once. After that he became an accused of the type of 'government witness'. The Indian government should not give up its

efforts to get him too. However, according to the NIA chargesheet, Rana contacted Headley 231 times in India. He also carried out 8 recce

missions and during his last stay in Mumbai before the massacre, Rana made 66 phone calls. Rana also stayed in Delhi for 11 days in

November 2008. Then he stayed in a hotel in Powai. Rana went to Dubai before the terrorist attack. The aim of the Indian government is

that now Pakistan's terrorist role should be exposed before the world through the revelations of Tahawwur Rana. This is also important

because in the dossier that the Indian government had sent to the US administration, apart from Rana and Headley, details related to Hafiz

Saeed, Zakiur Rehman Lakhvi, Ilyas Kashmiri, Sajid Mir and ISI's Major Iqbal were also given. Rana was said to be the liaison between

ISI, Headley and Lashkar-e-Taiba. Now the Indian government wants to verify these revelations through Rana. Most of these accused are

still active in Pakistan. It is worth mentioning that if the Indian government presents solid evidence against Pakistan in front of FATF once

again and FATF decides to put Pakistan in the 'grey list', then it will become difficult for Pakistan to even get alms in the world. The fight

against terrorism can be fought decisively in this way. This is a very important opportunity for the NIA. It can increase its ability to attack

the terrorist network through better interrogation of Rana. Rana has been sentenced in the US and has also been pardoned, but at present

he was imprisoned in a 'detention center'. Rana and Headley had also conspired to carry out a terrorist attack on Denmark. Its secret was

revealed, so both were in jail. Of course, Rana of Pakistani origin is now a Canadian citizen, but he is a criminal of India. Only when our

court will sentence Rana and other conspirators, will the victims get 'justice'.

What will happen if there is a recession? Many

questions raised on Trump's tariff policy
We can divide the current global economy into two parts. One part is America which has about 26 percent share in the world economy. The

second part is the rest of the world which has a share of 74 percent. Mutual trade will now increase in countries with 74 percent economy.

Just like farmers quickly caught hold of other markets after the end of Zamindari. Many analysts believe that Donald Trump's tariff policy

can lead to recession in the world economy including America. To understand this subject, first Trump's vision has to be understood. Trump

is worried that the profits of multinational companies are increasing and America is taking huge loans from all over the world, but the

salaries of American workers remain flat. Between the years 2000 and 2023, the profits of American companies increased from 500 billion

dollars to 3,500 billion dollars. It increased seven times. During the same period, the loan taken by America increased from 5.6 trillion dollars

to 33.2 trillion dollars. There was a six-fold increase in this as well, but during the same period, the average salary of an American worker

increased from $335 per week to $375 per week. There was a mere increase of 12 per cent. Trump's aim is to increase the salary of American

workers and reduce the debt taken by America, because taking such a huge amount of debt can put America's economic sovereignty at risk.

Trump's increase in import tax i.e. tariff will increase the price of goods imported into America. For example, a foreign car which is currently

being sold for $20,000 will be sold for $25,000 after the import duty is imposed. Due to this, the consumption of American citizens may fall.

The family which was keen to buy a car for $20,000 will probably hesitate to buy the same car for $25,000. Recession may occur due to the

decrease in consumption in America. JP Morgan Bank has expressed a 60 per cent possibility of recession. However, in my opinion, this

assessment is not correct. If we look at the other side of the story, as imported cars become expensive, cars manufactured in America will

become cheaper. Production of American cars will increase. Suppose, in the production of a $20,000 American car, a part worth $1,000

comes from India. Due to the increase in import duty by Trump, this part will now be imported at $1,300. The selling price of the American

car will increase from $20,000 to $20,300. In comparison, the imported car will be imported at $25,000. Therefore, paying the increased

import duty on parts will be beneficial for American entrepreneurs and production in America will increase. In addition, the American

government will earn $300, which will reduce the government's fiscal deficit and reduce America's debt. However, the other problem in this

is that if other countries increase the import duty in retaliation, American exports will be affected, which will harm the enterprises there.

The collection of

excise duty and import tax will increase in America. The profit of domestic companies will increase. They will pay more tax. All these reasons

can have a positive impact on the American economy. Trump's policy is basically correct. The tariff policy will have a negative impact on

other countries in the short term. For example, the exports of enterprises selling spare parts worth $1,000 from India will be affected. There

will be some immediate decline in the level of production in India. Pressure will increase on the profits of Indian companies. Similarly, due to

decrease in production in other countries, there can be recession in the whole world. How long this recession will last will depend on how long

it takes for other customers to become available. For example, it will be possible for an Indian enterprise making car parts to make parts for

cars produced in Europe or South America and export them. We can divide the current global economy into two parts. One part of it is

America, which has a share of about 26 percent in the world economy.

This upheaval will cause a slowdown in the

market for some time, but in the long run the impact will be positive. The basic thing is that by increasing tariffs, production in the American

economy will become more profitable. With the increase in domestic production, the demand for labour will increase there and the wages of

workers will also increase. The collection of excise duty and import tax will increase in America. The profit of domestic companies will

increase. They will pay more tax. All these reasons can have a positive impact on the American economy. Trump's policy is basically correct.

The tariff policy will have a negative impact on other countries in the short term. For example, the exports of enterprises selling spare parts

worth $1,000 from India will be affected. There will be some immediate decline in the level of production in India. Pressure will increase on

the profits of Indian companies. Similarly, due to decrease in production in other countries, there can be recession in the whole world.
