There is no trust in US President Trump. It
is also not certain what decision he will take
in the coming moments or days or whether
he will reverse his own decisions. The world
has seen this in the context of China.
However, at present, 'tit for tat tariff' is not
applicable on most countries including India.
President Trump has given them a
concession of 90 days (three months). It is
obvious that America is reconsidering its
'tariff policy', because the consequences of
full implementation of this policy will prove
to be very expensive and anti-economic. The
effects are visible on America itself. Big
industrialists have shared their complaints
and business concerns with President
Trump, as a result of which America has had
to withdraw the tariff imposed on China on
information and electronics related
products. The effects are visible on the
American market. Along with inflation, the
fears of unemployment increasing and
economic recession are deepening. The
number of protests on the streets is
increasing. This policy of President Trump
is being opposed vehemently in the
Parliament as well. However, the already
decided 10 percent tariff will be imposed on
the exports that India will make to the US.
The 26 percent additional tariff announced
by President Trump will be suspended for
90 days, so this is a very important
opportunity and time for India. During this
time, India should finalize its proposed
bilateral trade agreements not only with the
US, but also with the European Union and
Britain. India's trade dialogues with all three
parties are ongoing. European countries and
Britain are in favor of free trade agreements
with India. The negotiations for a trade
agreement with the US have started afresh
from March 2025 and are in a very energetic
and mature phase. President Trump and
Prime Minister Modi had jointly announced
the goal in February 2025 that the two
countries will take the current trade of $190
billion to $500 billion by 2030. It is likely that
the first phase of bilateral trade discussions
and agreements can be completed by
September-October 2025. President
Trump's 90-day relief period is also till about
the same time. Although 90 days are ending
in July, but in the context of India, this policy
can be postponed till September-October.
Now India has a golden opportunity to avoid
the 'tit for tat tariff' policy and keep its
bilateral trade growing. After the trade
agreement, additional tariffs cannot be
imposed on India, but it is also not possible
that 'zero for zero' duty is imposed. Actually,
America and India are at different levels of
economic growth. This can happen between
America and the countries of the European
Union, because both sides are developed and
advanced nations. India will have to be ready
for trade agreements with Europe and
Britain.

The truth of the fight against terrorism, the
extradition of Tahawwur Hussain Rana to
India

The Pakistani terrorists had tied a sacred thread on their hands. The entire conspiracy was to prove that it was the handiwork of Hindu
terrorists. Since an ecosystem in the country had created the elusive stream of saffron terrorism, one of its culminations came in the form of
a book titled 26/11-RSS ki Saazish. Digvijay Singh and other Congress leaders were present at the book launch. The extradition of terrorist
Tahawwur Hussain Rana from the US to India is a very important event in terms of the fight against terrorism. However, even before he
reached India, former Home Minister and senior Congress leader P. Chidambaram said that it is wrong to give the credit of bringing him to
India to the Modi government, because this is the result of the efforts made by the Manmohan government and it is the success of the
country. Undoubtedly, Rana's extradition proves India's diplomatic influence and deepening relations with the US in sensitive matters like
‘security, but should the credit for this go to the Manmohan government and not the Modi government? The terrorist attack on Mumbai on
November 26, 2008 was a shameful proof of the failure of our security system. From November 26 to November 28, the country was holding
its breath until the Taj Hotel was freed from terrorists. It cannot be said that the UPA government did not try to bring the culprits of the
Mumbai attack to justice. In December 2011, the NIA in its charge sheet accused David Coleman Headley alias Dawood Gilani along with
Tahawwur Rana and six others of planning and executing the terrorist attack. According to the charge sheet, Rana was a part of the
conspiracy of the attack as an operative of Lashkar and Harkat ul Jihad ul Islami. In 2009, the UPA government sought Rana's extradition
through diplomatic means, but the Chicago Federal Court in 2011 convicted him of helping Lashkar, but acquitted him of the charges of
Mumbai attacks. One can see a huge difference in the approach, behaviour and intensity of Manmohan and Modi governments on terrorism.
The Modi government worked on the whole matter afresh. The NIA team was reorganised, the campaign was run in coordination between
the Ministry of Home Affairs, Ministry of External Affairs, Ministry of Law, Office of the National Security Advisor etc. In July 2019, the
NIA was given the legal power to investigate against attacks on Indians and Indian bases abroad by making amendments. Due to India's
efforts, Rana was kept in a detention centre in 2020. In 2021, India officially sent a note to the US Justice Department demanding extradition
and talked to the US administration. As a result, the Joe Biden government supported it. The first success in the legal battle to bring Rana
to India was achieved when the California court ordered his extradition. In 2023, an agreement was signed between India and the US to
share information in such cases, under which all the information reached there. President Donald Trump himself announced this in a press
conference with Prime Minister Modi. The Modi government worked at every level with a goal to bring Rana to India, while the belief was
that the US would not extradite Headley and Rana. This thinking also affected the extradition efforts. It is a sad truth that the Manmohan
government's policy on jihadi terrorism was influenced by secularism and Muslim vote politics in India. This is why the anti-terrorism law
POTA was repealed as soon as it came to power. On the contrary, the shameful phrase of saffron terrorism was coined. This pushed the
threat of real terrorism into the background. It should also not be ignored that every effort was made to prove Lashkar member Ishrat
Jahan, who was killed in Gandhinagar, innocent and to blame then Gujarat Chief Minister Narendra Modi and Minister of State for Home
Affairs Amit Shah for her death, which led to a confrontation between the IB and the CBI. It is true that the Manmohan government
recovered a little after the Mumbai attack. The NIA was formed, an intelligence grid was created, the Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act
was amended, but unfortunately the NIA also remained entangled in the imaginary saffron terrorism. Rakesh Maria, former Mumbai
Police Commissioner, has written in his book Let Me Say It Now that if Ajmal Kasab had not been caught alive, the Mumbai attack would
have been declared the work of Hindus. Pakistani terrorists had tied Kalawa on their hands. The entire conspiracy was to prove that it was
the work of Hindu terrorists. Since an ecosystem in the country had created the elusive stream of saffron terrorism, one of its results came in
the form of a book titled 26/11-RSS Ki Saajish.
