'Supreme’
review of
Waqt

The Supreme Court is in the mood to issue
an 'interim order' on the Waqf Amendment
Act, 2025, but is not in favor of banning the
law for the time being. 73 petitions
challenging the constitutionality of the new
law are before a bench headed by Chief
Justice Justice Sanjeev Khanna. The judicial
bench has also raised some questions, but
they are also concerned about the disputes
related to Waqf. The Chief Justice expressed
trouble and surprise at the raging violence
against the Waqf Amendment Act. Finally,
he said in an appealing tone - 'The matter is
before the Supreme Court, so violence is
meaningless. Violence should not be done.'
However, the hearing of the Supreme Bench
continued on Tuesday as well. The bench
has sent a notice to the Central Government
on the issue of 'Waqf by User' and has
sought its reply in two weeks. The judicial
bench does not seem to agree with the
provisions that have been laid down in the
new law. Justice Khanna has said that there
was no Waqf registration before the British.
Many mosques are from the 13th-14th
century. How will you register such 'Wagqf
by User'? Where will they show the
documents? This is impossible. If the
property of Waqf by User is 'de-notified', it
can have serious consequences. The mood
of the judicial bench was clear on three
issues. One, the property declared as Waqf
by the court will not be 'de-notified'.
Whether it is Waqf by User or Waqf by
Deed. Second, the collector can survey the
Wagf property, but the Waqf property will
remain with the Waqf Board. Its nature
cannot be changed. The court will be
informed. Third, all the members of the
Waqf Board and the Central Waqf Council
should be Muslims, except the ex-officio
members. There was also a heated debate
between Chief Justice Justice Khanna and
Solicitor General Tushar Mehta regarding
non-Muslim members in the Waqf Board.
The judge asked whether the government
will include any Muslim in the management
of Hindu religious boards or temples? Even
the Solicitor General questioned the religion
(Hindu) of the three judges of the judicial
bench. The Chief Justice replied- 'When we
sit on this seat, our personal identity does
not matter. All parties are equal before the
law.' Now if the Supreme Court issues an
interim order, some instructions in it may
also be against the government law. When
the Muslim side's lawyer Kapil Sibal was
repeatedly raising the issue of Article 26 and
the faith of 20 crore people and their right
to religious management, the Chief Justice
clearly said that Article 26 is universal and
secular. It does not stop the legislature from
making laws. It applies to all communities.
Parliament has also made laws in the context
of Hindus. The Justice stopped Sibal from
saying religious things. Sibal himself had
demanded an 'interim order'. Jamiat Ulema-
e-Hind's lawyer Abhishek Manu Singhvi
had demanded a stay on the law. The Chief
Justice rejected that too. The Chief Justice
also clarified that monumental buildings like
Jama Masjid will remain as they are. There
will be no tampering with them. Justice
Khanna expressed concern over the
provision of Section 2-A of the Wakf
Amendment Act. It seems clear that the
judicial bench will not reject the Wakf Act
and the chances of a stay are also negligible,
but it can get some such amendments done,
which are not justified in view of the
Constitution.

It would have been
better if these leaders, who are targeting Hindi on the pretext of protecting Marathi identity, would have told which language should be
taught in place of Hindi as the third language? The selection of Hindi as the third language is completely appropriate because, firstly, it is the
official language and the most effective communication language and secondly, there are a large number of people in Maharashtra who
speak and understand Hindi. These are the people who went to Maharashtra for work and then settled there. They have also contributed to
the development of Maharashtra. Ignoring this and opposing Hindi is a kind of racism. Wherever people go and settle elsewhere in the
world, they take their culture and language with them. If someone wants that this should not happen, then it is not going to happen. The
acceptance of Hindi is increasing in Maharashtra and other non-Hindi speaking states because its utility is being proven. Hindi has no
quarrel with Marathi or any other language.

Divisive politics on Waqf law,
Murshidabad violence was not imagined

Generally, the Waqf Amendment Act is being opposed either by those Muslim leaders and organizations who used to misuse Waqf properties
or by those political parties who do Muslim vote bank politics and that too by tricking and intimidating them. For the last few days, there has
been a competition among the Congress and other opposition parties to shine the politics of Muslim appeasement on the pretext of Waqf Act.
After the Waqf Amendment Bill was passed by the Parliament and it became a law, the migration of hundreds of Hindus from Murshidabad
in West Bengal due to the horrific violence there is very shameful and worrying. It was expected that some Muslim organizations and
political parties would protest against this law, but anti-Hindu violence like Murshidabad was not imagined. This violence raises questions
on the intentions of the Bengal government. In Murshidabad, two Hindus were dragged out of their homes and killed and there was also
large-scale looting and arson. Due to this, hundreds of people were forced to flee to Malda and Jharkhand. It is not known whether these
people will be able to return to their homes or not? If they return, will they feel safe or not? The way the Bengal government sat idle instead
of making any effort to stop the disturbance by the opponents of the Waqf Act, can only be called the divisive politics of the Trinamool
Congress to appease Muslims. The way Chief Minister Mamata Banerjee turned her back on the Murshidabad violence is evident from the
fact that she blamed the Vishwa Hindu Parishad and the Border Security Force for the violence. She also blamed the central government.
According to her, this violence was done to defame the Bengal government. Mamata Banerjee did not show even the slightest sympathy to
the people who had to migrate due to the violence. This is also evident from the fact that she told the Governor not to go to Malda to meet the
victims. He ignored her request and went there and put the state government in the dock, but there is still no assurance that the victims of
the violence will get justice. A thorough investigation of the violence done in Murshidabad and some other places under the guise of opposing
the Waqf Act is necessary. It should be ensured that those responsible for this violence are made liable for severe punishment. Along with
this, the victims of violence should also be given full relief. After all, what is there in the Waqf Bill that violence was resorted to in the name
of opposing it and even now threats are being given to spread violence? Is it hidden from anyone that many Muslim organizations were
opposing the old Waqf Act? They were doing so because many Muslims were also suffering from the arbitrariness of the Waqf Boards.
Muslims were not getting any benefit from these Waqf Boards. Today it is difficult to find such Muslims who have received any kind of help
from the Waqf Boards. There are many examples of this that the Wagqf Board officials sold the Waqf property to builders or gave it on
nominal rent. Can anyone deny that Waqf properties have been misused on a large scale? Due to this misuse, recently an organization of
Bohra Muslims met the Prime Minister and thanked him for amending the Waqf Act. Apart from this, many other Muslim groups praised
the Waqf Amendment Act. Christian organizations of Kerala have also praised this law. The opponents of the Waqf Act cannot ignore how
the Waqf Boards used to claim land in entire villages. This was mentioned in the Parliament as well as in the Supreme Court. It is also not
hidden from anyone that recently people troubled by the arbitrary claims of the Waqf Boards in Tamil Nadu, Karnataka, Kerala, Gujarat,
Bihar etc. came forward pleading to save themselves from the Waqf Boards. During the debate on the Waqf Amendment Bill in the
Parliament, such figures were given that how after the changes made in the Waqf Act in 2013, an unreasonable increase was recorded in the
Wagf property. Generally, the Waqf Amendment Act is being opposed either by those Muslim leaders and organizations who used to misuse
the Waqf properties or by those political parties who do politics of Muslim vote bank and that too by deceiving and intimidating them. For
the last few days, there has been a competition among the Congress and other opposition parties to shine the politics of Muslim appeasement
on the pretext of the Waqf Act. They are inciting and misleading Muslims with the lie that the new Waqf law will take away their mosques
and graveyards. In the race to find faults in the new Waqf law, it is being called anti-constitutional, anti-Muslim, etc., but it is being ignored
that the Waqf laws of 1995 and 2013 were anti-constitutional. The Waqf law was enacted in 1954 itself after independence. From time to
time, changes were made in it and the rights of the Waqf boards were increased, but due to the misuse of their properties, Muslims did not
benefit. After all, what is the reason that despite the Waqf boards having land worth billions of rupees, poverty and illiteracy are the highest
in the Muslim community? Muslims need to understand that the so-called Muslim friendly political parties are appeasing them instead of
doing good to them to get their votes. They also need to understand what is good for them and what is not? If Muslims consider BJP as just
a Hindu party and ignore the steps taken in their interest, they will only harm themselves. Can they ignore the fact that the anti-triple talaq
law was brought for the benefit of Muslim women and it has actually benefited them? No law is perfect. If there is any flaw in the amended
Waqf Act, the Supreme Court will remove it. Muslims should not only wait for the Supreme Court's decision but also increase monitoring
of the functioning of Waqf Boards so that Waqf properties are used properly and poor Muslims are benefited. They also have to be cautious
of those doing divisive politics on the Waqf Act.
