Responsibilities
of the
Governor

The roles, Laxman-rekhas and limits of the
legislature, executive and judiciary are
clearly defined in the Constitution. All are
independent in their respective areas. No one
can interfere in the exclusive area of ??others.
Article 122 of the Constitution prevents the
validity of Parliament's proceedings from
being challenged on the basis of procedural
irregularities. It protects the internal affairs
of Parliament from judicial review and
protects its legislative independence. Despite
this constitutional arrangement, Vice
President Jagdeep Dhankhar had to make
a statement that Article 142 has become a
'nuclear missile' for the judiciary. This
missile is available to the judiciary 24 hours
a day. The Vice President is the second
highest constitutional post in the country. He
has said that the Supreme Court cannot give
instructions to the President of the country.
Some retired judges have clarified that the
judicial bench headed by the Chief Justice
of the country, Justice Sanjeev Khanna, has
not given any instructions of any kind to the
President. This can be understood by
reading the decision of the bench. Actually
the discussion started in the context of the
episode when the Governor of Tamil Nadu
did not approve the bills passed by the
assembly and kept them suppressed. Many
governors are doing this in non-BJP ruled
states. This record can be seen. The
Supreme Court, using special powers under
Article 142, not only made those bills law,
but also laid down instructions for the
Governor. Of course, neither instructions are
given to the President nor has the situation
of a 'nuclear missile' arisen. In India, the
President works on the advice of the Union
Cabinet. Deputy Secretaries or senior level
officers are appointed in the Home Ministry,
who take decisions on the basis of the
President and then the President signs that
file. Of course, the Supreme Court can give
instructions to the officials of the Home
Ministry. Arguments were even given that
the President appoints the Chief Justice of
the country and other judges of the Supreme
Court. How can a servant give instructions
to the employer? Actually such decisions are
also taken at the level of the government and
the cabinet and then the President signs the
file sent by the concerned ministry. The
President is, in a sense, the employer in
writing and, according to the functioning of
the government, he is not the employer. We
do not think that the judiciary has crossed
the constitutional Laxman-rekha. Rather,
such an act has been done by the BJP MPs.
BJP MP from Jharkhand Nishikant Dubey
said, 'The Chief Justice of India Justice
Sanjeev Khanna sahab is the only one
responsible for all the civil wars happening
in this country.' The BJP MP even alleged
that the court wants to take this country
towards anarchy. How can the court give
instructions to the President? How did you
make a new law? In which law is it written
that the President has to take a decision
within three months? Anyway, the BJP
leadership did well to distance itself from
such comments of the MPs and rejected such
statements. However, politics could have
taken a new turn from here. The Supreme
Court also did not take any cognizance and
ignored such statements. Nowadays, most
governors are 'political’', so they keep
suppressing the bills. It is not proper and
constitutional to sit on the passed bills.

Bangladesh on a worrying path, proximity
to Pakistan-China is not good for India

China has become Bangladesh's largest trading partner as well as a major defense supplier. Although Bangladesh talks about balancing
relations between China and India, Chinese-financed infrastructure in coastal Bangladesh, especially Mongla Port and China's strong
strategic presence near Munsirhat, cannot be called positive for India-Bangladesh relations. India-Bangladesh have a long history of strategic-
cultural-trade relations. India not only played an important role in Bangladesh's freedom struggle, but it has also contributed significantly to
its economic and democratic development. Mohammad Yunus, who became the head of the interim government of Bangladesh after the
ouster of Sheikh Hasina, is weakening these historical relations by joining hands with Bangladeshi extremists. He is fueling new geopolitics in
the region by ignoring Indian interests. In the new foreign policy turn of Bangladesh under the leadership of Mohammad Yunus, Dhaka's
growing 'mew friendship' with Islamabad and Beijing is an important development from the point of view of India's strategic interests.
Especially with regard to the strategically sensitive Siliguri Corridor, often called the 'Chicken Neck'. The Siliguri Corridor is a 22 kilometer
wide strip of land in North Bengal, which connects India's northeastern states with the rest of the country. It is surrounded by Nepal,
Bangladesh and Bhutan and is close to China-controlled Tibet. India sees any incident in this corridor as a direct threat to national integrity
and strategic point of view. Less than 100 kilometers from this 'Chicken Neck' is Munshirhat, which is located in Bangladesh's Khulna
Division near the Indian border. It is reported that recently China has opened a new defense center there in the name of infrastructure
development. Munshirhat falls in a geographical area where any foreign presence is strategically dangerous for India. Since taking over the
leadership last year, Muhammad Yunus has actively tried to deepen Bangladesh's ties with China. During his recent visit to Beijing, Muhammad
Yunus discussed a range of issues with Chinese President Xi Jinping, including a reduction in interest rates on Chinese loans and the
relocation of Chinese manufacturing units to Bangladesh. Recently, China has also significantly expanded its presence in Bangladesh through
massive investments and military cooperation. This is a part of China's broader 'String of Pearls' strategy, which aims to surround India with
anetwork of Chinese-friendly states and strategic assets. Notably, the construction of a submarine base in Bangladesh has enhanced its naval
capabilities and expanded its strategic reach in the Bay of Bengal. In addition, China has invested more than $25 billion in various projects
in Bangladesh, making it a major economic partner of the country. The construction of the Padma Bridge rail link in Bangladesh, financed
by Chinese loans, a connecting road between Mongla Port and southwestern districts, and increased cooperation exercises between the
militaries of the two countries in the Bay of Bengal are evidence of the new strategic partnership between Dhaka and Beijing. China has
become Bangladesh's largest trading partner as well as a major defence supplier. Although Bangladesh talks of balancing relations between
China and India, Chinese-financed infrastructure in coastal Bangladesh, especially the strong strategic presence of China near Mongla Port
and Munsirhat, cannot be said to be positive for India-Bangladesh relations. This is why India has expressed concern over recent road
connectivity and inland waterway projects involving Chinese firms in southern Bangladesh. To teach Bangladesh a lesson, India has withdrawn
the facility given to it to trade through its territory. Through this, India allowed Bangladeshi exports to go to a third country through its
territory. The withdrawal of this facility could lead to an increase in costs and hamper Bangladesh's trade, especially readymade garment
exports. Prime Minister Narendra Modi met Mohammad Yunus at the recent BIMSTEC summit in Bangkok. In the talks, Prime Minister
Modi stressed the importance of avoiding rhetoric that could further strain bilateral relations. He also expressed concern over violent behavior
against minority groups, especially Hindus, in Bangladesh and advocated a thorough investigation into the atrocities, but these steps will have
a temporary effect. It is possible that India's move may inspire Bangladesh to strengthen relations with China. In such a situation, India will
have to re-evaluate its strategy and formulate a long-term strategy to control the growing influence of China in its neighborhood, because just
as superpowers influence other countries through ports, corridors and digital infrastructure, Bangladesh's south-western borders can play
an important role in the emerging Indo-Pacific rivalry.

Road accidents are a national
disaster, 3.3 lakh people die In a year

To improve the license process in the country, it has to be taken out of formalities and brought into the realm of reality. The new process
should be more digital and standardized and should be such that there is no scope for mistakes. From the beginning to the last stage, all
aspects should be thoroughly examined and there should be minimum human intervention. The crisis related to road accidents in India
indicates an emergency. The figures related to this national disaster are shocking. In the year 2022 alone, 1.68 lakh people lost their lives in
road accidents. This number is more than the population of Davos, Monaco or Bhutan's capital Thimpu. Whereas according to unofficial
figures, on an average 3.3 lakh people die in road accidents in the country during a year. This number is more than the population of Iceland
or even more than the American soldiers who lost their lives in the Second World War. It is clear that India is far above in terms of road
accidents. 11 percent of the world's road accidents happen in India, while only one percent of global vehicles are in the country. More than
450 Indians die in road accidents every day. This can be understood in such a way that a packed Airbus A380 plane is crashing every day,
but this issue remains missing from the headlines. Accountability is also not fixed in this. There are other sad aspects of tragic road accidents.
For example, the maximum number of people who lose their lives in these accidents are between 15 and 29 years of age. Often these are the
earning members of their families or the responsibility of earning in future rests on their shoulders. One in four deaths in road accidents is
of people of this age group. Half of the deaths in accidents are related to two-wheelers or pedestrians. This fact highlights the weak infrastructure
and negligence of safety towards the most vulnerable people on the road. The number of people killed in these accidents is much more than
any epidemic or terrorist attack, but neither the necessary legal initiatives are being taken to solve this problem nor any reforms have been
initiated. In short, despite being the biggest man-made disaster, road accidents are the most ignored. The roots of the crisis related to road
accidents are aspects like poor engineering, low quality projects, absence of signboards or misleading signboards and lack of accountability
of engineers and consultants. The government and NHAI have taken steps like marking black spots and redesigning accident prone areas,
but things are not working out. From normal roads to highways, the solution remains a distant dream. Forget about proper signage at many
places, even lane marking has not been done properly. Another question is that on the roads where there are indicator signs, do the drivers
follow them?

If seen, the infrastructure of roads in India is not as big a problem as the indiscipline seen in walking on the roads. In such a situation, it is
natural for the process of issuing driving licenses in the states to come under question. With time, India has seen extensive changes in the
condition of roads and speed of vehicles, but licensing standards have more or less remained the same. The licensing process has not been
able to keep pace with the times as the number of high-speed vehicles and expressways has increased. In most parts of the country, driving
tests are just a formality, in which skills like reversing the vehicle or parking it in a limited area are tested. Many applicants are not tested on
criteria like real road conditions, night driving, highway merging or emergency response. What is even worse is that many licenses are issued
without any verification, in which middlemen get this work done through bribes. It has also become very necessary to remove administrative
evasions on this front. In comparison to India, the licensing process in developed countries is very comprehensive and honest. In Germany,
driving license is given only after compulsory classroom instruction, virtual training in simulators and driving for a few hours under supervision.
In such a situation, India's licensing structure has not only become outdated but also dangerous. It invites accidents by allowing novice
drivers to take to the roads. Instead of becoming the first step to prevent accidents, it has become a means of promoting them. It has become
necessary to get rid of such a collusive licensing process. To improve the licensing process in the country, it will have to be brought out of
formalities and into the realm of reality. The new process should be more digital and standardized and should be such that there is no scope
for mistakes. All aspects should be thoroughly examined from the beginning to the last stage, there should be minimum human intervention.
Automated driving test tracks should be built in the country where real time monitoring is possible through sensors. The license should also
be linked with Aadhaar biometric and a centralized database should be created so that duplication of licenses and fake identities can be
avoided. Such processes should be uniform across states and linked to a common national licensing framework with performance, renewal
and penalty provisions. Regular audits of driving schools and public rating of their performance should be done. There should be no laxity
in compliance and accountability even after the license is issued. No, no action can be taken. It will be necessary to punish the driver and the
concerned authority for any negligence. This entire process should be completed immediately and speedily. In the case of commercial driving
licenses, standards will have to be kept high and vigilant will have to be maintained regarding their regular renewal. An effective grievance
redressal mechanism will also have to be established in which citizens' rights can be further empowered. Adopting all these measures in
totality can help in reducing road accidents.

It definitely sounds strange to read, but this tradition (Tharu Tribe Wedding Ritual)
performed in the Tharu tribe is not just a ritual, but a unique definition deeply connected to
history, emotions and relationships. Come, § | know the whole story of this mysterious and emotional
tradition (Tharu Bride Foot Serving), ™ which will force you to think. Why does the new bride
serve food with her feet? This may sound strange, but it is a very important and old tradition
in the Tharu community. When the newlywed bride reaches her in-laws' house and cooks
food for her husband for the first time, she slowly slides that plate with her feet and delivers it to
her husband. The husband not only accepts it without resentment, but also touches it with his
head. As shocking as this scene is, its | symbolic meaning is also as deep. Many emotions are
hidden in one ritual. Many emotions are reflected together in this custom of the Tharu
community. At first glance, this ritual shows 3 3 a unique bond in the relationship of husband and
wife. This is the way of the husband to respect the labor and sacrifice of the wife. On the other hand, the pain of history is also hidden in this tradition. It is believed that the women of the
Tharu community once belonged to royal families. But with the ups and downs of time, when they had to marry below their social status, a hidden protest also started growing in their
minds. To express this protest, they chose a symbolic way — serving the plate with the foot. ‘Apna-Paraya’ — the conflict of the bride’s life. This ritual is called ‘Apna-Paraya’ in the Tharu
community. This word itself contains depth. When the bride leaves her parents' home and comes to her in-laws' house, she oscillates between her two lives - on one side her childhood, her
roots and her parents' house; on the other side her new life, new family and new relationships. This ritual symbolizes the same feeling - she now belongs to this family, but she has not
completely left her past. 'Chaala' - The ritual of new beginnings In Tharu society, marriage is not just a bond of two people, it is the union of two families and cultures. After marriage, there
is a ritual called 'Chaala’', in which the bride steps into her new house. This ritual shows that now she is moving towards a new life. It is during this 'Chaala' that she cooks the first meal for
her husband, and this ritual is performed. Slipping the plate with the foot - not just a tradition, but a messagelt would not be appropriate to see this unique tradition as just a ritual. In a way,
it was the inner voice of the women of that time, when they had to accept decisions against their will. They accepted life, but were not ready to lose their identity completely. This tradition
reflects this crossroads - acceptance and resistance, love and pain. In today's time when society is changing rapidly, such traditions are also under question, but it is certain that this ritual
forces us to think that behind traditions, not only rules but stories and emotions are also hidden.

The actress said that
divorce is not a bad thing; her parents have also been divorced. So there was nothing about which she was feeling uncomfortable.
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
