Now expression

is a crime
Beware! Freedom of expression can also land

you in jail! The constitution has given us this

fundamental right, but nowadays the police

is constantly filing FIRs against those who

express their views. Ultimately you are

thrown in jail. No matter whether you are a

professor, a journalist, a social worker or a

19-year-old student, the police will declare

your expression a threat to the unity,

integrity and sovereignty of the nation and

send you to jail…! The country knows very

well at whose behest the police has become

so indiscriminate, unjust and insensitive. If

the country does not have the neutral,

judicial and constitutional protection of the

Supreme Court, then who knows how many

educated and creators of expression can

keep rotting in jail for an indefinite period.

In this context, the High Courts are also

protecting our fundamental, civil rights. The

governments and the police are autocratic.

A 19-year-old engineering student from

Maharashtra was pushed to Pune's

Yerwada jail by the police because she had

dared to write a post in which some

sympathy was expressed towards Pakistan.

Of course, it was a war-like atmosphere

under 'Operation Sindoor'. The student did

not need to be so agitated, aggressive and

emotional. She soon realized her mistake.

She removed the post and also apologized

publicly, but her expression was considered

a 'crime'. No attempt was made to convince

the student, rather she was sent to jail. The

lower court rejected the student's bail plea,

but the management of the educational

institution dismissed the student. She was

expelled from the institute. The student had

to stay in jail for many days. When the

matter reached the High Court, the judges

asked whether you are hell-bent on making

a student a 'criminal'. Should students now

stop speaking or writing their views? The

police was reprimanded, the student was

granted bail, only then she was able to come

out of jail. This is the ugly truth of

independent and constitutional India.

Similarly, Assistant Professor Ali Khan of

Ashoka University was also sent to jail for

writing something on social media. Although

he had praised the two female military

officers who briefed on 'Operation Sindoor'

- Colonel Sophia Qureshi and Wing

Commander Vyomika Singh - but suggested

that such efforts should be made at the

grassroots level as well. Prof. Ali had also

raised some questions on 'lynching' and

'bulldozer justice' in his post, but he was sent

to jail for insulting women. Renu Bhatia,

Chairperson of Haryana Women's

Commission, even complained to the state's

DGP. An attempt was also made to make the

matter Hindu-Muslim. Ultimately, he was

granted interim bail with the intervention

of the Supreme Court, but even now a

special investigation team of three IPS

officers is investigating him. There are

innumerable cases in which the tendency to

consider freedom of expression as a 'crime'

is clearly visible, but one case is also of MP

government minister Vijay Shah, who

termed Colonel Sophia as the 'sister of

terrorists'. Apologizing later is a habit of

politicians. The Supreme Court has granted

him interim bail, as his arrest is prohibited.

There is a special investigation team in this

case as well, but its term has been extended

till July. The question is how can two laws

work in the same country. The minister's

statement was extremely disgusting, cheap

and communal, so why was he not put in

jail? A group of 'digital terrorists' is also

active in some parts of the country, which

has been saying anything on social media

against the country's foreign secretary and

his daughter. Strict action should be taken

against such elements.
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'Work on time is necessary', Air Chief Marshal AP Singh expressed

his displeasure over the delay in the defence procurement process
Air Chief Marshal AP Singh expressed concern over the delay in defence deals and material manufacturing. There has been a problem of

delay in projects like Tejas and foreign supplies. Modi government promoted indigenous manufacturing but more activism is needed. Self-

reliance is possible with the participation of private sector and development of advanced weapons on the lines of DRDO. Air Chief Marshal

AP Singh is known for speaking such frankly about the delay in defence deals and defence material manufacturing projects at the Confederation

of Indian Industry summit. This is also good, because any kind of delay is not acceptable on the defence front. Earlier, he had also expressed

his displeasure over the delay in the construction of fighter aircraft Tejas. Now he did not hesitate to say that no project of manufacturing

weapons and defence equipment is completed on time. He is also right that there is delay in the supply of material under the deals for

purchase of defence material from other countries. There are many examples of this. Earlier, it used to take a lot of time to finalize defence

deals. This caused further delay in getting the required defence material. It cannot be ignored that the Manmohan government could not

decide on the purchase of Rafale or other such aircraft for a long time. Undoubtedly, the Modi government has paid extra attention to the

manufacture of defence material in the country with the cooperation of the government and private sector along with promptness and this

has also yielded positive results, but there is a need to show more activism on this front. Perhaps to fulfill this need, Defense Minister Rajnath

Singh had said from the platform of the Confederation of Indian Industry that the cooperation of the private sector along with the public

sector will be taken to manufacture the fifth generation fighter aircraft in the country. Since our companies manufacturing defence material

have proved their capability in the last few years, they should get more encouragement. More so because Operation Sindoor proved that the

Indian Army is not only equipped with advanced weapons but is also adept in their use. That is why the Air Force Chief called this military

operation that left Pakistan breathless and exposed China a national victory. It should be noted that General Bipin Rawat used to say that

India should make the weapons it needs on its own, because gradually they will become advanced and we will become self-sufficient in terms

of defense material. This fact should also be noted that just like we have DRDO, America has DARPA. With time, apart from advanced

weapons, it also made equipment useful for industries, which helped in America's progress. Our private companies that have entered the

defense sector can also do the same thing.

Pakistan plays with Islam, Pakistan's actions are

tarnishing the image of Islam across the world.
When people were killed in Pahalgam after being asked about their religion, Pakistani Ulema did not openly condemn it. Quran says that

those who believe in Islam should use their intelligence. (Al Imran 3165) It instructs that peace is better than war (Al Nisa 4128) but in

Pakistan, hatred and terror are spread in the name of Islam. In response to the terrorist attack in Pahalgam, the military action through

which India targeted the terrorist bases of Pakistan was named Operation Sindoor, which is related to Indian culture. On the contrary,

Pakistan named its action against the Indian Army and civilians 'Buniyan Marsoos', which is a Quranic word (Al Saf 61:04). 'Buniyan

Marsoos' means - Lead Wall i.e. a very strong structure. In the Quran, 'Buniyan Marsoos' are those believers who are forced to fight the

enemies of humanity, whose power is invincible. Open misuse of Islamic terminology for political purposes is an old and institutional habit of

Pakistan. Pakistan has been doing all this since day one. It was formed in 1947 in the name of Islam and Muslims. At that time, a slogan was

raised to mislead the innocent public- What does Pakistan mean- La ilaha illallah. In the resolution passed in the Constituent Assembly on

March 7, 1949, it was said that sovereignty is only for Allah. In the Constitution of 1956, Pakistan was declared an Islamic Republic. During

the time of General Zia, the practice of using pure Quranic words like Jihad, Mujahid, Shaheed, Kafir for wrong purposes became common.

In 1999, the Kargil intrusion was called Jihad and those who died at the hands of the Indian Army were called martyrs. Pakistani historian

KK Aziz has written in his famous book 'Murder of History' that Islamic words have been interpreted very wrongly in Pakistani textbooks.

These textbooks only create hatred towards India in children. Ummah and Millat have been considered synonymous with Pakistani nationalism,

whereas according to the Quran, Ummah is that which serves humanity without any discrimination. (Al Imran 3:110) Similarly, Millat has

been asked to follow the right path, which is the way of Hazrat Ibrahim Alaihissalam. (Al Anam 6:161) It has no connection with political

objectives. Pakistan also calls terrorist attacks in India as Jihad. Whereas according to the Quran, Jihad is a defensive war. Its permission is

given only to those against whom the war has been waged. (Al Haj 22:39) Jihad has absolutely no connection with the war fought to expand

the empire or to fulfill political ambitions. The Pakistani terrorists who are killed by our security forces are called martyrs without delay,

whereas according to the Quran, a martyr is one who always testifies to truth, justice and follows high moral values. The Quran calls only

those Muslims martyrs who prove this conduct. (Al-Baqarah 2:143) When a country calls its soldiers martyrs, it means martyr of the

country, not of any religion. In Pakistan, when a big terrorist is killed, even Laden is called a martyr. The government and the army did not

delay in calling the terrorists who were killed in Operation Sindoor as martyrs. This is an insult to the word martyr and an act that defames

Islam. If Operation Bunyan Marsus was really a lead-filled wall as per the words of the Quran, then why did it collapse so quickly in front of

India? Why did Pakistan have to appeal to India? Why did its air defense system become useless? If you were a man of faith at all, then why

were you using passenger planes as shields? What kind of a fundamentalist group was this, which was targeting common people in India?

The truth is that Pakistan has no natural relation with Islam. It is doing all kinds of wrongdoings in the name of Islam. Its activities are

tarnishing the image of Islam across the world. India and especially the Muslims here have to understand that Pakistan's activities are

causing a bad name for Islam in the world. The worst thing is that Pakistani Ulema remain silent on this or are a party to the crimes of the

army and the ISI or keep saying something that is used by terrorist groups. Hussain Haqqani, who was Pakistan's ambassador to the US, has

written about this truth in detail in his book 'Pakistan: Between Military and Mask'. When people were killed in Pahalgam after asking them

about their religion, Pakistani Ulema did not even condemn it openly.

The true meaning of non-violence is in the Gita. Violence without reason and full of hatred is violence. Killing done without hatred out of a

sense of duty and for self-defense or to protect the oppressed is never violence. India has been suffering the consequences of the mistake

committed by Gandhiji for almost a hundred years. Therefore, amidst the conflict between Trump and Putin, we should also keep in mind

the experiences of our history. American President Donald Trump called Russian President Vladimir Putin 'mad' because he is not stopping

the attacks on Ukraine. Trump probably does not know the character of the Russians nor their history. War is taken as an exception by any

American. This is natural, because America has never suffered foreign occupation. Five lakh American soldiers were killed in both the

Second World War and the Vietnam War. Americans were very upset by that. On the contrary, Russia's history is full of wars. American

historian Professor Gregory Carlton has assessed centuries of Russian history in his book 'Russia: The Story of War'. Russians have

suffered many wars. More than 20 million Russians were killed in the Second World War alone. Hitler had really laid siege to Leningrad to

finish off the Russians. In that war, almost three-fourths of the entire young male population of Russia was wiped out in five years. Before

that, in the First World War, the Communist Revolution and the Civil War, one crore Russians were killed in six-seven years, while the total

population of Russia was only 18 crore. Before this, in 1812, Napoleon's huge army had burnt Moscow to ashes. That army was the largest

in European history till then. Leo Tolstoy's classic work 'War and Peace' was written in the same background, which is considered the

world's greatest novel. Before that, in the 13th century, the Mongols and Tatars had destroyed many Russian cities. The Mongols ruled

Russia for a very long time till the last phase of the 15th century. Even after losing, the Mongols continued to raid Crimea. They also burnt

Moscow twice and enslaved the Russians and sold them in the markets of Arab countries and Turkey. Therefore, in the Russian psyche,

Crimea is not just a geographical area. It is also a historical Russian symbol of facing and fighting against barbaric foreign attacks, terrible

oppression. Not only has Crimea been a historical part of Russia, but the Ukrainian people themselves have also been called 'Little Russians'.

Ukraine was made a province of Soviet Russia in 1919 by the Russian leader Lenin. Before that Ukraine was a part of Russia, in fact, for

centuries before that, the name of Russia itself was 'Kiev-Russia'. For Russia, war has been a part of its existence. Nikolai Sukhotin, the head

of the Russian Military Academy, said in the 19th century that his country spent two-thirds of its time in the last five centuries fighting wars.

We already know the account of the twentieth century. That is why the special respect that Russian society has for its soldiers and military

monuments is not seen anywhere else in the world. In Moscow, after marriage, the new couple first goes to the 'Monument of the Unknown

Soldier' ??and offers flowers. The day of victory over Hitler, 9 May, is like the biggest national festival in Russia,.
