Every day thousands of
vehicles and smoke rising in traffic jams have
made holes in the sky's umbrella, yet there
is enthusiasm to see Himachal in all
directions. It is not Himachali taste, now it is
Himachali flavour which increases the sale
of Maggi on the mountain. There is a habit
of buying this season, but are the things we
are selling truly Himachali dishes. We see the
labour of an outsider behind the burger
stalls on the hawkers, now in Sundarnagar
people coming from outside are selling the
skill of making Siddu. It is surprising that
even the districts started looking different
in the regional identity of Himachali Dham,
but the real taste has been covered with a
layer of earning. There is no testing or
standardization of the quality of 'Himachali
Dham' in the market. After all, how much
of Himachal could be shown in a short
tourist season, however, the eating and
earning habits here have changed. The idea
of ??doing something new every time in a
new tourist season is undoubtedly correct,
but during this time the attacks on the
dignity and soul of a tourist city cannot be
denied. Mountains, hills and all the stuff of
sand and gravel fight a war in the eyes of
tourists every time. We are rowing a boat in
a wounded sea, ask the paddle who is
breaking in the water. Don't our mountains
attract just by being mountains? In fact, by
considering tourism and hotel industry as
one, we started such a supply competition,
which turns the tourism of Jammu and
Kashmir into ruins. The surprising thing is
that whoever visits Kashmir once, finds
Himachal less attractive. We too have had
many such places like Dalhousie and
Janjehli for centuries, where every eye can
stop, but bricks-hammer and cement-rods
have destroyed the attraction of Sangla
Valley. In Kangra itself, tea tourism tracks
will have to be built to connect the growing
tourism through tea gardens with the
expanded spirit of nature. A few years ago,
the herbal institute of Jogindernagar made
plans to develop herbal tracks, but neither
did it take off nor did it shine, because we
want to brighten tourism with government
culture. If we adopt the model of former
District Magistrate Abid Hussain Sadiq, who
put Bilaspur on the boat of tourism, then
along with water tourism, the displacement
of dam projects can also be put on the island
of tourism. If we give priority to the
submerged temple of Bilaspur, Ransar ki
Garhi in Pong Dam and Bathu ki Ladi, then
the routes and stops of tourist arrival will
change. In the proximity of Palampur and
Solan universities, tourism festivals can
reach the fields and gardens. We have the
most variety of tourism than Jammu and
Kashmir or any other state, but can anyone
tell us what we have done to beautify the
old Kangra and Sujanpur forts, Masroor
temple or the historical heritage of Chamba.
Should we ask HRTC what it has done to
bring tourists to Himachal? Of course, there
is a lot of effort going on to build sand castles
of tourism development on the sand of one
season, but what are the hoteliers, taxi
owners, tour operators, trade boards and
bus owners doing in the totality of tourism.
We considered the confluence of Himachali
folk art and the artistic and divine power
and devotion of the temple complexes as
supportive of tourism. In the development
of tourism, we as citizens, businessmen,
become owners of transport facilities, hotel
units, taxi and bus operations and
restaurants-dhabas, but when will we
become the masters of the entire tourism.
How long will we be able to carry this crowd.

According to tradition, the caste system keeps creating a boundary of facilities and restrictions for that
person. Caste, which creates social boundaries, has been a hindrance to social mobility, especially by limiting marital relations within the
boundary of inter-caste. Caste ignores the personal qualities or behavior of a person and puts a burden of expectations on him, which he has
to bear throughout his life. Caste is a complex social system, whose form has been changing with time and place. It is difficult to say when the
original system of four varnas based on karma got molded into the tradition of birth-based caste, but the caste system has definitely gripped
the Indian society and its thinking so badly that the attempt to overcome it could not be effective. Today a strange situation is arising in the
country regarding caste consciousness. On the one hand, restrictions related to caste are being broken, while on the other hand, there is a
frenzy to create a separate institution for each caste. People easily form their social identity by associating with caste and start feeling the
extra energy that comes with caste membership. This tendency is getting stronger day by day. Today, the country is full of institutions
formed in the name of castes and sub-castes. People are forming these institutions with pride and arrogance, whose alleged objective is the
welfare of the members of that particular caste. Along with caste, a feeling of racial superiority is also seen in some communities. Locally
formed caste associations, caste councils, caste armies or caste parties also do various works for the concerned community. Today, if there is
no association of a caste, then that caste considers itself inferior and starts forming a community. In this way, both the tendencies opposing
caste and supporting caste are growing simultaneously in Indian society today. Opposition and refutation of the institution of caste have been
providing ideological basis for political and social thinking. Now caste is getting more and more associated with political goals rather than
social conduct and ideology. It is a well-known fact that in general elections, parties select candidates keeping caste in mind. Caste affiliation
fulfills a primitive social need. Politicians take advantage of this. In democracy, numbers are important. Therefore, today the game of caste
equations is visible everywhere. In the area where a particular caste or sub-caste is in greater numbers, a candidate from that caste is fielded
there, whether he is qualified or not. It is an obvious fact that giving prominence to caste and sub-caste in this way intensifies caste feelings.
Politics based on caste as qualification is proving to be promoting only prejudice, discrimination and exploitation. It is also a truth that the
bondage of caste is creating obstacles in the path of development for a large section of Indian society. In independent India, many steps have
been taken to end the inhuman discrimination based on caste. Along with this, special facilities have been provided in the Constitution to
provide relief to the communities exploited for generations and to give them equal opportunity to develop like others. Arrangements have
been made for reservation in education and employment for them. There have been discussions and amendments from time to time regarding
the eligibility for these facilities. In this sequence, categories of castes like Scheduled Caste and Other Backward Caste (OBC), Dalit, Mahadalit
etc. were made and the necessary facilities for them have been determined. Now, after almost a century, the assessment of castes in India will
be important from many perspectives. This will not only reveal the map of socio-cultural change, but will also reveal the expectations of the
society. It will be beneficial to take the help of social scientists in this effort. For the development of all, it is necessary to properly identify those
people who are poor, backward and deprived and are deprived of human facilities. It is hoped that for an inclusive society, whose members
have active participation in the democratic process, this census will definitely prove fruitful.

Risk of lagging behind in shipbuilding, self-
reliance 1s essential

In view of India's increasing challenges on the strategic front, it has become necessary to focus on shipbuilding. The Chinese Navy has now
become the world's largest navy. By the year 2023, its fleet will have more than 370 warships. China is engaged in building a strategy from
Djibouti on the African coast to Gwadar in Asia, Sri Lanka, Myanmar and Maldives. All aspects are being considered amid increased
tension with Pakistan after the Pahalgam terrorist attack. Pages of the past are also being turned amid options for possible action against
Pakistan. One such chapter is related to the Navy's Operation Trident. During the Indo-Pakistani war in December 1971, the Indian Navy
surprised the enemy by launching a surprise attack on the Karachi port. Three Pakistani ships were sunk in that attack. Fuel tanks were
destroyed. It is considered one of India's most successful and aggressive naval operations. However, the headlines related to this success have
overshadowed the fact that Osa-class missile boats and war materials, which were of Soviet origin, played an important role in that success.
India may have won that battle, but that war only exposed our dependence on foreign naval technology. Even decades after that, this
strategic delicate link remains the same. Meanwhile, as the challenges on the maritime front for India have increased, the need for indigenous
shipbuilding has increased even more. This is not only from the point of view of industrial aspirations, but is also an imperative for overall
national security. If we look at global experience, shipbuilding has only benefits. It accelerates economic growth along with creating jobs and
increasing technical capabilities. According to many estimates, an investment of Rs 1,000 crore in shipbuilding can create 6,000 direct and
15,000 indirect jobs. The size of the global shipbuilding market is around $145 billion. It is dominated by China with 47 percent share, South
Korea with 29 percent and Japan with 15 percent. These three countries met more than 90 percent of the world's demand in 2023. Whereas
India, which has a large coastline, had a share of less than one percent. A strong shipbuilding sector not only improves ports and maritime
traffic, but also helps in promoting steel, electronics, I'T and other skilled businesses. Countries like South Korea made shipbuilding the basis
for deepening their industrial roots at the end of the last century. Today, the same situation and opportunities exist in front of India. The
Government of India is also engaged in full efforts to capitalize on these possibilities. During the year 2016 to 2021, campaigns like Sagarmala
have been accelerated along with a shipbuilding subsidy of Rs 4,500 crore under the Shipbuilding Financial Assistance Policy. Many provisions
have been made in this year's budget, whose long-term objective is to make India a global leader in the shipbuilding sector by the year 2047.
Initiatives like Maritime Development Fund (MDF) are at the center of these efforts. While the government will contribute 49 percent to this
fund of Rs 25,000 crore, the remaining amount will come through ports and private sector partners. Through this fund, long-term and
affordable capital will be available to develop shipbuilding and ship repair facilities. This initiative will get further help from the newly
formed Shipbuilding Financial Assistance Policy. With a contribution of Rs 18,090 crore in this scheme, there is a plan to overcome the
challenge of cost competitiveness in the Indian shipbuilding industry. In this episode, ships larger than a specified limit will be given the status
of infrastructure projects. This will remove other obstacles along with providing them easy financial resources. The government has also
announced a shipbreaking credit note scheme to promote the domestic recycling industry and to encourage the purchase of ships built in the
country. The budget has also paved the way for the creation of a huge shipbuilding cluster under the Public Private Partnership (PPP). The
results of these policy efforts are also visible at the ground level. The Kerala government has put forward the idea of ??a giant deep-water
shipbuilding and repair facility in Poovar near Vizhinjam Port.
