Security Council

is meaningless
Pakistan returned empty handed from the

United Nations Security Council. It must be

feeling relieved that neither a statement was

issued nor any resolution was passed against

it in the Security Council. It will be a

consolation that the Kashmir issue is still alive

and can be internationalized. Greece, the

president of the Security Council for the

month of May, did call a meeting on

Pakistan's request and that too was held in

a closed room, but in essence that meeting

was meaningless. Neither any statement was

issued by the Security Council nor any

resolution was passed. Pakistan is also a

temporary member of the 15-member

powerful Security Council. In that sense, a

meeting was called in view of the tension

between India and Pakistan and the war-

like situation. Pakistan was also asked tough

questions. Comments were also made along

with questions on its 'terrorist character'. It

was even said that Pakistan has created war-

like conditions. Its ministers and military

generals also repeatedly threatened to use

nuclear weapons. Pakistan is bound and

committed to international nuclear control

rules. In the conditions of tension, Pakistan

has tried to provoke war by testing two

missiles. On the basis of religious faith, the

Pahalgam massacre was condemned and

concern was also expressed, but apart from

raising questions on the interrelationship

between Pakistan and terrorist

organizations like Lashkar-e-Taiba, nothing

concrete was done. This is a question on the

dignity, power and credibility of the Security

Council that what is the justification of the

United Nations? Superpowers were also

present in the Security Council. 13 of them

have fully supported India's 'fight against

terrorism', but they kept giving arguments

about India's humility, peace-loving nature

and regional stability. Terrorists massacred

28 innocent tourists in Pahalgam, Kashmir,

but no decision was taken to fix

accountability of Pakistan and terrorist

organizations. After all, how long will India

continue to accept and bear such barbaric

attacks? In the meeting, sermons were given

that India should not wage war. United

Nations Secretary General Guterres said

that the Indo-Pak conflict can go 'out of

control'. Both countries should exercise

restraint and resolve the disputes among

themselves. No country accepted Guterres'

offer of mediation, so no resolution could be

passed on it either. Certainly, the clouds of

war are looming over India and Pakistan.

India has imposed diplomatic, economic, sea

port-related and Indus Water Treaty

sanctions on Pakistan, despite that the roars

of fighter planes are being heard and the

common citizen has been taught lessons on

security during war through 'mock drills'

in 244 districts. The question is that all the

member-countries of the Security Council

know that Pakistan has been continuing the

'shadow war' of terrorism in India for the

last 30-35 years, but the Security Council

has remained mute and inconclusive. Should

it be considered meaningless? Many

examples of wars are in front of us.

Destructions are continuing, massacres of

humanity are being carried out, countless

people have been displaced and become

refugees, there are conditions of starvation

all around, but the Security Council has not

been able to play any effective role. Now the

India-Pak tension is in front of us. Now the

superpowers should recognize the cross-

border war. Pakistan should be held

responsible and accountable and extensive

economic sanctions should be imposed on it.

Pakistan should be declared an

'irresponsible country'. It should also be

accepted that its army resorts to terrorism.
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Pakistani army fell in its own pit,

an act like blackening one's face
The problem faced by Pakistani army is that there is no terrorist hideout in India which it can target to make a moral basis for retaliation.

Then there is a fear that it will target Indian military bases or innocent civilians. After Operation Sindoor, Pakistani army has also targeted

common people in our border villages. Indian forces destroyed nine terrorist hideouts in occupied Jammu and Kashmir as well as inside

Pakistan in the biggest military action across the border after 1971 through Operation Sindoor. These include Muridke of Lashkar-e-Taiba

and Bahawalpur headquarters of Jaish-e-Mohammed. With this attack, India took revenge not only for Pahalgam but also for many

terrorist attacks in the past. Several members of the family of Jaish commander Rauf Azhar, who was involved in the Kandahar plane

hijacking incident, the attack on Parliament and the murder of American-Jewish journalist Daniel Pearl, were killed in the bombing of

Jaish's headquarters in Bahawalpur. Several members of terrorist Maulana Masood Azhar's family were also killed in these attacks. Indian

forces also blew up the Lashkar camp in which Ajmal Kasab had received training for the Mumbai terror attack. Although Pakistan is

beating its chest that common citizens were also killed in India's military action, it is not able to tell what were these so-called common people

doing in these terrorist camps at 1.30 in the night? It should be remembered that Pakistani terrorists have always targeted women and

children, whether it was the brutal killing of ten children and eight women by attacking the army residential quarters in Kaluchak in 2002

or the brutal acts like shooting Kashmiri Hindu children in front of their parents in the Wandhawa terror attack. India tolerated these

atrocities for decades and maintained patience, but now when it decided to settle scores, it took revenge for these old incidents in one go.

What Prime Minister Modi had said after the Pahalgam terrorist attack that India will hunt down and punish the perpetrators and conspirators

of this attack till the last corner of the earth, he did it. The killing of the terrorists along with their family members sent a clear message to

Pakistan that India does not forget even the decades old terrorist acts and will definitely take revenge when the time comes. Now what after

this unprecedented military action? The Pakistani army may tolerate the Indian military action in occupied Kashmir, but military action

inside Pakistani Punjab is like blackening its face. In the Pakistani system, Punjab is the heart of Pakistan and the stronghold of the army.

In Pakistan, the army and its Punjabi stronghold have the same status as the queen bee and her chamber in a beehive. By spewing communal

venom in the name of the principle of two-nation theory, Pakistan's army chief General Asim Munir unleashed the jihadi violence in Pahalgam,

but now he has got himself caught in the web he has woven. He had thought that like the last time, India would attack a terrorist hideout in

the jungle, where media cameras cannot reach and where he would arrange a media visit weeks later and say that the Indian attack failed.

Munir would not have even dreamt that India could fire missiles at the terrorist headquarters of Jaish in the middle of Bahawalpur in

Punjab, hundreds of kilometres from the international border. To save the remaining honour of the Pakistani army, Munir has no choice but

to pretend to take action against India. This too is very risky, because after Operation Sindoor, India has clarified that it has exercised

restraint and has not targeted any military or civilian hideout of Pakistan. The problem before the Pakistani army is that there is no terrorist

hideout in India, which it can target to form a moral basis for retaliation. Then there is a fear that they may target Indian military bases or

innocent civilians. After Operation Sindoor, the Pakistani army has also targeted common people in our border villages. Even after the

Balakot attack, the Pakistani army had unsuccessfully attempted to bomb an Indian brigade headquarters. If the Pakistani army takes any

provocative and unethical step in response to Operation Sindoor, then India should take advantage of the opportunity and take control of

the terrorist infiltration routes in Jammu and Kashmir and especially the Haji Pir pass. If Pakistan again carries out any terrorist action,

then India can target ISI officers just like America targeted Iranian General Qasim Suleimani. If the Pakistani army increases military

tension, then India should blunt its combat capability. We will also benefit from this on the China front, because it has been Pakistan's shield

for decades. This will also let the world assess the true capability of the Chinese fighter planes and other weapons that Pakistan has. This can

burst the Chinese balloon. China is understanding the risk of Pakistan, that is why it called Operation Sindoor unfortunate. The Pakistani

army has fallen into the hole it had dug and it is so deep that it would be difficult even for China to get it out.

Commitment to counter terrorism,

India ready to fight terrorism
In the last 11 years, India has tried to change the subject of discussion from regional conflict to the fight against terrorism. Sympathy towards

our viewpoint has increased in India's close friendly countries and many strategic partners have also provided military and intelligence

support to fight against terrorism. Through Operation Sindoor, India has killed two birds with one stone. First of all, this unprecedented

military action sent a strong message to Pakistan that India has strong will and sufficient capabilities to punish the jihadists responsible for

Pahalgam or any other such terrorist attack. The advanced technology, precision weapons and complete efficiency with which India retaliated

inside Pakistan left no doubt that if terrorism spreads its wings, then India will not hesitate in clipping them. In simple words, India made it

clear to Pakistan that before doing anything daring, it should think about how much it will have to pay for it and how long it will continue to

suffer. Earlier, after the Uri attack in 2016 and the Pulwama attack in 2019, India had shown through its retaliatory strikes that it was no

longer a soft state that would sit idle even after attacks. Now, by targeting nine terrorist hideouts simultaneously, an even stronger message

has been sent to Pakistan that India is ready to take any risk in the fight against terrorism. In a way, India has challenged Pakistan that in

view of its faltering economy and internal security challenges, it would be better if it stays within its borders, otherwise no stone will be left

unturned to teach it a lesson. Seeing the fallacious and jihadi ideology of the Pakistani military establishment, will it learn a lesson and refrain

from the proxy war it has been waging for decades in the name of Kashmir and Islam? The answer to this lies in the womb of the future, but

looking at the basic character of Pakistan, it does not seem possible. There will be no possibility on this front until the military establishment

within Pakistan loses control over the country. Perhaps such a fundamental change will only happen through a full-fledged war with India

and a shameful defeat. For the time being, India's action will spoil the mood of the generals sitting in Rawalpindi. Their position will be

weakened, but they must be well aware that if things go on the old path, the situation can get worse in the future. Their propaganda of

jihadists as brave and Hindus as weak has completely lost its steam in the Modi era. The second big message of Operation Sindoor is for the

international community, which can bring some change in Pakistan's behavior along with putting pressure on it. Ever since the Pahalgam

attack, India has presented Pakistan as a synonym of terror before the major superpowers through diplomatic options and demanded justice

for its heinous acts. Reactions to this exercise were somewhat mixed, with the US, Europe and even Pakistan's best friend China condemning

the Pahalgam massacre. However, some also urged that India and Pakistan resolve their differences through dialogue. Most countries see

this problem as a long-term bilateral territorial dispute over the ownership of Kashmir. They are aware that both countries are equipped

with nuclear weapons. That is why their normal reaction at the time of any tension is to resolve the dispute through dialogue with mutual

restraint. In India, such voices often sound discordant that even after suffering from terrorism, the same restraint should be shown. This

attitude was adopted by the governments before the Modi government, which further emboldened Pakistan. In the last 11 years, India has

tried to change the subject matter of discussion from regional conflict to the fight against terrorism. Sympathy towards our viewpoint has

increased in India's close friendly countries and military and intelligence support has also been received from many strategic partners to fight

against terrorism. Despite this, the fact is also that all the big powers want that the India-Pakistan tension should not turn into a war. That is,

even if India hits back, it should hit in a way that it is controlled and measured. In view of this, during the national security crisis, India kept

its counter steps controlled and targeted even when the scope of tension against Pakistan increased. By not directly targeting Pakistani

military and civilian sites, India has shown that it has options other than full-fledged war to deal with the unconventional challenge of jihad,

but also less lethal but equally effective options. Before implementing Operation Sindoor, India had also put forth its views in the United

Nations to hold the perpetrators of the Pahalgam massacre accountable and bring them to justice. Through non-conventional strategies and

methods that surprise the enemy, India is not only protecting itself, but is also setting new standards in the global struggle against terrorism.

If all the countries suffering from jihadi devils look closely at India's Operation Sindoor and the situation after it, they will find India's

response exemplary. India is presenting an effective solution to the global scenario while keeping Pakistan within its limits. The methods of a

big and emerging power like India will not be limited to self-defense only. Its threat will reverberate in West Asia, South Asia, Southeast Asia,

Africa, Europe and America. Jihadi organizations around the world, such as  Just as forces against jihad take inspiration and help from each

other, similarly the forces standing against jihad also believe in learning from each other and cooperating. Through its retaliatory action after

the Pahalgam attack, India has given the message that we are fighting not only for ourselves but for the entire humanity.
