If this is not

war, then what

is it?
On the nights of last Wednesday and

Thursday, Pakistan carried out more than

100 air attacks on a total of 27 cities of India.

It is a different matter that our defence shield

‘S-400 Sudarshan Chakra’ foiled them and

smashed them into pieces. Punjab, Jammu

and Kashmir, border cities of Rajasthan and

Kutch-Bhuj in Gujarat were targeted. This

confrontation continued for hours. Pakistan

attacked with missiles, drones, rockets, but

our defence shield proved impenetrable and

the enemy's attacks were destroyed in the

air itself. Pakistan targeted our military bases

as well as residential areas. All its attacks

were destroyed and its attack proved

unsuccessful. About 50 drones of Pakistan

were smashed to pieces in the air itself. 70

missiles were shot down in Jaisalmer,

Rajasthan and 8 missiles in Jammu. Not only

this, the Indian Army shot down two JF-17

and two F-16 fighter planes of Pakistan. JF

is Chinese and F is American jet plane.

Pakistan carried out many attacks with the

intention of destroying air force bases in

cities like Jammu, Udhampur, Pathankot,

Jaisalmer etc., but all were unsuccessful and

destroyed. Blackout had to be done in many

cities, airports had to be closed and 'red

alert' had to be declared. The situation is still

not normal. On Thursday night itself, Indian

forces retaliated and shook Pakistan in

Lahore, Karachi, Peshawar, Sialkot and

even the capital Islamabad. The army

headquarters in Rawalpindi has been

spared for now, but drone attacks have

definitely been carried out there. Rawalpindi

stadium has been destroyed. The air defense

system deployed in these cities has been

destroyed. Pakistan's 'AWACS system' has

been destroyed. Pakistan's 'radar system'

has also been destroyed. Indian Navy's

warship 'INS Vikrant' has shaken

Pakistan's commercial-economic capital

Karachi. Karachi is the largest port of

Pakistan and its naval headquarters. About

two hours after these attacks started,

Pakistan's Defense Minister Khawaja Asif

admitted in an interview that attacks have

been carried out and the situation is like a

war. Pakistan has lost half of this so-called

war because its major defense systems and

radar systems have been destroyed. Now

how will Pakistan get information about the

air strikes and how will it be able to protect

the country? If this is not a war, then what

is? The account of the loss on both sides is

yet to come out. Prime Minister Modi is

continuously meeting National Security

Advisor Ajit Doval and taking briefs on the

attacks. During his tenure of 11 years, the

Prime Minister held a joint meeting with the

secretaries of the security-related ministries

for the first time and tried to know the

preparations for emergency situations. This

is a wartime exercise. Defense Minister

Rajnath Singh also held an important

meeting with the three army chiefs including

Chief of Defense Staff General Anil

Chauhan in 'South Block' on Friday

morning. 'Emergency alert' has been

declared in the capital Delhi along with

major cities of the country. Security of

historical monuments like Qutub Minar and

Red Fort in Delhi has been increased.

Foreign Minister Jaishankar has already

spoken to foreign ministers and leaders of

America, Italy, Spain, European Union etc.

and this process is continuing. India has

suddenly opened the gates of two dams of

Kashmir-Baglihar and Salal-without

informing Pakistan. As a result, flood

conditions may arise in Pakistan. Prime

Minister Modi is gathering support for India

from all over the world.
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Every weakness of Pakistan should be attacked,

India should tighten the noose on its poor economy
If we look at the 2024 data of the World Bank, India's GDP is close to 3.88 trillion dollars which is ten times more than the size of Pakistan's

economy (0.37 trillion dollars). India has a foreign exchange reserve of 677 billion dollars while Pakistan has only 15.5 billion dollars and a

part of that is also borrowed. Ever since India has taken action on the terrorist bases of Pakistan under 'Operation Sindoor', there is a state

of panic in the stock market of Pakistan.

The value of

one dollar is equal to 280 Pakistani rupees. About two years ago, the World Bank had declared Pakistan as the weakest economy of South

Asia. Pakistan's total debt has increased to about 70.36 lakh crore Pakistani rupees. That is, every Pakistani has an average debt of 2.34 lakh

Pakistani rupees. According to international agency Fitch Ratings, Pakistan has to repay external debt of more than 2,200 crore dollars in

the financial year 2024-25. Pakistan's economy is currently running almost completely on the International Monetary Fund. Pakistan is the

fifth largest borrower of the IMF. China's Export-Import (Exim) Bank is hesitant to give it additional concessional loan. Now there is

uncertainty on whether the next installment of loan will be received from the IMF or not. If Pakistan goes into the 'grey list' in the meeting

of the Financial Action Task Force i.e. FATF, then it will become dependent on every penny. Ending all trade relations with Pakistan is the

first step towards its destruction. Now India must make it extremely expensive for Pakistan to trade with other countries as well. Indian

ports have been a vital logistical link for Pakistan's limited global trade routes. India has begun to impose a blanket ban on Pakistani ships

at its ports. Pakistani ships previously relied on Indian ports for trans-shipment, refuelling and repairs. The denial of these services will now

force them to take longer and more expensive routes via Oman or the United Arab Emirates. Stopping all trade with Pakistan will have

minimal impact on India's economy, as Pakistan's share in India's total global trade is less than 0.06 per cent and Indian traders can easily

sell their goods to other countries. According to the Global Trade Research Initiative, an economic research institute, Indian goods worth

about $10 billion used to reach Pakistan every year through the ports of Singapore, Dubai and Colombo. It must be ensured that this does

not happen at all. India is today one of the top five markets in the world in terms of products and services. It is one of the most open

economies in Asia, which allows up to 100 percent FDI in most sectors of industry. As a result, India is today one of the largest markets in the

world for everything from needles to airplanes. More than 60 percent of Pakistan's exports include textiles and related products, which are

mainly sent to the US, Britain, Germany, Netherlands, Spain and Italy. Today India has good relations with all these countries. Therefore,

India will have to immediately work towards textile exports, because in this field India can easily become a good alternative to Pakistan. At

such a time, the role of 'Make in India' becomes very important. Now the time has come for India to remove those obstacles to 'Make in

India', so that India can increase its role in world exports and break the back of Pakistan's economy.

The dispute deepened after Operation Sindoor,

in which India attacked terrorist camps in PoK and Pakistan in response to the

April 22 Pahalgam attack (26 people died). After this, Pakistan retaliated by

attacking India with Turkish-made drones.
