Pakistan
must have hidden its face on its knees,
because its nuclear threats have been
exposed. Prime Minister Modi has also
declared that if there is any dialogue with
Pakistan in future, it will be only on PoK
(Pak occupied Kashmir) and terrorism.
Terrorism and dialogue, terrorism and trade
cannot go together. Similarly, water and
blood cannot flow together. If a terrorist
attack is carried out on India now, it will be
given a befitting reply. We will respond in
our own way and on our own terms. We will
take strict action at every place from where
the roots of terrorism emerge. Pakistan must
have understood! The Prime Minister has
clearly said that the terrorist government
and the masters of terrorism will not be seen
separately. Their punishment will be that
India will wipe them out. Prime Minister
Modi saluted the country's armies, armed
forces, intelligence agencies and scientists.
They were the architects of 'Operation
Sindoor'. The Prime Minister made the issue
emotional by dedicating the courage, valor
and valor of the armies and soldiers to every
mother, sister and daughter of the country.
He mentioned PoK because India considers
it its intimate and inseparable part.
Resolutions have also been passed in
Parliament in this regard, but the aim and
purpose of 'Operation Sindoor' was to wipe
out the big bases, headquarters and
terrorists of the terrorists.

International Monetary Fund has become a
joke, institutions like WTO are losing relevance

Voices have been raised many times for reforms in major international organizations like United Nations, World Bank, IMF and World
Trade Organization (WTOQO) because they are losing their relevance in the changing environment. The real dedication of World Bank, IMF
and WTO towards their objectives has been doubtful for a long time. During the recent military conflict between India and Pakistan, the
Executive Board of International Monetary Fund (IMF) gave a new loan of 1.4 billion dollars to Pakistan despite strong opposition from
India. Along with this, it also approved the first review of the assistance of about 60 thousand crore rupees under the Extended Fund Facility
(EFF).

Due to this, Pakistan will get about 8,542 crore rupees of the next installment. In the IMF board meeting, India had expressed concern over
the amount being given to Pakistan and said that it can misuse this fund for terrorist purposes. This decision of the IMF amid a military
confrontation with India tarnishes the reputation of funding agencies and donors and makes a mockery of global values. This is also in sharp
contrast to the IMF's decision to stop its annual consultations with Russia after its invasion of Ukraine in February 2022. Sadly, this time it
could not even do that much. Voices have been raised many times for reform in major international organizations like the United Nations,
World Bank, IMF and World Trade Organization (WTO), as they are losing their relevance in the changing environment. The real dedication
of the World Bank, IMF and WTO to their objectives has long been questionable. Due to the Russia-Ukraine and Israel-Hamas wars as well
as growing global problems, an organization like the United Nations has also failed in its objectives. There is a growing feeling in the world
that the United Nations as an organization is becoming increasingly ineffective. The IMF was established in 1944 at the Bretton Woods
Conference with good intentions.

Today its member countries number 191. In the last few years, the IMF has not been able to do justice to its role. The IMF also completely
failed to monitor and assess the 2008 financial crisis, while such apprehensions had increased just a few days before the collapse of Lehman
Brothers. The IMF has rarely shown an optimistic attitude about the global economy's ability to deal with any crisis. Pakistan has taken help
from the IMF 28 times in 35 years. If Pakistan had used the earlier loan properly, it would not have needed help again and again. Therefore,
giving a new loan now raises questions about the intention of the IMF as well as its monitoring. Certainly, the risk of misuse of new loans is
high. Pakistan is at number four among the big debtor countries of the IMF, from which it has taken a loan of $ 8.3 billion. The 2021 report
of the United Nations clearly indicates that despite the elected government in Pakistan, the army has complete interference in its functioning.
The army also influences the economic policies along with many other policies there. If Pakistan had used the IMF aid for development
work, then Pakistan would not have been ranked 168th among 193 countries in the Human Development Index. At present, every child in
Pakistan is born with a debt of about 85 thousand rupees on his head. Everything in Pakistan, from expenses like salary and subsidy to the
import bill of oil and gas, is running on debt. Pakistan's public debt has become 69.4 percent of its GDP. The objective of the IMF was to keep
all the currencies of the world stable and facilitate free trade, but unfortunately for the last several years, the IMF has not been able to fulfill
these objectives.

It also lacks accountability for wrong projects. The regular practice of the IMF to give new loans to prevent default by debt-ridden countries
creates a moral hazard. That is why there is a need to keep a close watch on the IMF system and make radical changes in it. The World Bank
and the IMF should also restructure internal justice, accountability and monitoring functions. It is also necessary to bring more transparency
in board meetings and voting. In a world grappling with globalization and new methods of conflict resolution, questions are constantly being
raised on the role of these organizations. Most organizations are proving unsuccessful in their objectives. If they cannot be abolished, then
comprehensive reforms must be done in them. This is the right time to start reforming the methods of funding the IMF. Along with this, the
effectiveness of bailout programs will also have to be reviewed. During the G20 meeting chaired by India in 2023, there was talk of reform
in other multilateral institutions including the IMF. The world will have to think about how the financial and intellectual capital invested in
international institutions like the United Nations, IMF, World Bank etc. can be better utilized in democracies around the world. Today,
democratic countries around the world need their transparent work more than ever.

Pure milk will either stay at
the same place or will move forward leaving a white mark. If water is mixed in it, it
will flow away without leaving any mark. In case of detergent adulteration - Take a
sample of 5 to 10 ml of milk with the same amount of water. Now mix it well. If detergent
is mixed in milk, then a lot of foam will ; . = be formed, but a thin layer of foam is formed in
pure milk. In case of adulteration of g - aul ShaN — e i starch- Boil 2-3 ml sample with 5 ml water. Cool
it and add 2-3 drops of iodine tincture. If the colour of the product turns blue, then understand that it has been adulterated. ,How to identify adulterated paneer Before buying paneer, taste
and smell it. It should taste like milk and should feel soft on touching. It should smell like milk even on smelling. If it feels like rubber on chewing, then do not buy it. ,Take a small amount
of paneer in water and boil it. Add some tur dal in it and leave it like this for 10 minutes. If the colour of water becomes light red, then it is adulterated and if the colour does not change, then
its purity is known. Disadvantages of eating adulterated food, Eating adulterated things for a long time can cause serious problems like cancer, kidney failure and liver damage. On the other
hand, if milk is adulterated with water, it can lead to deficiency of nutrients like protein and calcium. People who depend on these things for nutrition may have the problem of malnutrition.
