Boycott 'ungrateful’

Turkey may be the most infamous example
of ungratefulness. When Turkey was hit by
a 7.8 magnitude earthquake in February
2023, killing about 40,000 people, and
reducing buildings to rubble, India was the
first to extend a helping hand. India
considered it a humanitarian responsibility
and launched a full-fledged operation. Our
NDREF personnel tried to revive the lives lost,
doctors did amazing things and India
arranged for food and water for the Turkish
people. Of course, Turkey may not be
grateful, but why was it ungrateful? During
the recent Indo-Pak military conflict, it
supported Pakistan, supplied more than 350
drones, even sent ships and soldiers also
became a part of that conflict. Since 2 drone
operators of Turkey were killed during the
military action, the presence of Turkish
soldiers is confirmed. Turkey also made
statements in support of Pakistan. Why did
Turkey become anti-India? However, India's
national response has been that tour-travel
companies, industrial organizations,
universities and socio-political organizations
have done a 'surgical strike' on Turkey.
About 250 percent of tours and bookings
have been canceled. There has been a 60
percent decline in the bookings of tourists
going to Turkey and Azerbaijan. This trend
is still continuing. Companies associated with
the travel business estimate that Turkey will
suffer a loss of about Rs 5000 crore. In 2024,
more than 3.30 lakh Indian tourists visited
Turkey and about 2.43 lakh tourists visited
Azerbaijan. This number of tourists is not
less for small and limited economies. Traders
themselves have stopped importing apples,
marble and other goods. In 2023-24, we
exported 3885 items to Turkey and also
imported 2482 items, but now the demands
for boycott and ban are loud like roars. In
2023-24, India bought apples worth about
Rs 821 crore from Turkey. Most of the
marble in Rajasthan and Maharashtra,
about 14 lakh tonnes, is imported from
Turkey. Bilateral trade between India and
Turkey was $10.4 billion in the financial year
2024. During 2000-24, Turkey has made a
foreign direct investment of $240.18 million
in India. It is worth noting that Turkey's
company 'Celebi' is doing ground handling
work at 9 international airports in India.
This is a very sensitive system. Will the
Indian government consider suspending
their services?

In fact, Indian tourists gave thousands of
crores of rupees to the economy of Turkey
and Azerbaijan. Jobs increased there, the
hotel and aviation sector expanded,
contracts for many projects were finalized
in India, and Turkey's economy grew. Now
the 'ungrateful' must be punished. The
Indian government should clarify how
much it is supporting the anger and
resentment of the country? Actually, China,
Turkey, Azerbaijan supported the enemy
during the Indo-Pak conflict and also gave
it military support. India has blocked the 'x'
account of China's government newspaper
'Global Times' and government news agency
'Xinhua'. Turkey's government broadcaster
'"TRT World' has also been shut down. No
more restrictions can be imposed on China,
because the trade figures with it are the
highest. China's air defense system was
completely jammed by the Indian Air Force
for 23 minutes. During the same time, India
completed its military mission. What can be
a more authentic proof of China's armed
presence? Anyway, Turkey has nurtured
the illusion of becoming the 'Caliph' of
Islamic countries, so it is very important to
break its arrogance. India should consider
boycott or other tough options. Major
Islamic countries like Saudi Arabia, United
Arab Emirates, Iran, Afghanistan, Qatar
have supported India in the 'fight against
terrorism'. Turkey must be punished for its
'chameleon colour'.

Pakistan became Bhasmasura
due to American blessing

Instead of imposing economic sanctions on Pakistan for the barbaric terrorist attack in Pahalgam and demanding that the terrorist hideouts
be closed and the terrorists be handed over, Pakistan got the installment of loan worth crores of dollars approved from IMF. Pakistan will
use this money to compensate the families of the terrorists. About 60 years ago, after losing the war of 1965, Pakistan's Foreign Minister
Zulfikar Ali Bhutto had said, 'If India makes an atomic bomb, we will live for a thousand years by eating grass and leaves, we will remain
hungry, but we will die only after making our own bomb.' The background to this was that under the Atom for Peace plan of American
President Eisenhower, Pakistan got the Karachi nuclear power plant in 1960 and the Rawalpindi research reactor in 1965. Under the same
plan, India got the Cyrus nuclear reactor from Canada, whose fuel was supplied by America. Pakistan, which had lost two wars, started
fearing that if India makes an atomic bomb first, then what will happen to it? Along with America, Pakistan was also developing relations
with China. Under the China-Pakistan Treaty of March 1963, it had gifted a strip of about 5,000 sq km of Karakoram Kashmir to China. In
October 1964, China conducted its first nuclear test in Xinjiang, bordering Jammu and Kashmir. In view of this two-way security challenge,
India had to develop nuclear power despite its principle of nuclear disarmament, which culminated in the 1974 Pokhran test. After Pokhran,
Pakistan started developing nuclear power with even more enthusiasm with the help of China and stealing technology from Europe. America,
which advocates nuclear non-proliferation, knew that China, a communist dictatorship, was giving nuclear technology to Pakistan, which
was an illegal act and due to which tension could spread in the entire South and West Asia, yet it ignored all this because it was busy building
relations with China so that it could get it out of the Soviet camp. Meanwhile, an Islamic revolution took place in Iran and the Soviet Union
occupied Afghanistan. Zia-ul-Haq's Pakistan got the freedom to do as it pleased on behalf of America. Pakistan not only made its own
nuclear bombs, but also sold their technology to Iran and North Korea. America created two Bhasmasuras for India in the form of Pakistan
and Iran and North Korea for itself. To drive out the Soviet Union from Afghanistan, America gave weapons to Pakistan and got money
from Saudi Arabia, which it used to create Mujahideen squads doing Islamic jihad and to fuel Khalistani terrorism in Punjab. Encouraged
by the defeat of the Soviet Union in the jihadi war, Pakistani intelligence agencies and army tried the same trick by sending jihadi terrorists
like Hizbul, Lashkar and Jaish to Jammu and Kashmir, which continues till date. America did not benefit from this. In the Afghanistan
where it drove out the Soviet Union by waging a jihadi war, Al Qaeda made a base there and carried out a terrorist attack on the World
Trade Center of America in 2001. None of the terrorists who carried out the attack were from Pakistan, but the planner of the attack, Khalid
Sheikh, was a Pakistani who was arrested from Rawalpindi near the army headquarters. Al-Qaeda chief Osama bin Laden was also killed
in a house in Abbottabad near Rawalpindi. Rawalpindi is the headquarters of the Pakistani army as well as the nuclear control centre. Since
notorious terrorists like Laden and Khalid Sheikh are found in the same area, it is natural to worry that Pakistan's nuclear bombs may also
fall into the hands of Islamic jihadists. In contrast to India's policy of not taking the initiative to use nuclear weapons, Pakistan's policy is to
take the initiative to use nuclear weapons when there is an existential crisis. This is why it repeatedly threatens to use them. Concerned by
this, America has also mentioned the emergency plan to capture its nuclear control centre several times. If America was so concerned, then
why did it not make an honest effort to stop Pakistan from making and selling nuclear weapons? If it had done so, it would not have had to
make so many efforts to stop Iran's nuclear program and the situation in South Asia would have been better. Iran is also an example of the
fact that the jihadi mentality cannot be ended only by military attacks. For that, it is necessary to break the back of the terrorists and their
supporting army by imposing strict economic sanctions, but America has almost always done the opposite. Instead of imposing economic
sanctions on Pakistan for the barbaric terrorist attack in Pahalgam and demanding that the terrorist hideouts be closed and the terrorists be
handed over, it got the IMF to approve a loan installment of millions of dollars for it. Pakistan will use this money to compensate the families
of the terrorists. Due to similar misuse, Pakistan has become the fourth largest debtor of the IMF by taking loans 24 times since 1958.
America has also approved an installment of 1300 crore dollars for the new jihadi government of Bangladesh without asking for an account
of the oppression of Hindus and the restoration of democracy. Recently, another interesting thing happened in Riyadh when Trump, on the
request of his host and a big customer of American goods, Saudi Crown Prince Salman, praised the new ruler of Syria, Ahmed Al-Shara and
lifted all sanctions from Syria. Al-Shara was a commander of Al Qaeda and the head of Syria's notorious Al-Nusra terrorist organization.
There was a reward of one crore dollars for his arrest, but he was released as soon as he shook hands with Trump. It has become America's
trading partner. Similarly, as soon as Iran agrees to the nuclear deal, it will also change from a terrorist country to a trading partner. Now it
is even more clear that whenever it comes to America's economic and strategic interests, other relationships become secondary, no matter
how old and deep they are. European countries are an example of this. India will have to weigh the credibility of its deepening strategic
relations with America on this scale.

vessel. Add salt and oil and mix well. Knead a soft dough by adding water little by little. Cover the
dough with a wet cloth and keep it aside for 15-20 minutes. After this, make small balls of dough and
roll them thinly. Heat a pan and fry the rolled roti on both sides till it becomes light golden. Do not
cook too much, otherwise the roti will become hard. After this, heat oil in a wok or pan. Add finely
chopped onion and fry till it becomes light pink. Add ginger-garlic paste and fry for a few seconds.
Now add chopped capsicum and grated carrot and cook for 2-3 minutes. Add finely chopped cabbage
and boiled peas and mix and cook for 2 more minutes. Add red chili powder, turmeric powder,
coriander powder, garam masala, dry mango powder and salt and mix well.
