Turkey-Pakistan is necessary
India is standing at an important juncture in its security journey. Operation Sindoor is not a final war but a declaration of India's capabilities,

willpower and strategic skills. For decisive victory in this, we will have to make planned preparations with farsighted diplomacy, state-of-the-

art military preparations, unbreakable internal unity and most importantly, strong political willpower. Expressing India's commitment to

give a strong response to Pakistan's imposed terrorism, Prime Minister Modi has set a new standard of counter-reaction in the form of

'Operation Sindoor'. The precise attacks carried out from occupied Jammu and Kashmir to the interior areas of Pakistan are a very severe

blow to Pakistan. It also underlined India's strategic capabilities. Despite this, it does not seem that Pakistan will stop its activities. Therefore,

adequate preparations for a decisive or major confrontation in the future have become necessary from now itself. India will have to start

surrounding Pakistan at every possible level. Operation Sindoor was successful from the point of view of military operations, but the global

diplomatic response during this period was not encouraging. China stood in support of its evergreen friend Pakistan. Turkey and Azerbaijan

did the same. The US adopted an ambiguous approach to balance both sides. The European Union also viewed this military conflict from

the limited perspective of the Kashmir issue and ignored Pakistan's terrorist infrastructure. India was not fighting only Pakistan but a broad

coalition that considered India's growing stature and confidence a threat to its interests. This apprehension became clear when India

destroyed many of Pakistan's military bases and disabled its defense system in a swift, coordinated and targeted attack. Western powers,

especially the US, must understand that strengthening India is in its strategic interests to balance China's expansionism. Unfortunately, the

US's reaction shows that it is hesitant to openly support India. This approach is not correct. In such a situation, India should try to change

the direction of global discourse. It is important to remind the world that the India-Pakistan conflict is not just a regional battle for Kashmir

but a decisive war against state-sponsored terrorism. Pakistan continues to be the centre of Jihadi ideology, the impact of which was seen in

global events like 9/11 attacks, London bomb blasts, Madrid train attack. These incidents are proof that the terrorist network nurtured by

the Pakistani Army-ISI has spread globally. India has to clearly tell the West that Kashmir has been an integral part of Indian culture and

civilization for thousands of years. India is not based on the two-nation theory like Pakistan, but is a vibrant, pluralistic and diverse democracy,

which cannot be bound by communal boundaries. This historical and cultural context should be repeatedly presented on global forums, so

that the propaganda of Pakistan and its supporting countries can be countered. We have to actively run a counter propaganda campaign,

so that the Western view on Kashmir changes. From a strategic point of view, after the Pahalgam terrorist attack and Operation Sindoor in

response to it, there is no scope for any kind of leniency. Now war is not limited to traditional fronts only. Technological superiority has

become decisive. It is important to understand military technology, artificial intelligence and unmanned systems. Now there will be no laxity

at any level. Continuous feedback from ground intelligence, strong cyber security structure and quick response mechanism will have to be

adopted. To counter the China-Turkey-Pakistan trio, India will have to maintain a decisive edge in weapons and military doctrines. Advanced

technology, strong logistics and mutual coordination between the armies are essential. Even though Pakistan seems to be strategically weak,

it is unlikely to stop its activities due to the support of China, Turkey and the indecision of the West. Organizations like the Border Security

Force (BSF) play their role well in peace time, but now they have to be developed as a wartime force, which can take charge in a crisis

situation. For this, BSF's access to artillery support, drone and anti-drone technology and electronic warfare capabilities will have to be

increased. In this sequence, renewal of training programs and regular joint exercises with the army are also necessary. Internal security

challenges are also serious. The most worrying among these is illegal infiltration from Bangladesh. The increasing number of infiltrators is

not only putting a burden on local resources, but is also affecting the demographic balance of sensitive border states. This is a threat from

both social and security perspectives. Therefore, the National Citizen Register i.e. NRC policy has become not only necessary but also

mandatory. Along with this, we have to constantly encourage values ????like unity, national pride and patriotism. Fake news, hate speech

and misleading information should be strongly opposed. India is currently standing at a crucial juncture in its security journey. Operation

Sindoor is not the last war, but a proclamation of India's capabilities, willpower and strategic skills. For a decisive victory in this, we need far-

sighted diplomacy, state-of-the-art military preparations, unbreakable internal unity and most importantly strong political will.  Planned

preparations will have to be made with full vigor. The fight against Pakistan-sponsored terrorism is no longer just a regional   conflict, but a

decisive moment for India in its quest to become a global power. This decisive victory will pave the way for a 'developed and empowered

India'.
