Land plunder in Palampur
Earlier, the land was pulled from under the

feet, now the traces of the land are being

crushed under the feet. The illegal purchase

and sale of about 100 kanals of land under

the Banuri Patwar Circle of Palampur has

snatched away all the promises of the

government's 'Intkaal' reform scheme. The

entire machinery would not have been

tainted under the supervision of the land

revenue mafia gang if senior journalist

Ravindra Sood had not pointed out this

matter. The victims of the case are twenty

families, in whose name the rights of tenancy

have been tilling the land for years, but it is

amazing that those who measure the land

and protect the government records have

hung all the honest traditions on the peg of

their own court, their own advocacy and

their own selfishness. If the land of

Palampur can be robbed, then it is an

account of the character of the entire state.

If such cases are dug up, then the mafia

kingpins will be found in every office, every

Patwar Circle and in every intention of

purchase and sale. After the

recommendation of the Land Ceiling Act in

Himachal, the maximum discrepancies have

been born in the laboratory of the Revenue

Department. In the Palampur case, the

departmental investigation and collusion

arrangements reach an English land owner

TJ Glensal. The case even finds his daughter

Rozna Sarafa in the ancestral inheritance

in 1965 and she is brought alive on paper.

There are many layers, deeds and faces of

this crime, which are searching for the

departmental Alamgir. Actually, the market

value of land in Himachal is constantly

increasing and also many new Jagirdars

have emerged while buying and selling the

land of the state. These Jagirdars are

showing their dominance over water, forest

and land by demonstrating their reach to

the Revenue Department, administration,

politics and power. Many faces have the

influence of their rule in the branches set up

before the land sale deals and these people

are now the new satraps of Himachal. Every

development proposal now has a new

landlordship. No medical college is built

here, rather the adjacent fields become

pastures for purchase. The masterminds of

the Palampur land sale may be seen in the

uniform of the Revenue Department, but

they are the same people who have been

selling the greenery of the tea gardens earlier.

They are the same people who have been

selling the entire Himachal for years under

new regulations. The land market in

Himachal has always been hot, but the buyer

here is not an ordinary person. There are

many landlords in the property of Himachal.

This is the development of corruption, which

is being measured on the ground. We do not

say that the Palampur land case is a new

feeling, but there is a complaint against those

silences which are not alert on such issues.

After the land reform in Himachal, new

'Raja Ji' have been born. Here, despite

Section 118, the fields have been halaled.

After the Muzara law, the agricultural land

has decreased, so this is also bringing out

the duality of social character. In such a

situation, when the grip of the mafia that

encroaches on farms is getting stronger, the

layers of the Palampur case should be

exposed. If a thorough investigation is done,

such disputes will be hanging on the pegs of

the Revenue Department from every city to

village in Himachal. We are no longer

twisting the branches of farms for houses

and shops, but many officers, bureaucrats,

politicians and elections can be seen

emerging from land deals. In a state where

even the election of a Panchayat councillor

is costing lakhs, the suspicious role of land

deals, allotment of contracts, collusion

between departments cannot be ignored. It

remains to be seen that just as the Sukhu

government restored the 'Intkaal' stuck for

years, in the same way.
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Will the narrow lanes of law not

be used to save POCSO criminals?

Oak, in the last days of his tenure, gave the decision to pardon the convict of raping a minor girl. The bench of Justice Oak and Justice Ujjwal

Bhuisan gave this decision using the privilege under Article 142 of the Constitution. Whereas earlier the accused was sentenced to 20 years

of imprisonment by the High Court. Such decisions force us to think that if we leave aside the 'rare of the rarest' cases, child marriage is still

prevalent in many parts of India, which is a crime by law. Are such "narrow lanes" becoming a way to save the criminals? This case is from

West Bengal. Here a 24-year-old youth had a relationship with a minor girl in 2018, after which a case was registered under the POCSO Act.

Later both of them got married and they also have a child. The court considered it an exceptional case and gave the verdict keeping in mind

the situation of both the parties. A similar decision has also come out from Madhya Pradesh. Case of Madhya Pradesh High Court- A single

bench of Justice Anand Pathak in Gwalior Bench had given this verdict on 15 May 2024. The court held that in view of the marriage and

birth of a child between the two parties, rehabilitative justice is required, not punitive action. A case was registered against the accused

under POCSO. In the case, the girl's father had lodged a missing report in 2021. The police recovered the girl from Kanpur in 2022, where

the girl refused to return with her father and said that she wanted to live with the accused of her own free will. In the court too, she

confirmed that she had entered into a relationship with the accused of her own free will and they are living a peaceful life together. Similarities

in the cases- Both these are 'rare of the rarest' cases, in which there is a love affair and both the parties are married. But many times in

society, the victim is forcibly married to the accused by putting family and social pressure on her. Such a marriage is like reliving that horrific

incident every day for the victim. Is this right? In Indian society, marriage is considered sacred and a lifelong relationship. In such a

situation, is it not injustice to the victim to get her married under compulsion? If the case is related to a minor girl, then it becomes even more

serious. Sections of the POCSO Act and interpretation of the crime The POCSO Act, 2012 is a stringent law against sexual crimes, which

gives a broad definition of child sexual abuse. Under 18 years of age, children are legally considered as children. Section 3: All types of sexual

assault on children are crimes, including sexual assault, rape, criminal rape, pornography, etc. Section 4: Penetrative sexual assault on a

child is considered a crime. Section 5: Sexual assault on a child is a punishable offense. Section 6: Punishment is prescribed for sexual

harassment on a child. Section 9: There is a provision for trial in special courts for POCSO crimes against children. Apart from this, under

Section 376 (3) of the Indian Penal Code (IPC), sexual relations with children between the ages of 16 and 18 are also considered rape. The

main topic of focused debate is whether the consent of children below 18 years of age can be legally recognized or not. The POCSO Act

makes it clear that the consent of a child below 18 years of age will not be considered valid. This means that even if the child agrees, having

physical relations with him/her will still be a crime. This law has been made on the basis that children are not mature enough to take their

own decisions and it is important to prevent their sexual exploitation.

A glimpse of Jungle Raj, Supreme

Court's comment on Bengal violence
The Supreme Court has cancelled the bail of the accused of the violence that took place after the 2021 assembly elections in Bengal. The

court said that the accused tried to intimidate opposition leaders which was an attack on democracy. The CBI investigation took place due

to the intervention of the judiciary. The court admitted that the allegations against the accused are conscience-shaking. The comments made

by the Supreme Court while cancelling the bail of the accused of the horrific violence that took place in Bengal in May 2021, are not only to

put the Mamata government in the dock but also to tell how political violence is encouraged in this state. The Supreme Court cancelled the

bail of the accused saying that they tried to intimidate opposition leaders with their violent activities and this violence was an attack on

democracy. The CBI investigation of this violence was possible due to the intervention of the judiciary. It is good that the CBI's opposition to

the High Court's grant of bail to the accused of this violence was found justified by the Supreme Court, saying that the allegations against the

accused were shocking to its conscience. This is indeed the case. As soon as the trends of the results started coming after the assembly

elections in 2021 and it became clear that the Trinamool Congress was coming to power again, a mob of workers and supporters of this

party attacked those who they suspected had voted for the opposition parties and especially the BJP. The houses of such people were burnt,

shops were looted, women were stripped naked. Despite this terror, the Bengal Police remained a mute spectator. It did not even help those

who went to it for help. The police advised them to go to a safe area. Helpless people fled to Assam to save their lives. On the terrible post-

election violence, Mamata Banerjee said that till then she had not taken oath as the Chief Minister and the Election Commission should have

stopped the violence. What else can this be called except making excuses. Anyway, during their rule, political violence has become common,

as was once the case during the time of the left parties. The latest example of this is the gruesome violence against the Hindus of Murshidabad

a few days ago on the pretext of opposing the Wakf Act. The report of the committee formed by the Calcutta High Court to investigate this

violence, which came a few days ago, says that this violence was done at the behest of Trinamool Congress leaders and even at that time the

police remained a silent spectator. This means that the Trinamool Congress is giving protection to the elements who terrorize political

opponents and now such elements have become unbridled. After all, what did the Hindus of Murshidabad have to do with the Wakf Act? On

this violence, Mamata said that the BJP and the BSF had conspired for it. It would be better if the Supreme Court also considers the solution

to the jungle raj like situations in West Bengal.

A big decision, fifth generation modern fighter planes

need to be manufactured within the stipulated time
Operation Sindoor has proved that India is capable of manufacturing modern defence equipment and technology. The way our defence

equipment and technology exposed the Chinese air defence along with shooting down the Turkish drone is being acknowledged by defence

experts across the world. Defence Minister Rajnath Singh's announcement to manufacture fifth generation advanced fighter planes in the

country and seek the help of the private sector is a decision that should have been taken much earlier. Every possible measure should be

taken to ensure that this decision is taken to manufacture fifth generation modern fighter planes within the stipulated time with the joint

participation of government and private companies. Therefore, more should be done because, along with the expenditure of foreign capital

in purchasing them from other countries, many kinds of pressures have to be faced. Many times, there is a delay in getting the aircraft. The

same situation is seen in the case of other defence materials as well. Many countries provide advanced defence equipment, but do not provide

their technology or delay in providing their spare parts. It cannot be ignored that there is a delay in manufacturing adequate number of

Tejas fighter planes because America is reluctant to supply engines for them. The Air Force Chief has also expressed disappointment over

the delay in the manufacture of these planes. It is believed that America is delaying the supply of engines for Tejas fighter planes so that it can

sell its fighter planes to India. Today, when the methods of war are changing, India will have to be able to manufacture all kinds of defense

equipment domestically, because only by doing this can it become a superpower in the true sense. There is no harm in taking the help of

foreign companies in the beginning, because only by doing this can advanced defense material be manufactured rapidly. Operation Sindoor

has also proved that India is capable of manufacturing modern defense equipment and technology. The way our defense equipment and

technology exposed the Chinese air defense along with shooting down the Turkish drone is also being accepted by defense experts from all

over the world. The Brahmos missile made in collaboration with Russia and Akash based on indigenous technology have proved that our

defence scientists are second to none. They need to be given full encouragement. Ever since the participation of the private sector has been

increased in the manufacture of defence material, India's defence exports have increased rapidly. The way the shares of government and

private sector companies have jumped after the latest decision of the Defence Ministry shows that the country was waiting to become self-

reliant in the defence sector. It should also be kept in mind that companies manufacturing defence equipment also become capable of making

advanced non-defence equipment with time.

This decision of Japan can also start a debate in other countries about how much freedom should

there be in naming children and where should a boundary line be drawn.

The trend of

giving strange and unique names to children in Japan has now become a matter of concern for the

government. Due to this, the Japanese government has issued a new order and banned 'Kirakira name' i.e. very different, bright and difficult to read and understand names. What is
