Terroristan will investigate terrorism
It is surprising that the country whose
synonym is ‘Terroristan’, which has been
put on the ‘Grey List’ of the ‘Financial
Action Task Force’ (FATF) three times on
serious charges of funding terrorists, the
country where the head of ‘Al Qaeda’ and
the mastermind of the 9/11 terrorist attack
Osama bin Laden was killed by American
soldiers, the country where the terrorists
nurtured have killed about 45,000 innocent
people in Jammu and Kashmir in the last
35 years, the country where the United
Nations Security Council has imposed
restrictions on the terrorists and their
organizations, the country whose list has
most of the names of terrorists, the country
whose Defense Minister has admitted that
his country had nurtured terrorists in the
last 30 years to help America, Britain and
Western countries, is Pakistan, which has
been given positions in two important
committees of the United Nations Security
Council. Pakistan has been made the
chairman of the Taliban Sanctions
Committee and the vice-chairman of the
Counter Terrorism Committee. In the
previous committee, Russia and France
were also with Pakistan and in the Taliban
committee, Russia and Guyana have also
been included. Of course, whatever be the
arrangement of the Security Council and
these ex-officio responsibilities keep changing
every month, but the lack of discretion and
wisdom at the level of the United Nations is
a very serious sign. The United Nations itself
has raised questions on Pakistan's terrorism
many times and has banned terrorists like
Hafiz Saeed, Masood Azhar, Zaki-ur-
Rehman Lakhvi, Syed Salahuddin and their
organizations. America has also announced
high rewards on many pro-Pak terrorists,
so it is surprising that a declared terrorist
state, while being a non-permanent member
of the Security Council, will investigate
Taliban terrorism and also give suggestions
to fight terrorism and also run campaigns!
It is interesting that Pakistan has
contributed completely to the rise and
support of the Taliban terrorist group.
Today, a terrorist organization named
'Tehreek-e-Taliban Pakistan' is active in
Pakistan and has been carrying out major
attacks and deadly explosions. This
organization has almost dominance in the
Khyber region of Pakistan and they have
been Kkilling Pakistani soldiers. The
important question is, on what basis will
Pakistan, as its president, recommend new
sanctions against the Taliban? Recently, the
Chinese foreign minister had arranged a
meeting between the foreign minister of
Pakistan and the foreign minister of the self-
proclaimed Taliban government of
Afghanistan in his country. China is
facilitating this friendship on the basis of
'Islam', but Afghanistan wants to keep its
relations with India strong. Malaysia and
Indonesia also did the same and rejected
Pakistan's 'Islamic theory'. Of course, India
will expose Pakistan-sponsored terrorism in
the Security Council meetings. Actually,
America has committed some fundamental
mistakes. On one hand, American President
Trump weighs India-Pak on the same scale
and calls both the countries 'great’, while on
the other hand, America's Deputy Foreign
Minister Christopher talks about strong
support to India against terrorism. US
Congressman Brad Sherman reprimanded
Pakistan's former foreign minister Bilawal
Bhutto and said, 'Pakistan should first finish
off Jaish-e-Muhammad.' If America and
China had not supported Pakistan, Pakistan
would not have got this position in the
Security Council. Pakistan would not have
got bailout packages worth billions from the
International Monetary Fund, World Bank
and Asian Development Bank if America
had not helped. This can also mean that
India's foreign policy has lagged behind
because America is giving more importance.

Judiciary surrounded by crisis of trust, why is the
ruling party being forced to bring impeachment?

In praise of the Gupta period (fifth century), Chinese traveler Fa-Hien has written that 'laws were simple and liberal. There is a system of
punishment based on the gravity of the crimes.' After all, where is the mistake happening? There is a pile of cases from lower courts to the
Supreme Court. The question to be considered is why is the ruling party being forced to bring impeachment against a judge found prima
facie involved in corruption? Indian judiciary is going through a crisis of trust. Chief Justice of the Supreme Court BR Gavai has said that
'incidents of corruption in the judiciary have a negative impact on the public's trust and this can reduce the trust in the entire judicial
system.' He has said this serious thing when the ruling party is discussing with the opposition parties on the impeachment against Justice
Yashwant Verma in the corruption case. Union Parliamentary Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju had said recently that 'corruption in the judiciary
cannot be seen from a political perspective. The government wants the support of all parties on the impeachment motion to remove Justice
Verma.' He reminded that the committee appointed by the Supreme Court has also held Verma guilty. The demand for judicial reforms in
the country is quite old. The central government had formed a National Judicial Appointment Commission for the appointment of judges in
the High Court and Supreme Court. This was an important step towards judicial reforms, but that system of appointment of judges was
abolished by the judiciary. It was said that the independence of the judiciary is a fundamental feature of the Constitution. Chief Justice
Gavai has also said that 'the current collegium system is not free from criticism, but its solution cannot be at the cost of judicial independence.'
The point of judicial independence is right, it is constitutional, but it is necessary for all constitutional institutions including the judiciary to
follow decorum. Questions of corruption and misconduct have been constantly raised in the judiciary. The impeachment proceedings against
judges are complex. According to Article 124 of the Constitution, a special majority is required in the Lok Sabha and Rajya Sabha to take
action against a judge of the High Court. Simple majority of the members of both the Houses and two-thirds majority of the members
present and voting is mandatory. Before this, the Speaker/Chairman of the Lok Sabha constitutes an inquiry committee. After this inquiry,
action proceeds. The first impeachment motion was brought against Justice V. Ramaswami in the Lok Sabha in 1993, but it fell due to lack
of required majority. In 2011, Justice Soumitra Sen of the Kolkata High Court resigned after the impeachment motion was passed by the
Rajya Sabha. In 2015, 58 members of the Rajya Sabha gave notice of impeachment against Justice J. Pardiwala of the Gujarat High Court
for his objectionable statement regarding reservation. In the same year, about 50 Rajya Sabha members gave notice against Justice SK
Gangele. He was accused of sexually harassing a district judge. An inquiry committee was formed under the Judges Inquiry Act (1968). The
proposal was rejected due to lack of sufficient evidence. In 2017, Rajya Sabha members had also moved an impeachment motion against
Justice CV Nagarjuna Reddy of Andhra Pradesh and Telangana. In 2018, opposition parties had also tried to move an impeachment motion
against Chief Justice Deepak Mishra. On the proposal against Chief Justice PD Dinakaran of Sikkim High Court, the Chairman of Rajya
Sabha had constituted a committee to investigate the allegations. Dinakaran resigned during this period. Only five impeachment motions
within 75 years of enforcement of the Indian Constitution prove that the impeachment process is very complex. The Constitution makers
have provided special safeguards to keep the independence of the judiciary intact. Ideally, the judiciary should have developed a framework
for investigating corruption and public grievances within its own system, but this did not happen. The Constitution makers wanted an
independent judiciary and a guarantee of justice for all. In the Constituent Assembly (6 June 1949) C. Das had said, 'I am sure that Dr.
Ambedkar and other legal scholars of the House will make such arrangements in which people get justice.' There was a debate going on in
the Assembly on the work allocation of the Supreme Court. Das said, "'Why are my friends fascinated by the British system of judicial
interpretation? According to the proposed provisions, appeals will go from one court to another and finally to the Supreme Court. In such
a situation, how will the common people get justice?' Law expert Alladi Krishnaswamy lyer said, 'England is a rich country. The population
is four crore. Our population is 30 crore. There should be a guarantee here that every person will get justice.' Justice was and is everyone's
desire. In the Assembly, M. Thirumal Rao said, 'A network of courts has been laid, but only those who are rich can go to these courts.' At
present, the judicial process is very expensive. It is easily available to the rich and extremely rare for the poor. This is the situation of a
country where even thousands of years ago, there was a very accessible government and justice system. At the time of the composition of the
Rigveda, 'Gramyavadin' was a small unit of justice. In the post-Vedic period, the judge was described as Sthapati. The justice system of the
Buddha period was very popular. During the tenure of Chandragupta Maurya (320 AD), Gramyavadin was a small unit of justice. There
were district courts, district courts and central courts. In praise of the Gupta period (fifth century), Chinese traveller Fa-Hien has written
that 'laws were simple and liberal.
