The problems and needs of the people

coming out of the military cantonment areas

of the country want to find something in the

new culture of self-governance. In the British

era system, the management of cantonment

areas has been done under a strict discipline

tradition, where the free environment of

post-independence was not found in the

scope of civil rights. There were many walls

and restrictions in the civilian settlements of

cantonment areas, which are now being

registered as a problem and by getting free

from such a system, the way is being opened

for the civil feeling to breathe freely in the

normal i.e. local bodies. The civil isolation

getting free from military cantonments is

now at such a point that in the coming days,

the cages of 36 more areas will be completely

opened. In Himachal, Yol Cantonment has

already said goodbye to the civil society and

now six areas like Subathu, Dagshai,

Kasauli, Dalhousie, Bakloh and Jatog will

also become residents of free air. This can

be a necessary step because in independent

India, the pattern of civil society wants to

open its every horizon in the scenario of

politics. In fact, the budgetary provisions for

the maintenance of cantonment areas kept

getting weaker and the state schemes also

remained untouchable. Separated from the

national and state system, it became difficult

for the common people of cantonment areas

to live under the watch of discipline, and the

fronts emerging from this population kept

struggling to get themselves out. Now if the

civil plots of 36 cantonment areas are

separated, then the dreams of a population

of about 35 lakh will change. Their steps,

their destinations will change. Within

Himachal, the six areas left after Yol

cantonment are also waiting for a new dawn

with this intention. It is a different matter

that the journey ahead of this exemption

should be ensured and strengthened. If

tomorrow all these areas declare themselves

as rural and hold a meeting in the

Panchayat, then what will happen to those

traditions and systems under which many

decades of civil life have passed. For

example, a large civil community in the Yol

cantonment area is today standing at an

autocratic crossroads, separated from the

old system. More or less, while living in the

cantonment area, the citizens had a

disciplined sense of obedience in the midst

of traffic, water and electricity supply,

sanitation system, the parameters of urban

life and military management. If tomorrow,

like Yol cantonment, the civil town in Kasauli

declares itself a village or the people of

Subathu stand near the Panchayat house,

then their streets will be flooded with filth

and leakage will flow in the drains.

Therefore, the civil society that has come out

of the cantonment areas will have to be

brought under the purview of urban bodies

under the TCP, so that the system remains

in high standards of environment. The

people have dispersed outside the Yol

cantonment, but the system that was going

on for years has collapsed. The conflict

between the two systems has increased, as a

result the condition of dirt and disorder right

outside the army area has become

troublesome. What should have happened

is that these areas should have been

managed in future by systematic

development under Dharamshala

Municipal Corporation and in coordination

with military establishments. Now that the

management of civilian settlements is being

separated from the other six cantonment

areas including Yol Camp, the question also

arises that to keep this public, which has

been under this system for years, in a better

framework of civic amenities, either it should

be considered in the urban body or brought

in the periphery of the nearby cities. The

citizens of Jatog and Yol should be brought.
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There is no value of tongue anymore,

why has lying become common?
In old times, tongue was of great importance to people; promises were kept. People used to remember things spoken and knowledge was

transferred from generation to generation. Nowadays, people make promises and forget them; they forget to return money after borrowing

it. The lender hesitates to ask for his money back. It seems that people have become even more treacherous after getting educated. In earlier

times, tongue was of great value to people. Even the words spoken in private had weight. In those days, people did not write their words on

paper. Whatever they said became a firm promise and vow. Perhaps that is why they used to say that life may be lost, but a vow should not

be broken. Those were the days when everything was memorized by heart. People used to memorize Vedas, Upanishads, proverbs, idioms

and tables by heart. These were transferred from one generation to another in this manner. By the way, paper had not been invented at that

time, so people had to memorize and preserve everything. Speaking or repeating was done through the tongue, so things were remembered

for a long time. That was the time of the tongue. At that time there were no locks and people were not tongue-twisters. There was no need.

People were true to their word. Whatever they said, they said it. Whatever they said, it became a rule of stone. A man who was a man of loose

talk was looked down upon. People did not trust him. He was considered dishonest and treacherous. Now remembering anything has

become a thing of the past. Today the situation is such that if you say something in the morning and ask in the evening, the answer you get

is- when did I say that. That is, now people have started going back on their word in a day itself. There are some who, if they ask for a

thousand or two thousand rupees from you and take it away and promise to return it in a week, then for two-four months they do not even

say that they have to return your money. Then when you hesitantly ask for your money, they say- I am not going away somewhere. If

someone has taken ten or twenty thousand rupees promising to return it on a certain date next month, then after several months have passed

and you try to get that date, he stops picking up your phone. Some even block you. Earlier, when people used to borrow money or something

else from others, they used to remember that they have borrowed a certain thing from a certain person and have to return it on a certain day.

From the day they borrowed, they used to count the days to return it and if they were not able to return it on time, they used to apologize.

Today, words have no value. Now the person who lends money hesitates as to when and how to ask for his money back and the person who

returns it behaves as if he does not remember anything. If someone ever reminds, then we get to hear the advice that money is dirt on the

hands or never bring money between friendship. The result is that neither friendship nor money survives. I feel that as a man became more

educated, he became more treacherous! What is the use of people being so educated, when their tongue has no value left. What good will a

person who learns to cheat and deceive after getting educated, do to the society. Leaders take votes and then forget the promises made to the

public. Today the value of tongue has vanished to such an extent that people have started keeping the transactions in writing. The creditor's

thumb impression is put or his signature is taken so that he does not go back on his word. When such a creditor goes back on his word, that

paper is shown to him to remind him. There are many who go back on their word with their signature itself. It seems that due to this habit

people started lying and when this did not work, they started stealing. Some people also call it scamming or becoming a defaulter.

First year of the third term, success

of development and welfare policies
Neither Pakistan nor the world community would have imagined that India led by Modi would take such a tough action. The Modi government

showed the country and the world that India knows how to fight terrorism.

The biggest

example of how the Modi government is capable of taking bold decisions is Operation Sindoor. After the gruesome killing of 26 people by

Pakistan-sponsored terrorists in Pahalgam, the way the Indian Army first destroyed Pakistan's terrorist bases and then demolished many of

its major airbases is truly an unimaginable military action.

In the country where people are worried about disciplined behaviour and not letting chaos spread at public places, once again due to crowd

mismanagement, negligence of administration and government, stampede took the lives of 11 innocent people and dozens of others were

injured. After RCB's victory in the final match of IPL, it was decided to celebrate in a hurry at Chinnaswamy Stadium in Bengaluru. RCB

gave this information through internet media. As soon as this information was received, cricket fans left for the stadium. The craze for cricket

and cricketers in our country is not seen anywhere else in the world. Cricketers are more attractive than film stars, religious leaders and

politicians. If people get a chance to see big cricketers closely, they are ready to bear any hardship. That is why T-20 cricket matches are

watched the most - in the stadium as well as on TV and mobile. When RCB won the IPL title after a long wait of 18 years, people of a

metropolis like Bangalore rushed to see famous cricketers and especially Virat Kohli, Bhuvneshwar Kumar, Krunal Pandya etc. No

arrangements were made to control the huge crowd of cricket fans in the hastily organized ceremony in Bangalore and the half-hearted

arrangements that were made proved insufficient in front of the crowd. The capacity of Chinnaswamy Stadium is 35 thousand, but many

times more people were ready to go there. All of them tried to enter the stadium - even those who did not have 'passes'. That is why there was

a stampede and the occasion of happiness turned into mourning. This happened more because no concrete measures were taken by the

police to handle the huge crowd. It was not that this crowd could not be controlled. This could have been done easily with proper planning

and preparation. This was also done in the ceremony organized in Mumbai when the Indian cricket team won the T-20 World Cup. After all,

what could be done in Mumbai, why could it not be done in Bengaluru? As is the case in our country, after the avoidable tragedy in

Bengaluru, a series of accusations and counter-accusations, suspensions, transfers, investigations etc. have started. This will continue, but it

is difficult to say whether the people responsible for the stampede will be held accountable. Whatever it may be, it cannot be ignored that

seeing the possibility of a large crowd of cricket fans gathering in the stadium, the leaders also thought it better to participate in the celebration

of RCB. The players hardly have the desire to meet the leaders, but the leaders are ready to meet them and take photos with them. It is

natural that the RCB management would also have wanted the presence of the leaders in the celebration of their team's victory. They also

attended. When a VIP goes to any event, the police remains alert for his security, but hardly cares about the security of the common people.

Due to this, people have to face trouble. In our country, stampedes keep happening in political, religious and social events. People die in these

events, but people avoid learning any important lesson. If proper arrangements are not made to control the crowd in such events, then there

is jostling to get close to leaders, actors, players etc. This often turns into a stampede. India is a country with a large population. Crowds are

seen in public places in our big cities, but the problem is that in India, neither the infrastructure is built according to the increasing population,

nor the measures for crowd management are implemented.
