These scorching days
The seasonal temperature of the capital

Delhi has crossed 45 degrees Celsius. The

temperature of many areas of Punjab,

Haryana, Rajasthan states has also crossed

47-48 degrees. It seems as if fire is raining!

If you go from an air-conditioned room to

another room in your own house, you will

face a storm of fire. There is so much heat in

the air. Last June 9 has been considered the

'hottest day' so far, the day when the demand

for electricity reached 'peak' and a demand

of 241 gigawatts was recorded. As a result,

the Union Ministry of Energy has been

forced to set new standards for air

conditioners. When the new standards are

made and implemented, ACs will be able to

run only between 20-28 temperatures.

Currently the minimum temperature is 16.

However, fire is raining across North India

and warnings of heat wave are being given.

The temperature has crossed 40 degrees

even in the hilly areas. Heat wave is a life-

threatening situation, so it has been

considered a 'medical emergency'. The

common symptoms of 'heat stroke' are that

the human body temperature rises to 104

degrees Fahrenheit (40 degrees Celsius).

That is a condition of high fever. Last year,

till June 18, more than 40,000 cases of heat

stroke were reported. 110 deaths were also

recorded due to heat stroke and scorching

heat. In 2022, 730 deaths were recorded.

Perhaps this is the basic reason why the

Meteorological Department is constantly

issuing red, yellow, orange alerts. In this

blazing, hot weather, the biggest crisis is for

the workers working in the open. In India,

65-70 percent of the workers are forced to

work even in this scorching heat, because

their household runs on daily wages. In this

context, the intervention of the National

Human Rights Commission is very

important. The Commission has issued

guidelines to the states to take immediate

precautionary measures to protect

vulnerable people, especially the

economically weaker sections, outdoor

workers, the elderly, children and homeless

people, who are at risk due to lack of

adequate shelter and resources. Commission

Chairman Justice V. Ramasubramanian

took cognizance of the report of deaths due

to extreme heat and heatwaves by the

National Crime Records Bureau (NCRB)

and directed the states. According to the

NCRB report, 3798 people died in the

country due to heat and heatwaves between

2018 and 2022. The Human Rights

Commission has written in a letter issued to

the states that the guidelines of the National

Disaster Management Authority (NDMA)

should be effectively followed to reduce the

impact of heat and heatwaves, so that

potential damage can be prevented.

However, for the past several years, our

sensitive administration has issued some

strict guidelines for employers in extreme

weather conditions. For example, during

these scorching days, working in the open

from 12:30 pm to 4:30 pm has been

prohibited. It is mandatory for workers to

have a shady place and cold drinking water.

The power supply in metros and big cities

has improved as compared to earlier, so fans

are also available at work places, but in

villages and towns, power cuts are still being

imposed for hours, and both the common

man and the workers are troubled there.

Anyway, a lot still needs to be changed and

improved in our system. These scorching

days are also a result of climate change. The

weather cycle is changing. There was a lot

of rain till a few days ago, but in the last

seven days, the temperature has increased

by 8-13 degrees Celsius. Western winds are

blowing in North-West India, which are

coming from the desert areas of Pakistan.

In most areas of Gulf countries, especially

Iraq, Saudi Arabia, the temperature has

been around 46 degrees since the last one.
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A new crisis, Israel has attacked Iran
Israel attacked Iran's nuclear bases under Operation Rising Lion because Iran was challenging Israel's existence. Iran has threatened to

wipe Israel off the world map several times. America is also supporting Israel by calling Iran irresponsible. Ultimately Israel agreed to attack

Iran. Under Operation Rising Lion, it attacked Iran's nuclear and military bases with full preparation and was so strong that Iran was not

in a position to respond immediately. Israel targeted Iran on the basis that it openly challenges its existence and if it acquires nuclear

weapons, it will be in serious danger. This fear cannot be called baseless. Iran has said several times that it will wipe out Israel from the world

map. It is also adamant on making nuclear weapons, but its problem is that there is no one to openly support it. Islamic countries may be

condemning the Israeli attack, but it is difficult to say that they and especially the Sunni Arab nations are unhappy about Iran being

targeted. In fact, like Israel and America, they also do not want Iran to increase its dominance in the Islamic world by arming itself with

nuclear weapons. Many Islamic countries are not happy with Iran's open support to Hezbollah, Hamas as well as Yemen's Houthi fighters,

who have become a problem for Israel. Saudi Arabia is definitely not, because the Houthis, who occupy a large part of Yemen, are a

headache for it. The Houthis continue to pose a threat to Israel as well as maritime security. Iran also supports other armed Islamic groups

in West Asia. Qatar also does the same thing, but it is America's ally. America may be pretending that it is concerned about the Israeli attack

on Iran, but the truth is that President Trump wanted the same thing that Israel did. He is not hiding it either. His talk of freeing the world

from war is just a pretense. Despite talking big, he has failed to stop the Ukraine-Russia war. He is supporting Israel by calling Iran irresponsible

and a partner of terrorist groups, but is busy appeasing Pakistan, which is extremely irresponsible, has acquired nuclear weapons with the

help of China and is nurturing terrorist organizations. It is clear that India cannot trust Trump, who is following a double policy. The Israel-

Iran war has increased the crisis for world peace as well as West Asia and India. India has relations with both the countries. It cannot go with

either of them, but this is also a lesson for it that it should have broken the back of the Pakistani army which stood with the terrorists during

Operation Sindoor.

melted, PM Modi will attend the G-7 summit
Prime Minister Modi is going to Canada to attend the G-7 summit. Congress had called the delay in the invitation by Canada as weak

diplomacy. India-Canada relations had deteriorated due to Trudeau's attitude of appeasing the Khalistan supporters. Under the leadership

of the new Prime Minister Carney, the ice in the relations is expected to melt, which can double the trade. Amidst the war between Israel and

Iran, the Indian Prime Minister is reaching Canada to attend the G-7 summit. When he did not receive the alleged invitation to come to

Canada, the Congress had come to the conclusion that not inviting the Indian Prime Minister to participate in the G-7 summit is a proof of

the weak diplomacy of the Modi government. After this, when Canadian Prime Minister Mark Carney extended the invitation to Modi, it

was said that it was given late, but how will delay be defined? By the way, questions were also raised in Canada regarding inviting the Indian

Prime Minister to participate in the G-7. Responding to this, Mark Carney had said that India, being the world's fifth largest economy and

most populous country, is at the centre of many supply chains. On a question related to the investigation into the allegations of alleged Indian

agents' involvement in the murder of pro-Khalistan terrorist Hardeep Singh Nijjar, Mark Carney had said that legal agencies are doing

their job.
