Now India and its Prime Minister Modi
should bury this issue. The opposition should
also understand that this is not an issue of
national interest.

Even if it gets a chance to come to
power, what will the US President do if he
maintains the same attitude? We have to say
this because despite a 35-minute long
conversation between Prime Minister Modi
and President Trump on the phone, the US
President is singing the same old, worn-out
tune. Of course, Trump is the elected
President of the world's most powerful and
prosperous superpower, and Narendra
Modi is also the elected Prime Minister of
India, which has the largest population, the
fastest growing economy and the world's
largest market. India has its own
sovereignty, security, thinking and
territorial integrity. When Prime Minister
Modi made it clear to President Trump that
India neither accepts mediation, nor has it
accepted anyone's mediation in stopping the
Indo-Pak conflict and will never accept
mediation, then what language does
President Trump understand? Actually, we
Indians are the progeny of the greatest
Chanakya, we understand the essence and
values of language very well. We cannot
speak to any head of state or prime minister
in such a language that Trump is a liar, he is
speaking wrong.

This is the cultured language of our
diplomacy, which has been expressed by
Prime Minister Modi. It is interesting that
during the telephonic conversation,
President Trump, while returning from
Canada, invited him to come to America, to
which the Prime Minister expressed his
inability in view of pre-scheduled programs.
Heads of states and prime ministers are
waiting in a queue to meet and talk with
President Trump, but the fact that the Indian
Prime Minister could show the courage to
reject this invitation is the strength and status
of India. While revealing to President Trump
about 'Operation Sindoor' and Pakistan-
sponsored terrorism, Prime Minister Modi
also clarified that the pleading DGMO of
Pakistan had appealed for talks and
ceasefire, to which India's own DGMO had
agreed to suspend military action. It is
noteworthy that after 22nd April, the date
of Pahalgam massacre, this is the first phone
conversation between Prime Minister Modi
and President Trump. Who was requested
for mediation?

Prime Minister Modi also made it clear that
terrorism is not a proxy war for India but a
war and we will deal with terrorism on this
basis in future. We believe that Trump must
have understood this! If he still wants to keep
singing the old tune and consider Pakistan
as America's 'trusted partner', then it is his
wish. President Trump has offered lunch to
Pakistan's Field Marshal General Asim
Munro in the 'White House', then it may be
America's diplomatic, business and strategic
compulsion. If America has to attack Iran,
then it will need Pakistan's airbase and
airspace.

Pakistan has a 900 km long border with Iran.
Experts believe that the Noorkhan airbase,
which was destroyed by India's air strikes,
is under American control. Even the
generals of Pakistan cannot enter there.
However, it is being repaired. Apart from
this, America has its eyes on the mineral
resources of Pakistan. America has decided
to make Pakistan the headquarters of crypto
currency. President Trump's son and son-
in-law will handle this business there.
However, the country should accept the
statements of the Prime Minister, Foreign
Secretary, Foreign Ministry spokesperson,
because they are the Indian government.
Now we should wait for the Parliament
session to say and hear everything.
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Thoughts: Importance of India in an ageing world, the number
of elderly people is constantly increasing in the country

At present, the percentage of people above 60 years of age in the country's population is 9.5. In 2036, the population of such people will
increase to 13.9 percent. The fourth report is from the United Nations Population Fund (UNFPA). It has been said that in the next 25 years,
the share of people above 60 years of age in India's population will reach 20.8 percent. The notification for the 16th census in the country has
been issued. This will be the first census in the country, where the data will be collected on a digital basis and not on paper and pen. This
census to be conducted after 2011 will also include caste count. This census will give a clear picture of poverty, education, income of people,
sex ratio, caste, creed, rich-poverty, young-old etc. in India. We are still a young country, but the recent reports related to sex ratio in the
country assess the increasing population of elderly people in the country. Attention should be paid to this. The first report has been published
in a journal called Places. Its data shows that today every fourth-fifth elderly person in India is struggling with problems like loss of memory,
not being able to use language properly, weakening of the ability to think and understand and take decisions. The second report has been
released by the State Bank of India. According to this, the average age of India's working population will increase from 24 years in 2021 to
28-29 years in 2026. Today, the average working age in China is 39.5 years. Whereas in Europe it is 42 years, in North America it is 38 and
in Asia it is 32 years. At the global level, this average age has been recorded as 30.4 years. The SBI report indicates that the population of
children between zero and fourteen years is declining in India. Their population which was 36.4 crores in 1991 is going to decrease to 34
crores in 2026. Their share in the population which was 37 percent in 1991 will decrease to 24.3 percent in the year 2026. Thus, the
population of people above 60 years of age has doubled in the last two and a half decades. This means that the elderly population which was
7.9 crores in 2001 will increase to around 15 crores in the year 2026. These will include 7.7 crore men and 7.3 crore women. Similarly, the
working population of the country which was 58.6 crores in the year 2001 is estimated to increase to 91 crores in 2026. It is believed that in
the next census, 67 percent of the total population of the country will be of working people. In this context, the third report has been
published by the Ministry of Statistics of the Central Government. It shows that by 2036, the population of children and adolescents will
decline in the country and the number of elderly and middle-aged people will increase. According to this report, the share of children below
15 years of age in the population was 26.2 percent in 2021, but it will decrease to 20.6 percent in 2026. The share of people in the age group
of 35-49 in the population was 19.1 percent in 2021, but the percentage of this age group will increase to 23 percent in 2026. Currently, the
percentage of people above 60 years of age in the country's population is 9.5. In 2036, the population of such people will increase to 13.9
percent. The fourth report is from the United Nations Population Fund (UNFPA). It says that in the next 25 years, the share of people above
60 years of age in India's population will reach 20.8 percent. That is, every fifth person in the country will be in the category of elderly.
Between 2024-2050, the country's total population will increase by only 18 percent, but the elderly population will increase by 134 percent.
According to this report, the elderly population in India was 14.9 crores by 2022-2023. That is, their share in the total population was 10.5
percent. In this way, 16 elderly people are dependent on 100 working people in the country. Due to this, there is a possibility of the balance
between working youth and elderly people getting disturbed in the country. Recently, the latest demographic report of the United Nations
has revealed that by the end of 2025, India's population will reach the highest in the world at 1.46 billion. This report indicates major
changes in the country's population structure, fertility and life expectancy in the future. The essence of the above reports is that if the
number of elderly people is increasing in India, then at present the number of working young men and women is also increasing in a much
greater proportion than that. Today, the birth rate and population growth rate in BRICS countries are decreasing year after year. In
countries like Japan, France, Germany, Australia and Britain, the rate of population growth has almost become zero. Undoubtedly, in
future the number of elderly people will increase and the working population will keep decreasing. Due to this, their production will
automatically decrease. In future, India will be prominent among those countries where the working young population will be the highest.
For the developed India that Prime Minister Modi is envisioning by 2047, if the energy, power, enthusiasm and capability of the youth will be
useful for the country, then in the same proportion the experience of the senior citizens will also act as a guide in the construction of India.
Nevertheless, today's need is that along with a better future for the youth, there should also be arrangements for socio-economic security for
the senior citizens.

Opinion: US-Pakistan together again, India will have
to gear up for a long diplomatic and military battle

If Trump is to be believed, he invited Munir to the US to thank him for Pakistan avoiding a war with India. Trump praised Munir's alleged
wisdom and compared him to Indian Prime Minister Narendra Modi, saying that due to the maturity of both, the US prevented a nuclear
war in South Asia. Karl Marx had said, 'History repeats itself - first as tragedy and then as farce.' US President Donald Trump made Marx's
statement relevant by inviting Pakistani Army Chief and Field Marshal General Asim Munir, who had a hardline jihadi mindset, to dinner
at the White House and offering deep strategic coordination with Pakistan. In 1980-88, US President Ronald Reagan embraced the then
Pakistani dictator General Zia-ul-Haq. Then President George W. Bush also embraced General Pervez Musharraf. Has the third chapter of
this dangerous game being played every 20 years begun now? In comparison to General Zia and Musharraf, Munir is not the formal head
of state of Pakistan, but he enjoys the same status. America is trying to bring Pakistan closer to itself afresh on the basis of geopolitical
arguments that have been presented in the past. Reagan needed Zia because he wanted to push back the Soviet Union from Afghanistan,
Pakistan's neighbouring country. America needed Mujahideen to fight as its allies. Pakistan provided them. Zia himself was of Jihadi nature.
At one time, he had called for Jihad against India with the intention of capturing Kashmir. America had ignored it then because its aim was
to fight communism. Like Reagan, Bush also used Pakistan for change in Afghanistan by giving billions of dollars of economic and military
aid to Musharraf. At that time America had to topple the government of the fanatic Jihadi Taliban, which had sheltered Osama bin Laden,
Tesponsible for the 9/11 attacks in America. Armed with US money and weapons, Pakistan proved its usefulness both times, but also played
a double game. It spread jihadist poison in South Asia while keeping the US happy to some extent. Tired of its hypocrisy, Trump completely
stopped military aid to Pakistan during his first term. Trump, who called Pakistan a 'liar and a cheater' in 2018, is praising it today. In fact,
there has been such a turn in world politics again, when the US needs Pakistan to achieve its geopolitical goals. That is why it is wooing it.

If Munir makes a deal with Trump and Pakistan starts taking military material and economic benefits from America again, then
America can also take Pakistan out of China's shadow. America's strategic goal is broad and multi-dimensional, which does not seem to
match India's national security interests. If America succeeds in getting Pakistan out of the clutches of China, it will be beneficial for India,
but if Pakistan dares to carry out a heinous Jihadi attack like Pahalgam in India after taking refuge in America, it will increase the danger
to India.
