Kanwars…
The national poet Ramdhari Singh Dinkar

had seen the opposition mobilization after

the Emergency. The new power was clear,

so he wrote a poem- ‘Singhasan Khali Karo

Ki Janta Aati Hai…’ Although today there

is no such possibility at all, but under the

guise of being ‘Shiv-bhakts’, the Kanwariyas

have created such a ruckus at many places

as if they are saying- ‘Clear the road or the

Kanwariyas are coming.’

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The report ignores important questions, an

attempt to put the entire blame on the pilots
Naturally, there will be many complications in this, but all the investigating agencies should leave no stone unturned in the process of

completing this work. It will also be equally important that many other companies and regulators who are involved in the operation of 787

aircraft should also be included in the scope of this investigation. The initial investigation report of the Air India plane that crashed in

Ahmedabad raises more questions than answers. This report related to the accident of flight number AI 171 from Ahmedabad to London

seems to be biased at first glance. In some way or the other, there is an attempt to put the entire blame on the pilots who died in this accident.

Factually, the report tells that the engines had stopped working during take-off. In such a situation, the rat-ram air turbine naturally

becomes active. The rat is actually an emergency device, which provides the necessary energy in the event of both the engines of the aircraft

stopping. In this, energy is generated by using the air moving at the speed of the aircraft. The rat fuel switch/valve does not get activated in

case of cut off. Anyway, pilots are not so stupid that they cut off the fuel in case both the engines fail. The logic of fuel cut off is acceptable only

when the pilots try to restart the engines to save their lives as a last resort. The intention of weaving a mystery about the conversation between

the crew in the preliminary investigation report is also very shocking. It is impossible that there was no movement in the cockpit during such

an emergency. How can there be so much peace there in such circumstances. It is clear that an attempt is being made to hide some aspects

deliberately. The manner in which the report has been written indicates that this is nothing but a secret attempt to blame the pilots for the

plane crash. Apart from this, it is also beyond comprehension that when it may take three months to one year to reach any concrete conclusion

of the investigation, then why are Boeing and the engine manufacturing company GE being kept away from the ambit of suspicion? Then

what is the point of releasing this investigation report at around 2 o'clock in the night, when work almost comes to a standstill in countries like

India and Britain, which are most affected by this accident. Apart from the pilot, safety management system and its related professionals, the

two most important stages of any flight for the auditors and investigators are take off and landing. During this time, the entire focus is on

flying the plane manually up to about 2000 feet, for which all the equipment has to be operated manually. Only after that can the plane come

into auto-pilot state. Thrust setting is also manual and in this exercise the entire focus is on the important control systems related to the plane.

Since this report is related to a widely operated Boeing 787 Dreamliner aircraft, it has deep implications for the whole world. The report

mentions that the fuel valve-switches were cut off i.e. deactivated. There is no possibility that any pilot would tamper with the fuel switch,

especially during take-off and when he would need the most thrust. During this time, the emphasis is usually on lifting the landing gear or

flaps mounted on the front panel of the cockpit. In such a situation, if the reason given for turning the fuel valve-switch back to take it to the

cut off position is to be considered, then it is a matter of deep investigation. There is an indicator on the fuel valve/switch that there may be

anomalies in it. The US Federal Aviation Administration-FAA has also admitted this. In a warning bulletin on the air transport front in 2018,

the FAA had said that some such cases have come to light in which the fuel switch went to the cut off position on its own. These also included

references to cases related to Japan and European aviation services. In my opinion, if there was a defect in the switch, then this could be the

most likely cause of the accident. In such a situation, agencies like NTSB, FAA, EASA and AAIB need to investigate why the fuel switches

went into cut-off state, because no pilot would be so foolish as to turn off the source of energy at the stage of flight when he needs it the most.

It would be appropriate that we wait for the comprehensive and comprehensive investigation report to come out. If we look at the initial

report related to the AI 171 flight accident, if the fuel cut-off switch came into action on its own, then it is time for all those airlines, which are

operating Dreamliner 787 aircraft, to increase vigilance. They will have to do a thorough review and comprehensive investigation of the fuel

switch systems. Boeing 787 Dreamliner is an aircraft operated on a comprehensive digital and software system, which also requires continuous

system updates and security patches. If the fuel switches get cut off, then the reason behind it will have to be found out. Naturally, this will

involve a lot of complexities, but all the investigating agencies should leave no stone unturned in completing this task. It is equally important

that the scope of this investigation should also include many other companies and regulators who are involved in the operation of 787 aircraft.

According

to this, the scope of banking fraud in the country is increasing rapidly. The amount of fraud in the financial year 2023-24 was Rs 12,230

crore, which increased almost three times to Rs 36,014 crore in 2024-25. In this, the amount of fraud in public sector banks was Rs 25,667

crore and the amount of fraud in private sector banks was Rs 10,088 crore. According to RBI, a major reason for this increase is the

addition of 122 old cases to ensure compliance with a Supreme Court order in 2023. However, this does not reduce the problem of Rs 36,014

crore missing from banks. The impact of banking fraud is not limited to financial losses. They also reduce public confidence in banks. With

the printing of new notes in the year 2016, RBI had claimed that the security measures taken in them make it very difficult to counterfeit, yet

it is not stopping. In 2024-25, the number of fake notes caught

in the banking sector saw an increase of 14 percent and 37

percent respectively in the category of Rs 200 and Rs 500. It

cannot be said that the government and the Reserve Bank are

not making efforts to stop this, but as new measures are being

taken to increase the security of the notes, the fraudsters are

also developing techniques to counterfeit them, which makes

it difficult for the common man to differentiate between fake

and real notes. The National Investigation Agency (NIA) has

found that the route of Nepal and Pakistan is being used to

send these fake notes to India. These fake notes are printed in

Pakistan. The amount of money available increases due to the

fake currency in the market, which increases inflation in the

market and creates a huge demand for goods and services.

Apart from this, such fake notes are being used by terrorists

against India. Fake notes are fatal for any economy. It is a big

challenge for the RBI and the government to overcome this.

According to the RBI, the largest share of frauds registered in

private sector banks is related to debit-credit card / internet

banking. At the same time, fraud in government banks is

mainly in the loan segment, which involves collusion at many levels. The report says that loan-related fraud is responsible for more than 33

percent of the cases in terms of number and more than 92 percent of the cases in terms of value. The big thing is that the reported cases are

for fraud of one lakh rupees and above. That is, bank frauds of less than this amount have not been included in it. Due to the popularity of

Unified Payments Interface (UPI) in India, there are many small online transactions, which are now becoming a big opportunity for

fraudsters. UPI today handles an annual business of more than three trillion dollars in the country. The oldest and most common method of

theft from banks is to take a loan through fake documents or bribe, which continues even today. Now the danger is increasing for common

customers as well, because more than 50 percent of frauds are happening in digital or card-based transactions. In today's time, from

phishing attacks to high-tech methods like SIM card cloning, fraudsters are using all kinds of tricks. Phishing attack is a type of cyber attack

in which hackers try to steal personal information such as credit card number, bank account information or password by deceiving people.

To deal with all these problems, recently RBI has introduced an AI tool called 'Mulehunter', which tries to catch suspicious transactions.

Apart from this, a prototype of an intelligence platform for digital payment is also being made. India's money laundering laws are not able

to enable banks to take immediate action. There is a need to improve this as well. According to Deloitte Research Agency, 100 crore people

will use smartphones in the country by 2026. Digital banking will lead the economy in the near future. Fintech is the way forward for Indian

banking and payment system. The only need is to make it smooth and secure. For this, it is not enough for banks to just say "be careful".

This is not going to work. With time, the payment industry will have to be made strong and sustainable. It is necessary for the employees as

well as the customers to be cyber aware. Some countries like America, Britain, Germany and Israel have included cyber awareness in the

school curriculum. We also need to think in this direction. The solution to the problem of banking fraud and fake notes which have become

a challenge for the economy is difficult, but not impossible.
