'Rewadis' despite debt
Due to the distribution of 'rewadis' of free

electricity, the states have a debt of Rs 96

lakh crore. This amount is much more than

India's annual national budget. 13 percent

interest has to be paid on this debt. No

country in the 'Global South' has such an

economy. As a nation, India has a debt of

about Rs 200 lakh crore. The average citizen

has a debt of more than Rs 4 lakh, but it has

never been made clear to the country why

there is so much debt? Why did the loan

have to be taken? This is the situation when

India is a country with an economy of more

than 4 trillion dollars and is the fourth largest

economy in the world. Since the latest case

is of Bihar, it is also in debt of more than Rs

4 lakh crore, while its per capita income is

less than Rs 70,000 per annum. Despite this,

Chief Minister Nitish Kumar has announced

to give 125 units of free electricity to

domestic consumers. Of course, this is purely

an 'election revdi'. In the domestic bills that

will come in August in Bihar, the bill of those

who consumed 125 units of electricity during

July will be 'zero'. The strange paradox is

that Nitish Kumar has been a staunch

opponent of 'election freebies' like free

electricity. He has publicly given statements

against 'freebies' inside and outside the

assembly. Prime Minister Modi has also said

on an open platform that 'free freebies' can

ruin the country's economy, but what

happened in Bihar? BJP is in power there.

Not only this, 'free electricity' is being

provided in BJP-ruled states - Delhi,

Haryana, Rajasthan, UP, Uttarakhand, MP,

Chhattisgarh, Odisha and Maharashtra. Of

course, this electoral tradition of 'freebies'

was started by Arvind Kejriwal by

distributing 200 units of electricity free of

cost in Delhi. His 'election freebie' proved to

be very successful in Punjab too and the

Aam Aadmi Party (AAP) government was

formed. After that 'AAP' made it an 'election

miracle'. Seeing this, BJP and Congress also

distributed many 'rewadis'. Three Congress

state governments are distributing free

electricity. It is a different matter that those

states also have debts of lakhs of crores of

rupees. In Tamil Nadu, the opposition party

DMK is in power and it has a debt of more

than 9 lakh crore rupees, but the

government is giving free electricity up to

1000 units to powerloom workers. Actually,

these governments and political parties are

not at all concerned about the country's

economy. Delhi is a semi-state, a union

territory. The Government of India and the

Parliament are also there. Delhi's per capita

income is better than the national average.

The residents of Delhi metropolis do not need

any 'free rewadis', but this trick has also been

used to win elections. When the BJP

government has come to power in Delhi, it

has continued the 'AAP' government's

scheme of 200 units of free electricity. When

Nitish Kumar became the Chief Minister for

the first time and his power got stability, he

implemented prohibition in the state for the

sake of women. Although he was aware that

this would result in a loss of crores to the

treasury, he took this step for the sake of

sociality. Although the liquor ban failed

completely, its political and electoral impact

was deep. Now, despite the huge losses of

the electricity board and electricity

distribution companies, the Chief Minister

has decided to provide free electricity, and

that too has been done with the view of

providing relief and convenience to the

public. Prime Minister Modi had once

placed the issue of financial crisis and losses

of the electricity boards before the country.

The government has given 'bail packages'

worth lakhs of crores of rupees to the state

electricity boards, but how much debt still

remains is before the country. The Bihar

government has announced to install solar

power plants on the roofs of domestic

consumers, but before that crime should be

Language policy creating confusion, double insult

to Hindi and growing dominance of English
The real official language in India is English. For political reasons, a farce is being spread by calling Hindi the 'official language'. This is also

the reason why Marathi, Tamil or other regional leaders keep attacking Hindi. Hindi is being insulted twice for no reason. In comparison,

the language policy during the British Raj was relatively transparent and realistic. The language of governance was English but only for

itself. The country's large education and culture sectors were autonomous. Indian intellectuals are busy fighting and entangled in any issue,

indifferent to the concern for its solution. The same arguments have been heard for decades on many issues, but the situation of the issue

remains the same or keeps worsening. Language policy is an example of this. Right now most of the controversy is centered on condemning

the Thackeray brothers.

Some time ago, more energy was spent in disgracing Tamil leader Stalin, while there has been indifference towards what India's language

policy was made and what it became in the last eight decades. The Thackeray brothers recently came on the political stage. They have little

influence in only one state, but what was there before that? The truth is that the language policy of independent India has been a rudderless

boat from the beginning. Officially, Hindi is the 'official language', but in practice, only English has gained ground in every field. This is the

result of policies that were not made by any non-Hindi leader. The gradual displacement of all Indian languages, including Hindi, by English

is not the result of any Tamil or Marathi politics, but no one is thinking about it. From the time of the constitution, a lot has been decided

under the direction of North Indian, mainly Hindi-speaking leaders, but the results of the language policy made by them have never been

reviewed, for what purpose was it made and what were the results? It is useless to blame any one leader or party for the confusing language

policy.

The entire Indian leadership and intellectual class has been both the cause and victim of the confusion on the language policy. Also unable

and unwilling to resolve it. Today, it can be seen even in small towns of the country that the language of progressive education, employment

and business is English. Those who do not know English can also be working and administrators, but to a limited extent. Anyone who wishes

to increase his intellectual and creative capacity, which is a natural human aspiration, will fail without proficiency in English. Even if an

Indian knows only English and cannot write a single note in any Indian language, he will not have difficulty in progressing. This is not the

case in any other important country of the world. In India, the real official language is English. A farce is being spread by calling Hindi the

'official language' for political reasons. This is also the reason why Marathi, Tamil or other regional leaders keep attacking Hindi. Hindi is

unnecessarily insulted twice. In comparison, the language policy during the British Raj was relatively transparent and realistic. The language

of governance was English, but only for itself. The large education and culture sectors of the country were autonomous. There was no

government interference in it. Scholars of every subject decided the content and rules of its teaching and training. During the British Raj, the

development of literary and cultural activities was really the work of the society, not the government. In independent India, the decline of

that activity started. This decline happened due to the policies of independent India itself. Today in India, Hindi is such a queen that all other

queens hate her and daily scold her. The queen is helpless and forced to bear all this. It would be good to free Hindi from the double

deception of false kingship. Then it will get its rightful place in the timeline. Then it will get rid of the unnecessary bitterness of the leaders

and intellectuals of other Indian languages. Then it will get the goodwill it had before. During the British period, all the efforts to make Hindi

the national working language were made by non-Hindi leaders and intellectuals. Great men like Gandhiji, Rajagopalachari, KM Munshi,

Tagore etc. had recognized the potential and role of Hindi, but this was when Hindi was a language in the country just like Tamil or Telugu.

Today, the importance of English is increasing unhindered in administration, education and industry. If you have any doubt, compare the

Official Language Act and Rules of 1963 and 1976. Then there are the amendments made in 1986, 2007 and 2011. All these indicate that in

the seven decades of independent India, the gap between the high and low between English and Hindi has been increasing continuously.

Today, every employee or student knows that if one wants to know any rule, document, book etc. correctly, it is better to read the original

English. Otherwise, one has to face unnecessary trouble in understanding or doing anything from absurd or wrong translation. All indications

show that all academic work, publications, research etc. are done in English. Even if their level is makeshift or shameful. Now there is not

even a literary magazine in Hindi which is known all over the country. This was not the case earlier. During the British period and even after

that, there were many Hindi magazines which had national importance and circulation for a generation on the basis of their past. Now all

have been closed. While the Hindi speaking population is more, the number of educated people and their income, all have increased a lot.

This is a simple principle of business-market: the production and business of the thing which has lost its demand also ends. It would be better

if the Central Government's official language policy changes 'Also English' to 'Only English'. Along with this, all the states should be free to

work in their own languages. Their dealings with other states and the Centre should also be based on their own will and mutual convenience.

It should be done through the state, not through any central policy. Doing all this will be as painful as the surgery of a wound. The patient

suffers for some time, but he eventually becomes healthy. Similarly, if there is genuine concern for Indian languages, then all states will have

to decide to work in their own languages. This will end politics and hatred in the name of language. Then all countrymen will have equal

feelings of belongingness towards all languages. This will also be our cultural unity and true federalism.
