Election Commission vs Court
The Election Commission has filed an

affidavit in the Supreme Court clarifying

that Aadhaar card, voter ID card and ration

card are not 'valid documents' in the context

of voter list revision, so they cannot be

recognized. About 96 percent of the revision

work in Bihar has been completed. The

Election Commission has rejected the

Supreme Court's request, so now what will

be the decision of the judicial bench or its

response, it can come out during the hearing

on July 28. The Supreme Court either gives

judicial orders or gives instructions, which

should be complied with. Now both the court

and the commission are constitutional

institutions, they have mutual limits, so the

important question is whether the situation

of Commission vs Court has arisen? Can the

apex court force the Election Commission

to consider Aadhaar, voter and ration cards

as valid documents in view of future voter-

list revision? The Election Commission has

also claimed that it is also its constitutional

right to find out the citizenship of the voter.

Of course, this issue will also be raised in the

Supreme Court, because the judicial bench

has been saying that the Election

Commission does not have the right to decide

citizenship. That is the constitutional

mandate of the Home Ministry. Therefore,

in the special intensive revision of the voter

list, in Bihar alone, will the citizenship of

more than 52 lakh voters whose names are

likely to be deleted by the Commission also

become questionable? Who is the Election

Commission to decide this? In view of the

data collected by the Commission so far, the

Commission has underlined in a press

release that about 18 lakh names of dead

people are registered in the voter lists of

Bihar, there are 26 lakh names of people who

have shifted to some other place and are

voters there, more than 7 lakh voters have

their names in two places. In this way, more

than 52 lakh names can be deleted from the

voter list. Of course, such voters can appeal

during August 1 to September 1. Can such

cases related to citizenship also reach the

Supreme Court? There is strong political

opposition to the revision campaign of the

Election Commission in Bihar. Even tables

and chairs were thrown in the assembly.

Marshalls (security personnel) and

opposition MLAs clashed with each other,

pushing and shoving and scuffles came to

the fore. In the Parliament premises too,

opposition alliance MPs protested at the

'Makar Dwar' of the Parliament House with

banners, posters and placards. Inside the

Parliament, opposition MPs gathered in the

'Well' even at the Speaker's seat. The noise

of sloganeering was so much that the

proceedings of the House had to be

adjourned repeatedly. The proceedings of

both the Houses could not continue on both

the days. Of course, whether democracy is

being killed by the campaign of the Election

Commission or not, however, democracy is

definitely getting 'bleeded' continuously.

Now the Supreme Court has to save the

democracy of the country by giving a

definite decision. Now even West Bengal

Chief Minister Mamata Banerjee has started

making statements that the Commission can

delete the names of more than 40 lakh such

voters in Bengal.

It will help

small businesses prosper as Indian products will gain a competitive edge over rivals. Sports equipment companies will see a huge expansion

in their business. India's competitive edge in an attractive global market will help labour-intensive sectors such as leather and footwear,

textiles, marine products and gems and jewellery. These sectors, where many small businesses operate, will create opportunities for investment

and job creation.

Chief Election Commissioner Gyanesh Kumar also asked whether it is wrong

to remove the names of dead people, those who have permanently settled in

another place and foreign voters from the voter list out of fear of baseless

things? These are the questions that should be answered honestly.

These answers should be given especially to those political parties and leaders

who are raising a hue and cry over the special in-depth revision of the voter

list in Bihar and are creating a ruckus inside and outside the Parliament to

fulfill their narrow interests.

The

Constitution makers would not have even imagined that there would be political parties in India that would do such petty politics. The

biggest irony is that the Congress, which has ruled the country for a long time and also took the initiative to improve the election process

from time to time, is at the forefront in doing petty politics. It is clear that today's Congress is standing against many of its own leaders.
