Trade agreement is a 'milestone'
The India-UK 'Free Trade Agreement' can

become an example, a specimen, because

India is also talking about similar agreements

with the US and the European Union.

Today, India is the fourth largest economy

in the world and Britain is the sixth. A 'Free

Trade Agreement' between such countries

can prove to be a 'milestone' in the areas of

mutual trade, industry, production,

investment and employment. The markets

of India and Britain will open on a bilateral

basis, so their products will get a big market.

Currently, the trade between the two

countries is around $ 56 billion, which has

been targeted to be taken to $ 120 billion

(10 lakh crore rupees) by 2030. Under the

agreement, the export of most Indian

products has been kept 'duty-free'. The 150

percent import duty on Britain's famous

Scotch whisky in India has been reduced to

75 percent. It will be brought down to 40

percent in the next 10 years. In India's

agriculture sector, the export of products like

Basmati, grapes, spices, Alphonso, fish etc.

will double from Rs 7000 crore in three

years. There was a 12 percent duty on

textiles, which has now been made zero.

There is already zero duty on textile

products from Bangladesh, Pakistan,

Cambodia. The duty on gems and jewellery

was 4 percent, which has now been made

zero. Now the trade of Rs 8100 crore will

double in 5 years. India currently exports

pharma products worth Rs 8600 crore to

Britain, but there is every possibility of

growth in the next three years. India's access

to 36 service sectors will become very easy.

400 Indian doctors will also be able to get

admission. About 1800 Indian chefs, yoga

instructors and classical music instructors

will get a chance to serve in Britain. Prime

Minister Modi believes that the agreement

will greatly benefit India's youth,

professionals, farmers, women and

industries. Especially new avenues will open

for exporters. Our marine products,

electrical machinery, furniture, sports goods,

musical instruments and watches, leather/

footwear, processed food, transport and

auto, wood and paper, fruits, oilseeds,

vegetables, cereals, oil, tea, coffee etc. will

now have zero duty. This will enable easy

access of products made by MSME

industries to the UK markets. However, in

the dairy sector, milk, ghee, butter, cheese

etc. have been excluded from concessions.

In cereals, wheat, rice, maize, coarse grains

such as jowar, bajra, ragi etc. have also not

been given any concession. In fruits,

products like apples, pineapples, oranges,

pomegranates have been kept in the

external list. However, this agreement has

been made possible after three years of hard

work, mutual dialogue, long discussions on

business conditions. This is India's first 'free

trade agreement' with any developed

country. Talks with America are in the final

stage. It is a common belief that India

charges high duty on import of foreign

goods. India's average duty rate is 17-19

percent. However, there has been a duty of

up to 39 percent on agricultural products.

After this agreement, the duty on British

products will be reduced from 15 percent to

only 3 percent. As a result, Britain's exports

will increase. More than 99 percent of India's

products will be able to reach the British

market 'duty-free', so India's exports will

also increase. India has signed an agreement

with the country whose 'colony' it was for

about 200 years. It remained a slave country.

Britain looted India's wealth, resources,

precious goods worth 45 trillion dollars in

that period and took it to its country. This

amount is one and a half times the total

economy of America of 30 trillion dollars

today. However, today there is a new India

and a new Britain. We are far ahead of

Britain in many ways. This agreement will

expand the economy of both the countries.

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Thought: India-centric

history writing is necessary
Akbar's alleged greatness has been praised in our textbooks in such a way that if the adjective 'great' is not added after his name, it feels as

if something is missing. Whereas the truth is that during the siege of Chittor fort in 1568, he massacred about 30,000 Hindus, which included

women, children and even farmers. The National Council of Educational Research and Training (NCERT) has recently made some changes

in the social science textbook of class 8, 'Exploring Society, India and Beyond'. The main objective of this initiative is to develop a holistic

understanding of India's social development among students by integrating subjects like history, geography, economic life and governance.

This book seems to be a concrete effort in the direction of balanced history writing that was being demanded for years. In this book, medieval

history from the 13th to the 17th century has been presented in detail, in which the rise and fall of the Delhi Sultanate, contemporary

resistance, political instability of that era, military campaigns, Vijayanagara Empire, Mughals and their resistance, rise of Marathas and

Sikhs etc. have been analysed in the light of historical evidence. Making textbooks contemporary and India-centric is the need of the hour.

This is necessary to liberate Indians from the mentality of slavery. Why should the history of the Delhi Sultanate and the Mughals be taught

selectively in textbooks? Babur carried out massacres and looting during the Battle of Khanwa, the Battle of Chanderi, the Battle of Ghaghra

and many other invasions. After the wars, the erection of towers of the skulls of the slain Hindus is recorded in detail in his autobiography

'Baburnama'. Akbar's alleged greatness has also been praised in our textbooks in such a way that if the adjective 'great' is not added after his

name, it feels as if something is missing. Whereas the truth is that during the siege of Chittor fort in 1568, he massacred about 30,000 Hindus,

which included women, children and farmers. Fatehnama-e-Chittor, published by Akbar himself on March 9, 1568, testifies to these facts.

This Fatehnama has also been included in Munshat-e-Namkin compiled in 1598. Its compiler was Akbar's courtier Mir Abdul Qasim

Namkeen. Akbar's contemporary Arif Mohammad Kandhari has also mentioned this in his book Tarikh-e-Akbari. Akbar's other courtier

Abul Fazal's book 'Ain-e-Akbari' and 'Akbarnama' and Imam Abdul Qadir Badauni's book 'Muntakhav-ut-Tawarikh' are also full of

exaggerated details of his cruelty, religious fanaticism and sensuality. He was presented as an ideal hero in cinema and history, whereas

according to Abul Fazal, 'Akbar had about five thousand women in his harem and these five thousand women were different from his 36

wives.' He used to organize Meena Bazar to forcibly kidnap beautiful women and make them victims of his lust. To escape the torturous

process of his cruelty and to protect their identity and self-respect, Hindu women considered committing Jauhar by burning themselves in a

burning pyre more honorable than life. With what mentality, such a weak and barbaric ruler from the point of view of character was taught

as great in textbooks even so many years after independence and warriors like Maharana Pratap and Chhatrapati Shivaji, who fought to

protect the motherland, self-rule, self-religion and property, were deliberately proved small? Is there even a single example when Chhatrapati

Shivaji, Maharana Pratap or any other Sanatani ruler discriminated against non-Sanatani followers on the basis of religion or worship or

massacred them or destroyed their places of worship? Then how did the Mughals, who massacred non-Muslims on the basis of religion,

become great? It is a universally accepted fact that Aurangzeb wanted to convert Hindustan from Darul Haram to Darul Islam by force of

sword. In his eyes, every Hindu was only and only a Kafir, whose bloodshed, whose temples to destroy, whose faith to crush mercilessly, he

considered his 'pure and religious duty'. On April 12, 1669, he ordered to impose Jaziya tax on Hindus. Aurangzeb had banned Hindu

festivals and as long as he was alive, Hindus could neither openly celebrate Diwali nor play Holi. He ordered the demolition of Hindu temples,

educational centres and holy places in his entire kingdom. Thousands of temples, including Kashi's Vishwanath temple, Mathura's Sri

Krishna Janmabhoomi temple and Patan's Somnath temple, were demolished on his orders. In 1688, he banned Hindus from riding palanquins,

elephants and horses and declared possession of arms a crime. A detailed account of Aurangzeb's barbaric and brutal atrocities on Hindus

can be read in the book 'Maasir-e-Alamgiri' written by one of his courtiers, Muhammad Saqi Mustaid Khan. The time has come to stop

glorifying the perpetrators of massacres and rewrite history centered on self, property and India.

 All Mumbai blast convicts acquitted,

blow to national security confidence
The acquitted were not petty criminals but people associated with known terrorist organisations. To believe that they will peacefully reintegrate

into society is naïve. There is a fear that release may enable them to rejoin terror networks and plot more terror attacks. The High Court's

decision undermines public confidence in the criminal justice system. The Bombay High Court's decision to acquit all 12 convicts shocked

the country nearly two decades after the 7/11 Mumbai train blasts, which killed more than 180 people and injured more than 800. Judicial

independence and the rule of law are the pillars of our democracy, but the collapse of the criminal justice system in such a big case raises

serious questions not only about law, but also about national security. In September 2015, after a nine-year-long investigation led by the Anti-

Terrorism Squad (ATS), a special Maharashtra Control of Organised Crime Act (MCOCA) court convicted 12 of the 13 accused in the

blasts.

Five were sentenced to death, seven to life imprisonment and one was acquitted. One of the death row convicts died in jail due to Covid. The

Bombay High Court said the prosecution had "totally failed" to prove the charges and acquitted all 12. The high court's observations are

based on procedural rigours. Dismissing the very evidence on the basis of which the special court found sufficient grounds for conviction is

not only unfair to the victims and the investigation, but also dangerous. Those acquitted were not petty criminals but people associated with

known terror organisations. To believe that they will peacefully reintegrate into society is naïve. There is a fear that release could enable

them to rejoin terror networks and plot more terror attacks. The High Court verdict erodes public confidence in the criminal justice system.

When justice is denied in major terror cases, people tend to lose faith in due process. This leads to calls for media trials and extrajudicial

actions. This was seen in the encounter case of the Hyderabad rapists. Such verdicts also weaken India’s global image as a tough nation on

terrorism.

While actions like the Balakot strike, Operation Sindoor and declarations like ‘any act of terror will be treated as war’ demonstrated

strength, the acquittal of terrorists in the 7/11 cases creates the impression that India is a ‘soft state’ on terrorism. This outcome is extremely

disappointing for agencies like the ATS and the NIA. Years of high-stakes investigation and hard work are being ignored. This is not an

argument for abandoning due process or fair trial, but a call for judicial sensitivity in cases involving national trauma and security threats.

A purely procedural approach also risks undermining public confidence, morale and security. Terrorism that causes massive harm cannot

go unpunished. Nor can suspects be released to rejoin terror networks. The acquittal of terrorists is a wake-up call for reform of the

investigation, prosecution and justice systems. India’s colonial-era criminal justice system is incapable of dealing with terrorism. Terrorists

use advanced equipment and leave little evidence, yet the system demands traditional proofs such as eyewitnesses. Protecting civil liberties is

important, but blindly following outdated norms should not compromise justice in high-stakes national security cases. The case forces the

judiciary to do some serious introspection. How could two courts arrive at such different conclusions? One awards death penalty, the other

grants complete acquittal? The involvement of former Chief Justice of the Orissa High Court and now senior advocate S. Muralidhar in

representing two of the accused adds to the complexity. While fair legal representation is a fundamental right, the involvement of a former

top judge raises ethical and institutional concerns. Reforms and institutional introspection are necessary to ensure justice in India's internal

security and terrorism cases. The criminal justice system comprises the police, prosecution and judiciary. The police are trying to keep pace

with changing technology such as electronic surveillance, cyber forensics and multilingual intelligence. The judiciary too must keep pace

with technological advancements. Laws such as the UAPA, MCOCA and CrPC are evolving to deal with encrypted data, foreign handlers

and proxy warfare, yet judicial delays, inconsistent judgments and external influences continue to hamper results. Reforms require special

training in national security law not just for investigators, but also judges and prosecutors. Strengthening witness protection and forensic

protocols is equally important. Witnesses often succumb to threats from major criminals. Justice cannot function in isolation, oblivious to its

consequences. The acquittal of the 7/11 convicts is a test of India's institutional maturity. The Supreme Court has stayed the Bombay High

Court verdict. Now the matter is being re-examined with a security conscious approach. Can a system that has found no one guilty for

Mumbai's deadliest train attack claim to ensure justice? The Supreme Court will have to consider the matter not just from a legal perspective

but also in a sense of national accountability.

After this, every time he went to the salon, he was repeatedly pressured to

top up more money. According to Cheng, the staff there, who were mostly young boys and girls, folded their hands in front of him and said that they were poor, could not even pay the rent

and were dependent on the customer's money to raise their parents. Emotional blackmail was being done. The senior beautician also repeatedly asked him to top up and told him that the

staff gets commission only on their good work. He took services like 'skin-breaking needle detox', several enema (bowel cleaning) sessions and massage from the salon. The cost of just one

enema course was about 3 lakh yuan i.e. about 42 thousand dollars. Body area also got massage done - Apart from this, massage of one body area was done for 500-600 yuan and 'belly

dampness removal' treatment for 1,000 to 2,000 yuan.
