The compulsion to
play cricket

The Asia Cup of T20 cricket will be played
in the cities of the United Arab Emirates.
Although the Board of Control for Cricket
in India (BCCI) is the host of this
tournament, it has been decided to play the
matches at a neutral venue. The tournament
will be played between 9-28 September,
during which an explosive India-Pakistan
match will be played on 14 September. The
teams of both the countries may clash again
on 21 September in the Super Four match.
If the India-Pakistan teams finally manage
to reach the final, then there will be a tense
match once again. It is surprising and
questionable that why did the Indian
government allow BCCI to play cricket with
Pakistan in multinational matches? On one
hand, Sports Minister Mansukh Mandaviya
has introduced the National Sports
Administration Bill in the Lok Sabha.
Through it, the Indian government wants
to tie a bell around the neck of all sports
associations and federations. It wants to
curb their autonomy. On the other hand, this
Asia Cup is a violation of the decision of
Prime Minister Modi and the Cabinet
regarding Pakistan. When it has been
decided that there will be no trade, water,
dialogue with Pakistan along with terrorism,
then what is the compulsion to play cricket?
Has the 'Pahalgam massacre' of 22 April
been forgotten? Does the war-like struggle
that our forces had to fight with Pakistan
under 'Operation Sindoor' hold no
importance for the BCCI and the
Government of India? Is playing cricket with
Pakistan more important than the
martyrdom of innocent people and the
nation? When there is an all-round boycott
of Pakistan, what relations can remain alive
through cricket? This is a shameful, anti-
national, anti-army decision. Has the BCCI
become so autocratic and self-reliant? BCCI
funds about 90 percent of the International
Cricket Council (ICC) and the Asia Cricket
Council. The President of the ICC is Jay
Shah, who is the son of Home Minister Amit
Shah. What has been his invaluable
contribution to cricket, that he was
appointed to this post? If India refuses to
play with Pakistan, then what can anyone
do to harm it? India has its own valid
arguments. BCCI has 30,000 crore rupees
deposited safely in banks, on which it gets
an annual interest of 1000 crore rupees. The
board has also earned more than 5000 crore
rupees from the IPL tournament. Since the
Government of India does not give a single
rupee grant to the Cricket Board, it is rich
and prosperous like any corporate company,
so it is the master of its own will. A few years
ago, the then Chief Justice Justice TS
Thakur had formed a committee under the
leadership of Justice RM Lodha to improve
the functioning of cricket. An attempt was
made to rein in the Cricket Board. BCCI
has been opposing any kind of government
rules and regulations. Unlike other sports
associations, the Cricket Board is not under
the purview of the Right to Information Act,
2005. Since cricket has now been included
in the 2028 Olympic Games, the government
can force BCCI, like other sports
associations, to come under the purview of
its regulations through the proposed bill. In
the bill presented, the National Sports Board
has been given extensive powers. If this bill
is passed in the Parliament and becomes a
law, then BCCI will also be in trouble.
Actually, through this bill, the Government
of India wants to completely clean up the
corruption, nepotism, legal disputes, vested
interests etc. within the sports associations,
councils and federations. If this law is made,
then the National Sports Board will be based
on two main pillars. It will work like SEBI.
However, the autocracy of associations like
BCCI must be broken.

Opinion: Citizenship is the clear basis of voting
rights, the right to vote cannot be seen in isolation

The Election Commission should do exactly this, that it should proceed according to every legal criterion. In this context, it has also got the
required rights. From Article 326 to the election related laws, it is clear that only Indian citizens can be voters of the country. The Election
Commission is bound by this duty. There is a dispute on the political front regarding the Special Intensive Revision of the Voter List in Bihar
i.e. SIR process. One issue in the dispute is also of citizenship and voting rights. Today, the matter is also to be heard in the Supreme Court.
If seen apart from the political noise, this is a sensitive and important issue. It has deep implications, because the Constitution provides that
any voter above 25 years of age can become an ML A, MP, Chief Minister and even Prime Minister from any part of the country. Therefore,
it becomes the responsibility of the Election Commission to ensure that no person who is not a citizen of India becomes a voter. The Constitution
has also given sufficient rights to the Election Commission to ensure this. Article 324 empowers the Election Commission to maintain the
electoral roll and conduct elections freely and fairly and defines its functions. Article 326 provides that elections to the House of the People
and to the Legislative Assembly of every State shall be held on the basis of adult suffrage and every citizen of India who is not less than 18
years of age on such date as may be prescribed by law in this behalf and who is not otherwise disqualified shall be entitled to be registered as
a voter at any such election. The same reference to citizenship is found
in Section 16 of the Representation of the People Act, 1950. According to
this, a person who is not a citizen of | | India is not eligible to be registered as
a voter. Thus, both the Constitution i and the election laws passed by the
Parliament clearly provide that only '/ Si \ an Indian citizen can get the right to
vote. Section 14 of the i % | Representation of the People Act also
stipulates that as far as the | preparation of the voter list is
concerned, this exercise can be started from January, April, July or
October of the relevant year. Section 21 empowers the Election
Commission to prepare or revise the a8 voter list as per the requirements with
reference to the appropriate date §¥ before the Lok Sabha or State
Assembly elections. In view of this, LAY it would be absurd to question the
Election Commission's exercise related to the voter list. The arguments
of the political parties opposing it : ‘ ' do not make sense. There is a very
interesting case in this context. This case is related to none other than the Nehru-Gandhi family itself. In this, a non-Indian citizen became a
voter and then after an aware citizen raised an objection, that name had to be removed from the voter list. This was in January 1980. The
voter list was being revised in Delhi. Sonia Gandhi's name was included in that revision, although at that time she was a citizen of Italy. At
that time the Representation of the People Act, 1951 was in force. Under that, to be included in the list, the voter had to give his name,
address, date of birth information along with a declaration that he is a citizen of India. Only after verification of these claims, the election
authority would register the name of the person concerned in the voter list. There was also a provision in that law that in case of any wrong
claim or wrong representation, the person doing so could be imprisoned for up to six months. Sonia Gandhi's original name was Antonia
Maino. She was married to Rajiv Gandhi, son of the then Prime Minister Indira Gandhi, in 1968. She could have become a citizen of India
in 1973, five years later, by applying under the Citizenship Act, but she did not apply for it. Despite her Italian citizenship, her name was also
added to the voter list of New Delhi parliamentary constituency along with Indira Gandhi, Rajiv Gandhi, Sanjay Gandhi and Maneka
Gandhi. After Sanjay Gandhi's death in a plane crash, Indira Gandhi brought Rajiv Gandhi into politics. Since Rajiv had entered formal
politics and in that situation, Sonia's retaining her Italian citizenship would have given an issue in the hands of the opponents, so Sonia
Gandhi finally applied for citizenship on April 7, 1983 and she got Indian citizenship on April 30, 1983. However, even before this, her name
was added to the voter list without Indian citizenship. An enlightened citizen had lodged a complaint with the Chief Election Officer of Delhi
regarding this and in 1982, her name had to be removed from the voter list. In view of the controversy of citizenship and voting rights in
which Sonia Gandhi herself was at the center, it is not understandable that Congress leaders are singing this tune that the aspect of citizenship
should not have anything to do with voting rights. It is not understandable why the leaders of the opposition parties are making a lot of noise
about the exercise of verification of the voter list in Bihar. Senior Congress leader and Leader of Opposition in Lok Sabha Rahul Gandhi has
even started saying that the Election Commission should not work on the instructions of the BJP but should fulfill its responsibility according
to the law. The Election Commission should do exactly this that it should move forward according to every legal criterion. In this context, it
has also got the required rights. From Article 326 to the election related laws make it clear that only Indian citizens can be voters of the
country. The Election Commission is bound by this duty. It cannot leave any scope for any non-Indian citizen to become a part of the voter
list.

Opportunity to capitalize on market opportunities, food
processing sector helps in increasing farmers' income

A major reason for India's food processing sector lagging behind is the lack of food grain storage. Due to lack of proper storage system of
grains, 12 to 14 percent of food grains get wasted. Farmers have to sell it immediately after getting agricultural produce. Due to increasing
income of people in the country, changing lifestyle due to urbanization and change in eating habits, the market size of India's food processing
sector is increasing rapidly. Recently a report on the food processing industry was released by Deloitte and FICCI. According to this, 40
percent of the food budget of families in the country was spent on grains and pulses in the financial year 2000-01, this expenditure came
down to just 14 percent in the financial year 2023-24. The food habits in the country have changed for almost every income group, but the
urban affluent class is now spending about 50 percent of their monthly food budget on packaged food, eating out and delivery. A similar
change is being seen in rural India. Rural consumption is moving from cereals to beverages and processed foods. According to Reserve
Bank estimates, when agricultural produce takes the form of ready-to-eat food, its value increases by about 30 percent. According to the
PHD Chamber of Commerce and Industry, the size of India's food processing market was around $307 billion in 2023, it is expected to reach
around $700 billion by 2030. Also, exports from the agriculture and food processing sector are expected to increase to $125 billion by 2030.
In view of this, India has initiated comprehensive reforms to bring about change in the food processing sector. India is rapidly moving
towards realizing the dream of building a nutritious world through multi-dimensional initiatives such as 100 percent foreign direct investment
(FDI) in food processing, Pradhan Mantri Kisan Sampada Yojana, formalization of micro food processing enterprises, production-based
incentive scheme (PLI). In the last ten years, India has received FDI of more than Rs 50 thousand crore in the food processing sector. During
this period, our food processing capacity has increased 15 times to more than two hundred lakh tonnes. The food processing sector provides
more employment than many other capital-based industries. Food processing in India includes dairy, fruits and vegetables, grains, meat,
fish and poultry and consumer goods, packaged food and beverages. The government has taken several steps to take advantage of the vast
potential of these sectors. The food processing industry is benefiting from the financing facility of Rs 1 lakh crore ensured for the Agriculture
Infrastructure Fund. To promote food processing, the government has given infrastructure status to the logistics sector. Kisan trains started
from the year 2020 are also playing an important role in increasing food processing. It is noteworthy that Export Promotion Forum (EPF)
has been formed for the cultivation of various fruits, food grains and flowers under the Agricultural and Processed Food Products Export
Development Authority. Emphasis is also being laid on strengthening the existing 'agri-clusters' and creating more product-specific clusters.
The Ministry of Food Processing Industries is running the 'Centrally Sponsored PM Formalization of Micro Food Processing Enterprises
Scheme' to provide finance, technology and other assistance to small food processing industries. Under this scheme, it is the responsibility of
the states to identify one food product for each district keeping in mind the availability of raw material. Industries producing the products
selected on the basis of one district-one product are being given assistance on priority basis. In fact, the food processing sector is an important
component of agriculture and manufacturing. It helps in increasing the income of farmers in the agricultural sector, but India is still far
behind in this. Less than 10 percent of the total food production in India is processed. The processing level for vegetables is 2.7 percent, for
fruits 4.5 percent, for fisheries 15.4 percent and for milk 21.1 percent. A major reason for India's food processing sector lagging behind is the
lack of food grain storage. Due to lack of proper storage system of grains, 12 to 14 percent of food grains get wasted. Farmers have to sell the
agricultural produce immediately after harvesting it. The storage capacity in the country is less than half of the food grain production, i.e.
only about 1450 lakh tonnes. It is expected that the recently approved Dhan-Dhanya and Samridhi Yojana by the government will help in
increasing it. To take advantage of the increasing economic, export and employment opportunities in the food processing sector, the government
should remove the obstacles facing this sector. The processing level of food products should be increased. The country's food processing
industry will grow rapidly by preventing wastage of crops after harvesting, food security, quality certification system, technological upgradation
and logistics improvement.
