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Samosa is strange and its

development journey in India

in the film, 'Jab Tak Rahega Samosa Mein Aloo...'. Both the film and the song were hits, but today we are not discussing the film, but the

samosa. BJP MP from Gorakhpur and actor Ravi Kishan has started a new debate regarding the size and price of the samosa. During a

discussion in the Parliament, the MP said that the size and price of the samosa should be fixed. However, today we are not discussing the

demand of MP Ravi Kishan, but the story of the samosa and its popularity in India. The Indian story of the samosa is very interesting.

According to historians, the samosa originated in Central Asia and the Middle East. There it was

known as Sambhusak, Sambusa or Sambhusa. Samosa is mentioned in Persian and Arabic texts

between the 10th and 13th centuries. At that time i t was a small triangular shaped pastry

snack filled with meat or dry fruits, which was fried in ghee. It was brought to India in

the 13th or 14th century by Muslim traders, Sufi saints and Persian speaking rulers.

Famous scholar Amir Khusro and historian Ibr Battuta have mentioned samosa in

their books. No one knows when samosa came out of the court and became the

common man's snack. Its cover is mainly of flour. At different places, different

ingredients are filled in it and fried in oil or ghee. While in North India it is called

samosa, in Bihar and Jharkhand it is called Singhara. In West Bengal it

becomes Shingada. In Gujarat it is called Patodi Samosa. In Indore, even triangle

shaped patties are called unfried samosa. In some districts of Bihar and some

districts of eastern Uttar Pradesh, there is a trend of eating samosa by pouring

mustard oil on it. In West Bengal, cauliflower and peanuts are stuffed in samosa

and it is eaten after squeezing lemon. In South India, the size of samosa is a little

smaller. It is stuffed with coconut and vegetables or mild spices, while in North

Karnataka and Andhra Pradesh, spicy samosa is popular. In Gujarat and Maharashtra,

sweet and sour taste is mixed in samosa. In Uttar Pradesh, Haryana, Rajasthan, Delhi, Punjab, Madhya Pradesh, mainly potato filled

triangular samosa is found. In Hyderabad and its surrounding areas, square or rectangular samosa is found, which is called Luchmi. It is

also locally called Lukhmi, which is usually filled with mutton or minced meat. In West Bengal and Bihar, samosa is also made in crescent

shape. It is completely sealed. In some areas of South India, samosa is made in round shape. Its structure is like North Indian Kachori. In

some places, thin triangle shaped samosas are also made. These are called mini or Punjabi cocktail samosa. In Ratlam, there is a trend of

eating sev namkeen on samosa. Small sized asafoetida samosas of Prayagraj are famous. Samosa of Iglas in Aligarh district of Uttar Pradesh

is of large size, it is one and a half times bigger than the samosa normally available. In Haridwar, some shops make 8 inch, 15 inch and 20

inch big samosas. These are called the biggest samosa of India. These samosas contain paneer, potato peas and dry fruits. In many places,

samosa is eaten by adding curd or chickpeas. Today samosa has become global. Vegetable samosa is usually available in Indian restaurants

in England. In African countries, samosa is called samosa only, but meat is the main filling in it. In Central Asian countries, samosa is baked

in the oven. In Caribbean countries, where the Indian community lives in large numbers, the samosa has been adapted to suit their tastes. By

the way, the samosa has also been registered in the Guinness Book of World Records. A charity organization in London made a 153.1 kg

samosa in the year 2017. While the taste of samosa has become popular in the world, it has also taken the form of a big business. In India, the

snack food market is going to be around Rs 1.45 lakh crore in the year 2025, in which samosa is prominently included. It is believed that 6

crore samosas and kachoris are sold daily in India. It is normally available for 10 to 30 rupees. Its annual sale is said to be between 22,000

crores and 33,000 crores. Today, many new brands have emerged for samosa. Many startups have started. A startup in Jaipur has done

many unique experiments with samosas, here noodles, paneer tikka, etc. are stuffed in the samosa. The demand raised by the honorable MP

in the Parliament regarding the size and price of the samosa seems difficult to be fulfilled, but the craze for samosa is definitely increasing in

the world.

World of Animals: The Unique Lifestyle

of the Indian Himalayan Black Bear
As soon as the first layer of snow falls on the Himalayan peaks, the Indian black bear becomes even more active in its search for food. Bears

are omnivores, so their diet consists of fruits, nuts, insects, small mammals and even lizards. The diverse and rugged landscape of the Indian

Himalayas is home to many unusual creatures. One of them is the Indian black bear (Ursus thibetanus), which is known for its strange

lifestyle and winter survival strategies. As soon as the cold winds

start blowing in the mountains, these bears make special

preparations. As soon as the first layer of snow falls on the

Himalayan peaks, the Indian black bear becomes even more

active in its search for food. Throughout the day, they pluck wild

fruits from tall trees, search for insects hidden in the ground and

dig up roots hidden in bushes. Their sole goal is to store

enough fat for the long and harsh winter months. Every evening,

when the sun hides behind the mountains and the temperature

starts dropping rapidly, these bears return to their safe dens.

These safe places are in caves, hollow trees, and rock crevices,

where they survive the winter months by conserving their

body heat. Their adaptability in this harsh environment

is what keeps them alive. Ideal Strategy for Winter- To avoid the

harsh cold, the Indian black bear goes into a state of hibernation.

However, compared to other bears, they tend to hibernate in a slightly different way. Usually, Himalayan black bears do not have the

capabilities to go into a state of complete hibernation. Instead, they go into a state of mild hibernation. During this phase, their activities are

reduced, metabolism slows down, and they stay in their burrows to conserve energy. This process allows them to survive the debilitated cold

weather and famine. Storage of food before the arrival of winter- Bears store enough fat in their body before going into winter hibernation.

For this, they eat a lot of food during the summer and autumn months. Bears are omnivores, so their diet includes fruits, nuts, insects, small

mammals and even lizards. During autumn, they especially consume energy-rich foods like walnuts, mulberries, wild apples and chestnuts.

Den making processHimalayan black bears prepare to build safe and warm dens during the winter months. These dens are usually in caves,

hollow trees, rock crevices and dense forests. Bears line these places with leaves, twigs and body hair to protect them from the cold. Some

bears move down from high altitudes to relatively warmer places, while others remain at high altitudes facing harsh conditions. This behaviour

shows their adaptation to winter.Human-Bear Conflict and Conservation EffortsThe population of Himalayan black bears is continuously

declining. The main factors behind this are poaching, deforestation and shrinkage of their natural habitat. These bears often come near

villages in search of food, which increases human-bear conflict. In many areas, farmers start feeling hostility towards these bears due to the

damage caused to crops and livestock by these bears. In this scenario, the government and various non-governmental organizations have

taken several measures for the conservation of Himalayan black bears. Establishment of protected forest areas, control of poaching and

awareness among local communities are a part of these efforts. Conclusion- The life of Indian Himalayan black bears is a great example of

adaptation to the harsh conditions of winter. Their unique lifestyle, food gathering instincts, special hibernation techniques, and breeding

behavior help them survive in this harsh environment of the Himalayas. However, their survival may be in danger due to increasing human

interference and climate change. We will have to make collective efforts for their conservation so that the biodiversity of the Himalayas

remains intact and these unique bears remain a part of our environment.

WHO estimates that more than 48 million

people worldwide suffer from hepatitis D. Its infection with hepatitis B virus leads to a mortality rate 20 percent higher than any hepatitis infection. How does it spread This infection?

Hepatitis D infection can last from a few weeks to several months. You can get hepatitis D by coming in contact with the blood or body fluids of an infected person. Health experts say, this

infection can also happen through unprotected sex, sharing needles or during delivery (you can pass the infection to your baby). According to a report published in the Journal of

Hepatology, hepatitis-D infection increases the risk of liver cancer by almost two times.

Health experts say, You can reduce the risk of co-infection of hepatitis B and hepatitis D

by getting vaccinated against hepatitis B. There is no specific vaccine available for hepatitis D. If you have hepatitis B, you are at risk of getting hepatitis, so some precautions become

necessary. Avoid coming in contact with the infected person's blood, pus from wounds or other body fluids. Do not share needles or other equipment for injecting drugs. Do not share

personal items. Follow protective measures during any type of sexual intercourse. Take treatment as advised by the doctor to treat hepatitis B, and complete the dose.
