The disaster in Mandi turned many pages

of Himachal. First the nails of development

were seen, then the heat of the system was

seen and finally the devastation of

urbanization in Mandi was seen, but apart

from this, the sadness rising in the flags of

dirty politics and political anger was also

seen.

About a year ago today, on August 5, 2024, the

then Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina was overthrown in Bangladesh. Sheikh Hasina fled to India in the storm of student movement and with

the influence of America, an interim government was formed in Bangladesh under the leadership of Mohammad Yunus. Islamic organizations

like Jamaat-e-Islami, Bangladesh Nationalist Party, Hizbut Tahrir, Hefazat-e-Islam also had a hand in the forced change of power. The

Yunus government lifted the ban on Jamaat-e-Islami and its student organization Islami Chhatra Shivir and the Awami League was banned.

Thousands of jailed jihadis were released. Flags of 'Islamic State' began to flutter in many cities. All charges against Mufti Jasimuddin

Rahmani, the head of Ansarullah linked to Al Qaeda, were withdrawn. In a viral video, Rahmani appealed to West Bengal Chief Minister

Mamata Banerjee to free Bengal from Modi's rule and declare her independence. A radical leader Syed Mohammad Karim demanded the

implementation of Sharia in Bangladesh and said that there should be a Taliban-like rule in the country. When Mohammad Yunus went to

America to attend the United Nations General Assembly on September 26, 2024, the Clinton Global Initiative organized a ceremony in his

honor. In this, Bill Clinton openly praised Hizbut Tahrir leader Mahfuz Alam for running the movement in Bangladesh. Hizbut is a radical

Islamic organization, which wants the empire of Caliphate all over the world. This organization is banned in England, America and many

other countries. The biggest ill-effects of the change of power in Bangladesh are being faced by the minorities, especially Hindus. Incidents

of murder, kidnapping, rape and demolition of temples are common. According to the Bangladesh Hindu Buddhist Christian Unity Council,

2,442 violent incidents took place against minorities between August 2024 and June 2025. The Yunus government has the full support of the

Democratic Party of America and its prominent leaders Barack Obama, Bill and Hillary Clinton etc. Due to this, organizations like Amnesty

International and Human Rights Watch did not take cognizance of the incidents of atrocities on minorities and did not publish any report.

The few journalists who raised their voice on these incidents were arrested and fake cases were filed against them. According to Rights and

Risk Analysis, 878 journalists have been targeted so far. A new anti-terrorism law has been made in Bangladesh, under which the activities

of Awami League will be banned. A security ordinance has also been passed in Bangladesh. The government is using it to suppress the voices

raised against it. Since Yunus was awarded the Nobel Prize as a capable economist, people had high hopes that Bangladesh would make

economic progress under his leadership, but its economic condition is deteriorating. Inflation, which was 9.92 percent in September 2024,

has increased to 10.87 percent. According to the World Bank, Bangladesh's economy will barely grow at a rate of four percent in 2025.

Foreign investments are falling. The textile industry, which was the basis of the country's economy, is in crisis. 69 factories have closed down

and 76,500 workers have become unemployed. During Sheikh Hasina's tenure, relations between Bangladesh and India continued to

improve. Members of anti-India organizations from India's north-eastern states used to get shelter in Bangladesh earlier and they used to

carry out violent activities in Assam, Nagaland, Manipur etc. Sheikh Hasina stopped all this, but now the distance between the government

led by Mohammad Yunus and India is gradually increasing. The main reason for this is the Yunus government's alliance with the

fundamentalists. Some time ago, a meeting was also held between China, Bangladesh and Pakistan, the purpose of which was to isolate

India. Mohammad Yunus has invited China to spread its economic network in Bangladesh. He said that the seven north-eastern states of

India have no access to the sea. In such a situation, China will get a good market in Bangladesh. There have been internal differences in

Bangladesh regarding the elections. Since Mohammad Yunus is enjoying power, he does not want to hold elections before April 2026. Army

Chief General Waqar has said that elections should be held by December 2025. Even after this, uncertainty remains. India will have to see

the attitude of the government that is formed after the elections there. If the new government of Bangladesh remains anti-India, then we will

have to take some tough steps. There are at least two crore Bangladeshi infiltrators in India. We will have to say that Bangladesh should

either take them back or transfer the necessary land to us for their settlement. We should demand this land in Rangpur division and if

Bangladesh does not give it, then steps should be taken to acquire it forcefully. If we succeed in this, the problem of 'Chicken Neck' in Siliguri

corridor will be solved. If Trump visits Greenland, then he will be called the Prime Minister.
