One is also surprised at

this aspect that when the daughter was not

safe in the 'house of demons', then why was

the second daughter also married in the

same house? The decision of the daughter's

parents is not only questioned, but also

doubted! We remember the case of the

marriage of a journalist friend's daughter.

When the proposed groom's maternal uncle

had asked the first question that what is your

budget, the daughter's father had replied-

'Is the marriage to be done within the

budget? We are from an average family. The

marriage has to be between the bride and

groom. Don't the daughters of the poor get

married?' The uncle became silent,

speechless. Had Nikki's parents also taken

a tough stand, then perhaps the daughter's

marriage would have been in some other

family, but the daughter would have

remained alive and safe! According to the

reports of the National Crime Records

Bureau (NCRB), the brutal truth of dowry

deaths is not only in UP, but also in many

pockets of Bihar and Haryana. Dowry is a

common practice and tradition there.

Daughters like Nikki do not have access to

any legal, government or non-government

protection. Daughters are simply married

off and left to face harassment, violence and

death. There is a law, but it is not such that

it can provide complete protection to

daughters. In 2022, the conviction rate in

dowry murder trials was 33 percent, but in

all dowry-related cases, the pending cases

that year were 60,577, the conviction rate

was only 2 percent. After all, how long will

daughters continue to be killed due to

dowry? In dowry murder cases, evidence is

destroyed, forensics are distorted, such

investigations are done by untrained

sanitation workers, because doctors refuse

to do such post-mortems and dissections.

Ultimately, the allegations of misuse of the

Dowry Prohibition Act eventually grow

tiresome and strengthen the position of the

perpetrators. As a result, the victim of

dowry-murder either does not get justice or

gets it very late. Just think, in the FIR lodged

in Nikki's case, Section 80BNS of the Dowry

Prohibition Act has not been applied.

Injustice starts from the very foundation. Is

our system itself misogynistic? Or is the

police complicit? There is no other way than

honesty. In such cases, a strict investigation

should be done and doctors should be forced

to investigate and punishment should be

pronounced as soon as possible.
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America does not want India to rise, now the countries

American economist Jeffrey Sachs says that America will oppose India if it sees it succeeding because it is in its nature. This is why earlier

America used to oppose Russia in the name of communism. Now even after the fall of communism, its opposition continues because Russia

is still a big geopolitical power and it will never become America's puppet. Seeing no effect of the economic sanctions imposed on India by

America after the Pokhran nuclear tests in 1998 and worried about the rise of China and Islamic fundamentalism, American President Bill

Clinton decided that it is not possible to run the geopolitics of Asia by cutting off from India. However, at that time there was so much

bitterness in the relations between the two countries that it was not possible to make everything normal immediately. Therefore, to discuss

how India and America can together shape the next century of Asia, 11 rounds of secret talks were held between American Deputy Foreign

Minister Strobe Talbott and Indian Foreign Minister Jaswant Singh at different places in the world. These talks led to a consensus in the US

that ensuring India's strategic rise was essential for the security and stability of the whole of Asia and the world. This was somewhat similar

to the decision taken by Nixon and Kissinger in the 1970s that the US would ensure the rise of China to weaken the Soviet Union. The

outcome of the Talbot-Jaswant talks was seen in the form of the lifting of US sanctions on India and President Clinton's inclination towards

India during the Kargil war. Both Democrats and Republicans supported this policy of ensuring India's rise. After Clinton, Republican

President George Bush, first with Prime Minister Vajpayee and later with Manmohan Singh, prepared the outline of the India-US nuclear

agreement and it was also given a concrete shape. Through this, India was accepted as a responsible nuclear power even without signing the

Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty and the US made India a member of the Nuclear Suppliers Organization, ignoring China's opposition.

The bilateral relations gradually deepened. The strategic partnership formed between the two countries in 2005 was transformed into a

comprehensive global and strategic partnership in 2020 during President Trump's first term. India also signed several important defense

agreements with the US. This trend continued to a large extent during Trump's first term and Biden's era, but the US attitude changed in

Trump's second term, especially in the scenario after Operation Sindoor. Some people are also linking this to India's repeated rejection of

Trump's claim of ceasefire between India and Pakistan. This is not entirely correct. A section in America has been keeping some unnecessary

expectations from India. One such expectation is related to Taiwan. A section there wants India to be helpful in countering Taiwan in case

of a possible Chinese attack on it, but India cannot become a mercenary fighting country to serve American strategic interests like Ukraine.

Washington is not able to digest this. It is beyond its understanding that how can a country make its own strategic choice even after several

defense agreements with America? Seeing this happening in the case of India, the strategic community of America is filled with frustration

and anger. Ashley Tallis, who is considered a big voice in Washington on Indian affairs, wrote in an article in 2023 itself that America has

made a wrong bet on India. In an interview, he said that America cannot tolerate India's neutrality in the event of a war with China. Tallis

was reflecting the resentment growing in Washington about India. This was the time when the Ukraine war was stuck. America did not

want to take a direct confrontation with Russia. It could not put pressure on China, so a decision was taken to put pressure on India by

accusing it of buying Russian oil. The same policy has been going on since then. Only Biden and Trump's methods are different. The Biden

administration kept playing the Khalistan card to put pressure on India. Through the Trudeau government of Canada, the Indian leadership

was accused of killing Khalistani terrorist Nijjar. If that did not work, allegations of plotting the murder of Gurpatwant Singh Pannu were

also levelled. When Trump returned to power, he started getting closer to Pakistan. When the Pahalgam attack took place, his representatives

were preparing to sign a cryptocurrency deal with Pakistan. In such a situation, it is a mistake to think that Trump, angry at not getting

credit for the India-Pakistan ceasefire, has imposed tariffs on India. Now the thinking in Washington has formed that there is no benefit in

supporting India's rise as a superpower, because it is not going to dance to America's tunes. America feels that when it is finding it difficult

to deal with China, then India's rise as a strategically autonomous superpower will only serve to increase the challenge to its global dominance

in the future. America would not want to see India become the next China. American economist Jeffrey Sachs says that America will oppose

India when it sees it succeeding, because it is in its nature. This is why America used to oppose Russia earlier in the name of communism.

Now, even after the fall of communism, opposition to it continues because Russia is still a major geopolitical power and will never become an

American puppet. Due to India's miraculous economic growth, this American attitude is now being seen towards India. In such a situation,

if India has to continue its journey of becoming an economic and military superpower, then our industrialists, academicians, researchers,

professionals and students will have to work with four times more strength.

His elevation to the post of Vice

President is a recognition of a lifetime of service to the people and the Constitution. His candidacy is deeply personal to Tamils ??and many

in South India. It is a sign that their voice matters in New Delhi. It is no secret that during the heyday of Congress rule, Tamil Nadu often felt

left out of national politics, but that has changed under Prime Minister Narendra Modi.

Today, in 2025, the same Congress-led coalition is touting him as a “champion of justice”. Reddy’s judicial record also does not inspire

confidence. His decision to scrap the anti-Maoist initiative Salwa Judum in Chhattisgarh in 2011 was seen as a setback to India’s fight against

Maoist violence. Today, when the problem of Maoism is almost on its way out, Reddy’s decision raises many questions. Would we want to see

such a person in the Vice President’s chair? Reddy’s decision not to reopen the Bhopal gas tragedy case is also a stain on his legacy. His

nomination is a cruel reminder of that injustice for the people of Madhya Pradesh. When Justice Ranjan Gogoi accepted Rajya Sabha

membership, the Congress had accused the NDA of politicking by raising the issue of independence of the judiciary, but now it is fielding a

former Supreme Court judge for the post of Vice President. Reddy’s nomination appears to be a deliberate attempt to capitalise on regional

sentiments in Andhra Pradesh and Telangana. Whereas the coalition does not have sufficient numbers. It seems they are setting up a Telugu

man to fail. To be honest, the Congress has always humiliated Telugu pride and leaders - be it T Anjaiah or PV Narasimha Rao. PM Modi

has always given national recognition to marginalised Tamil voices.

When calcium starts

decreasing in the body, the muscles are unable to contract and relax properly and cramps start in them, especially when the

body is in a relaxed position. Therefore, if you are experiencing muscle pain at night without any reason, do not

ignore it. This can be an important warning sign of vitamin D deficiency. What to do to overcome vitamin D

deficiency? Take sunlight at the right time Sunlight is the most natural and effective source of vitamin D. But it is

important to know when and how to take sunlight. Right time - Sunlight between 10 am and 3 pm is considered the best,

because at this time UV-B rays are best for vitamin D synthesis in the body. Time - About 15-20 minutes of sunlight every day is enough.

Keep in mind, take direct sunlight on the exposed parts of the body, such as hands, feet, back. Keep in mind that sitting behind a glass window

does not produce vitamin D. It is beneficial to take uninterrupted sunlight for a few minutes before applying sunscreen. Foods rich in vitamin D If you are not getting enough vitamin D from

sunlight, then include things rich in it in your diet. Fatty fish- Fish like salmon, tuna, mackerel and sardines are excellent sources of vitamin D. Egg yolk- Egg yolk also contains a good

amount of vitamin D. Fortified food items- Nowadays vitamin D is added to foods like milk, curd, orange juice, oatmeal and cereals.
