Hindu's 'Bhagwat Vichar'
Sarsanghachalak Mohan Bhagwat has

expressed almost the same views on Hindu

and Hindutva, which he has said many times.

The commentary and context may differ, but

'Hindu' is the basic idea of ??RSS. It does

not mean 'Hindu Rashtra'. The Sangh chief

still lives in the imagination of 'Akhand

Bharat', so he believes that 'Hindutva' is the

common denominator among the people and

societies of this land. The Sangh believes that

this common denominator still connects

many parts of 'Akhand Bharat'. That is why

the Sarsanghchalak considers 'Hindu' to be

completely 'co-ordinationist'. He considers

'Hindu' to be the guarantee of secularism.

Should the word 'sectarian' be removed

from the Preamble of the Constitution,

because India is a Hindu-majority and

secular nation? Bhagwat's basic idea is

'Hindu', but he also considers the soul,

consciousness, origin of Muslims to be

'Hindu'. It is a different matter that common

or educated or ideological Muslims do not

consider themselves as 'Hindu'. Whenever

this context arises, the oldest party Congress

starts turning the pages of the past and

blames Savarkar and the then RSS chiefs

for the 'two-nation' theory.

In the last decade, women have not only become beneficiaries of schemes but have also become active participants in nation

building. Empowerment of half of the country's population is no longer a social reform, but is going to become a development strategy. The

Economic Survey 2024-25 highlighted a significant increase in the female labor participation rate in India, which was due to increased

efficiency of women, especially in rural areas. In his speech, Prime Minister Modi discussed the changing economic scenario with the Mudra

scheme and its important role in women's empowerment. Women comprise 68 per cent of the total beneficiaries of the Mudra scheme,

reflecting the important role of the scheme in promoting women-led enterprises across the country. The disbursement amount of Pradhan

Mantri Mudra Yojana per woman grew by 13 per cent to Rs 62,679 between FY16 and FY25, while the incremental deposit amount per

woman grew by 14 per cent year-on-year to Rs 95,269. States with a higher share of women in loan disbursement have generated significantly

more employment through women-led MSMEs, which strengthens financial inclusion aimed at increasing women's economic empowerment

and labour force participation. According to the International Monetary Fund, the scheme has been instrumental in providing access to

finance to women-led businesses. The architects of a strong foundation of self-reliant India are also 'Women Self Help Groups', whom the

Prime Minister praised from the Red Fort, saying, 'Women Self Help Groups have done wonders in the last 10 years. Today their products

have started going to the world market.' Self Help Groups are writing a new narrative of self-reliant India. As of January 31, 2025, about

10.05 crore women families have been included in 90.90 lakh Self Help Groups (SHGs). Self Help Groups are usually a community of 10-12

women with similar socio-economic backgrounds. Women associated with SHGs form organizations to pool their financial resources to start

joint economic activities or to provide loans at reasonable interest rates to members to start small businesses. India's Self Help Groups are

collectively considered the world's largest microfinance project. According to official data, the bank repayment rate of Self Help Groups is

more than 96 percent, which underlines their loan discipline and reliability.

The Prime Minister also mentioned the 'Namo Drone Didi Nari Shakti Yojana'. The Namo Drone Didi Yojana, launched on August 15, 2023,

empowers women of self-help groups by providing 80 percent subsidy (up to Rs 8 lakh) and training for the use of drones in agriculture,

thereby increasing their income by more than Rs 1 lakh annually, promoting sustainable farming and promoting rural employment and

financial inclusion. The scheme aims to provide drones to 15,000 selected women self-help groups during the period 2024-25 to 2025-2026,

so that rental services can be provided to farmers for agricultural purposes. When the desire to do something out of the box receives

government protection and encouragement, no one can stop women from becoming empowered and strong. Women Empowerment Project

is going on across the country under the National Livelihood Mission. Under this project, women farmers are being taught modern methods

of agriculture. The culmination of these efforts is the 'Desi Cold Store', which women farmers of Jharkhand are making from bamboo. It

costs fifteen hundred to two thousand rupees and the potatoes do not spoil for six months. Empowerment of women has the potential to

transform local communities and the nation as a whole.

If

someone has fever and body ache and has also been bitten by a mosquito, then

there may be a fear in the mind whether it is dengue or a virus infection? This

question arises more especially during the rainy season, because at this time both

dengue and cold spread the most. Today in this article we will tell you the

common symptoms of cold and mosquito bites and will know how to

identify them. Common Cold Common symptoms of common cold i.e. viral

infection are- runny or blocked nose sneezing sore throat cough mild headache

and mild body ache sometimes mild fever Usually these symptoms are felt more in

two to three days and start getting better in a week. It is worth noting that

the symptoms of common cold are mostly related to breathing and there are

no rashes or wounds on the skin. Normal mosquito bites A normal mosquito

bite causes a small red bump on the skin. Itching is also a problem. And sometimes

there is also mild swelling. This is a normal skin reaction and gets cured on its

own. Some people may have more swelling or blister-like rashes, but it is not common to have high fever or severe body pain just because of the bite. Diseases spread by mosquitoes If the

infection occurs due to a mosquito bite, then after a few days symptoms start appearing in the whole body, such as- High fever Severe body or joint pain Headache Pain behind the eyes

Nausea Sometimes skin rashes During rainy season, dengue, malaria and chikungunya are the most common mosquito-borne diseases. Why is there confusion? Some symptoms are similar

in both, such as- Fever and body ache: Can occur in both cold and dengue. Rashes: Your skin can become red due to both viral infection and mosquito bites. Swelling in lymph nodes: This

can also be seen in both conditions. How to differentiate? Pay attention to the timing. Itching and red bumps appear within a few minutes to hours after a mosquito bite. Whereas the

symptoms of infections like dengue or chikungunya start several days later. If fever occurs on the same day of a mosquito bite, it is mostly an allergic reaction or a different viral infection.

Where are the symptoms? Runny nose, cough, sore throat: These are signs of cold or virus, not mosquito bite. Itchy red rash on the skin: This is a common symptom of mosquito bite. High

fever, severe muscle pain, pain behind the eyes: These symptoms point to dengue. Understand the pattern of symptoms - If a rash spreads all over the body along with fever, it could be a sign

of dengue or any viral infection. If there is persistent high fever, repeated vomiting, bleeding from gums or nose, severe stomach pain or difficulty in breathing, then these are signs of severe

dengue and one should consult a doctor immediately. Understand it this way, a normal mosquito bite is mostly limited to the skin only. On the other hand, a common cold is limited to

respiratory symptoms. Diseases like dengue or malaria appear in the form of high fever and severe symptoms several days after the mosquito bite.

It is also beneficial for farmers as the

production is 10 percent more than traditional varieties. After three years of testing at 32 centers located across the

country of Solan-based Directorate of Mushroom Research (DMR), success was achieved in developing DMR-321 variety

of milky mushroom. It is full of medicinal properties. Let us tell you that it has many medicinal properties. It increases the

immunity of our body. The fiber and bioactive compounds present in it help in controlling blood sugar. It is an excellent

source of plant-based protein for vegetarians. It is beneficial for cholesterol, diabetes and bile diseases. It is ready in a month. Its

maximum production takes place in South India, but it is also grown in other states. It can be prepared in a month. Apart

from DMR 321, scientists have also developed another new variety of milky mushroom, DMR Milky 299, this year, which will

also give more yield than other varieties. It does not spoil for eight days. Milky mushroom is cultivated in India at a high

temperature of 30-35 degree Celsius. Unlike other mushrooms, milky mushroom does not spoil for seven to eight days. Fertilizer

is not required to prepare it. Seeds are prepared by putting them in straw. Pickle is also made from it. According to

demand, its seeds are prepared in 15 days and made available to the producers. It is known that the Directorate of Mushroom Research has 32 centers in 22 states, which do research on

various mushrooms. CS Vaidya, ML Sharma and NK Sharma have studied this in the Agro Economic Research Center of Himachal Pradesh University, which contains abundant amount

of Vitamin C. According to this, a normal 100 grams of mushroom contains 8.60 mg of Vitamin C while Vitamin B3 or Niacin contains 5.85 mg. Niacin converts food into energy. India ranks

third in the world after China and Japan in mushroom production. It is estimated that it will leave Japan behind in the next two years. In this regard, Dr. VP Sharma (Director ICAR-

DMR) said that DMR-321 variety of milky mushroom has been developed. This is a native mushroom, found only in India. It is more beneficial than other mushrooms. It is grown at a

temperature of 30-35 degrees Celsius. It is grown only in straw without fertilizer. Dr. Manoj Nath (Scientist DMR Solan) says that we have developed two new varieties of milky mushroom,

DMR Milky 299 and DMR Milky 321.
