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Diwali of double gifts

The promise made by Prime Minister Modi
to the country from the ramparts of the Red
Fort on Independence Day is in the process
of being realised. Indeed, this time there will
be a 'double gift' on Diwali and other
festivals. The GST Council, chaired by
Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman, has
approved the 'gift of reforms'.

This
will increase consumer demand at reduced
prices in many sectors like FMCG (fast-
moving consumer goods), retail and
automobiles. There will be growth in sectors
ranging from manufacturing to service. If
demand and purchases increase, then
production will also increase. Ultimately, the
country's economy will flourish. If the tax
(GST) on roti, kapda and daily household
articles is reduced from 12 % to 5% and tax
on electronics goods is reduced from 28 %
to 18 %, then surely the common man will
feel relieved. Inflation is already under
control. If the Prime Minister announces
clear plans on the employment front as well,
then this country will become even more
prosperous. If the country prospers and the
spending capacity increases, then the
economy will also expand and India will
become the third largest economy in the
world. By the way, there is very little gap
left between the economy of Germany and
India, so our becoming the third 'economic
superpower' is certain. GST 2.0 is a 'historic
change' after eight long years in the form of
reforms. Its process has been made easy, as
aresult of which crores of traders and retail-
businessmen will benefit. Now businessmen
will have to spend less on rules and laws
related to tax. They will be able to focus more
on customers and innovation. It is being told
that by reducing tax in the country,
consumption can increase by up to Rs 2 lakh
crore. Small enterprises will benefit more
from this. The quality of products and
services available to the common man and
customers will also improve. However,
governments of opposition-ruled states like
Karnataka, Telangana, Jammu and
Kashmir, Himachal, Punjab, Jharkhand,
West Bengal, Tamil Nadu and Kerala have
raised the issue of revenue loss of about Rs
48,000 crore, and have demanded from the
central government that compensation be
given for 5 years and financial security be
guaranteed. Politics can also be involved in
this. Anyway, there must have been enough
discussion on this issue! The most important
thing is that there will be no GST on 33 life-
saving medicines including cancer. GST on
all other medicines will now be reduced from
12 percent to 5 percent. In educational
materials, maps, charts, globes, pencils,
sharpeners, pastels, copies, notebooks and
erasers etc. have been reduced from 12
percent and 5 percent to the 'zero GST'
category. Apart from these, GST on hair oil,
shampoo, toilet soap bar, toothbrush,
shaving cream, gym, salon, yoga center etc.
has been reduced from 18 percent to 5
percent. GST on butter, ghee, cheese and
dairy spreads, pre-packed namkeen, bhujia,
mixture, utensils, children's napkins, clinical
diapers, sewing machines and their parts,
handicrafts etc. has been reduced from 12 %
to 5%. GST on ultra high temperature milk,
chenna, paneer, roti and all Indian breads
including khakra, parantha, bread will now
be zero instead of 5%. In the health sector,
personal health and life insurance has been
reduced from 18% to zero. However, 5%
GST will be levied on equipment. Insurance
rates will now be very low. Currently, more
than 57 crore people in the country have
health insurance and about 31 crore.

Just as Jatayu has an important place in the Ramayana, vultures are also important in many cultures. They are nature's cleaners who
dispose of dead animals and prevent diseases. 9 species of vultures are found in India but their numbers have declined drastically, the main
reason for which is the use of a chemical called diclofenac. Whenever Sita, Ram and Ravana of Ramayana are discussed in India, the name
of Jatayu (vulture), an important character described in Ramayana, is sure to come up. In the Ramayana, Jatayu is depicted as a powerful
character, whose size is bigger than other birds and is of social consciousness. Similarly, vultures play an important role in the rituals of
'Dakhma’ or '"Tower of Silence' of the Persian community. In the ancient beliefs of Egypt, 'Nekhbet' has been given a leading position as the
goddess of North Egypt, which is a replica of the vulture. Not only in mythology and religious beliefs, but also in modern globalization, the
names, symbols of vultures and their sharp and farsighted eyes have been used in objects and crafts. Jatayu/vultures have been discussed in
many forms in different languages, religious beliefs and local legends. In nature, they have been given the status of 'northern sweeper' on the
basis of human consciousness. Vultures are pioneers in efficiently disposing of the rotten flesh of dead animals and preventing the diseases
that spread as a result. A total of 23 species of vultures are found all over the world, out of which a total of 9 species of vultures are found in
India. Out of these 9 species of vultures, three species come to India from foreign countries for good food, stay and breeding, the remaining
6 species have accepted India as their permanent abode. According to the elders, vultures used to be seen hovering over the garbage and
dead bodies of animals thrown outside the village throughout the year, but today they are seen in very small numbers. Vultures have been
given less respect than other birds since ages. There has been a different view of vultures as scavengers. Some castes and communities in our
society who skin dead animals have seen this most closely. Talking to the elders of these communities reveals that the number of vultures has
declined drastically in the present times. In the mid-1990s, the number of vultures suddenly declined by 99 percent and many scientific
researches have also revealed that the main reason for the decline in the number of vultures was the use of the chemical 'diclofenac' used at
that time in animal treatment. Diclofenac is basically a painkiller that has been used to relieve animals from pain. Although vultures were
able to digest rotten meat, this chemical proved to be toxic to their internal structure and digestive organs, and as a result, the number of
vultures declined drastically. Diclofenac is given to cattle as an analgesic, but in cattle that die even after treatment, this chemical remains in
their dead bodies for about 2 to 3 days. When vultures eat the carcasses of these dead cattle, this chemical reaches the digestive system of
vultures and harms them. They die due to inability to digest food and hunger for about 3 to 4 days. The increasing new diseases in the
present times are leaving a deep impact on the life of every person. It is now becoming clear that the condition of the ecosystem is deteriorating
due to the increasing population and the pressure caused by it. Animal husbandry is still prevalent in the rural areas of India. According to
government data, about 52 crore cattle, goats and sheep are exploited in India. Apart from the food found in the forests, vultures usually
depend on dead animals thrown outside villages or cities. In the absence of scavengers, the carcasses of dead animals become home to
various types of diseases and disorders. These rotting carcasses pose a threat of 'zoonotic diseases'. Zoonotic diseases are a type of infectious
disease that can spread from rotten meat in the open, which can directly affect human health. In the absence of vultures, dogs and wild boars
eat these dead bodies, so diseases like rabies can also increase, which is a topic of social discussion. In such a situation, it would not be wrong
to say that we are affected by vultures and we are affected by vultures. Vultures not only work as skilled engineers in their work, but it is also
difficult to find an alternative other than vultures in this work. Vultures stay away from human activities and prefer to build their nests in
secluded places, unlike other animals like dogs, crows, herons and pigs. The decline in the vulture population has had a profound impact on
both public health and the environment in India. But several efforts made in the last two decades have revived hopes. Based on scientific
research and knowledge gained from people, the Indian government banned diclofenac in 2006 and now the use of safe medicines for
vultures like 'meloxicam' is being promoted. This step proved to be a turning point in the conservation of vultures. However, even today, the
use of medicines harmful to vultures continues secretly in many places in the country. Similarly, in India, the use of medicines harmful to
vultures is also increasing. The government has implemented the National Vulture Conservation and Breeding Plan (Vulture Action Plan
2020-2025) for 2020-2025, under which safe centers, 'Vulture-Safe Zones' and breeding centers have been established. Many non-governmental
organizations are also working with rural communities at the local level to ensure the protection of vulture nests and feeding places. We need
to understand that saving vultures is not only the responsibility of government policies. Vultures are a local solution for safe and clean
habitat, so saving them is also possible only by promoting our local efforts. If in rural areas, instead of throwing dead animals in the open,
'vulture restaurants' are made and kept in a safe place, then vultures will be able to get clean food and health problems will be reduced in
both villages and cities. Awareness of communities is also important in this. Just like people now discuss the issue of plastic waste or water
conservation, it is imperative to make the conservation of vultures a part of social dialogue. The loss caused by their absence can directly
affect our health, economy and lifestyle and the sooner the common people understand this, the sooner the situation can be improved.
Vultures are not just birds that clean dead animals, they are our companions, health safety engineers and silent protectors of the environment.
A solution to the increasing incidence of climate change, new diseases and environmental crises at the global level is present right around us.
Vultures are like a natural health insurance for us. Saving them is actually the easiest way to secure our future generations.
