‘Gen-Z’ rebellion in Nepal
The youth of Generation Z in Nepal became

angry, agitated and somewhat violent and

not only took to the streets but also entered

the Parliament building. This rebellion is not

in view of the restrictions imposed on social

media, but is a mass rebellion against the

country's 'musical chairs'. Late night, Prime

Minister KP Sharma Oli's government freed

26 apps like Facebook, Whatsapp, X,

Instagram, YouTube etc. from restrictions,

curfew was also lifted in many places, but

the youth of Gen-Z are still agitated. They

are demanding the resignation of Prime

Minister Oli's government. This is a battle

of generational gap and transition, a conflict.

The youth want a government of their

representation in the country, so that their

problems can be understood. The migration

of youth can be stopped. They should not

have to struggle abroad for education and

jobs. Overall, this rebellion of the youth is

against unemployment, inflation,

widespread corruption. They neither want

Prachanda's leadership nor are they

acceptable to Oli. This rebellion can write a

new preface to the change of power in Nepal.

Gen-Z's disillusionment with the democratic

system in Nepal has also become so deep that

they have also been agitating in favor of the

restoration of monarchy. However, 20 deaths

have occurred and about 500 youths are

injured in the suddenly violent youth

rebellion in Nepal. Journalists have also

been shot. This figure may also increase. Due

to the rebellion, curfew had to be imposed

around the President's House, Prime

Minister's residence and the central

administrative area. Security had to be

increased. Curfew was imposed in 7 cities.

A meeting of the National Security Council

was called under the chairmanship of Prime

Minister Oli and Home Minister Ramesh

Lekhak resigned on moral grounds. In fact,

the Supreme Court of Nepal had ruled that

all foreign social media companies should

comply with the government's order and

register in Nepal and appoint local

representatives. Foreign companies did not

take this decision seriously either, as a result

the government had to ban 26 other apps

except the Chinese 'TikTok'. Nepal has a

population of about 3 crore, but there are

about 1.65 crore internet connections. People

definitely watch some social media. All

platforms are free. In such a situation, the

youth of Gen-Z felt as if their voice was

suppressed! The unemployment rate in

Nepal is 10.71 percent. Inflation is 5.2

percent. Economic inequality is so much that

20 percent of the people have 56 percent of

the wealth. Due to nepotism and giving

power to favourites, foreign trips of the

children of leaders, branded goods, lavish

parties started becoming popular on social

media. The 'Nepo Baby' campaign of

Philippines, Indonesia started trending in

Nepal itself. When the government imposed

restrictions, Gen-Z considered it a curb on

freedom of expression. Three big scams

came to light in the last four years. Apart

from the Giri Bandhu land scam of about

Rs 55,000 crore, the Oriental Cooperative

scam of about Rs 14,000 crore and the

Cooperative scam of about Rs 70,000 crore,

scams related to visa, telecom, Pokhara

airport etc. have also been in the news.

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Bengal's parallel censor board, do the opponents of Bengal Files

want the film to be made according to their story-screenplay?
Not only Trinamool Congress but many other people, especially secular-liberal people, have objections to Bengal Files. Did they want Bengal

Files to be made according to their wishes? I don't know what they want, but they have the facility of not watching Bengal Files and also

calling it a bad film. Another such film is in discussion, which is controversial. The reason for the controversy is the subject matter of the film.

The film Bengal Files is in controversy because it revolves around the terrible massacre in Calcutta (also called Great Kolkata Killing) after

Jinnah's call for Direct Action Day. This film shows the horrific violence of Calcutta and Noakhali in August 1946 as well as the political-

social conditions of that time. This was the period when India was moving towards partition along with independence. In 1946, Jinnah was

adamant on the demand for Pakistan and the Congress leaders were adamant on avoiding partition. At this time, the British government

had sent the Cabinet Mission. The proposal prepared by the Cabinet Mission for the formation of an interim government infuriated Jinnah.

He announced Direct Action Day. This was an open threat of violence. The execution of this threat began from Calcutta. It is prominently

depicted in Bengal Files, but this was not the first time. Many books have also been written on the Kolkata violence. Life magazine published

hair-raising pictures of the Calcutta violence in its September 9, 1946 issue titled 'Vultures of Calcutta'. Vultures are also seen sitting on a

parapet in front of a pile of dead bodies. A few years ago, in March 2014, a ten-part TV serial 'Samvidhan' was shown on Rajya Sabha TV.

The then Vice President Hamid Ansari had contributed to the production of this docudrama. It was directed by Shyam Benegal. In the very

first part of 'Samvidhan', there is a brief description of the violence in Kolkata and Noakhali. This was done because the work of constitution

making progressed in the shadow of the violence arising from Jinnah's Direct Action Day. In the serial, Jinnah is shown giving such a

provocative speech against the formation of the interim government, 'Now we have also prepared our weapon and we also know how to use

it. Today I appeal to all the Muslims of India for direct action. From the coming Friday, 16 August, we will fight a direct battle and will lay

down arms only when the destination of our goal is visible in front of us, that is, our beloved Pakistan. I will not talk about principles and

morality here. All of you know that I do not believe in Gandhi's non-violence or violence. ...' After Jinnah's speech, the anchor of the serial

Swara Bhaskar appears on the screen. She tells, 'The Cabinet Mission was returned and the clouds of violence started hovering all around.

Viceroy Wavell called all the governors and asked them to tighten the police system, but the Bengal governor informed Wavell that on the

orders of Bengal's Muslim League Prime Minister HS Suhrawardy, he had sent the entire police department on leave from 16 August. 16

August, 1946 was going to be included in the dark days of India's history. On the call of Jinnah sahab, armed people came out on the streets

on the morning of 16 August and the series of murders began. Is there a need to tell who would have started the series of murders on Jinnah's

call? No! After this, some scenes of Calcutta violence appear on the screen with Swara Bhaskar's voice. Next are the scenes of the horrific

violence of Noakhali and Gandhiji's visit there. In the film Bengal Files, Vivek Ranjan Agnihotri has depicted the Calcutta violence in his

own way. If he had done something wrong, the film would have been stuck in the censor board or some High Court or Supreme Court

would have banned it. Even after knocking the doors of the court, this did not happen, yet there is an undeclared ban on the release of this

film in West Bengal. This is because the ruling Trinamool Congress did not like the film. It could not ban the film, so it chose the path of

undeclared ban. Multiplex owners were threatened from its side that if they showed Bengal Files, they would be in trouble. They celebrated

their death. The undeclared ban on Bengal Files in Bengal shows that the ruling Trinamool Congress in the state has established its own

parallel censor board. Trinamool Congress is among those parties which see the Constitution in danger, but it is behaving like the Karni

Sena. Not only Trinamool Congress, but many other people, especially secular-liberal people, also have objections to Bengal Files. Did they

want Bengal Files to be made according to their wishes? I don't know what they want, but they have the facility of not watching Bengal Files

and also calling it a bad film.

The culprits of Bihar's backwardness, why did

it have to face neglect even after independence?
The impression of Nitish Kumar's good governance is clearly visible on the minds of the people. His government has been in power in the

state since 2005. Before the upcoming assembly elections, NDA also got a huge lead in Bihar in the 2024 Lok Sabha elections. In the four

assembly by-elections in Bihar in November last year, NDA won all four seats. Three of those seats were earlier with RJD-ML. Bihar's

development and its plight are in discussion these days. Parties like RJD and Congress associated with the opposition camp are blaming the

ruling NDA government for the backwardness of the state. If their allegation is investigated, then parties like RJD and Congress will be seen

most guilty for the current situation of Bihar. Since independence, the Congress-led central governments have treated Bihar step-motherly.

Remember that about 40 percent of the country's mineral resources were available in the southern part of undivided Bihar. This is the

reason why business groups like Tata set up factories here. The land of North Bihar is considered as fertile as the land of Japan, but the

central government did not consider it appropriate to use such natural resources to take the state forward on the path of progress. Neither

adequate arrangements were made for irrigation and dams etc. in North Bihar, nor was any arrangement made for the use of minerals. On

the contrary, immediately after independence, by introducing the Railway Freight Equalization Rules, the central government limited the

benefits for mineral-rich Bihar. The Freight Equalization Rules ended when the Congress stopped getting a majority in the Lok Sabha, but

in the meantime Bihar had to remain deprived of benefits worth about Rs 10 lakh crore. Imagine how much development Bihar would have

achieved with the amount of Rs 10 lakh crore from 1950 to 1990? The meaning of freight equalization was that the freight charged for

transporting minerals from Dhanbad to Patna by train would be the same as the freight charged for transporting them to Mumbai or

Chennai. This was not the situation earlier. It was said that equalization was done so that the benefits of industrialization reach all the states

equally. Not just those states where minerals are found in abundance. After equalization, there was no compulsion for a company like Tata

to come to Bihar from Mumbai or Gujarat to invest capital. The central government should have provided resources for developing the

farms of North Bihar in return for equalization of railway freight, but this did not happen. The attention of the then Prime Minister

Jawaharlal Nehru was focused on Punjab at that time. In 1955, the Nehru government had allocated about Rs 29,106 lakh for the entire

country under the head of irrigation. Out of this amount, only Punjab got Rs 10,952 lakh. During those days, work was also to be done on

the Kosi Dam Construction Project. Pandit Nehru told Bihar that we do not have money, so help should be taken from voluntary organizations

and the general public in the construction work in Kosi. There are more figures of neglect of Bihar during the Congress rule. According to

the Reserve Bank Bulletin, in 1993-94, the central assistance per person for Jammu and Kashmir was Rs 2,291. During the same period,

Bihar received assistance of only Rs 192 per person. Whereas Tamil Nadu was allocated Rs 233, Rajasthan Rs 304 and Uttar Pradesh Rs

331. Such neglect of Bihar had started from the First Five Year Plan period itself. As a result, in 1971, Bihar was the poorest state in the

country except Odisha. The situation is almost the same even today. After independence, some government undertakings were established in

Bihar, but it is not hidden from anyone how successful they were. Instead, if capital had been invested in agriculture, Bihar would have

benefited much more. The state developed in all aspects during the rule of the NDA government, which RJD and Congress are accusing.

During this period, internal revenue continued to increase. Assistance amount was also received from the Center in the same proportion.

After the formation of NDA government at the Center in 2014, special central assistance became easier. The pace of development has

increased due to joint efforts of the Central and State governments. Electricity has reached every home in Bihar. A network of roads has

been laid. Employment opportunities have increased. Migration has decreased. The figures themselves testify to economic transformation.

In the financial year 2005-06, Bihar's budget was Rs 26 thousand 328 crore, which increased to Rs 3 lakh 16 thousand 895 crore in 2025-26.

Bihar, which lagged behind in the race of development, has made a comeback, but it is not possible to compensate for the neglect it faced

after independence. The impression of Nitish Kumar's good governance is clearly visible on the minds of the people. His government has

been in power in the state since 2005. Before the upcoming assembly elections, NDA also got a huge lead in Bihar in the 2024 Lok Sabha

elections. In the four assembly by-elections in Bihar in November last year, NDA won all four seats. Three of those seats were earlier with

RJD-ML. Snatching seats from these parties is not considered a trivial matter, but this also became possible. In the backdrop of the upcoming

assembly elections, most of the voters of Bihar talk about development. They start shuddering just by remembering the 15-year rule of Lalu

Prasad-Rabri Devi. They do not want a return to those days at all. Talking about political equations, Lalu Prasad's tried and tested MY i.e.

Muslim-Yadav strong vote bank is intact. Muslim votes may not be scattered, but a small section of Yadavs no longer seems as enthusiastic

about RJD as before. The support of CPI-ML is increasing the strength of the Mahagathbandhan. While the Congress leadership is inactive

If there is any, then it is highly dependent on RJD. Only the future will tell how much damage some scattered regional parties and influential

independent candidates will cause to NDA or Mahagathbandhan. However, it is definitely visible that in this election of Bihar, the effect of

money power is going to be seen like never before. It also remains to be seen how successful will the enforcement agencies be in curbing

this?The situation is almost the same even today.

doctor told its symptoms and the right way to prevent it
According to the new report of the World Health Organization, a large number of people around the world are struggling with mental health challenges. How can it push someone towards

suicide, what are its symptoms, how to prevent mental health from deteriorating, what things should be kept in mind? Let's know the answers to these from Dr. Nand Kumar (Professor,

Department of Psychiatry, AIIMS Delhi). World Suicide Prevention Day is celebrated on 10 September.

According to the World Health Organization, one in every seven people is struggling with depression. It is

important to get early treatment for depression. Are you losing interest in work compared to before, is your

sleep disrupted, do you feel empty or helpless? If yes, then do not ignore these symptoms. However, it is

important to know that you are not the only one who feels like this. This is the mood of most people today and

there are some solid reasons for it. If these reasons are diagnosed properly, then serious symptoms of depression

can be prevented from emerging in time. It is worth mentioning that depression is different from the

fluctuations in normal mood. These symptoms usually last for more than two weeks and if not treated

properly, they can lead to the risk of self-harm or suicide. It is a complication, not a disease. If you are worried

about the increasing number of suicide cases, it is important to know that even those who do not have

depression can take steps to self-harm or commit suicide. Do not think that I am strong or that a certain person

cannot do this. Actually, suicide or self-harm is not directly related to any one reason. There can be many

reasons for this. Along with social, economic or health related problems, people can also take such steps due

to problems in relationships. Know the symptoms of depression. Lack of concentration. Feeling guilty. Angry or

impulsive behavior. Lack of self-esteem. Despair about the future. Thoughts of self-harm or suicide. Lack of sleep. Feeling tired and lack of energy etc. It is important to know these signs.

Suicidal thoughts can happen due to some situation or the other. You have to handle yourself in that situation. Mostly it happens when a person starts feeling helpless and worthless. When

he does not see any way out and there is a lack of support system, he takes such steps. There are some signs, which can be identified with proper understanding and suicide can be

prevented. Avoid mental fatigue In the last few years, the emotional support system is decreasing rapidly. There is no time, do not waste time, mind your own business, such thinking has

increased. The competition to do well in career and the ambition to do even better is a big reason, which needs to be understood in time. In fact, the desire to achieve more tires the mind

badly. A tired mind soon becomes a victim of boredom. Life starts to seem monotonous and in this sequence depression can sneak up. Pay attention to your daily routine. If you feel tired,

cannot exercise, then at least practice taking long breaths. If you do not feel like working, take the initiative to learn something new. Keep the mind engaged. Talk to people. Try to connect

with unknown people. When negativity starts dominating, change the current environment. Do not isolate yourself. Come out of the closed room. Avoid drug abuse. Intoxication will feel

good immediately but later the negativity can become even more dominant. Compromising with sleep can increase the trouble. Increasing risk among the youth The statistics of National

Crime Records Bureau show that the rate of suicide among the youth is increasing tremendously. People are shocked when even talented and educated youth commit suicide. But it needs

to be understood that doing well in studies and career is one thing and overcoming adverse circumstances in life is another thing. This is the right time when the ability to face or cope with

problems should be encouraged in children. Making a way out of difficulties is also a big victory, this understanding needs to be developed.

know healthy oral habits from the doctor
In order to maintain shiny teeth and a healthy smile, it is necessary to know about the problems related to mouth and teeth so that diseases can be prevented in time. Dr. Amit Nagar (MDS

FAMS Autist and former Professor Dental Faculty GMU Lucknow) is telling about these important things, what to

do for good oral health? Proper care is necessary for good oral health Not paying attention to oral hygiene can

lead to gum diseases Brushing and flossing twice a day is very importantTeeth are not only used for biting and

chewing. They also play a major role in enhancing the beauty of your face. The main disease found in the mouth

and teeth is pyorrhea or infection in the gums, which is caused by the accumulation of plaque and tartar. Plaque is

an invisible smooth layer made of food particles and germs, which can be felt on the surface of the teeth after

waking up in the morning. When the minerals present in saliva get deposited in this plaque, it turns into tartar

or calculus in the form of a hard stone. The germs present in the plaque form enzymes and other toxic substances,

which harm the gums. Gum infection occurs mainly in two ways. Gingivitis or inflammation in the gums, due to

which the gums become red and swollen and start bleeding. The second is periodontitis, which is a serious gum

disease. In this, the gums start separating from the teeth and the bone supporting the teeth starts melting. In this

condition, bleeding starts from the gums automatically, bad breath comes and due to the movement of teeth, gaps

start appearing between them. Symptoms of dental caries If the plaque is not cleaned regularly with a toothbrush,

the germs present in it convert the sugar of the food into acid, due to which pits start appearing in the enamel, the

uppermost surface of the teeth. The main symptoms of dental caries are pain in the teeth, sensation of hot and cold,

and appearance of black or brown stains on the teeth. Sensitivity When the upper surface of the teeth gets worn out or worn out due to some reasons, then the sensitivity of the teeth towards

hot and cold things increases. The main reasons for this are the wearing out of enamel, tooth decay, infection in the gums, cracks in the teeth or broken teeth. Due to sensitivity, there is also

difficulty in eating sweet and sour food. Crooked protruding teeth These days, most children have crooked teeth which are protruding out. The main reasons for this can be genetics, thumb

sucking habit or injury to the jaw. Due to this, children face difficulty in chewing food, breathing and speaking. They are also not able to clean their teeth properly. Remedies for toothache

Rinse well with water after eating anything. Clean your teeth twice a day with a good brush. Brush before sleeping at night, because at night the germs get enough time to make acid.

Change the brush every three to four months. Two-three minutes are sufficient for brushing. The food particles stuck between the teeth which cannot be removed by brushing can be

removed by flossing. The correct method of brushing and flossing can be learned from a dentist. Tooth decay can also be avoided by using antibacterial mouthwash. Clean your tongue

regularly. How to choose the right toothpaste? Generally, the chemical composition of all normal toothpastes is the same and the only difference in their taste and colour is that the food

particles stuck between the teeth which cannot be removed by brushing can be removed by flossing. Some toothpastes, which are used in a particular situation, contain additional chemicals.

Tooth decay can also be avoided by using antibacterial mouthwash. Potassium nitrate or stannous fluoride is added to the toothpaste used for sensitive teeth, but choose these pastes only

after consulting a dentist. A common toothpaste contains fluoride, detergents to create foam, sorbitol or glycerol to retain moisture and cellulose to thicken it. Colours, disinfectant chemicals

and sweeteners are added to the paste for sweetness. Toothpastes containing excessively rough substances or charcoal wear down the teeth quickly. After feeding the infants, wipe their teeth

and gums with a soft cloth or handkerchief. Take care of your diet and eat healthy food like fibrous fresh fruits, vegetables and calcium-rich foods. Bakery products, such as pizza, bread,

biscuits, pastries and chocolates easily stick to the teeth, which increases the risk of tooth decay. Excessive use of soft drinks damages the upper layer of teeth, enamel. Smoking, tobacco and

pan masala should be avoided. These are a big risk to oral health. Do not eat sweets between meals. Get regular check-ups done by your dentist every six months. Bakery products contain

high amounts of sugar.
