Nitish government,

corruption abounds!
We've been wanting to analyze the election

situation in Bihar for quite some time. Bihar

is likely to hold assembly elections in

November. There are numerous issues. RJD

workers have already abused Prime

Minister Modi's late mother three or four

times. What kind of people are these? The

two leaders of the opposition, Tejashwi

Yadav and Rahul Gandhi, have already

undertaken tours on issues like "vote theft"

and Bihar's alleged rights.

His court hearing is on October 17th. Serious

allegations have also been leveled against

BJP state president Dilip Jaiswal, claiming

he has usurped a medical college. Samrat

Choudhary, the BJP-quota Deputy Chief

Minister in the Nitish Kumar government,

is still tainted by the murder of a Congress

leader. Prashant revealed that his real name

is Rakesh Kumar. He later changed his name

to Samrat Kumar Maurya, and now he is

Samrat Choudhary. Why did he resort to

this fraud? Minister Mangal Pandey is also

facing financial charges for loan fraud.

Interestingly, Janata Dal-United's chief

spokesperson Neeraj Kumar and former

BJP Union Minister R.K. Some NDA

leaders, including Singh, have demanded

that the accused ministers publicly explain

their actions. However, they should resign.

These are extremely serious political

statements. Neeraj Kumar has described this

as a "trial by fire."

The BJP is retaliating by calling

Prashant Kishore Bihar's biggest "con

artist." The NDA and the All India Anna

Dravida Munnetra Kazhagam (AIADMK)

are calling each other synonymous with

"jungle raj." Prime Minister Modi has been

proclaiming, "I will neither eat nor let others

eat." He is a top leader of the NDA. Given

the serious allegations of corruption just

before the elections, the country expects

action from him. In Bihar, over 1,000 acres

of land has been allotted to the Adani Group

on a lease of just one rupee. The opposition

is propagating this as a major corruption

scandal. The public should be made aware

of why such land is leased for just one rupee.

Mastering the

launch of this missile from a train means

that India can now launch nuclear-

armed missiles from anywhere, a

capability possessed by only a few

countries in the world. India once again

demonstrated its strategic and

technological superiority with the

successful test of a train-launched missile.

India's commitment to strengthening

every aspect of its defense is evident from

the ?62,000 crore contract signed by the

Ministry of Defense with Hindustan

Aeronautics Limited (HAL). Under this

agreement, the Air Force will receive 97

Tejas fighter jets. These will replace the MiG-21 fighter jets that are being retired from the Air Force. There's nothing more fitting than to

have indigenous fighter jets replace foreign fighter jets. According to the agreement between the Ministry of Defense and HAL, the delivery

of Tejas fighter jets to the Air Force will begin in 2027-28. Since HAL is a government-owned company, it must ensure that deliveries are on

schedule. This is especially important because questions have been raised in the past about the timely delivery of Tejas aircraft, a question

raised by the current Air Force Chief himself. A major obstacle to the timely production of Tejas fighter jets is their engines. Although Tejas

is an indigenous fighter aircraft, it is dependent on foreign countries for its engines and some other components. This dependence is a

problem. It cannot be ignored that there is a delay in obtaining sufficient engines from the US for Tejas fighter aircraft. India's next goal

should be to manufacture fighter aircraft engines itself. Since Tejas is a fourth-generation fighter aircraft, and the US, Russia, and China,

among others, are striving to develop sixth-generation aircraft after the fifth-generation fighter aircraft, India must also accelerate its pace.

Manage menstrual health - Contraception regulates the menstrual cycle, reduces heavy bleeding, and alleviates symptoms of conditions like

polycystic ovary syndrome (PCOS) and endometriosis. Improves mental health - Contraceptives contribute to improved mental health by reducing anxiety associated with unwanted

pregnancy. What are the types of contraceptives? Temporary contraceptives - This type of option is called 'barrier methods,' with condoms being the most common option. This not only

prevents unwanted pregnancy but also protects against STDs. Hormonal and emergency contraceptives - Another type of contraceptive is hormonal contraceptive pills. There are 3 types

of these, which include combined pills, progesterone only pills and emergency pills. Combined pills contain both estrogen and progesterone and after taking them continuously for 21 days,

periods occur. Progesterone only pills are effective for breastfeeding women. On the other hand, emergency contraceptive pills are taken within 72 hours after unprotected sex. However,

these pills should be used only on the advice of a doctor. Injectable contraception- The third method of contraception is injectable. In this, 'Depo Medroxyprogesterone Acetate (DMPA)

injections' are given every three months. Apart from this, sterilization was also a permanent method of contraception.

This transaction is now being investigated by the

Mumbai Police's Economic Offences Wing (EOW), as they have intensified the

investigation into the alleged ?60 crore fraud case involving Raj Kundra. 25 crore rupees

were transferred to Shilpa's account - Earlier, it was reported that money was

transferred directly to the accounts of four actresses, including Shilpa, Bipasha Basu,

and Neha Dhupia. Additionally, transactions were also detected in the accounts of

Balaji Entertainment. The EOW detected direct transfers of approximately 25

crore rupees. Shilpa's lawyer has now clarified the matter. He said, "There are reports

circulating in the print and electronic media that my client Shilpa Shetty Kundra

allegedly received an amount of ?15 crore from her husband Raj Kundra approximately 10

years ago for a transaction that is reportedly being investigated by the Economic

Offences Wing (Mumbai). First of all, we would like to state that this information is

completely fake and mischievous, deliberately put into the public domain to defame

my client." The lawyer's official statement further stated, "We will get to the root

of the mischief and will follow the due process of law to file criminal proceedings and civil damages against all the news articles that have been circulated maliciously to defame my client. My

client never received any such amount and at this stage, we cannot disclose anything further as the matter is sub judice. However, my client is compelled to initiate criminal and civil

proceedings against all the fake media articles that have broadcast the news without verifying the truth." Earlier, a five-hour conversation was held with Raj regarding this matter.
