Media in the broken pot of debate

Many things are known when the salaries

and allowances of the representatives come

out in the open. If politics is a profession,

then salary is also a right. Politics has got a

ground to live on, so every victory has

privileges attached to it. When the Himachal

Vidhan Sabha was increasing the salary of

the MLAs with a happy consensus, the

media was getting the news of what the

community is. That is why the youth of the

press gallery were mentioned again and

again in the House and the media sitting in

the broken pot of every debate was also

cursed, because journalism has neither

rights nor privileges in democracy. In the era

of inflation, democratic protection has

become expensive, that is, every pillar of it

needs expenditure, perhaps that is why

'Electoral Bond' was invented and also

stopped by its miracle. The public sees the

cost of every election in a dilemma. It is very

difficult to become an MLA or MP after

winning. Now even the election of Panchayat

Councilor is a financial system. Therefore,

if we hear the heartbeat of the next election

in the payment of salary, then it is

insufficient. Can anyone bear the cost of

elections by saving on his salary and

allowances? It is certainly very difficult to

go through elections.

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This combined fraud by builders and lenders—should we

now have no hope even from an institution like RERA?
It's unknown how many thousands of crores of rupees are stuck with banks under the subsidy scheme, and how many thousands of people

haven't even received their flats, and the builders have pocketed the loans. If this matter continues to be investigated and heard for years, and

the banks and builders aren't held accountable, it will be an injustice to thousands of flat buyers. Cases of builders defrauding homebuyers

are no secret. It was believed that over time, such cases would cease and the deception of flat buyers would end, but unfortunately, that hasn't

happened. Recently, thousands of people have come forward, losing their hard-earned money, their happiness, and their dreams of owning

a home are being denied. Even more worrying is that banks, along with builders, have been found complicit in defrauding homebuyers.

Both defrauded people under the subvention scheme. Under this scheme, people paid ten or twenty percent of the down payment to book

flats in a builder/developer's project. The remaining amount was paid directly to the builder under a bank subsidy scheme. They promised

to pay the installments themselves until the flats were ready and handed over to the customers. Thousands of people booked their flats under

this attractive scheme. This trend began in 2010-11. The scam under the guise of a subsidy scheme came to light when some victims, who

were being asked to pay the installments that were due to the builder, approached the Supreme Court. The builders not only stopped paying

the installments but also halted the construction of the flats. They diverted the money received from the bank elsewhere. Some builders even

became defaulters. Subsequently, instead of pursuing the builders, the banks began to pursue the flat buyers and force them to pay the

remaining installments of the loan that was actually given to the builders. Banks were unpersuaded by the argument that flat buyers should

pay installments without receiving their flats. Since victims had entered into a tripartite agreement with banks and builders to pay installments

under the subsidy scheme, they were trapped. This was even more so because banks refused to even consider whether the builders were

actually constructing the flats. This misdeed occurred despite the Reserve Bank of India's advisory to banks and financial institutions to

disburse funds to builders for their projects in stages, as their housing projects progressed. They did not consider it necessary to do so. They

did not consider it necessary because they were also complicit in this fraud. If banks had not exercised extra caution, had they simply

followed the Reserve Bank's advisory and been concerned about ensuring that their own money was not lost, thousands of people could have

been prevented from being defrauded. There are good reasons to believe that banks colluded with builders to defraud people. In reality, this

was not fraud but robbery. Nothing is more shameful than the fact that several government banks were also found complicit in this blatant

plunder. Indeed, this is why the Supreme Court ordered the CBI to file cases against banks and financial institutions, along with builders.

This case, which came to light in April, saw 22 cases registered in July. Initially, only builders in Delhi and the NCR were found to be involved

in this fraud. However, last week, a CBI investigation revealed that banks and builders in Mumbai, Bengaluru, Kolkata, Mohali, and

Prayagraj had also defrauded homebuyers. Therefore, six more cases were filed. In this case, the Supreme Court's amicus curiae states that

Supertech Limited is the "main culprit" in defrauding flat buyers. Residents' flats are stuck in several Supertech projects. The cases of

defrauding people under the subsidy scheme relate to projects from 2010 to 2018. This means not only that even after the formation of

RERA in 2017, banks and builders continued to defraud people, but also that this regulatory body itself did not care about the interests of

flat buyers. This institution, which was created to protect the interests of flat buyers, appeared to be concerned about the interests of

fraudulent builders. This is even more shameful, as this is a case of the fence eating the field. It is understandable that people may not trust

builders easily, but should they now have no hope from banks and institutions like RERA? Their questionable practices point to this. It is

unknown how many thousands of crores of rupees are stuck with banks under the subsidy scheme, and how many thousands of people have

not even received a flat and have been left with the loan, which the builders have swallowed. If this case continues to be investigated and

heard for years, and the banks and builders are not held accountable, it will be an injustice to thousands of flat buyers. The solution to this

injustice would be not only to punish the bank officials and builders who robbed the public, but also to provide relief to flat buyers. They

should not be forced to repay loans for unbuilt or half-built flats that they never received.
