Trump's False Claims
Why is US President Trump so prone to lies?

Even after Operation Sindoor, he has

repeatedly falsely claimed that he brokered

a ceasefire between certain countries.

President Trump even lied about ceasefires

in countries where there was no war or

where Trump had no role. His desperation

to win the Nobel Prize has made Trump

accustomed to lying, even while in office.

Whether such countries will respond to his

lies is not our concern, but when it comes to

Prime Minister Modi and India's national

interests, we cannot remain neutral and

silent. It is not mandatory for Prime

Minister Modi to respond to such absurd

statements. He is bound by international

protocol and a foreign policy of mutual

respect. However, the Ministry of External

Affairs has expressed ignorance about the

phone call between Prime Minister Modi and

President Trump, which clearly indicates

that there was no communication between

the two leaders last Wednesday. How is it

possible to conclude that India will stop

buying Russian oil and energy products if

there is no dialogue? It's remarkable that

President Trump was speaking face-to-face

with reporters at the White House. During

his address, he revealed that Prime Minister

Modi had assured India today (Wednesday)

that India would stop buying oil from

Russia. This cannot happen immediately; it

will take some time. The process will be

completed soon. President Trump described

this as a major step toward increasing

pressure on Russia to stop the Ukraine war.

On Thursday, India rejected this false claim

and clarified that there was no phone

conversation between the two leaders.

Trump had made nearly 50 similar false

claims regarding the India-Pakistan

ceasefire, which were indirectly refuted by

Prime Minister Modi and Defense Minister

Rajnath Singh during a special discussion

in Parliament. The Indian Prime Minister

cannot use language such as "Trump lied"

or "Trump is a liar." The Indian Prime

Minister and ministers have certain

diplomatic etiquette. The opposition may

wish to remain under the misconception that

Prime Minister Modi is afraid of President

Trump. However, Foreign Ministry

spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal called

Russian oil a "national interest" given the

energy needs of India's 1.4 billion people,

calling it a top priority and commitment. It

should be noted that the US President

imposed a 25% additional tariff on India as

a penalty because India purchases oil from

Russia. The US President even alleged that

by purchasing oil, India was indirectly

enhancing Russia's war-fighting power.

However, according to a report by the Center

for Research on Energy and Clean Air

(CREA), a European think tank, India

purchased crude oil from Russia in

September for 2.5 billion euros, or $2.91

billion. In fact, India purchased a total of

3.6 billion euros of Russian fossil fuels,

including crude oil, coal, and other oil

products. India's crude oil imports from

Russia were approximately 1.6 million

barrels per day, a 9% decrease compared

to previous months. However, this does not

mean that India will reduce or completely

stop purchasing oil from Russia. Russia has

been a trusted friend of India. The US

President never tires of addressing Prime

Minister Modi as "a great man, a great

Prime Minister, my dear friend," but he also

does not shy away from stabbing India in

the back. Russia has never behaved in such

a "double-faced manner." Indeed, India is

the third-largest oil consumer in the world

and, consequently, an importer. India is the

second-largest buyer of Russian oil after

China. India has once again reassured the

US that the India-Russia partnership will

continue. Trump has always tried to

pressure India to open its markets to him.
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Cyber ??fraud is failing to be curbed, and

people are falling prey due to lack of awareness.
The Supreme Court has expressed concern over cases of digital arrests, but due to lack of awareness, cyber fraud cases are not decreasing.

Criminals threaten people by posing as police or other agencies. Even educated people are falling prey to these frauds and are hesitant to

report them. Cybercrime prevention mechanisms need to

be strengthened. The Supreme Court's response to the

rising number of digital arrests from the Union Home

Ministry and the CBI is unlikely to result in a reduction

in such cases. This is due to a lack of awareness among the

public and the inability of agencies to easily reach the

criminals who use the threat of digital arrest as a

pretext. The Supreme Court took suo motu cognizance

of a case involving a fraud of over ?1 crore from an elderly

couple in Haryana, possibly because of the use of fake

court and investigative orders. This has been happening

for a long time. Cybercriminals sometimes pose

as police officers and threaten to digitally arrest people,

sometimes as officers from the CBI, ED, Customs, or

Narcotics Bureau. Recently, they have even begun

using fake court orders as cover. This not only means that

cybercriminals are unbridled, but also that people

are unaware that no agency digitally arrests anyone.

It's ironic that despite the absence of a digital arrest system,

cybercriminals are still successful in extorting money from people through threats. Lack of awareness has made the work of cybercriminals

even easier. Educated individuals, even those working in banks and crime prevention agencies, are falling prey to cybercriminals and losing

millions and crores. Recently, cybercriminals in Mumbai extorted ?58 crore from an entrepreneur. There have been numerous cases where

people were allegedly digitally arrested for weeks, withdrawing money from banks and handing it over to the fraudsters. It's difficult to

understand why such people don't consider it necessary to complain to the police? Do they lack trust? Be that as it may, some cases have

surfaced where bank employees have been found complicit. This is a very worrying situation. It's also undoubtedly concerning that fraudsters

claiming digital arrests are not easily caught. In most cases, the lost funds are never recovered. This shows that cyber fraudsters are four

steps ahead of the crime prevention system. The anti-crime system should be so efficient that it instills fear in cyber criminals. It's doubtful

whether the Supreme Court's orders and directives will achieve this. The need is not only to further strengthen the anti-cybercrime system

but also to effectively conduct public awareness campaigns. Banks and various agencies should understand that this campaign is currently

not running properly.

 A major threat emerges from

Pakistan, India must remain alert.
Increasing investment by both the US and China in Pakistan could also deter India from taking more aggressive action against Pakistan.

This strategy, fueled by overconfidence, has led Munir to increase military buildup near Sir Creek and threaten to attack the world's largest

oil refinery in Jamnagar. Recently, Defense Minister Rajnath Singh stated that Pakistan is continuously increasing its military presence in

the Sir Creek region and that any misadventure will be met with a response that will change both history and geography. Just days later,

Army Chief General Upendra Dwivedi stated that if Pakistan does not stop supporting terrorism, India will not show the same restraint it

did during Operation Sindoor, and Pakistan may be wiped off the world map. He also urged soldiers to prepare for the next conflict. Such

statements are generally rare from India. This means the government has significant information about Pakistan's terrorist plot, prompting

the Defense Minister and the Army Chief to issue a series of statements warning Pakistan. Previously, Pakistan's Army Chief Asim Munir

has visited the United States twice, receiving special treatment and time at the White House from President Donald Trump. Munir also made

the unprecedented move of threatening India from American soil. Just a few days after Munir's visit, Pakistani Army spokesman Lieutenant

General Ahmed Sharif Chaudhry threatened India, saying that in the event of a military conflict, Pakistan would begin by targeting India's

eastern flank. The question arises: if Pakistan's missiles couldn't reach Sirsa and Hisar during Operation Sindoor, how could they reach

eastern India? The answer to this question was found when Muhammad Yunus, the head of Bangladesh's interim government and a puppet

of the US deep state, met with Trump at the White House.

Trump, who was once angry with Yunus, like Pakistan,

suddenly changed his stance towards him. Yunus

displayed his anti-India stance in the US. This easily

explains Pakistan's intention to target Northeast India.

Meanwhile, some questions arise: will the US allow

Pakistan to take advantage of its puppet government in

Bangladesh? Has Pakistan established a drone base or

terrorist base near India's eastern borders, using

which it is repeatedly threatening to target

eastern India? It is possible that Pakistan, Bangladesh,

and the US are conspiring against India. Remember

that when Operation Sindoor began, the US believed that

India's actions would be limited, like Balakot, and

that everything would return to normal within a few

hours. However, when Pakistan attempted to target

Indian civilian targets, India did not spare even the

Pakistani airbases used by the US. The US now wants to

avenge this insult. In this context, President Trump's

statement that US forces want the return of Bagram

Airbase in Afghanistan is not surprising. Trump also threatened Afghanistan with dire consequences if it did not comply. While the US can

monitor Chinese activities from Nur Khan Airbase in Pakistan, it now needs an airbase in Afghanistan to continue supporting Pakistan in

the event of an Indian attack on Pakistani airbases. It can move its military equipment from Pakistani bases to Bagram, and, most importantly,

to monitor both Chinese and Indian military activities and, if necessary, use it to attack Iran. Pakistan has also found a way to meet these US

requirements. Munir has invited Trump to develop Pakistan's Pasni port. Pasni is just a hundred kilometers from Gwadar Port in Balochistan,

developed by China at a cost of billions of dollars under the China-Pakistan Economic Corridor, and has been suffering from sand-filling

since 2011. Pakistan believes that the CIA is somehow supporting the Baloch rebels to counter China. In such a situation, the US, pleased

with the flattery through Pasni, may withdraw its support from the Baloch rebels and, from Pasni, keep an eye on both India and China.

Munir believes that this move could balance Pakistan's relations with both China and the US. Increasing US and Chinese investment in

Pakistan could also deter India from taking more aggressive action against Pakistan. Boasting overconfidence from this strategy, Munir is

now increasing military buildup near Sir Creek and threatening to attack the world's largest oil refinery in Jamnagar. While Munir's voice

is the sole voice, his script is written by Americans who want Indian companies like Reliance to stop buying oil from Russia and increase

their imports from the US. Amidst all this, it remains to be seen how China will react to Pakistan seeing it fall into the US fold. Will China

choose to treat India as a major power and move forward with India, or will it pursue a G-2 approach with the US, which seeks to divide

global power between the US and China? If the G-2 approach continues, If this escalates, India will face difficult times ahead. In any case,

a future war with Pakistan will be much larger and more widespread.

Avoid prolonged exposure to heavy traffic or

industrial areas. Keep indoor air clean by planting plants and using air purifiers. Pay attention to the Air Quality Index (AQI) released by the Meteorological Department. This study makes

us realize that air pollution not only causes respiratory and heart diseases, but can also affect the brain development of an unborn child. Therefore, clean air is not just a matter of the

environment, but of the future of future generations.
