Migration and Employment:
The Election Choice

The Bihar election campaign has reached a
crucial stage. The internal conflicts and
contradictions within the opposition's Grand
Alliance have largely subsided after Tejashwi
Yadav was declared the Chief Ministerial
candidate and VIP president Mukesh Sahni
the Deputy Chief Ministerial candidate. In
some constituencies, candidates from the
Congress, RJD, CPI (ML), and VIP are
contesting against each other. This is being
termed a ‘friendly contest’. The leaders of
the Grand Alliance have also spoken about
resolving this contradiction. The poster at
the press conference where Tejashwi was
declared the Chief Ministerial candidate by
senior Congress leader Ashok Gehlot only
featured Tejashwi's picture. Neither Lalu
Yadav-Rabri Devi's picture nor that of
Congress President Mallikarjun Kharge and
Leader of the Opposition (Lok Sabha) Rahul
Gandhi was included. Lalu is still the
national president of the RJD, and Rahul
and Tejashwi had jointly launched a
movement against ‘vote rigging’. Where has
that ‘togetherness’ disappeared now?
However, the issue of ‘vote rigging’ has also
disappeared, as migration and employment
have emerged as the most sensitive electoral
issues. The issue of ‘one government job for
every household’ that Tejashwi has
presented to the public is clearly visible and
felt in Bihar. However, providing
government jobs to even 2.5 crore out of
Bihar's 2.76 crore households would require
approximately 9 lakh crore rupees annually.
Bihar's budget itself is only 3.17 lakh crore
rupees, and it has a debt of more than 4 lakh
crore rupees. The debate about where the
capital will come from continues between
the ruling and opposition political parties,
and this debate is also heard on TV channels,
but this is not the public's analysis or
concern. The public believes that whichever
government comes to power will arrange for
the capital. The Congress has also supported
Tejashwi's program by giving the slogan
‘Stop Migration, Give Jobs’. The issue of
migration is directly linked to employment.
In addition to the Election Commission's
revision of voter lists, experts estimate that
approximately 5 million Biharis work in
various parts of the country in jobs ranging
from daily wage labor to rickshaw pulling,
supporting their families back in Bihar. Most
of these migrant Biharis work in the
unorganized and informal sectors, so it's
uncertain how many will return to Bihar
solely to exercise their right to vote. There is
a significant gap between the election and
the Chhath festival. How can those working
in private shops and businesses afford to stay
in Bihar for so long? Their employers won't
allow it. Many have even been removed
from the voter lists. No political party is
particularly eager or willing to bring these
migrant voters back to Bihar. While the
right to vote is a fundamental constitutional
right of every average adult citizen of the
country, it has not been institutionalized. The
ruling BJP-Janata Dal (United) alliance and
the RJD, Congress, and Left parties are
certainly concerned about migration and
migrant Biharis, as it's uncertain who they
will vote for. However, Chief Minister Nitish
Kumar, with ample support from Prime
Minister Modi, has announced an
employment project promising to create 10
million jobs/employment opportunities over
the next five years if the government is
formed. Furthermore, the Chief Minister
has not left any department, employee,
community, or Anganwadi worker
untouched when it comes to increasing their
financial resources. But for the ruling party,
it's currently uncertain whether Nitish
Kumar will remain Chief Minister after the
elections! Home Minister Amit Shah has also
declared that the winning MLLAs will decide
who the Chief Minister will be after the
elections.

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Another bus fire, public safety
in the country is at God's mercy.

More than 45 passengers have died in two separate incidents of AC buses catching fire in the last ten days. The first accident occurred in
Rajasthan and the second in Andhra Pradesh. In both cases, questions have been raised about the fitness and safety checks of the buses.
Every time after an accident, an inquiry is ordered, but nothing comes of it. Public safety in the country is at God's mercy. More than 45
passenger deaths in ten days raise questions about bus fitness and safety - public safety at God's mercy. The fact that more than 45 passengers
died in two AC bus fires within ten days is proof of how risky public transport is in our country. In the first accident, on October 14, 26
passengers were killed when an AC bus traveling from Jaisalmer to Jodhpur caught fire due to a short circuit. The investigation into this
horrific accident revealed that several rules were violated in the construction of the bus. The second incident occurred the other day in
Andhra Pradesh. Here, 20 bus passengers were killed when an AC bus traveling from Hyderabad to Bengaluru caught fire. The cause of
this accident is being attributed to a motorcycle getting stuck under the bus, damaging its fuel tank and causing a fire. It would not be
surprising if the lack of proper maintenance and inadequate safety checks of the bus are also found to be behind this accident. Both AC
buses that became death traps for dozens of people belonged to private companies. It can be assumed that their fitness was checked before
permission was given for their operation, but it is difficult to say that this was not just a formality. There is also little chance that a proper
investigation was conducted to ascertain whether they had adequate safety measures. It is no secret that a large number of private buses in
our country are in a dilapidated condition. Often, their drivers are also unskilled. The emergency exits of AC buses are often in such a state
that they can hardly be opened. It is not enough that top leaders expressed condolences and ordered an inquiry into the causes of the
accidents, because this is done after every major accident, and the result remains the same — nothing changes. Experience so far shows that
no lessons are learned even from the most horrific bus accidents. This is because safe public transport is simply not a priority for anyone. As
aresult, government and private public transport vehicles are involved in accidents almost daily. Often, the loss of life in these accidents is
considered an act of fate, and the matter is closed with mere expressions of regret. This is nothing but a complacent attitude. It is this attitude
that leads to the neglect of every aspect of public safety. Accidents caused by a lack of vigilance in public and especially road safety not only
claim countless lives but also bring disrepute to the country. They also reveal how public safety is left to chance in a country aspiring to be
developed.

What a taste in life: Piyush Pandey was a powerful storyteller. 31
years ago, this ad of his changed the face of the advertising world.

The year 1994... the time when the Indian economy had just begun its reform journey. Cricket had become even more popular among the
youth. It was the era of Doordarshan. Then an advertisement appeared on the small screen. A cricket match was underway. A young woman
was sitting in the stands, holding a chocolate in her hand. The batsman was 99 not out. Victory was near. He hit a pull shot. The young
woman prayed that the fielder wouldn't catch it. The ball went beyond the boundary line. The young woman dodged a policeman and ran
inside the field. She began to dance with joy. The batsman was embarrassed and started laughing with joy. ...This was the story of the
screenplay, but people didn't just remember it. In fact, the lines of this advertisement, accompanied by melodious music, remained etched in
their hearts for years. This advertisement, created by Ogilvy & Mather, was originally for Cadbury. It was titled ''The Real Taste of Life."
The creator of the advertisement was Piyush Pandey, whom the country lost on Friday. He breathed his last at the age of 70. Among all the
commerecials he created, the lines from the Cadbury advertisement are still considered the most iconic. These lines were... There is something
special in all of us, there is something special in all of us... There is taste... What a taste in life... Now, when you read these lines in conjunction
with the scenes described above and search for the video, you will understand the message behind them. The scene of a young woman
dancing with joy to the last line, '"What a taste in life..."" touched the emotions of the Indian people, who, amidst all the difficulties, wanted to
have faith in life and express joy like children. Upon examining and interpreting these lines through their own perspectives and understanding,
people discovered that these lines, describing the ''taste of life," contained spirituality, a celebration of life, the zeal to live like a child, and the
feeling of something special within every human being. Before this advertisement, chocolate was considered a children's subject, but this ad
appealed to the child within everyone. Piyush Pandey's advertisement wasn't about selling chocolate, but about bringing out emotions. A
Hindi jingle and a different approach: Piyush Pandey created a Hindi jingle for this advertisement that was neither boring nor brand-
representing. This same approach was later seen in advertisements for Asian Paints and Fevicol. Interestingly, Cadbury recreated this same
advertisement in 2021. The script was the same, but this time the batsman was a woman, and a man was sitting in the stands eating chocolate,
who, upon the winning shot, runs across the field in joy. Later, in various interviews, Piyush Pandey explained the idea behind the song. He
explained that initially, 70 percent of chocolate customers were children. Adults also loved chocolate, but they didn't eat it openly. The idea
was to bring out the child within everyone. The song was initially composed in English and later remade in Hindi. The idea behind depicting
a young woman dancing on the field also reflected the idea of ??freedom of expression. Care was also taken in casting to choose faces that
could effortlessly convey joy. A Taste of One's Own Language - Many celebrities remembered Piyush Pandey upon his passing, but what
cricket commentator Harsh Bhogle wrote truly captures the vision of this ad guru. Bhogle wrote, ''Piyush Pandey was in a profession that
spoke in beautiful English, but he brought a beautiful flavor to it with his own language. He reached the heights of the advertising world, but
he never separated from this culture.' He would unravel the layers of dialogue and unravel it with such ease that we all exclaimed, '""Wow!"'
If you want to make a mark in any profession, be Piyush Pandey. He was the gold of the advertising world.

The Troubling Implications of ‘Halal’ Certification

Uttar Pradesh Chief Minister Yogi Adityanath has called for a boycott of products with ‘Halal certification’. He has linked it to terrorism,
Islamic conversion, love jihad, and other anti-Hindu activities. According to Yogi, a significant amount of money from this certification is
spent on terrorism and conversion. He claims it is an Islamic conspiracy to alter the demographic balance of the country. It is election season
in Bihar, and Yogi is one of the BJP's star campaigners. He has also raised the issue of ‘political Islam’. Since Yogi Adityanath is a staunch
Hindu nationalist leader and has imposed a ban on ‘Halal certification’ in Uttar Pradesh since 2023, his accusations and calls could also be
politically motivated. He has been a key figure in Hindu-Muslim polarization during elections, but there are only four ‘Halal certification’
organizations in the country, all of which are Islamic. The government has remained neutral on this certification. One might ask why? The
Indian Ministry of Commerce itself authorized these private organizations for ‘Halal certification’, therefore they are not ‘illegal’ in any
sense. Products with the ‘Halal’ stamp cannot be exported without the permission of the Indian government. ‘Halal certification’ is not
limited to meat alone. Although the practice of this certification began in 1974 for meat, it was extended to other products in 1993. Now, dairy
products like milk, yogurt, and cheese, vegetarian products like biscuits, chips, cold drinks, spices, oils, pulses, nuts, grains, and sugar are
also under the purview of ‘Halal certification’. The argument has been that ‘Halal certification’ is mandatory to ensure that ‘haram’ or
prohibited ingredients (such as pork and alcohol) are not used in the products. A crucial question is how non-Islamic ingredients can be used
in matches, teacups, steel bars, cement, flats, etc.? Yet, this certification is mandatory even for them. It is absurd that attempts are being made
to label even schools, hospitals, and the economy as ‘halal’. Some have even been successful. During the Congress-led UPA government at the
center, Reserve Bank of India Governor Raghuram ???? suggested that the banking sector should also be brought under the purview of
‘halal certification’. However, this did not prove politically feasible. Many medicines and cosmetic products may be subject to ‘halal’ scrutiny
because they contain non-Islamic, prohibited ingredients. This is also publicly acknowledged. In India, approximately 3200 products are sold
with the ‘halal’ stamp. The ‘halal certification’ economy alone has reached approximately 8 lakh crore rupees. Companies spend around
66,000 crore rupees on this certification. Is this entire economy subject to any authorized audit? Two important questions are relevant.
Firstly, if the Indian government has the proper infrastructure for inspection, why can't the government or its agencies issue such certifications?
Secondly, why are these licenses given only to these four organizations: ‘Jamiat Ulema-e-Hind’, ‘Halal India Pvt. Ltd.’, ‘Jamiat Ulema-e-
Maharashtra’, and ‘Halal Certification Services India Pvt. Ltd.”? Do they possess all the criteria for inspecting and determining ‘halal’
status? Why can't a non-Islamic organization be given this license? It might prove to be more neutral and honest. This Islamic labyrinth has
been created because most Islamic countries of the OIC do not accept products without ‘halal certification’. Such special provisions have not
been made for Christian, Jewish, Jain, Buddhist, or Sikh communities. Vegetarian communities, for example, do not consume the meat of
any animal, let alone pork. Special markings should be printed on products for them as well. Yogi Adityanath and the BJP believe that a large
portion of the money generated from this certification is also used to change the country's demographics. We can neither confirm this idea
nor support it without concrete evidence, but the way the country's economy could be transformed through 'halal' practices is certainly.
