New tourism is needed now.

The scene of an ancient city submerged in
the Bilaspur lake and the sound of historic
anklets are finally finding shores to move
forward in floating boats. The three-day Jal
Tarang Josh Mahotsav sparks dreams of a
weekend destination and the presence of
water sports and paragliding, with solid
evidence, creates a vibrant atmosphere. The
four-lane project also offers the potential to
usher in a new tourism destination within
Himachal. When the distance from Bilaspur
to a city like Chandigarh is just one and a
half to two hours, the world of
entertainment, adventure sports, and thrills
within the tourism culture also comes closer.
Those who were headed to Manali and
Shimla yesterday are now stopping in
Kasauli and Bilaspur. It is a different matter
that Bilaspur needs to develop its own
tourism package. Similarly, new tourism is
needed among all the destinations in
Himachal. If we divert tourists traveling
from Dalhousie to Chamba to Pong or stop
tourists traveling on the Dharamshala-
McLeodganj route in Una, the focus of
weekend tourism will change. Offering
Nahan, along with Paonta Sahib and
Renuka near Dehradun, will provide easy
access for visitors from other states to the
state's new and exciting activities,
entertainment, and adventure. Making
Mandi easier for Manali and including
Rampur Bushahr as a destination for Kufri,
will also spark new tourism. Indeed, the Atal
Tunnel shouldn't be the only point of
departure for those visiting Himachal.
Manali, McLeodganj, and Shimla shouldn't
be the only destinations. We haven't
developed Una for Sikh tourism. We haven't
promoted water sports around Una. Neither
have the routes to Pong seen the rise of
tourism, nor have the Bhakra Dam added
many moments of adventure to the
periphery of Una. To prevent tourism from
becoming a crowded and relaxing
companion, rural tourism in the state must
be prioritized. If at least one tourist village
is identified in each assembly constituency,
this area will receive many accolades. Under
a model, tourism villages can be created
through various departmental initiatives.
For example, if the tourism village design in
the Dhar Kandi area of ??Shahpur
promotes trout fishing, natural agricultural
produce, cultural background, trekking,
and relaxation-oriented homestays in a
limited area, the tourism objective will be
clear. Kinnaur's Sangla Valley once thrived
on the spirit of agro-tourism, but we have
lost the foundation by reducing it to a mere
business. Therefore, villages should be
developed with some speciality of tourism,
where tourists can find a connection to their
interests, such as water sports, scenery,
religious sentiments, rural life, tribal life,
mythological traditions, and natural or agro-
landscapes dotted with tranquil pastures or
forests. The theme, progress, and
development of each tourist village must be
predetermined and imbued with community
responsibility, so that tourists can spend time
enjoying new experiences. In this way, many
villages will be connected to the Jal Shakti
Department's water supply or irrigation
projects and dams. If watershed projects are
conceptualized as tourism watershed
projects, their appeal will increase. Linking
an ancient stepwell, fort, field, or
architecture to tourism conservation will
result in heritage villages. If the State
Marketing Board, Public Supply
Corporation, Milk Federation, Snow
Weavers, and Khadi Board engage tourists
in their respective areas, the presentation of
their products will develop into tourism
villages alongside highway tourism. By
creating selfie points, petrol pumps, food
marts, automobile service stations, gift
centers, and haat bazaars every ten to fifteen
kilometers on every major road, providing
opportunities to self-help groups.

It is a
historic juncture where millennia of cultural memory, five decades of struggle for justice, the penance of saintly traditions, the patience of
millions of devotees, and the collective consciousness of the entire nation converge to proclaim the establishment of truth, the revival of
religion, and the completion of the construction of a grand temple at the birthplace of Shri Ram. The way Ayodhya has attracted the world
following the grand consecration of the child idol of Shri Ram Lalla, which took place on the Dwadashi of the Shukla Paksha of the month
of Paush, January 22, 2024, at the Abhijit Muhurta, by the hands of the respected Prime Minister Narendra Modi, the charioteer of India's
Amritkaal, is unprecedented. In just one and a half years since the consecration, the number of devotees and tourists visiting Ayodhya from
India and abroad has surpassed 400 million. Hotels and dharamshalas are consistently full, and new employment and business opportunities
in the local economy have grown rapidly.

The three-
story temple, 360 feet long, 235 feet wide, and 161 feet high, boasts 20-foot-high floors on each floor, a total of 366 pillars, five pavilions, 12
grand gateways, and the distinctive Nagara style of architecture with intricate craftsmanship, all testify to its unparalleled grandeur. On the
ground floor, one can have darshan of Balakram, while on the first floor, one's desire to see the magnificent and divine Shri Ram Darbar is
fulfilled. Within the ramparts are the Sheshavatar Temple, Saint Tulsidas Temple, statues of Jatayu and the squirrel, and in the Sapta
Mandapam, statues of Maharishi Vashistha, Maharishi Vishwamitra, Maharishi Valmiki, Agastya Muni, Nishadraj, Mata Shabari, and
Mata Ahalya.

In this case, Poland's
decision to demolish the Orthodox Church built
by the Russian Empire is a precedent, but India,
due to its pseudo-secularism and lack of pride
in its cultural heritage, refrained from setting
such a precedent. Just as the Somnath Temple
was restored, the temples of Kashi and Mathura
should also have been liberated, paving the way
for the construction of the Ram Temple in
Ayodhya. If the Ram Temple was finally built in Ayodhya after centuries of waiting, it was not only because the judiciary finally decided to
resolve the dispute. The judiciary was able to resolve this dispute because the Modi government created favorable conditions. In contrast,
most previous governments, instead of creating such conditions, made more efforts to prevent the dispute from being resolved. It cannot be
ignored that the Supreme Court also refused to take cognizance of the question referred by the President on the Ayodhya dispute. All this
happened because of narrow politics, as well as the mentality born of Macaulay's education system, a need for liberation from which Prime
Minister Modi also expressed in Ayodhya. He has previously underlined the need to completely eradicate this slave mentality. The mentality
born of Macaulay's education system not only alienated Indian society from its rich cultural consciousness but also created a suicidal feeling
of inferiority towards one's heritage. The Prime Minister is determined to overcome this mentality within the next ten years, but this is not an
easy task. This will require radical changes to the education system, which still bears the remnants of Macaulay's education and which has
led to hesitation in taking pride in one's culture and heritage.
