Pakistan's

'Constitutional Dictator'
Whether you call Syed Asim Munir Ahmed

Shah the 'Emperor' of Pakistan, a

'constitutional dictator,' or an uncrowned

king, he is a man who is 'supreme' even over

the President, the Prime Minister, and the

Supreme Court. There is no other example

like this in the world. Military rulers can be

'dictators,' or there is Kim Jong Un, the

dictator of North Korea, but for a country

to pretend to be a democracy, to go through

the charade of holding elections, and for its

army chief to ultimately become the

'Emperor of the country' is a rare example

that has only emerged in Pakistan. 'Puppet

Prime Minister' Shehbaz Sharif can be

thankful that his government hasn't been

overthrown. However, in Pakistan, the

governments of supposedly elected leaders

have been overthrown repeatedly, and army

chiefs have become 'dictatorial presidents.'

Dictators like Ayub Khan, Yahya Khan, Zia-

ul-Haq, and Pervez Musharraf have ruled

Pakistan, but their ends were tragic and

pathetic. The current Field Marshal and

Army Chief, General Munir, has surpassed

all these dictators and has become an

example that mocks the systems of

democracy, constitution, parliament, human

rights, and their civic values ??in the world.

He is making a mockery of them. Munir did

not become Pakistan's 'new dictator' on his

own. He has compelled the government and

parliament. This constitutional amendment

was passed in Parliament and the Senate,

and a new position has been created for

Munir: 'Chief of Defence Forces (CDF).'

This position of 'Chief of Defence Staff' also

exists in India, but it is not absolute and self-

appointed. He serves under the President

and the Central Cabinet. Pakistan's CDF,

Munir, cannot be removed by either the

President or the Prime Minister, nor can any

case be filed against him in the Supreme

Court. He is far above the law and beyond

reproach. He will be able to wear his military

uniform for life and will appoint the chiefs

of the Army, Air Force, and Navy. In fact,

in Pakistan now, the President will no longer

be the Supreme Commander of the armed

forces; instead, CDF Munir will be the new

‘supreme general’. All three branches of the

armed forces and their chiefs will now be

accountable to the CDF. Clearly, the

President will be reduced to a mere ‘puppet’.

The only way to remove Munir from his new

position of power is to pass an impeachment-

like resolution in Parliament with a two-

thirds majority. This also seems impossible,

because permission for that resolution would

also have to be obtained from the army.

Could any army chief dare to give permission

for impeachment against his CDF? The

other seemingly impossible path is that

ultimately, after court rulings, Imran Khan

comes out of jail and the people of Pakistan

take to the streets under his leadership. That

movement would also have the support of

‘Jamaat-e-Islami’. They would be fearless of

death and injury. It would be a struggle like

a new fight for freedom, only then could

Munir be forced to flee Pakistan! History is

witness to the fact that many powerful heads

of state, presidents, and prime ministers

have been forced to flee their countries.

Pakistan's situation is even worse. The

Afghan Taliban, Baloch fighters, TTP, TLP,

rebels in Pakistan-occupied Kashmir, etc.,

have surrounded Pakistan from all sides.

The Afghan Taliban have deployed forces

to divide Pakistan into seven parts. The

rebels have reached as far as Punjab in

Pakistan and are threatening to shake

Islamabad. Pakistani soldiers are being

killed in explosions and attacks on their posts

in Khyber, Balochistan, and along the

Afghan border. What front will Munir

conquer by becoming the CDF? He might

be able to ‘bargain’ with US President

Trump and become the emperor.
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The Threat of Terrorism: The

Nation Must Remain Alert
Amidst the unearthing of several terrorist groups one after another, the incident in Delhi not only indicates that security agencies need to be

more vigilant, but also demands that those who lead the Muslim community at the political, social, and religious levels examine the reasons

why their youth are treading the path of terrorism. A warning for

security agencies: The unearthing of several terrorist groups in

various parts of the country in the last few days is indeed

worrying. It is a matter of serious concern that educated

individuals, and even those with doctoral degrees, are treading

the path of terrorism. At the same time, it is also reassuring that

they are being caught by the police and intelligence agencies. Even

so, the thought is chilling that if these terrorists, armed with

dangerous intentions, had not been apprehended in time, they

could have caused a major catastrophe. An indication of

this comes from the powerful explosion in a car near the Red

Fort in Delhi the other day. The nature and intensity of this

blast, which injured several people, points towards a terrorist act.

For this reason, anti-terrorism agencies have also joined the

investigation into this incident. Just before this terrifying incident,

the Gujarat Anti-Terrorism Squad arrested three suspected

terrorists, one of whom is a doctor from Hyderabad. His two

accomplices are from Uttar Pradesh. Three pistols and cartridges, along with materials for making the deadly poison ricin, were recovered

from them. In addition to these arrests, the Jammu and Kashmir and Haryana police arrested seven people, including three doctors, who

had stockpiled about three thousand kilograms of explosives in Faridabad. One of them is a female doctor. The others include a cleric and

students. Rifles, pistols, timers, etc., were also recovered from them. It is clear that the notion that only uneducated and poor Muslim youth

are inclined towards terrorism is no longer true. The experience of the country and the world in the last few years shows that educated

Muslim youth are now increasingly choosing to become terrorists. They are not only joining dreaded terrorist organizations like ISIS, Al-

Qaeda, Jaish, and Lashkar, but are also audacious enough to form their own terrorist groups. It should not be overlooked that recently, a

terrorist imprisoned in a Karnataka jail was found raising funds using a mobile phone, while another in Greater Noida was found publishing

books inciting religious hatred. It is true that terrorism has no religion, but there is also no doubt that religion is being used as a pretext to

pursue the path of terrorism.

 The Challenge of Protecting Bhutan

from Chinese Clutches: Essential to

Safeguard it from Chinese Ambitions
Like Nepal, Bangladesh, Sri Lanka, and the Maldives, China is also attempting to infiltrate Bhutan and incite anti-India sentiments. To

counter future Chinese machinations, India will have to build closer ties with the Bhutanese elite as well as the common people. If Modi

continues to visit Bhutan frequently, the friendship between the two countries will only grow stronger. Modi's Bhutan Visit: Strategic

Importance and China's Encroachment in Bhutan Prime Minister Narendra Modi is on a two-day visit to Bhutan. Bhutan is India's

smallest neighbor in terms of area, but its strategic importance is immense, as it is a crucial buffer state situated in the high Himalayas

between Chinese-occupied Tibet and India. The fact that Prime Minister Modi has visited there four times in the last 11 years, and similarly,

Bhutanese Prime Ministers and Kings have consistently visited India, shows that this sensitive relationship is rightly being given the highest

political importance. If Bhutan becomes weak and helpless, expansionist China will not only swallow it up but also open another front on

India's border. Given China's encroachment in Tibet in the 1950s and its current expansion in Nepal, it is imperative for India to ensure that

Bhutan is protected from Chinese ambitions. Protecting a unique Himalayan Buddhist nation from the forceful occupation of an aggressive

superpower like China is not a theoretical or academic issue. According to the international research institute 'C-Lite', in recent years,

China has established at least 22 artificial villages within Bhutan's traditional borders, occupying approximately two percent of this small

country's territory. These Chinese settlements include roads, military outposts, and administrative centers, thus creating new facts on the

ground that are difficult to deny. Under the guise of border negotiations with Bhutan, China has also put forward new claims to gradually

erode Bhutan's sovereignty and encircle India's borders with its military. The attempted illegal road construction in Doklam in 2017 was a

sample of China's long-term plans. To counter this threat, the Indian Army confronted the Chinese forces for 73 days. Ultimately, China had

to withdraw from Doklam. Given the increasing threat from China to Bhutan's existence, India is enhancing defense equipment and

training facilities for the Bhutanese army. According to the 2007 revised India-Bhutan Treaty of Friendship, both countries will counter

“activities detrimental to national security.” Defense will remain a major pillar of India-Bhutan relations due to China's intentions to infiltrate

and subjugate Bhutan. Since Indian military assistance to Bhutan is a sensitive matter, public announcements about it are not made. Despite

this, the Modi government is aware of the threat looming over Bhutan's north and east and is providing it with the necessary resources.

China is also offering economic incentives to Bhutan with the intention of bringing it under its influence. Bhutan is the only country among

India's neighbors in South Asia that has not joined China's 'Belt and Road' initiative. Therefore, India has a special responsibility towards

Bhutan's economic progress, infrastructure development, and modernization. During his fourth visit to Bhutan, Modi will inaugurate the

Punatsangchhu hydroelectric project, built with Indian assistance, which will increase electricity exports from Bhutan to India and investment

by Indian companies in Bhutan. India is also constructing a 58-kilometer-long railway line from Kokrajhar in its northeastern state of

Assam to Bhutan's ambitious 'New Gelephu Mindfulness City', which will boost bilateral trade and tourism. From space satellites to financial

technology, India is assisting Bhutan in emerging sectors so that its various political groups and social classes can feel the tangible benefits of

friendship with India. For years, Bhutan has been the largest recipient of Indian aid. The Indian budget for 2025-26 allocated ?2,150 crore

for it. Modi's visit to Bhutan will remind the world that India is keen to be a key partner for its South Asian neighbors and will not shy away

from competing with China in this regard. Besides development and defense, India has made culture and spirituality the third pillar of its

Bhutan policy. During this visit to Bhutan, Modi will worship the sacred relics of Lord Buddha at a monastery, which were sent there from

Piprahwa in Uttar Pradesh. In addition, India has also gifted a statue of the Buddhist spiritual leader and founder of the Bhutanese nation,

Zhabdrung Ngawang Namgyal, to Bhutan for display. Bhutan's population of less than 800,000 is extremely devout and conscious of

preserving its unique Buddhist heritage. By emerging as a promoter of Buddhism in Asia, India is winning the hearts and minds of the

Bhutanese people. It is implicitly understood that while atheist China has committed cultural genocide against Buddhism in occupied Tibet,

democratic India has preserved this centuries-old spiritual key. This is why Modi is also participating in a special 'Global Peace Prayer'

ceremony during his Bhutan visit, which is being jointly organized by the governments of both countries. India's strategy is to focus on all

these dimensions so that no anti-India group can become active in Bhutanese society. It is no coincidence that Bhutan is India's closest ally.

Bhutan is a stable South Asian neighbor. The absence of organized anti-India elements has resulted in uninterrupted social harmony in

Bhutan. Like Nepal, Bangladesh, Sri Lanka, and the Maldives, China is also attempting to infiltrate Bhutan and incite anti-India sentiments.

To counter future Chinese machinations, India needs to cultivate close ties with the Bhutanese elite as well as the general public. If Modi

continues to visit Bhutan frequently, the friendship between the two countries will only grow stronger.
