32 cities targeted…
Fifteen doctors from Faridabad's Al Falah

University are missing, but investigative

agencies are searching for 200 such terrorist

doctors across the country. Mosques and

hideouts will also be thoroughly investigated

where the absconding terrorist doctors may

be hiding or whose role in this new form of

terrorism is suspected and questionable. In

light of the unfolding layers related to the

terrorist doctors, the plots of Al Qaeda

leaders like bin Laden and al-Zawahiri are

also being foiled. Conspiracy meetings were

held in Room 13 of Building 17 at Al Falah

University. It was decided to purchase 32

cars, which would be used to carry out

suicide bombings in 32 cities across the

country. Now, the investigating agency, the

NIA, has also revealed that the car bombing

near the Red Fort was not a rash act or an

accident, but a suicide attack, and that Dr.

Umar Nabi was a suicide bomber. It has now

been revealed that the terrorist doctors had

raised a terrorist fund of ?20 lakh.

Investigating agencies are also questioning

the hawala agents through whom this money

reached the terrorists. This terrorist fund

was handed over to Umar Nabi. Umar

purchased ?3 lakh worth of fertilizer from

Nuh (Mewat), Haryana. This fertilizer has

been used as a material for making bombs.

Before the 9/11 Delhi bombings, Umar Nabi

rented a room in Nuh's Hidayat Colony and

stored explosives there. CCTV footage

captured Umar's movements between Nuh

and Al Falah University. Investigating

agencies have examined over 1,300 such

CCTV footage. The room where the

conspiracy meetings took place belonged to

Associate Professor Dr. Muzammil, which

has now been sealed. Investigating agencies

have recovered diaries, pen drives, and

digital data from Room 4, the residence of

Dr. Umar Nabi, a former assistant professor.

Numerous pseudonyms have been revealed

in these files. Efforts are underway to

investigate and uncover the truth. The

terrorist doctors communicated and stayed

in touch with each other through the

"Threema app." This app is not linked to a

mobile number, making them difficult to

detect. The terrorists were not only active

in Kashmir, Delhi, Uttar Pradesh, and

Faridabad, but their connections extended

to Saudi Arabia, Turkey, Dubai, and Nepal.

Handlers from the terrorist organization

Jaish-e-Mohammed were also present in

these countries and cities, and the terrorist

doctors received instructions from there. It

has also been revealed that Dr. Shaheen

Saeed, also known as "Madam Surgeon,"

was planning to flee to Nepal. She wanted

to open a "recruitment center" for female

jihadists in Hapur, Uttar Pradesh, and

Uttarakhand. Shaheen's plan was to have a

clinic on the ground floor and a jihadist

training center in the basement, but she was

caught by police and security forces. The

secrets of Al Falah University are also being

exposed. It is undoubtedly a "terror hub."

In light of the current developments, the

National Assessment and Accreditation

Council (NAAC) has issued a "show cause"

notice to the university, following the UGC's

orders. The Enforcement Directorate will

investigate terrorist funding and money

trails. The doctors' financial transactions will

also be investigated. The Association of

Indian Universities (AIUM) has revoked Al

Falah's membership. The Indian

government's Ministry of Minority Affairs

also provided Al Falah with crores of rupees

in aid. The reasons for this will also be

investigated. The MBBS course at Al Falah

used to cost ?70 lakh for five years. Namaz

was offered on campus, and women were

forced to wear the hijab. 40% reservation

was given to Muslim students and 40% of

seats were reserved for Kashmiri students.

Two separate FIRs have been filed against

Al Falah University under the UAPA.
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Congress, trapped in the grip of leftist thinking, is far from

genuine issues and ideas that touch the public conscience.
This group always uses communalism as an issue against the BJP. The BJP has found a way to counter this, which is why it defeats the

Congress in most elections. Due to its own ideology, the Congress has been reduced to the role of a younger brother to parties that emerged

on the foundation of anti-Congressism in states like Uttar Pradesh and Bihar.

This is why, whenever Rahul Gandhi does this, expectations from

him rise. It's another matter that this trick of achieving political success hasn't worked well for the Congress party. In Bihar, Rahul Gandhi

made several attempts to embody the common man. During the "Voter Rights Yatra," he entered a waterlogged field of lotus seeds wearing

socks, and later, during the election campaign, he entered a pond to fish with Mukesh Sahni. When Rahul Gandhi does this, a section of

intellectuals considers it an unprecedented step. Similar expectations were raised when Rahul Gandhi planted paddy and drove a tractor in

Sonipat during the Haryana elections. Both phases of the "Bharat Jodo Nyay Yatra" also witnessed numerous similar scenes. At that time,

a section believed that Rahul Gandhi's efforts were beginning to change politics, but with the exception of Telangana, his actions yielded no

electoral benefits. The question is, why are people not rallying behind the Congress despite Rahul Gandhi's populist initiatives? Congress,

the representative party of the freedom movement, is an all-India organization. It can be proud of this, but it is steadily drifting away from

the true issues and the ideas that resonate with the people, which energize the organization. Rahul Gandhi increasingly promotes the issues

advocated by his leftist advisors. No matter how much the intellectual and academic world may be attracted to it, these issues have become

unacceptable at the grassroots level. Privatization has its drawbacks, but it must be remembered that it has also increased its glamour. Even

though the light of privatization has not reached a certain section, that section also aspires to achieve that glamour. Leftist ideology fails to

understand this. It continues to pretend that, as in the past, the entire country is still shrouded in darkness. Because of these leftist advisors,

the internal situation within the Congress has become such that some senior leaders are unable to muster the courage to offer their opinions

on reviving the party.

The entire country neither thinks nor behaves in the same way. The top leadership's advisory group is far removed from the colors, behaviors,

and thoughts of the different parts of the country. Rahul Gandhi should learn from Indira Gandhi. Indira Gandhi had a deep understanding

of Indian society. This is why, according to the time and regional traditions, she became a typical daughter-in-law in some areas and a

modern woman in others. In some areas, she covered her head with a pallu, while in others, she did not. If Indira Gandhi were alive today

and did so, she would likely be considered conservative by the current leaders of the Congress. During the freedom movement, many

ideologies operated under the Congress umbrella. Aside from a slight leftist shift during Indira's time, the party's outlook remained largely

centrist and socialist. During Indira's time, the left's influence wasn't so great that Congress could change its fundamental ideology, but

today the party is significantly influenced by the left. Therefore, its issues are also influenced by it. The left's ideology frames every issue with

a specific narrative. Its views on communalism, religion, and caste are unconventional. This group has consistently used communalism as an

issue against the BJP. The BJP has found a way to counter this, which is why it defeats the Congress in most elections. Due to this very

mindset, the Congress has been reduced to the role of the younger brother of parties that emerged on the foundation of non-Congressism in

states like Uttar Pradesh and Bihar. Literate and informed people have started understanding the hidden messages of these symbols, but

Congress is not able to understand it.

A lesson-inspiring incident, questions

also raised about the transport of

explosives from Faridabad to Srinagar.
Explosives recovered from a terrorist module discovered by the Jammu and Kashmir Police in Faridabad exploded at the Nowgam police

station in Srinagar, killing nine people. Negligence and improper handling of the explosives led to this accident. The question is why the

explosives were transported to Srinagar,

and whether the investigation process

needs improvement. Caution should be

exercised in the handling of sensitive

explosives like ammonium nitrate.

Nothing is more unfortunate than the fact

that the Jammu and Kashmir Police,

whose extra vigilance led them to a

dangerous terrorist module in Faridabad,

were caught in the explosion of a part of

the explosives they had recovered. Nine

people lost their lives in the explosion at

the Nowgam police station in Srinagar.

The explosion originated in the explosive,

ammonium nitrate, used in the car of a

terrorist from the Faridabad module near

the Red Fort in Delhi. The explosion in

his car killed 13 people. If a thorough

search for the remaining associates of the

terrorists who stored the explosives in

Faridabad had been given top priority as

soon as they were found, the blast near

the Red Fort could have been prevented.

Similarly, if the explosives found in

Faridabad had not been transported to

Srinagar, the deadly incident at Nowgam

police station could have been avoided. Both these incidents teach us that the police need to be more vigilant and change their working

methods. The explosives recovered from the terrorists' hideout in Faridabad were taken to Nowgam police station in Srinagar because the

FIR against this terrorist module had been registered there. Why was such a large quantity of explosives transported instead of just a small

portion as a sample? It would be better to eliminate the requirement to transport sensitive explosives to the relevant police station. Ammonium

nitrate is a very sensitive and unstable explosive. Even the slightest carelessness or adverse conditions can cause it to explode. It is not right

that a large quantity of dangerous explosives was transported from Faridabad to Srinagar, and despite all the precautions, it exploded while

being tested. Today, when terrorist networks have expanded nationwide and they are hiding deadly explosives in multiple locations, it

shouldn't be necessary to transport them from every location to the same police station where the investigation began. This practice must be

stopped in the case of explosives recovered from terrorists. Now, every state has an anti-terrorism squad. They should be able to investigate

explosives for the police of other states. Why couldn't the explosives found in Faridabad have been investigated in Haryana itself? The

question also arises: when it became clear as soon as the Faridabad module was busted that this was a terrorism-related case and that the

National Investigation Agency would take over the investigation, why were the explosives taken to Srinagar?

The Delhi High Court on Monday resumed hearing

arguments in the defamation suit filed by Sameer Wankhede against the Netflix series

"Ba***ds of Bollywood." Senior Advocate Kaul, representing Red Chillies,

argued that it was merely a comedy. The court also pointed out the impact of the

Cordelia Cruises incident involving Aryan Khan and Sameer Wankhede on the

current situation. Senior advocate Kaul, representing Red Chillies, argued that

these characters are not real but fictional, and that if the court accepts

Wankhede's argument, other producers and journalists could file similar

claims against the series, which is a satire on Bollywood. Citing the example of RK

Laxman, the senior advocate argued that the series could have been inspired by

someone in a high-ranking position. He said, "RK Laxman's character is an

example of someone who mocked the Prime Minister." At this point, the Delhi High

Court stated that RK Laxman had no background, unlike Aryan Khan and Sameer

Wankhede, who had drug cases. The scene involving Wankhede was sought to be

removed. Senior advocate J. Sai Deepak, representing Wankhede, told the

court that if they claim it is a satire, they must also disclose what it is based on, as

satire is based on real events. He said, "Satire is usually based on something that is

real, not fiction." Satire is based on something. Who are you satirizing? Wankhede

has been insulted by showing this scene. Red Chillies and Netflix will not suffer

any harm if this scene is removed. Deepak further argued that numerous cases

have fallen on Wankhede "like a brick" following Aryan Khan's arrest and investigation aboard the Cordelia Cruises. The court then inquired about the pending cases against Wankhede,

including proceedings by the CBI, ED, and CAT. However, senior advocate Kaul, representing Red Chillies, argued that the CBI and ED investigations were not Red Chillies' responsibility.

He said that the film's director (Aryan Khan) was involved in this case, not Red Chillies or Netflix. When will the case be heard? Deepak further said, "Red Chillies and Netflix are in

collusion. They are not saying that we are just a medium, so Netflix is ??also responsible to some extent." The Delhi High Court will continue hearing the case on November 26.
