Retaliatory
tariffs imposed by China, Canada, and European countries have reduced demand for American agricultural commodities like soybean and
corn, leading to a decline in farmers' incomes, forcing the government to provide billions of dollars in subsidies. The adverse effects on the
American economy are now becoming apparent. According to a report by Yale University's Center for Budget Studies, tariffs and foreign
retaliatory taxes are projected to reduce US real GDP growth by approximately 0.9 percentage points in 2025. Tariff policies are costing the
average American family up to $3,800. Analyzing the Penn-Wharton Budget Model, Trump's trade policies could reduce US GDP by
approximately six percent in the long term and wages by approximately five percent. The OECD stated in its recent report that if tariffs and
unilateral trade policies continue, US GDP growth could fall to 1.6 percent by 2026. This decline would be a cause for concern not only for
the US but also for the global economy, as the US economy is the main engine of global trade. Ordinary Americans are paying the heaviest
price for this policy shift. Higher prices, declining incomes, and reduced employment opportunities have undermined the notion of the
American dream.

Following the
Red Fort blast, Chidambaram put forward his dangerous theory on X that there are two types of terrorists: foreign-trained infiltrators and
domestic terrorists. Even more worrying, he said that we should ask ourselves what are the circumstances that turn Indian citizens, even
educated ones, into terrorists. He and other leaders like him should be told that their own politics pushes Indian citizens to become terrorists.
It was their own appeasement politics that divided the country and paved the way for the creation of Pakistan in the 1940s. This same politics
fosters a sense of victimhood among Muslims who turn to terrorism. These same leaders also falsely claim that minorities are not safe in
India. Chidambaram and leaders like him should remember that in the 1940s, India's Muslims demanded a separate country, resulting in
the creation of Pakistan. At that time, 88 percent of the rest of India's population was followers of Vedic/Indian religions such as Hindus,
Sikhs, Jains, and Buddhists, and they decided that India would be a secular and democratic republic. Despite the creation of a separate
Muslim nation, 35 million Muslims remained in India at the time of independence. Today, their population has grown to nearly 200 million.
This is a fivefold increase since independence, the highest among all religious groups. Would their population have grown so rapidly if they
were facing persecution? Muslim cultural and educational institutions, such as Al-Falah University in Faridabad, have proliferated across
the country.

Madrasas and mosques have also expanded extensively. A strong Muslim middle class has emerged, and Muslim youth, like other citizens,
are entering all sectors of the bureaucracy, education, media, corporate management, and are also making their mark in the arts and sports.
