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A sacred relationship has fallen prey to financial

transactions, and dowry demands are on the rise.
Kshama Sharma's article highlights the horrors of the dowry system. The Supreme Court has also declared it a threat to the sacred bond of

marriage. While some individuals are setting an example by returning their dowry, on the other hand, incidents of cruelty against women

due to the greed for dowry are not decreasing. Thousands of women are losing their lives due to dowry, and this social curse continues even

today. The Supreme Court declared dowry a serious crime. Thousands of deaths every year due to dowry - 95% of marriages in rural India

involve dowry. Recently, two news reports appeared on the same day regarding dowry. In the first report, while hearing a case, the Supreme

Court stated that marriage is a sacred bond, based on mutual trust and respect. Sadly, due to the evil of dowry, this sacred relationship has

become a commercial transaction. The second report was hopeful. According to this report, a boy returned Rs. 31 lakh given as marriage

money, saying that he cannot take the hard-earned money of the girl's father. Such news also inspires hope. Perhaps one day dowry will

become a thing of the past, but that doesn't seem likely at the moment, as the Supreme Court, in a case before it, also observed that the evil

of dowry is often disguised as a gift or a voluntary offering, but in reality, it has become a means of displaying social status and satisfying

monetary greed. The court made this comment while rejecting the bail plea of ??a man accused of poisoning his wife for dowry four months

after their marriage. The Supreme Court acknowledged that dowry is a very serious crime and causes injustice to women. Dowry demands

also lead to increased cruelty. A woman is not at fault, but the greed of others can cost her her life. Reading the Supreme Court's comment

reminded me of a program broadcast on Doordarshan nearly four decades ago. It featured an interview from a hospital burn ward with a

woman who had been burned by her husband. When the people making this program for Doordarshan approached this woman's husband,

he smiled throughout the conversation, as if he had accomplished something truly remarkable. Around that time, a woman's daughter was

burned to death over dowry. This elderly woman attended every protest organized by women's organizations in those days, narrating the

injustice done to her daughter. Later, she even formed an organization called Shakti Shalini. Some time ago, newspapers frequently reported

that daughters-in-law had died from burns caused by stove explosions. Many times, despite having cooking gas, daughters-in-law were

forced to cook on stoves, for some unknown reason. The truth is, no stove exploded; instead, kerosene was poured on the daughter-in-law

and set on fire, making it appear like an accident. This situation existed even in so-called affluent homes. This is why Section 498A, related

to dowry, is so stringent in India. If a woman dies from burns or other injuries within seven years of marriage, it is considered a dowry death

under Section 80 of the Indian Penal Code. Under the Dowry Prohibition Act of 1961, giving or taking dowry is a crime. However, it has

been observed that the law is set aside, while society moves at its own pace. As the consumer goods market has grown, the demand for dowry

has also increased like the mouth of Surasa. What used to be a bicycle can now be accomplished even with a car. There are many who

support dowry as a way to ensure the smooth running of a new household, and the practice of exchanging goods was introduced. According

to the NCRB, seven thousand deaths were recorded annually in India due to dowry in the five years from 2017 to 2023. According to NCRB

data, dowry-related crimes increased by 14 percent in 2023, and thousands of dowry cases are pending in courts. Clearly, dowry remains a

serious problem. Recently, the World Bank conducted a study of marriages in rural India. It found that dowry was given in 95 percent of

marriages. This study also revealed that dowry was directly responsible for over 6,000 murders in five years. Slogans like this are still seen

today, declaring that giving and taking dowry is a crime. However, growing consumerism, the desire for show-off, and the demand for lavish

weddings have led to a manifold increase in dowry. The higher the government position, the greater the dowry. Parents who give dowry also

play a role in this. Sadly, people cite examples to others, saying, "Look, so and so received so much cash and goods at someone's wedding. So,

how is our son any less?" A few years ago, a woman reported that when one of her relatives was selected for the UPSC exam, the very next

day a man arrived at her house with a suitcase full of money. We often talk about improving the conditions of women, but why can't we

tackle the monster that is dowry? In today's era, when a large number of girls are getting educated and becoming independent, dowry

should have vanished on its own, but that's not happening. Studies show that apart from the desire for a boy, dowry is also a major reason

behind killing girls in the womb.

Karnataka Congress

Caught in a Power Struggle
The Congress high command's problem is that no decision is risk-free. There's no denying the possibility that Siddaramaiah might ally with

the BJP if Shivakumar is appointed Chief Minister. He is not a Congressman by birth. Siddaramaiah, who has a Lok Dal background, has

also served in the Janata Dal (Secular). A conflict with HD Deve Gowda's son, Kumaraswamy, forced him to join the Congress party. The

tussle over the Chief Minister's post in Karnataka is a difficult decision for the high command - the importance of caste equations. If two

leaders, both vying to retain and retain the Chief Minister's post, have to eat breakfast together twice in four days, all is not normal in

Karnataka's power politics. It is believed that, on the advice of the Congress high command, Chief Minister Siddaramaiah and Deputy Chief

Minister DK Shivakumar are trying to conceal their well-known power struggle through "breakfast diplomacy." Siddaramaiah, who

became Chief Minister for the second time in May 2023, has already served half of his term, and Shivakumar wants to be made Chief

Minister now. There is talk that the high command had formulated a formula for both to serve as Chief Ministers for two and a half years

each in 2023. Similar discussions were also heard in Rajasthan and Chhattisgarh. In 2018, the Congress government in Madhya Pradesh

collapsed quickly after Jyotiraditya Scindia abandoned the "hand" and embraced the "lotus," while the Congress governments in Rajasthan

and Chhattisgarh failed to return to power. In Rajasthan and Chhattisgarh, Deputy Chief Ministers TS Singh Deo and Sachin Pilot reminded

the high command of the two and a half year formula, but to no avail. However, the Congress party was ousted from power in both states in

the next elections. Siddaramaiah and Shivakumar are asserting that the high command's decision on the leadership issue is "final." Both are

awaiting the high command's summons to Delhi. Siddaramaiah wants approval for a cabinet reshuffle to put an end to speculation about a

leadership change, while Shivakumar wants to remind the government of the promise of two and a half years of Chief Ministership. The

high command finds itself in a predicament of "well here, ditch there." Compared to the 77-year-old Siddaramaiah, 63-year-old Shivakumar

is younger, but will he want to wait until the next election to become Chief Minister? It's worth noting that amid the Congress's internal

strife, the BJP is eager to regain Karnataka, its stronghold in South India. The resourceful Shivakumar has been a troubleshooter for the

Congress. The question is: if, despite his usefulness, the high command fails to fulfill its stated promise of two and a half years of Chief

Ministership, wouldn't Shivakumar prefer to become Jyotiraditya Scindia instead of waiting? It should be noted that most leaders are

merely close to power. The Congress high command's problem is that no decision is risk-free. There's no denying the possibility that

Siddaramaiah might ally with the BJP if Shivakumar is appointed Chief Minister. He is not a Congressman by birth. Siddaramaiah, who

has a Lok Dal background, has also served in the Janata Dal (Secular). A conflict with HD Deve Gowda's son, Kumaraswamy, forced him

to join the Congress. In the 224-member Karnataka Assembly, the Congress has 135 MLAs, while the BJP and JD(S) have 66 and 19,

respectively. Four others could also be considered part of the ruling party. If even two to two and a half dozen MLAs switch sides, the game

will be over. The anti-defection law is not a concern because the tactic of reducing the effective strength of the House by having MLAs resign,

bringing down the majority figure, has been tried before in Karnataka. Karnataka is the home state of Congress President Mallikarjun

Kharge, but both parties are looking to the Nehru-Gandhi family for a solution to the political crisis. Congress was able to regain power in

Karnataka in the 2023 elections because all its leaders, including Siddaramaiah and Shivakumar, united to capitalize on anti-incumbency

sentiment against the divided BJP. Karnataka's electoral politics is determined by three major communities: Lingayat, Vokkaliga, and

Kurba. Shivakumar belongs to the Vokkaliga caste, the second most dominant caste in Karnataka, while Siddaramaiah belongs to the

Kurba caste. The Lingayats, the most influential community, were disgruntled with the BJP in the last election due to the removal of

Yeddyurappa from the Chief Minister's post. The BJP sought to offset this loss by forming an alliance with former Prime Minister HD Deve

Gowda's JD(S), a Vokkaliga community, but various circumstances, from anti-incumbency sentiment to corruption allegations, proved

counterproductive. Shivakumar was also in the running for the Chief Minister's post, but the high command, balancing socio-political

dynamics, decided to crown Siddaramaiah. Shivakumar is extremely useful politically and financially to the Congress, while Siddaramaiah

wants to make himself indispensable to the party. The Congress high command has learned enough lessons from the losses suffered in state

after state due to the arbitrariness of satraps in the past to avoid allowing any satrap to become indispensable to the party, but it has yet to

demonstrate the courage necessary to prevent that from happening. Rahul Gandhi is working to bring the OBC-Dalit community back to

the Congress party, and Siddaramaiah is an OBC, while Shivakumar is from the upper caste. Therefore, in the power struggle between the

two, the high command could choose a safe middle path in the form of Mallikarjun Kharge, a Dalit.
