A 'Mahabharata'

in the Name of
Messi

Football wizard and world champion Lionel
Messi came to Kolkata, and the mayhem his
fans unleashed could hardly be considered
a mere sports frenzy. Unable to even catch
a glimpse of their favorite player, much less
a conversation or an autograph, the
spectators went berserk. They hurled water
bottles, tossed chairs, and vandalized the Salt
Lake Stadium, tearing down billboards,
tearing down tents, even setting fires, and
even destroying the canopy erected for
Messi. This was anarchy and hooliganism
in the name of fanaticism, the height of the
event's disorganization and
mismanagement. Governor C.V. Ananda
Bose has called it a ''black day'' for football
fans. It was truly shameful. World champion
captain Messi couldn't even kick a kick on
the field because the security cordon had
been breached. The football wizard arrived
and left the stadium within 10 minutes
without performing any magic. He did wave
for a few moments, but the fans couldn't
share it. Undoubtedly, much has been
tarnished. India is bidding for the 2026
Olympics and making claims, but in one of
its sports-loving cities, the sporting traditions
are reprehensible and unacceptable from a
sporting perspective. Kolkata has been
renowned for its timeless civilization, culture,
and elite image. Football is a passion there,
bordering on madness. Children can be seen
playing football in every street. If a 70-foot-
tall statue were to be publicly unveiled in
honor of world football champion Messi, it
would have been best to watch some of his
games, to have him paraded around the
stadium in a protected vehicle. Leaders are
also allowed to be taken around. Messi's fans
could have waved, folded hands, or
otherwise greeted their 'charismatic
player." Unfortunately, the organizers
couldn't decide on this. Dozens of security
personnel, including VIPs, ministers, and
local representatives, shrouded Messi so
tightly that fans couldn't even catch a
glimpse of their "hero." Spectators
purchased tickets for as little as 3,500 rupees
and as much as 25,000 rupees. Tickets were
sold in black for up to 40,000 rupees. Whose
pockets did that black money go into? This
mahagraha has not only tarnished Bengal's
image but also the country's sporting psyche.
We remember that when the legendary Pele,
the eternal magician of football, visited India,
he was able to perform more or less
effectively. Such chaos and disorder did not
occur during Messi's visit to Hyderabad,
where he displayed some of his ''magical
touches.'' But even there, it was questionable
that 10-10 lakh rupees were charged for a
selfie with Messi. Is the magician of football
a commodity, a commodity to be auctioned?
Messi has returned to India after 14 long
years. Obviously, those who organized the
entire trip must have also determined his
total remuneration! Messi is in Mumbai and
is also scheduled to visit Delhi. He is also
scheduled to meet with Prime Minister
Modi. Will the Prime Minister also apologize
to Messi, even though he is not directly
responsible or culpable? Chief Minister
Mamata Banerjee has apologized to the
world champion captain and his teammates
and formed an inquiry committee. The main
organizer has been arrested, but why did
the police chase and lathi-charge football
fans? Anyone would be outraged in such
circumstances. Sports fans traveled to
Kolkata from various parts of the country
and paid fees to see Messi up close. Why were
fans unable to meet their 'superhero'? These
are flaws in the event and must be
addressed.

The aviation sector plays a crucial role in the rapidly growing Indian economy. Therefore, it is essential to address Indigo's current problems
so that the public and the economy do not suffer the consequences of companies' negligence. It is also essential to ensure that a single
company does not become so dominant in a key sector that its problems harm the entire country. Passengers are suffering due to Indigo
flight cancellations. Pilot shortages are the primary reason. Accountability needs to be established. The operations of Indigo Airlines, the
country's largest airline, suffered such a setback earlier this month that some problems persist. The delays and cancellations of flights for the
company, which holds approximately 65% ??of the aviation market, naturally increased passenger distress. While the situation has improved
somewhat, complete relief is still far from over. This disruption in services not only caused hardship to millions of air travelers but also
tarnished India's image. The government has intervened and taken action against Indigo. Only an investigation will reveal the reasons
behind this chaos, but prima facie, the primary reason is believed to be the lack of adequate efforts to comply with the requirements
regarding increased rest for pilots. The company had ample time to increase its pilot numbers, but it remained idle. The Indigo case also
raises the question: when should the government intervene in corporate affairs? Before problems arise, or after they arise? Especially when
their negligence threatens to harm the public and the country. This question also raises the issue of political accountability. This issue is not
specific to any particular government or party, but rather to the entire political class and India's political culture. We must also understand
the difference in the nature and structure of public sector (PSU) and private companies. PSUs are government-owned and are the responsibility
of their respective ministries and departments. The government, through the relevant minister, is accountable to Parliament for these public
sector companies. Before privatization, only public sector companies were permitted in aviation. Had the airlines shown such negligence in
their operations, the Civil Aviation Minister would have had to answer questions in Parliament. It is true that the actual operations and
management of public sector companies are also carried out by qualified professionals, and the concerned ministers are not expected to
interfere in their day-to-day operations. However, it is their political duty to ensure that appropriate arrangements are in place. To this end,
they delegate responsibility to senior civil servants. The concerned civil servants are required to keep informed about the status of these
companies and alert them to any emerging problems, including potential problems that could affect public interests. Therefore, ministers
cannot make the excuse that civil servants are keeping them in the dark, as it is also their responsibility to select appropriate civil servants
who can perform their duties effectively. Overall, in the case of public sector companies, the government and the concerned ministers have
direct political accountability to Parliament, and through them, to the public. It is a different matter that for decades the political class has
consistently tried to shift the blame for administrative failures onto public servants and managers. In the early years after independence,
ministers took moral responsibility and even resigned. That era is long gone. The issue of corruption in companies linked to ministers falls
into a different category. With liberalization, key sectors of the economy were opened to the private sector. This has led to the emergence of
giant companies like Indigo, which capture and control a large share of the market. This situation is not limited to essential goods defined by
certain laws, but also extends to sectors not covered by such laws, such as cement and power generation. The failure of private companies in
these sectors can have a significant negative impact on the economy. Large private companies are managed by boards with independent
directors, who are responsible for ensuring that the companies operate in accordance with laws and regulations. It is clear that Indigo's
board failed in its responsibility. Since the public interest is involved in the operations of these companies, mechanisms need to be established
to ensure that authorities are informed in a timely manner when all is not well within the company. This does not necessarily mean government
interference in the company's management. It requires both the government and the companies to act with balance. It is good that both the
political class and the industry are showing maturity on this front. Regulatory bodies have the responsibility to monitor whether a company
is moving in the right direction regarding compliance with regulations. In the case of IndiGo, this was the responsibility of the Directorate
General of Civil Aviation (DGCA). Did the DGCA monitor IndiGo's efforts to recruit the required number of pilots to comply with the new
regulations? Did he inform the ministry officials of the situation, which would have furthered the information? These questions are not
meant to criticize anyone, but rather to learn lessons from the Indigo incident and ensure that it does not recur in the future. Political and
administrative standards of accountability must be established. The aviation sector will play a vital role in the rapidly growing Indian
economy. Therefore, it is essential to focus attention on Indigo's current problems and find solutions to ensure that the public and the
economy do not suffer the consequences of corporate negligence. Furthermore, it is essential that no single company becomes so dominant in
a key sector that its problems harm the entire country.

its industrialists. Recall that nearly three decades ago, through GATT (General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade), developing countries,
including India, were pressured to reduce tariffs worldwide. Today, the US itself is using those same tariffs as cover. International trade law
is being violated. On the domestic front, major industrialists like Elon Musk have turned their backs on Trump. Despite Trump's pressure,
Microsoft and Google recently announced major investments in India. But the clear truth is that unless we empower our industrialists, it will
be difficult to compete with those from developed countries. Recently, the Russian delegation included top officials from companies like
Rosneft, Sberbank, UralNet, which produces urea, and Rosoboronexport, renowned for arms production. On the Indian side, none of the
Tatas, Ambanis, or Adanis spoke directly with the Russian delegation. It's not that the lack of direct communication has eliminated all future
trade possibilities, but it's clear that the presence of major Indian companies in the presence of the Russian President would have had a
positive impact. We missed this opportunity.

Perhaps policymakers believed the presence of certain key groups would spark political controversy, and the government was unwilling to
offer the opposition any issues during the parliamentary session. Just imagine the circumstances under which Indian companies must have
operated during the terrorism in Afghanistan, and was the Indian government right or wrong in protecting them then? And isn't it necessary
to send private companies to Afghanistan today, in sectors ranging from pharmaceuticals to education? Not only in Afghanistan, but in
countries like Nepal, Sri Lanka, Iran, Africa, and others, the government sought the support of Indian industrialists and provided them with
the necessary protection to further its interests. On the domestic front, whether it was the surplus production of vaccines during the crisis or
the emphasis on alternative energy during the energy crisis, everything was achieved through private companies. Yet, the opposition has
consistently cornered the government in the name of three hundred or three business groups. Even in autonomous states, corruption was
openly resorted to to give industrialists prominence. The son of a leftist leader, who provided ideological nourishment to the opposition
leader, became a major industrialist in Bengal, operating in real estate and biscuit factories. The longest period of his rise was during his
father's tenure in Bengal. His Eastern Biscuits Company also faced a lawsuit for outstanding dues of ?37.68 lakh. The court, among other
requirements, ordered a bank guarantee of ?15 lakh, which was not paid. The interim order was later revoked. The file was recovered years
later, in 2005.
