Relief for the Gandhi family
The Rouse Avenue Court in the capital,

Delhi, refused to take cognizance of the

charge sheet in the National Herald case.

The charge sheet was filed by the

Enforcement Directorate (ED). It was

prepared after years of investigation,

evidence collection, and questioning of the

accused. The court stated that it is impossible

to take cognizance of a charge sheet without

filing an FIR, as the entire investigation was

based on a private complaint. That private

complaint was filed by Dr. Subramanian

Swamy in 2012. If this argument is valid,

why did government investigative agencies

continue investigating for so many years? It

is noteworthy that in 2019, the Prevention

of Money Laundering Act, 2002, was

amended to allow investigating agencies to

investigate money laundering allegations

based on a private complaint, and therefore,

to file a charge sheet in court. Despite this

parliamentary amendment, why did the

lower court not take cognizance? While the

ED can challenge this question in the High

Court, the lower court did not comment on

the merits of the case and ordered the

investigation to continue. This is

undoubtedly a major relief for Sonia and

Rahul Gandhi, as if charges are not framed

in court, how will the case proceed? The

Gandhis cannot even be punished. This

scam case will never reach any conclusion.

The National Herald case is extremely

sensitive for the Gandhi family and the

Congress, as it has been portrayed as a

?2,000 crore scam. Sonia and Rahul Gandhi

have been named accused No. 1 and 2. The

?2,000 crore allegation is neither the ED's

nor has it been proven in court. The ED has

also seized assets worth approximately ?900

crore, and the Union Finance Ministry

described it as a case of misappropriation of

?359 crore. So, where did the ?2,000 crore

figure originate? The National Herald

newspaper was founded by Jawaharlal

Nehru in 1938. Associated Journals Limited

(AJL) was formed, whose shares were

purchased by Nehru and over 5,000

freedom fighters. Efforts were made to make

it a "mouthpiece of freedom." In the current

context, all AJL shares were transferred to

Young Indian Limited, in which Sonia and

Rahul Gandhi hold 38% each (76% in

total). This company, registered under

Section 25 of the Companies Act, prohibits

salaries, dividends, etc. from being accepted.

All AJL properties are leased, and therefore

cannot be sold. Rent of ?60 lakh has been

shown on the properties. The agency also

has questions about where that money goes.

The case went to the Supreme Court in 2016,

but the court refused to grant any relief due

to the serious criminal charges. In December

2015, Sonia and Rahul Gandhi were granted

bail by the Patiala House Court. The ED

had begun its investigation in 2014. The

question is, why did no one mention the

interconnection between the FIR and the

chargesheet? How was the Gandhi family

declared "accused" without a chargesheet,

and on what basis was bail granted? There

must be a reason for someone to be accused

of a scam. Now, such questions will arise

anew. All major investigative agencies—the

Income Tax, CBI, and ED—have already

conducted investigations. Despite this, the

Delhi Police's Economic Offences Wing filed

an FIR on October 3rd under sections of

criminal conspiracy, fraud, and corruption.

So, under what legal sections were the

preliminary findings of the previous

investigating agencies? Consequently,

politics has now begun.

Modi's Visit to Jordan, Oman, and Ethiopia
It is also a fact that India-Africa annual trade has crossed the $100 billion mark, and new initiatives will further expand it. Overall, Modi is

hitting multiple targets with one arrow with his visits to these three countries. The cumulative benefits from these visits will further elevate

India's stature in West Asia and Africa. PM Modi is visiting Jordan, Ethiopia, and Oman. Jordan is a key partner of IMAC. Prime Minister

Narendra Modi is visiting Jordan, Ethiopia, and Oman. Superficially, these three countries may not hold any special significance or headline-

grabbing importance for Indian foreign policy. Yet, the truth is that diplomacy is not driven by news sensations. The destinations for Modi's

foreign visits are chosen based on advancing long-term national interests. In this context, Jordan and Oman are crucial to India's "Link and

Act West" strategy, i.e., India's efforts to connect and build active relationships with West Asia. Similarly, Ethiopia is equally important for

its penetration into the African continent and leadership in the Global South. The Modi government has given top priority to economic

diplomacy. Partnership with Jordan will be very useful in achieving this objective. India is already Jordan's third largest trading partner.

The "Business Forum" being organized during Modi's visit will add new dimensions to this partnership. Indian investment in Jordan's

fertilizer and apparel sectors is significant, and promoting export-boosting enterprises will be beneficial for both countries. Regional cooperation

with Jordan is even more important than bilateral cooperation. Jordan is a key partner in the India-Middle East-Europe Economic Corridor

(IMEC). Jordan is a key link connecting Gulf countries to Israel's Haifa port via rail lines, facilitating trade with Europe. Unfortunately, the

fierce war between Israel and Hamas since October 2023 has delayed plans to implement IMEC. With the recent Gaza peace plan proving

somewhat successful, hopes have risen that the IMAC may finally be implemented. As a moderate Arab country, Jordan normalized relations

with Israel in 1994. As the custodian of the disputed Al-Aqsa Mosque in Jerusalem, Jordan could play a key role in restoring regional peace

and launching the IMAC. In 2018, Modi and Jordan's King Abdullah addressed 1,500 Islamic scholars, academics, and clerics in Delhi,

emphasizing the need to reject extremism and terrorism while promoting moderate Islam. India and Jordan will grow closer on this axis, as

Jordan is concerned about the threat of radical jihad emanating from Pakistan. India has a long-standing strategic partnership with Oman,

one of the first to flourish in the Gulf region. The India-Oman Free Trade Agreement will provide new impetus to bilateral trade. India took

a major leap forward in economic partnership by signing a free trade agreement with the United Arab Emirates in 2022, and similar hopes

are expressed with Oman. It should be noted that Oman is home to approximately 700,000 Indian-origin expatriates, and this "human

bridge" will enhance mutual commercial transactions. While initial plans exclude Oman from IMAC, Oman's ports of Salalah, Sohar, and

Duqm provide direct access to the Arabian Sea. These could be integrated into IMAC as an alternative to the risky Strait of Hormuz, where

Iran and its rivals frequently clash. With the initiative to build the world's first "liquid hydrogen corridor" between Oman and the Netherlands

in April 2025, Oman has automatically entered IMAC's Green Corridor. Indian companies are advocates and beneficiaries of these initiatives.

Oman is also a strong defense partner of India. All three Indian armed forces conduct joint exercises with the Omani Armed Forces. Oman's

Duqm port is crucial for the Indian Navy's anti-piracy operations, efforts to counter attacks on commercial vessels, and its maritime presence

in the Western Indian Ocean. The Indian Air Force is also expected to receive spare parts for its Jaguar fighter jets from Oman. As a neutral

country, Oman views India as a significant third player, alongside China and the United States, helping to balance its foreign policy. This

view aligns with India's strategy as it strives to establish itself as a major player in the Gulf. India is Ethiopia's second-largest trading partner,

and Ethiopia is keen to expand trade through duty-free exports. Indian companies are among the top three foreign investors there. Indian

companies' presence in the pharmaceutical and apparel sectors is steadily growing. Indian companies are also significantly active in

manufacturing, generating significant employment there. India is bridging the gap in industrialization and skills development in Africa, a

contrast to the approach of China, a natural resource exploiter and debt-trapped oppressor. Ethiopia is home to the headquarters of the

African Union and has also become a full member of BRICS. In 2011, Ethiopia already participated in the India-Africa Summit. India has

already hosted the 2019 World Summit, and Modi's presence in Addis Ababa will lay the foundation for the next summit. It is also a fact that

India-Africa annual trade has crossed the $100 billion mark, and new initiatives will further expand it. Overall, Modi is hitting multiple

targets with one arrow with his visits to these three countries.

The Selection of Nitin Naveen, a Message

of Generational Change in the BJP

Opposition parties have often accused the BJP of becoming personality-centric and weakening organizational democracy. In this context,

the creation of the position of acting national president and the appointment of a leader with a relatively less controversial organizational

background is a partial response to these accusations. It strengthens the BJP's image of presenting itself as an "institution," not just a group

of individuals. This decision also has social significance. Nitin Naveen's social background reflects the BJP's efforts to continuously expand

its social base. Over the past decade, the party has attempted to include diverse social groups in leadership positions. Nitin's selection can be

considered part of this social realignment. The position of acting national president is often seen as a preparation for the role of full-fledged

national president. If Nitin succeeds in this role, he could secure a permanent position in the top leadership. This decision indicates that the

BJP is not merely preoccupied with current electoral calculations, but is also adapting its leadership and organization to the politics of the

coming decade. Nitin Naveen's rise is a result and symbol of this long-term thinking. Over the past few years, it has been observed that

parties with weak organizational structures have not been able to sustain power. Congress is a prime example of this. Drawing from this

experience, the BJP is working on a strategy to keep the organization constantly active, disciplined, and future-ready. Nitin has assumed the

national role at a time when the BJP is facing new challenges at many levels: the pace of economic growth, employment, social discontent,

questions about the federal structure, and the gradually forming unity of the opposition. This requires constant dialogue, feedback, and

strategic flexibility at the organizational level. At a time when polarization is becoming a permanent feature in politics, the BJP's projection

of a moderate and organization-focused face could be part of the party's image-balancing strategy. It also sends a message to voters who are

tired of intense political conflict and value stability, management, and administrative efficiency. The BJP's strength has always been its

cadre, and such examples are essential to keep the cadre active.

Winter can be a bit challenging for your basil plant. Cold winds can cause its leaves to wilt, and improper watering techniques can rot its roots. Therefore, if your basil plant is wilting, you

should keep a few things in mind (Tulsi Plant Care) to help it become lush again. Basil plants tend to

wilt in winter. Extreme cold causes leaves to wilt. To keep basil green in winter, it's important to keep a

few things in mind. With the arrival of winter, changes begin to occur in nature. Leaves begin to

fall, and many plants even die. A delicate plant like basil, which thrives in warm climates, is often

weakened by the effects of the cold. Therefore, wilting, discoloration, or even the entire plant

drying up are common problems during winter. But by taking some precautions and care measures,

you can keep your Tulsi plant green even in winter. Let's learn how to protect Tulsi from the cold (Tips

to Keep Tulsi Green). Proper location and sunlight arrangement - In winter, sunlight is skewed and days

become shorter. Tulsi needs at least 5-6 hours of sunlight every day. Place the plant indoors near a

window that receives direct morning sunlight. As the temperature drops at night, remove it from

the window and place it in a warm place inside, as cold drafts and frost can harm the plant. For plants

kept on the balcony, cover them at night with a plastic sheet or a light green net. Proper method and

timing of watering - In winter, the soil dries out more slowly, reducing the plant's ability to absorb water.

Overwatering can cause root rot. Therefore, check the soil moisture before watering. Insert

your finger into the soil and water only if the top inch of soil feels dry. Always water during the

afternoon, in the sun, so that the soil doesn't remain moist until the cool night hours. The water

should be room temperature. You can also lightly mist the leaves with a spray bottle, but avoid this in

the evening. Temperature Control - Basil cannot tolerate temperatures lower than 10-12°C. Keep the

plant in a location that maintains a temperature between 15-25°C. To protect it from cold winds, lightly mulch the pot (dry leaves or sawdust) around it, which will maintain a stable soil

temperature. In colder areas, use plastic or cement pots, as these don't cool down quickly. Bringing the plant inside at night is the best solution. Proper Fertilization and Pruning - Basil

grows slowly in winter. Therefore, reduce the use of chemical fertilizers or organic fertilizers containing cow dung. Apply a small amount of light fertilizer, such as vermicompost or neem

cake, once every month or so. To keep the plant healthy, regularly prune dry, yellow, or wilted branches and leaves. This will give rise to new branches and the plant will remain dense.

Break the buds when flowers appear, so that the energy of the plant is used in strengthening the leaves. Protection from diseases and insects- Insects are less in winter, but if there is too much

moisture or wetness, the risk of fungus and mold increases. If white powdery substance is seen on the leaves, then make a light spray of neem oil (mix 5 ml neem oil and a few drops of liquid

soap in one liter of water) and spray it. Make proper arrangement for water drainage in the soil. Make sure that there are holes at the bottom of the pot and it is not waterlogged, and keep

the right distance between the plants.
