A Midnight Riot Plot
On the night of January 6-7, around 1:30

a.m., it was time to fall into deep sleep. Yet,

at Turkman Gate in the capital, Delhi, there

was unrest, stone-pelting, and even attacks

with glass bottles. A frenzied, religious, and

jihadi mob seemed intent on inciting

violence. A mere blatant lie—a rumor of a

mosque being demolished—prompted the

crowd to take to the streets. In a video, a

man was inciting, provoking, "Brothers! It's

time to get out of your homes. Close your

shops. Turn the night dark! The military has

arrived. A curfew has been imposed over

there so the mosque can be demolished.

Look! What is happening to Muslims! Get

out of your homes! We have to save the

mosque." Furthermore, a certain Jalal

Imran released a video of a blatant lie: "The

mosque has been demolished." The mosque

was demolished between 12 noon and 3 am.'

Rizwan Pasha also conspired to incite riots

by lying on social media and spreading false

news of the mosque's demolition. Delhi

Police has said that they have released nearly

100 videos spreading rumors of the mosque's

demolition. The question of where the

stones, bricks, glass bottles, and nails came

from in the middle of a winter night has once

again arisen. Similar scenes have played out

in Muslim-majority areas where riot-like

violence occurred. The Delhi riots also

erupted and spread against this backdrop.

Now, even the security of the capital, Delhi,

is being flouted. The absolute truth is that

the ancient "Faiz-e-Ilahi" mosque is

completely safe and secure. Its 0.195 acre

land is completely legal. However,

approximately 36,400 square feet of illegal

encroachment surrounding the mosque has

been demolished using 32 bulldozers and

four cranes. Piles of earth and debris remain

surrounding the mosque. This was a Delhi

High Court order dated November 12, 2025,

and the encroachments were to be

demolished within three months. Turkman

Gate is a Muslim-dominated, narrow, and

densely populated area, so the decision was

made to conduct the operation at night. The

police spoke with shopkeepers and street

vendors in the area to alert and caution

them. The fundamental issue is the high

walls that stand between encroachment and

religion. The hollow, illegal, and

undocumented Waqf claims add fuel to the

fire. What was SP's Rampur MP

Mohibullah Nadvi doing in the area when

rumors were being spread and the crowd

took to the streets? Did he also make an

inciting speech? The police will question him

as well. Of course, the accused and suspects

have been arrested, and those who released

the fake video are being identified. However,

the concern is how to explain the

fundamentalism and jihadist mentality.

Nearly riot-like conditions developed at

midnight. Paramilitary and police personnel

were injured in stone pelting. They are

undergoing treatment in hospital. Police had

to fire tear gas shells. The reality was, and

still is, that the ancient mosque was not even

touched. Between there and the Jama

Masjid, there are approximately 10-12

smaller mosques; they haven't even been

scratched. Indeed, illegal occupation and

encroachment have become perennial in the

capital, Delhi, and across the country. They

pose a serious problem. India has over

400,000 mosques. Indonesia alone has more

than 800,000. If the country were not secular,

would so many mosques be possible?

Speaking of the Waqf, it owns 1,047

properties in Delhi alone, which are not

disputed. However, the Waqf has also been

laying claim to the Rashtrapati Bhavan

complex, the land of the new Parliament

building, IGI Airport, Air Force land, the

CGO Complex, and other lands. What is the

justification for this? Hundreds of acres of

Army and Railway land are under illegal

occupation and encroachment.
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Bengal's Changing Political Climate
Issues such as state-sponsored corruption cases that surfaced during the Mamata Banerjee government, repression of opponents, allegations

of exploitation of women from RG Kar Medical College to Sandeshkhali, the promotion of Muslim fundamentalism, unemployment, migration,

and slow development are turning against the Trinamool Congress. Consequently, the BJP appears poised to give it a tough fight this time.

Mamata Banerjee is protesting the ED raids. Amit Shah's visit strengthened the BJP's election strategy. Infiltration and corruption pose

challenges for the Trinamool Congress. The political temperature in West Bengal appears to be reaching a boiling point. Chief Minister

Mamata Banerjee is protesting the Enforcement Directorate (ED) raid on the Kolkata-based office of political consultancy firm IPAC in

connection with a money laundering case. Mamata alleges that the BJP is using the ED to seize internal party data by raiding the home of the

Trinamool Congress's IT chief. In this context, Home Minister Amit Shah's recent three-day visit to Bengal was crucial for the BJP electorally.

He clarified the party's issues through a press conference, held meetings with MPs, MLAs, and key leaders, and interacted with workers.

Amit Shah, like Prime Minister Modi, conveyed the message of forming a government in Bengal, stating that the people of Bengal are

determined to form a strong government based on development, legacy, and welfare of the poor, instead of the politics of fear, corruption,

misgovernance, and infiltration. Congress originated in Bengal, but today it is at zero, and even the Left Front, which ruled for 34 years,

failed to win a single seat in the last assembly elections. In contrast, the BJP emerged as the main opposition party with 41 percent of the vote

and 77 seats. While the BJP's seat count may have declined in the 2024 Lok Sabha elections compared to 2019, its 39 percent vote share and

12 seats indicate that it has developed a solid support base parallel to the Trinamool Congress. Therefore, the BJP's claim of forming a

government in this year's assembly elections cannot be dismissed as mere exaggeration. Although the BJP contested the 2021 elections with

similar confidence, it lagged far behind the Trinamool Congress. The political climate in Bengal has changed significantly compared to 2021.

Events in neighboring Bangladesh

have impacted the entire country. Being a

border state, the impact is even greater in

Bengal. In Bengal, approximately 30 percent

of Muslim voters and a large segment of

anti-BJP, left- leaning voters have been

the strength of the Trinamool Congress. It is

generally believed that a change of power in

Bengal is possible only if there is a deep

division within the Muslim vote or a broad

polarization of Hindu votes in favor of

the BJP. Trinamool, which has adopted an

aggressive stance against the government,

is neither issuing sharp statements nor

staging any major protests against the

violence in Bangladesh, particularly

against Hindus. The discovery of

Aadhaar cards and voter ID cards from the

24 Parganas region on infiltrators caught

outside Bengal in the past few years has

confirmed that infiltration from Bangladesh occurred during the Left Front and then Mamata Banerjee governments. Even during the

Special Intensive Review (SIR), many infiltrators were found to claim they had been living here for a long time and possessed identity cards.

They also admitted to voting. This was not the case in 2021. Despite this, Mamata Banerjee's denial of this fact and questioning Home

Minister Amit Shah about whether he orchestrated the Pahalgam terrorist attack can only be acceptable to staunch opponents of the BJP.

Everyone knows that the situation in Jammu and Kashmir is linked to Pakistan-sponsored terrorism, and the Pahalgam attack was part of

that. Infiltration can be stopped by imposing a strict cordon on the Bengal border. Amit Shah has also stated that such a cordon will be put

in place that not a single infiltrator will be able to enter. In an effort to consolidate Muslim votes, Mamata Banerjee appears to be taking the

same steps she opposed during the Left rule. The violence against non-Muslims, especially Hindus, and rising fundamentalism in Bangladesh

have forced Hindu voters to reconsider. Against this backdrop, the laying of the foundation stone of the Babri Masjid in Murshidabad by

Humayun Kabir, the large gatherings there every Friday, along with the flow of large sums of money, have given rise to a rethinking

sentiment among Hindu voters. During the last assembly elections, Mamata Banerjee recited the Chandi Paath from the stage to portray

herself as a devout Hindu. This time, too, there have been hints of the construction of Durga Angan and the Mahakal Temple in Siliguri

before the elections. This suggests that Mamata Banerjee has sensed the changed political climate and is adopting a strategy of partial

polarization to prevent a large-scale shift of Hindu votes to the BJP. Issues such as the state-sponsored corruption cases that surfaced during

Mamata's government, the suppression of opponents, allegations of exploitation of women from RG Kar Medical College to Sandeshkhali,

the promotion of Muslim fundamentalism, unemployment, migration, and the slow pace of development are all working against the Trinamool

Congress. Consequently, the BJP appears poised to give it a tough fight this time.

Corruption in MNREGA, looting in the

name of providing employment to the poor
An internal audit by the Ministry of Rural Development has revealed widespread corruption in MNREGA. In the current financial year,

more than 1.1 million financial irregularities were detected in 55 districts, involving embezzlement of over ?300 crore. This indicates that

widespread embezzlement was taking place in the name of providing

employment to the poor, involving contractors, officials, and even

bank managers. The new form of the central government

emphasizes transparency, but states must also show seriousness. The

cases of corruption in MNREGA revealed by the Ministry of

Rural Development's internal audit are shocking. Audits

conducted in just 55 districts in the current financial year

revealed over 1.1 million cases of financial irregularities, involving

embezzlement of over ?300 crore. One can only imagine that if so

many irregularities were found in MNREGA works carried out in

just 55 districts in eight months, what would the situation be in

more than 700 districts across the country? It's clear that the poor

were being looted in the name of providing employment, and no

one was there to stop it. The way it emerged that everyone from

contractors to officials to bank managers were involved in the

corruption under the guise of public welfare clearly demonstrates the

development of a system for misappropriation of government funds. While questions were occasionally raised about how much substantial

infrastructure development work was being carried out under MNREGA, they were never addressed. Similarly, the question of how long

would pits continue to be dug and filled in the name of employment remained unanswered. Those seeking answers to such questions often

expressed disapproval of the scheme's upliftment of the poor. Suggestions for changes to MNREGA were often ignored because Mahatma

Gandhi's name was associated with it. Recently, when the Modi government changed both the name and the format of the scheme, protests

were also made, claiming that the government harbored a grudge against Gandhiji's name. Naturally, the Congress and other opposition

parties protested the most, but they had no answers to questions about corruption. Could it be that state governments were ignoring the

corruption in MNREGA because the central government's contribution under the scheme was 90 percent? Whatever the truth, it should

not be overlooked that state governments generally lack seriousness in implementing schemes funded by the central government. Such

schemes are also more prone to corruption. In our country, the practice of embezzling funds under various government schemes by showing

work on paper and then stealing the money is a chronic problem. It is unfortunate that this disease has not been eradicated. It is true that

under the new form of MNREGA, VB-Jiramji, the central government has emphasized solid foundational work with transparency in

payments, but states must also ensure that this is actually happening.
