RSS-Chinese Communist

Party Meeting
At BJP headquarters, a team led by Party

General Secretary Arun Singh met with a

delegation from the Communist Party of

China (CPC). Clearly, some discussions took

place. Later, a delegation led by Sun Haiyan,

Deputy Minister of China's International

Department, visited the RSS headquarters

and met and held talks with Sarkaryavah

(General Secretary) Dattatreya Hosabale.

These meetings can neither be considered

"courtesy" nor "diplomatic." Of course,

publicly, the BJP and the RSS-CPC have

been, more or less, ideologically opposed,

even antagonistic. There was a period when

India's Defense Minister called China

"enemy number one." Indeed, China has a

dictatorial "monopoly," while India is a fully

democratic country. In our country, the

President and Prime Minister are elected for

five-year terms. The Chinese President can

remain in office for as long as he wishes. Of

course, China has occupied more than

43,000 square kilometers of our territory. Of

this, approximately 38,000 square kilometers

were captured by China in the 1962 war,

and Pakistan later "surrendered" 5,180

square kilometers to China. India and

China have extremely serious and

contentious disputes. Even the Mansarovar

Yatra was banned before 2025. The military

attack in Ladakh's Galwan Valley in June

2020, in which 20 brave Indian soldiers were

martyred, can never be forgotten. It is a

different matter that our soldiers later

retaliated and killed 40-45 Chinese soldiers,

but China has not acknowledged this reality

to this day. The exact number is not known,

but Indian soldiers certainly took revenge.

These are the first organizational meetings

since the Galwan tragedy. Although Prime

Minister Modi, Defense Minister Rajnath

Singh, and External Affairs Minister S.

Jaishankar and National Security Advisor

Ajit Doval have visited China to attend

various summits and have held meetings

with their counterparts. At the

organizational level, leaders of the BJP-RSS

and the Communist Party of China have

been visiting each other's countries. BJP

delegations have been visiting China, more

or less, since the Vajpayee government's

tenure at the Centre. While there are deep

contradictions in the thinking and practices

of the two political parties, the scope for

mutual communication and dialogue has

been maintained. These meetings should be

seen in that context. They are unlikely to

lead to any major change. Only

representatives of the Indian government

will discuss disputes between the two

countries. This is their mandate. The BJP-

RSS could not have acted unauthorisedly in

this regard. Of paramount importance in

India-China relations is the thawing of

relations during the BRICS summit between

Prime Minister Modi and Chinese President

Xi Jinping in October 2024, which has

brought the two countries closer. The troops

deployed in Ladakh have withdrawn, the

border dispute has been discussed, and in

the changing geopolitical landscape, both

sides have realized each other's needs. We

need fertilizers, rare earth elements,

chemicals, and many other items from

China, which China has assured us.

Congress should not make a fuss over these

meetings. Its media and foreign affairs wings

are at odds with each other. The Chinese

delegation also met with Salman Khurshid,

the Congress's foreign affairs wing and

former Union Foreign Minister. The BJP-

RSS did not sign any confidential agreement

with the Chinese delegation. So why are

these meetings being labeled "treason"? Of

course, our trade deficit with China is

significant. It can be reduced, but should we

not import products in which China is far

ahead of us and which are essential goods?

Does the Indian government have such.
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Cybercriminals are fearless, and

In most cases, they go undetected, and even if they are, the stolen funds are never recovered because they have been sent abroad. To curb

cyber fraud, not only will the police and other agencies need to become technically competent, but mobile companies and banks will also

need to improve their operating practices. The government must understand that if cybercriminals remain unchecked, people will be forced

to avoid digital transactions. Cases of fraud worth crores of rupees using digital arrests have surfaced in Delhi. Cybercriminals are unbridled,

and people are victims due to lack of awareness. Effective action is expected through Supreme Court intervention. The case of an elderly

woman businesswoman being defrauded of Rs. 7 crore by threatening her with digital arrest in Delhi demonstrates that cybercriminals

remain unchecked. Prior to the Rs. 7 crore fraud, an NRI couple in Delhi was defrauded of Rs. 15 crore. In fact, hardly a day goes by

without a case of cyber fraud being reported from some part of the country. Although cyber fraudsters repeatedly use the same methods

they have used to defraud countless others, people still fall for them. Many of them are well-educated. Their deception demonstrates that the

average person is unaware of the tactics of cybercriminals. The ease with which cyber fraudsters masquerade as police, CBI, Customs, ED,

Income Tax officers, or lawyers and judges, and defraud people of lakhs and crores of rupees is astonishing. Why don't people understand

that there is no such thing as digital arrest? Undoubtedly, people need to be aware of cyber fraud, but an even greater need is to crack down

on cyber fraudsters. It is disappointing that the police and other agencies are failing to do so. It is not satisfactory that, after the Supreme

Court took suo motu cognizance of the increasing cases of cyber fraud using the threat of digital arrest, the Central Government constituted

a committee comprising members of the NIA, CBI, Cyber ??Crime Coordination Center, officers from several ministries, and the Joint

Secretary of the Reserve Bank of India. This should have been done long ago. It is hoped that the Supreme Court will take cognizance of this

committee's report and issue effective orders and directives that will curb cyber fraud. This is essential, as the amount of money being

extorted through cyber fraud is increasing. Cyber ??criminals are not only defrauding people by threatening them; they are also making

away with people's hard-earned money by offering attractive investment promises. This shows that they are unbridled and fearless. In most

cases, they are not caught, and even if they are, the extorted money cannot be recovered because it has been sent abroad. To curb cyber

fraud, not only will the police and other agencies need to become technically competent, but mobile companies and banks will also need to

improve their operating practices. The government must understand that if cyber fraud continues unchecked, people will be forced to avoid

digital transactions.

Trump plunges the world into chaos;

unilateral military action will disrupt order
The US's unilateral military action in Venezuela has shocked the world. By kidnapping President Maduro, the US seeks control of oil

reserves. This action is different from US interventions in Afghanistan and Iraq, where it faced a heavy price. Trump's bullying could push

the global system into chaos, allowing powerful nations to dominate the weak. The US took unilateral military action in Venezuela. Trump's

goal was to control Venezuela's oil reserves. This action could fuel global chaos. The US's unilateral military action in Venezuela shocked the

world. This was perhaps the first time a president of a country was abducted from his residence along with his wife. The US had a long-

standing feud with Nicolás Maduro, but many countries, including the United Nations, continued to recognize him as Venezuela's president.

India was among such countries. The US, and especially President Donald Trump, have fabricated convenient arguments to justify their

bullying. Maduro is accused of promoting drug trafficking in the US. Whatever the case, this does not give a powerful country the right to

launch a military raid in another country to apprehend such an accused. The operation to eliminate the dreaded terrorist Osama bin Laden

in Abbottabad, Pakistan, is an exception in such cases, but the same standard cannot be applied to Maduro and his wife, Cilia Flores. Under

the changed circumstances, Venezuela's Vice President, Delcy Rodriguez, has assumed office as interim president. The US has pressured her

to continue to submit to its whims and follow US directives, especially regarding oil and gas. Venezuela has the largest oil reserves in the

world. Trump wants control over these reserves. He wants only American and select European companies to remain key players in the

South American country's oil market. He has indicated that he wants to exclude Russia and China from any role in Venezuela. The US

intervention in Venezuela is significantly different from similar interventions in Afghanistan and Iraq a few years ago. It's clear that the US

has learned from its failure in Afghanistan and the difficulties it faced in Iraq to avoid such mistakes. The US took military action against the

Taliban and al-Qaeda. Globally, it was recognized that the US had a solid basis for doing so, given the devastating terrorist attack it faced.

The military action led to the collapse of the Taliban in Afghanistan, but key members of its and al-Qaeda's ranks managed to escape to

Pakistan. With Pakistan's support, the Taliban began working against the new order taking shape in Afghanistan. This order was established

with the assistance of the US and NATO. The United Nations also authorized the formation of an international force to stabilize Afghanistan.

However, even the new Afghan order and the US together were unable to overcome their adversaries. During this period, approximately

2,500 US soldiers were killed, and the US treasury was burdened with approximately one trillion dollars. Ultimately, Trump swallowed the

bitter pill and agreed to an agreement with the Taliban. This agreement proved to be a blow to the new order in Afghanistan. When the US

withdrew its troops from Afghanistan, the Taliban regained power in Kabul in August 2021. This means that in a span of twenty years, the

wheel of time returned to where it had started. Regarding Iraq, the attack was carried out under the guise of destructive weapons, while the

undeclared objective was to overthrow Saddam Hussein and his Ba'athist regime and establish a "democratic government." US troops

captured Saddam Hussein, tried him, and hanged him. Following this, instability in Iraq escalated. The US paid a heavy price for its

involvement here too. By the time it withdrew from Iraq, it had lost 4,500 soldiers and spent two to three trillion dollars. The country soon

fell to terrorist groups like ISIS, and the US intervention yielded no meaningful results. Unlike Afghanistan and Iraq, the US intervention in

Venezuela was unilateral. Trump has no intention of sending ground troops there. The US has imposed a maritime blockade on Venezuela,

effectively controlling its oil flows. A single air campaign was sufficient for this entire exercise, and Trump himself stated that no further

operations were necessary. As soon as Trump announced that troops would not be sent there, it was confirmed that the government there

would be run by Maduro's allies, who would serve as nothing more than US puppets. Thus, without any formal declaration, Venezuela

would effectively become a US colony. While the US lost troops in Iraq and Afghanistan, there were no casualties in the Venezuelan campaign.

In contrast to the billions of dollars spent on Afghanistan and Iraq, the US expects only revenue from Venezuela. The US maritime blockade

of Venezuela is sufficient to decimate its economy. This will be the effect of US control.  That no group there would dare to oppose it. Yes,

America's allies and rivals can complain about this, but no one will do anything against its interests. The real issue now is whether a country

like China, even if it lacks the extraordinary military capabilities of the United States, will consider following in America's footsteps? If this

happens, global chaos will increase. Powerful nations will continue to dominate weaker nations at their convenience.

A country plagued by extreme disagreements, the dream of a developed India will be impacted.
US President Trump's proposal to impose tariffs on countries buying oil from Russia and Iran will exacerbate India's difficulties. The article

expresses concern over growing disagreements among political parties in India, which are impacting national interests and the goal of

The latest example is the proposed Sanctioning Russia

Act, jointly introduced by Republican Senator Lindsey Graham and Democratic Senator Richard Blumenthal, which is why it is being

called a bipartisan bill. This is the same Richard Blumenthal who, just a few days ago, called Trump's military action in Venezuela an illegal

invasion and a reckless act. Democrat Richard Blumenthal has previously sharply criticized Trump on certain issues, but he was so impressed

by the idea of ??punishing countries buying oil from Russia with tariffs that he sided with him. This is unimaginable in India. One reason for

this is that in India, MPs adhere to their party's policies, and another is that they have to follow the whip. This is not the case in the United

States. That's why Republican and Democratic MPs are often seen standing together. At one time, even in our country, the ruling party and

the opposition, both inside and outside Parliament, used to reach consensus on certain issues in the broader national interest.
