BJP's 'Nabin' phase
Nitin Nabin has been elected the new

national president of BJP. He started his

tenure with a big ceremony in the presence

of Prime Minister Modi. A total of 37

nomination proposals were given by Union

Ministers, State Presidents and

Parliamentary Board in favor of Nabin,

there was no nomination in opposition, hence

BJP President has been elected unopposed.

It is an established tradition of the BJP that

the top leadership decides on a name and

the entire organization gives the seal of

approval to it. There was never any

opposition or election challenge while

making him the national president in BJP,

hence now 'Nabin era' has started in the

party. This should be accepted. The new

national president of BJP is the youngest

leader at 45. Before him, Amit Shah was 49

years old and Nitin Gadkari was 52 years

old when he became BJP President. The

news has also come from within the party

that now 70 percent of the posts in the BJP

organization will be given to persons below

60 years of age. It is clear that comprehensive

changes can be made at the level of the

national executive and officials. Since the era

of Nitin Nabin, BJP has started propagating

that 65 percent of the country's population

is youth and BJP is the first choice party of

'Gen Ji'. The party's first concerns, goals,

priorities, programs etc. will also be 'Gen Z'

centric. Mandate figures also contribute to

this thinking and strategy. More than 39

percent youth voted in favor of BJP-NDA

in the 2024 Lok Sabha elections. This figure

of support has also reached 45-47 percent

in state level elections. Therefore, Prime

Minister Modi, on the advice of Home

Minister Amit Shah, has chosen an

uncontested, undisputed and experienced

young face of the organization for the BJP

President. When this name was revealed,

Prime Minister Modi once again surprised

the country. However, BJP was founded on

April 6, 1980 and Atal Bihari Vajpayee was

elected the first national president. The

background of BJP lies in 'Bharatiya Jan

Sangh', which was founded on October 21,

1951 by Dr. Shyama Prasad Mukherjee,

along with colleagues like Balraj Madhok

and Deendayal Upadhyay, in the courtyard

of a school. After the Emergency, the

political organization of 'Janata Party'

emerged, when many opposition parties

including Jan Sangh ended their individual

existence and merged into 'Janata Party'. As

a result, the opposition won a spectacular,

massive mandate in 1977, but after the

dissolution of the Janata Party in 1979, the

Jan Sangh faction formed the BJP. The

journey of 45 years in politics is not

considered a long one, but today BJP is the

largest political party in the world with more

than 17 crore members and cadre. This is

amazing expansion and acceptance. The

first Prime Minister of BJP was Atal Bihari

Vajpayee, who led the Government of India

for 6 years. Narendra Modi is the Prime

Minister of the country since May 26, 2014.

He has been elected Prime Minister for three

consecutive times. There are BJP-NDA

governments in 21 states of the country.

They rule over 68 percent of the country.

Now OBCs,

Dalits, tribals and 7-8 percent Muslims are

also with BJP, hence the party.

There was

a mass exodus of Kashmiri Hindus on January 19, 1990. Even after 36 years, there is no concrete path to return. Special protected areas are

needed for safe return 19th January came and went, but hardly anyone paid attention to the displaced Kashmiri Hindus. Yes, Farooq

Abdullah definitely rubbed salt into their wounds by saying that who has stopped Kashmiri Hindus from returning to their homes? According

to them, Kashmiri Hindus can return to the valley whenever they want and live comfortably in their homes, but this is not true. The

environment of Kashmir is not such that Kashmiri Hindus can return to their homes without any fear. January 19, 1990 is known as the

exodus day of Kashmiri Hindus. Although the migration of Kashmiri Hindus from Kashmir had started even before 1990, but January 19 of

this year was the date when their mass migration took place in large numbers. 36 years have passed, but there is no possibility of their

returning to their homes and now they have even given up hope of it, because even after the removal of divisive Article 370 and 35A from

Jammu and Kashmir, no right path is being found for their return. It is not able to come out because after the decline in terrorism, the

atmosphere in Kashmir is not such that Kashmiri Hindus can think of returning there with any security. They are not able to think like this

because they are targeted every now and then in Kashmir. After the abrogation of Article 370 on August 5, 2019, about five thousand

Kashmiri Hindus were provided government jobs under the Prime Minister's Development Package, but many of them fled again due to

fear of security. Today the total population of Kashmiri Hindus in Kashmir is less than ten thousand. Even after this, no one talks about

Kashmiriyat nor about humanity. There is definitely talk of democracy. Regarding the return of Kashmiri Pandits to their homes, Farooq

Abdullah also said that now their permanent return is difficult, because they have settled in other parts of the country and their children are

busy in studies and employment. This is true to some extent, the children of displaced Kashmiri Hindus living in the country and abroad do

not have as much connection with Kashmir as their parents do, because many of them do not have any memories of that place. Many of them

were born and brought up outside Kashmir in Jammu, Delhi or other cities of the country, but according to a survey, about 62 percent of the

displaced Kashmiri Hindus want to return to their homes if they are guaranteed security. Despite this, in the last five years only 610 Kashmiri

Hindus have been able to get their lands back. There are many Kashmiri Hindus who want to see their homes preserved, so that they can

sometimes go there and spend some time and connect with their roots. They want to stay connected to their roots so that their culture is

preserved. In 1989-90, when terrorism was at its peak in Kashmir and dreadful slogans were being raised against Kashmiri Hindus and they

were being selectively killed, there are differences of opinion regarding the number of Kashmiri Hindus and Sikhs who left their homes, but

the fact is that about 50 thousand Kashmiri Hindus who fled to save themselves stayed in the refugee camps of Jammu for a long time. There

is no greater tragedy than that someone becomes a refugee in one's own country, but this is what happened with Kashmiri Hindus. This

situation should have become a matter of national shame, but it did not happen. The question of who is responsible for the exodus of

Kashmiri Hindus often gets lost in political allegations and counter-allegations, but the truth is that the collective political will that should

have been displayed to provide them justice remained lacking. This lack led to the rule of law being looked down upon and justice being

ridiculed. Along with this, it gave strength to the terrorists. The message went to them that they had succeeded in subduing the rule of India.

He refused to investigate the cases of

their planned murders in Kashmir saying that it was too late. This statement only resulted in darkness along with delay in justice. In fact,

whenever someone is forced to migrate and is unable to return to his land even if he wants to, then justice is defeated by injustice along with

the stubbornness of the rule of law. What happened to Kashmiri Hindus should not happen to anyone. For this, it is necessary that all efforts

should be made to settle those Kashmiri Hindus who want to return to their homes, even if special protected areas have to be created for

them in the Kashmir Valley. Only this will send a message to the terrorists that India is not going to bow down to terrorism. If Israel can

create special settlements to settle Jews in Palestine, then why can't India do the same to settle Kashmiri Hindus on its own land?

The world is troubled by Trump's

attitude and is ignoring traditions.
Trump's policies dramatically changed the global structure. Aggressive stance was adopted on Iran and Greenland. Challenge to the traditional

American role and global beliefs. One year has passed since Donald Trump's second term as US President. During this one year, he has

changed the course of the global structure with his dramatic policies. Even America's traditional allies have become somewhat troubled by

his unexpected attitude. Trump, who himself had been advocating for the Nobel Peace Prize for months, adopted a new stance at the

beginning of the new year. On January 3, Trump was successful in overthrowing the government in Venezuela within just a few hours and

then started showing aggression towards Iran and Greenland. Regarding the brutal suppression of uncontrolled protests in Iran in the past,

he also warned that if the regime tightens its grip further, then he will not hesitate in taking any strict action. When news of thousands of

protesters being killed came in, Trump said that America is fully prepared to take action and Iran will have to pay a heavy price for it. For

this, he also put forward the example of targeting Iran's nuclear facilities last year. The Iranian ruling establishment has denied allegations

of killing of protesters and hanging of arrested people, and Trump also cited his personal sources that no such thing is happening. It is a

different matter that the Trump administration has imposed fresh and stringent sanctions on people and institutions in Iran who are

accused of suppressing protesters and black marketing of oil in the foreign market. Not only this, he also gave a strong message to Iran and

its allies by imposing an additional 25 percent tariff on countries doing business with Iran. Apart from Iran, the issue of Greenland seems

more important from Trump's point of view. This is because in this the conflict with America seems to be increasing between those countries

which have been America's close friends since the Second World War. Trump is destroying the same affinity with these countries. He posted

through an AI generated picture that Greenland has become a part of America from 2026. However, Trump's attitude towards Greenland

is not new.

 Even in his first term, the issue of Greenland has been a focal point of his “National Security Strategy”, often presented as the “Donero

Doctrine”. They view the Arctic region as an important strategic front that must somehow be brought under American control. The Trump

administration also justifies its stance from the point of view of power competition. Trump has repeatedly reiterated that Greenland is

surrounded by Russian and Chinese ships and does not have the military capability to resist any attempted occupation. Greenland's land

will also be needed to complete the ambitious 'Golden Dome' project on which Trump is working for America's security. Apart from

strategic advantage, Greenland is also very important from the point of view of resources. This island is a treasure trove of those rare

minerals and immense reserves of uranium, which are used in making important equipment ranging from advanced defense equipment to

move towards environmental adaptation. Although Trump does not make much of it, the appointment of a special envoy to Greenland and

promoting the 'Make Greenland Great Again' Act in the US Parliament indicates that he has a keen interest in exploiting the resources of

this island. This is why Trump proposed to give 10,000 to 100,000 dollars to every citizen of Greenland to separate from Denmark and join

America. However, his proposal has been rejected by civil forums as well as policy makers. Another important change at Trump's level

regarding Greenland was that in 2025 he brought it under Northern Command (NORTHCOM) instead of European Command (EUCOM).

The main idea behind this was to see Greenland as a bulwark of North America instead of considering it a part of Europe. If we look at it,

Greenland is geographically a part of North America, but because it was connected to a European country, it was viewed differently. As far

as NORTHCOM is concerned, its main objective is to ensure the defense of America and Canada. In such a situation, Trump's change in

policy regarding Greenland indicated that Greenland is now more than just a foreign military base and that it has a special importance of its

own in the security of American borders. Despite all efforts, Trump is not getting the expected success in his efforts to fulfill his intentions

related to Greenland. This is why he is now threatening to try the military option. There has also been a sharp reaction among European

and NATO allies. However, it would be more appropriate to call it Trump's convenient interventionist policy, in which there is no hesitation

in using force to serve American commercial and strategic interests. In such a situation, their expectation from the allied countries is that

they should either work in accordance with American aspirations or be ready to take the risk of losing America's security cover. This foreign

policy of Trump is not only challenging the basic principles of America's traditional role towards the world, but is also linked to the modern

world system.
