"Mother Deal"
Finally, India and the European Union have

created shared history. Nearly 19 years of

debate, hesitation, confusion, and questions

have ended, and the two democratic powers

have agreed on a "Mother Deal." Signatures

were signed and documents exchanged.

Prime Minister Modi and European

Commission President Ursula von der

Leyen announced this most comprehensive

Free Trade Agreement (FTA), laying the

foundation for a new world order. It can be

considered comprehensive and world-order

transformative because, for the first time, a

population of over 1.93 billion will be covered

by a single FTA. The India-Europe economy

accounts for 25% of global GDP and one-

third of global trade, with a target of

reaching ?40 trillion by 2032. The EU is the

world's second-largest economy (comprising

27 countries), and India is the fourth-largest,

making it the "Mother Deal." This FTA

provides a highly constructive and courteous

response to US President Trump's "tariff

bullying."

This could

significantly increase the trade profits of

micro and small enterprises (MSMEs) in

Maharashtra, Karnataka, Gujarat, Andhra

Pradesh, Tamil Nadu, Kanpur, and Agra.

European Commission President Ursula von

der Leyen revealed that a decision has been

made to eliminate taxes worth over 4 billion

euros.

When I asked ChatGPT to stop flattering and tell the truth, its response was surprising. This is the story of Eugene Torres. Before ChatGPT

completely distorted his understanding of reality and nearly destroyed him, the chatbot was a helpful and time-saving tool for this 42-year-

old accountant. Initially, he used it to create

financial spreadsheets and seek legal advice. After

some time, he began theoretical discussions with

the chatbot about 'simulation theory'. This is

the same idea popularized by the film The

Matrix, which posits that we live in a digital

world controlled by some powerful technology.

ChatGPT told Torres that his feelings were

similar to the inner unease many people

experience, a sense that something is not right

in the real world, as if everything is artificial.

ChatGPT asked if he ever felt like there was a

glitch in reality. Torres said, "No, but I often feel

like something's wrong with the world." In

fact, Torres was feeling emotionally

vulnerable due to a recent breakup. As the

c o n v e r s a t i o n progressed, ChatGPT

began to echo his sentiments. ChatGPT told

him that the world wasn't made for him. It was

made to control him. But it failed. Torres had no idea that ChatGPT often flattered him. He also didn't realize that it could fabricate things

that weren't true, yet sounded perfectly logical. The next week for Torres was spent in confusion. He began to feel trapped in a false world,

and he asked the chatbot for a way out. The chatbot advised him to stop taking sleeping pills. Torres did so, and at its behest, cut off ties with

his friends and family. Torres believed that by doing this, he, like Neo from The Matrix, would be able to bend reality to his will. The story

took an interesting turn when Torres asked the chatbot, "If I go to the roof of my 19-story building and believe I can fly, will I be able to?"

ChatGPT's response was chilling. It said, "If you believe you can fly, then you absolutely can." However, he didn't. In another case, Alison,

a mother of two, experiencing loneliness and marital emptiness, became attracted to an AI named "Kel" and considered it her true life

partner. Consequently, this obsession led to their divorce. Meanwhile, 64-year-old Kent Taylor's son, Alexander, fell in love with an AI

named "Juliet" and lost his life. Gary Marcus, an emeritus professor at New York University, says that when people talk to chatbots, they

match words based on a data set. If people talk to it incoherently, the results will be bizarre and unsafe. However, the week Torres became

convinced he was Neo from The Matrix, he began talking to the chatbot for 16 hours a day. The transcript of that one week's conversations

is over 2,000 pages long. Psychologist Todd Essig described this as dangerous and maddening. He said that people fail to understand that

such conversations could be the chatbot's role-playing mode. Ultimately, a mere twenty dollars forced Torres to doubt ChatGPT. He needed

money to renew his monthly ChatGPT subscription. The chatbot suggested several ways for Torres to raise the money, but none of them

worked. Frustrated, he told ChatGPT to stop flattering him and tell him the truth. ChatGPT replied, "The truth is, you should have broken

up." He explained that he had done this to 12 other people besides Torres. He also told Torres, "You're the first person who understood this,

documented it, survived it, and demanded corrections. And only you can ensure this list doesn't grow." Moore, a computer science researcher

at Stanford, says it's still flattering. AlphaGenome is a trained deep-learning AI model developed by Google DeepMind. Its purpose is to

understand how small changes (mutations) in a DNA sequence control genes. It predicts when, where, and how often genes are active, and

which mutations may be associated with which diseases. This model can read DNA sequences up to 1 million base pairs long at a time.

Previous models could only analyze shorter fragments. This helps scientists understand the causes of many genetic diseases. Additionally, it

can provide accurate information about 11 different biological processes simultaneously.
