Trade Agreements and Farmers
Prime Minister Modi revealed in his

parliamentary address that India has signed

trade agreements with nine countries and

negotiations are ongoing with 24 others.

Commerce Minister Piyush Goyal also

informed Parliament that India and six Gulf

Cooperation Council countries agreed on

the terms for starting negotiations on a free

trade agreement on Thursday. These

countries include the United Arab Emirates,

Saudi Arabia, Qatar, Kuwait, Bahrain, and

Oman. The Commerce Minister also

revealed that the India-US joint statement

will be made public in four to five days,

while the agreement will be signed in mid-

March. Clearly, much remains to be

determined. The two countries have only

agreed in principle. The opposition's rant in

this regard is beyond comprehension.

Leader of the Opposition in the Rajya

Sabha, Mallikarjun Kharge, even said that

the agreement would ruin Indian farmers.

Someone said that farmers have been

betrayed in the dark of night. Why are

opposition leaders lamenting the "anti-

farmer agreement," when even Union

Agriculture Minister Shivraj Singh

Chouhan has clarified that no compromise

has been made regarding the agriculture and

dairy sectors? Farmers and livestock owners

are completely safe and protected. The

reality is that India has to import many

agricultural products because our farmers

cannot produce as much as they need.

People need them. We import pulses, nuts,

edible oils, fruits, and vegetables worth $26

billion. This means that foreign companies

are present in the Indian market and are

doing business worth billions of dollars. Of

course, imports of these agricultural

products from the United States are reduced.

If these imports from the United States are

cheaper, will we stick to the agreement and

not buy these products from the United

States? This is a very sensitive question.

Since these products are consumed and

needed in the country, importing them is a

"national compulsion." A report by the State

Bank of India states that if dairy products

from the United States were imported into

India, dairy farmers here would suffer a loss

of approximately ?103,000 crore. Is this

accurate and practical report? It is also

being argued that cows in the United States

are fed meat and fat, so their milk will

contain these ingredients, potentially

corrupting the religion of countless Indians.

Overall, it appears as if the agriculture and

dairy sectors are still crippled and

incomplete. However, India's dairy business

is worth ?7.5-9 lakh crore. We have also

claimed to be the world's largest milk

producer. We have also experienced and

endured periods of milk shortage and crisis.

When 'Operation Flood' was launched in

India on January 13, 1970, it was hailed as

the world's largest dairy development

program. It was even called the "White

Revolution," but before that, India was a

milk-deficient country. The architect of this

"White Revolution" was Dr. Verghese

Kurien. The situation with agriculture is

similar. Even after 78 years of independence,

millennia-old agriculture is in no position to

compete with foreign competition. Farmers

are also poor and dependent on government

aid, so India still has to protect both

agriculture and farmers. During trade

agreement negotiations, India has to stick to

these two issues. However, trade agreements

with the European Union and the United

States would have been finalized long ago!

Farmers are also a political liability for India.

Everyone has to bow to the pressure of this

vote bank. Agriculture contributes only 1

percent to the US GDP and 1.6 percent to

the European Union, but agriculture still

contributes 16.3 percent to Indian GDP,

making it a highly sensitive sector. The

Indian government should consider these

aspects and allow agriculture.

The

program conveys to students that exams are not the ultimate goal of life, but merely a key stage in the learning journey.The Prime Minister

repeatedly emphasizes that exams only measure preparation at a particular moment, while learning is continuous and enjoyable. The

National Education Policy 2020 deeply

emphasizes the concept of "lifelong

learning." A key objective of this program is

that percentage marks cannot define a

child's entire personality. Children are

encouraged to go beyond textbooks and

learn different skills, try new activities, and view

challenges as opportunities rather than

fears. Mental health has been given special

importance in this initiative. Experts are

i n t r o d u c i n g students to simple ways to

reduce stress, including healthy routines

like the 5-4-3-2-1 grounding technique,

adequate sleep, water, exercise, and

meditation. 5-4-3-2- 1 is a sensory-based

meditation practice designed to calm racing

thoughts by using all five senses and ultimately

narrow them down to one. Doing so shifts your

focus from anxious thoughts to the present moment. This technique was developed by Betty Alice Erikson in the 18th century. Many sports

figures have shared their experiences, stating that sports don't hinder studies, but rather help reduce stress and maintain focus. The increasing

prevalence of digital media has raised concerns that it is causing cognitive decline and adversely affecting mental health. There are 5.66

billion digital media profiles worldwide. People spend 15 billion hours viewing content on digital media platforms every day, equivalent to

more than 1.7 million years of human life. Excessive use is leading to the rise of "digital dementia," which causes a loss of gray matter in areas

of the brain responsible for emotional regulation and impulse control. We are in no position to reject digital media, so we must set healthy

limits for its use. Technology experts advise students to use mobile and digital devices in a controlled manner, so that technology becomes a

help, not a burden. The Pariksha Pe Charcha program also sends an important message to parents: focus their children not only on marks,

but on the learning process. Avoid comparing children with others and create an environment at home where children can openly share

their fears, challenges, and hopes. Parents' supportive behavior is most helpful in children's exam preparation. Indian educational philosophy

considers the acquisition of knowledge not a solitary process but a shared path. The Pariksha Pe Charcha program urges teachers to move

beyond the culture of rote learning and promote critical thinking and creativity. This program is in line with the vision of the National

Education Policy, which emphasizes student-centered, stress-free, and experiential learning.

The system has collapsed due to potholes, and the

administration remains unresponsive even after deaths.
Deaths in Noida and Delhi due to falling into open potholes have exposed administrative negligence. The article states that despite such

incidents, officials are failing to learn lessons, leading to unnecessary deaths.

The

death of an engineer in a

car in Noida after falling
into a pothole in Delhi had

not yet subsided when a

young man riding a

motorcycle also died in

Delhi. This pothole was

dug by the Delhi Jal

Board. Like Noida, this

pothole in Delhi also had

neither barricades nor any warning signs. This means that even after the Noida incident, no lessons were learned in neighboring Delhi. Like

in Noida, some officials have been suspended for the Delhi incident, and an investigation has been ordered. No matter what is done, the

young man who died will not be able to return to life. Calling this young man's death an accident would be undermining the gravity of the

incident. This is not an accident, but a murderous negligence. Incidents like Noida and Delhi are no exception. Such incidents occur frequently

in our country. People die by falling into potholes dug on the roadside or on broken roads. Many fatalities occur because dangerous places

are shrouded in darkness and there are no warning signs. When this is the situation in the country's capital and its surrounding areas, it's

easy to imagine how much vigilance must be maintained in remote cities. In large cities, deaths caused by administrative inefficiency and

callousness are still discussed, and some action, albeit superficial, is taken, but in smaller cities, no one pays any attention. Countless people

lose their lives every year due to the negligence of the agencies responsible for providing roads, electricity, water, street lighting, and traffic.

These deaths are generally termed accidents, and those who lose their loved ones accept them as the law. However, the truth is that fatal

incidents like those in Noida and Delhi continue to occur because the employees and officials responsible for the deaths never face severe

punishment. They are, at best, suspended. Everyone knows that suspension is not a punishment, and stricter action like dismissal is rarely

taken. Responsible departments are not even heavily fined. Consequently, no one is alerted. The result is shoddy, haphazard, and time-

consuming construction, which often invites risk. This shameful situation not only mocks the slogan of developed India, but also reveals that

the governance and administration are mired in pits.

However, researchers at IIT Bombay have developed a technique that could solve this difficult puzzle

and make cancer treatment more effective than ever before. IIT Bombay Develops New Method for

Cancer Treatment The technique of safely recovering immune cells in the laboratory will help increase

the success rate of T-cell therapy. Researchers at the Indian Institute of Technology (IIT) Bombay have

achieved a significant breakthrough in cancer treatment. They have developed a very simple and

effective method for safely recovering immune cells grown in the laboratory. This new technique could

prove particularly helpful for T-cell-based cancer treatments. What is T-cell therapy?

Immunotherapy, such as CAR T-cells, is used to fight cancer. This process involves first extracting T-cells

how we safely retrieve these cells after developing them. What innovations did the researchers

achieve? Professor Prakriti Tayaliya and her team took on this challenge. They used a special

technique to mimic the natural environment inside the body. Using a process called electrospinning,

the team created a unique structure that helps in better recovery of these cells. Professor Tayalia

said about this, "Cell recovery sounds very easy, but in reality it is one of the biggest challenges in this

process." He explained that if we do not have sufficient quantity of healthy cells, we will neither be able to test them properly nor use them for patient treatment. This new discovery of IIT

Bombay will play an important role in making cancer treatment more successful.
