But now, marriages are increasingly

taking place after 30. A major reason for this is increasing urbanization. Then, after marriage, these people don't want children right away.

They first want to settle into a new lifestyle, then think about children. These days, the trend of having one child has also increased among

the middle class. This is because raising children is expensive. Even if both parents earn, it is said that a child's care and education alone

consumes a full salary. The old perception about having one child was that a child feels very lonely and lacks companionship throughout life.

Now, even if one has a daughter, it is no longer the case that if one has a son, one definitely wants a son. A few days ago, a newspaper

interviewed parents who have a son or a daughter. These parents reported that their single child never faced any problems; rather, they

learn to live life quickly, do their own work, and are more disciplined. It hasn't been long since the generation in our country when having

five or six siblings in a household was commonplace. The sole source of income in the household was the father, the breadwinner. Even after

studying in government schools, children could find decent jobs. They were often married before 30. In those days, a working woman was

often considered a woman who had suffered a disaster. A woman's education wasn't about her job or self-reliance, but rather, it was believed

that if she were married off to a distant country, she could at least write letters to inform them of her well-being. Then came a period when

the country was flooded with women being killed in the womb through ultrasound. Although the government has banned female foeticide,

reports of such cases still surface occasionally. However, as girls became educated and progressed, they shattered the stereotypes created for

themselves. Since International Women's Year was celebrated in 1975, women's issues have been increasingly addressed here. Greater

emphasis was placed on their education and self-reliance. Marriage and children became a priority. Today, whether you ask a wealthy

woman or a poor woman, everyone agrees that they want to study first, get a job, and only then think about marriage. Slogans like "Hum

Do Hamare Do" (We Two, Our Two) are no longer heard. From a woman's perspective, it seems appropriate to have one child, but given the

global situation, India may also face the same fate in 50 years. China once had the largest population in the world. Its government strictly

enforced the one-child policy. What is the situation in that same China now? There is a constant shortage of youth and an increasing number

of elderly people. Therefore, the government is offering various incentives to young people. More holidays and special packages are being

offered to encourage young people to date, get married, and have children. Maternity leave is being extended. Fathers are also being given

leave, but young people, especially women, do not want children. They are not falling for any of the government's inducements. The same

situation is in Japan. Fewer children are being born there too. The same is true in many European countries. In Russia, the government

announced that any woman who gives birth to ten children will be called a Mother Heroine and awarded a prize of ten million rubles. No

matter what the leaders say, people are not listening. Women, in particular, are saying that they are like child-bearing machines! After all, all

the discussions about women have made them so aware that they are thinking first about their own happiness and joy rather than about

having and raising children. The number of couples who do not want children at all is increasing, both globally and in our country.

Our identity, relationships, and

social standing are now determined by our digital footprints, but the

problem begins when these footprints become a burden to our current

identity.

This is where the concept of the right to be forgotten offers a ray of hope. Individuals should have the right to have their old, irrelevant, or

inaccurate digital records removed. A European Union law is a precedent in this regard. A controversial case there determined that information

no longer relevant must be removed from search results. This right has gained momentum in India as well. While the Supreme Court

recognized privacy as a fundamental right in the Puttaswamy case, the right to be forgotten remains shrouded in legal confusion. The Delhi

High Court recently recognized that individuals have the right to move on from past mistakes or disputes. Do we have a concrete law for

this? India's Digital Personal Data Protection Act, 2023, is certainly a step in this direction. It grants the right to delete data, but it faces

several hurdles. When someone demands the deletion of their data, they face the barrier of freedom of expression and judicial transparency.

For example, can a corrupt leader claim that people should forget their past scandals because they have now reformed? Absolutely not. The

public's right to know and the public interest will always trump personal privacy, but why should an ordinary citizen who has been the

victim of a false lawsuit or personal dispute have to go through the courts? Our current laws lack a clear process to hold tech companies

accountable. AI has now entered this complex equation. Deepfakes are the most horrific form of AI misuse. Today, combining an ordinary

person's face with a pornographic video or inflammatory speech has become child's play. AI algorithms are so powerful that they can sense

your likes and dislikes and steer you in the direction they desire. Hateful content receives more engagement, so the algorithms promote it.

This is the face of AI that is dividing society. The solution lies within AI itself. If we use it with the right intentions, it can become a digital

savior. The speed at which data is uploaded to digital media is unmatchable by humans. Here, AI can act as a filter, identifying and blocking

objectionable content, deepfakes, and fake news before they spread. AI can be helpful in implementing the Right to Be Forgotten. What is

needed is a policy that compels tech companies to ensure their AI models are security and privacy-friendly. India must develop a robust

framework for the Right to Be Forgotten. This should not be merely a paper right; it should be a system where victims can be heard with a

single click. We need special digital tribunals where technical experts and legal experts collaborate to make quick decisions. The Data

Protection Board should be empowered to impose heavy fines on platforms that do not delete data even after receiving orders. The law must

clarify under what circumstances data can be deleted and where public interest is paramount. Another important reform should be to make

transparency reports mandatory for tech companies, so that   How many requests they accepted and how many they rejected. We must

develop a digital culture where we respect the privacy of others. The law will do its work, AI will improve its, but we must understand that

every person deserves a second chance. The right to be forgotten in the digital age is an attempt to preserve human dignity. Until we

integrate technology and law with human sensibilities, we will remain imprisoned in this digital cage.

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 First, career set, then 'baby steps': Why are women

deciding to become mothers after the age of 30?
Motherhood isn't just a word, it's a huge responsibility. Therefore, thorough preparation is required. For this, even delaying motherhood after a late marriage isn't a big deal. A recent

report provides a strong indication of this shift in society. This wave of change is now reaching from metropolitan cities to smaller towns. Seema Jha spoke with some young women and

experts about this... Women are prioritizing career and financial stability. In today's times, women are adopting options like IVF. Due to the increase in the

average age of marriage, delayed motherhood is common. Just a year after marriage, everyone in the in-laws' house started asking, "When will you

plan a baby?" But I wasn't ready for one yet, so I remained silent. Avantika Sharma, 32, working in Noida, is among those women for

whom the calendar is important. She keeps wondering when her career will be set and when she will be financially independent,

but the body's biological calendar is different. This is where the challenges begin. While they may face obstacles in fulfilling

their desire to have a child right now, they are prepared to face these challenges, knowing all this. Data from recent years

confirms that women are now deciding to become mothers after the age of 30. They understand the challenges, but

they have options that help reduce their anxiety. Recently, South Indian actor Ram Charan's wife, Upasana

Kamineni, came under attack from trolls when she advised women to freeze their eggs at a session at IIT

Hyderabad. However, she responded to their questions with questions: Is it wrong for a woman to decide when

she wants a child based on her circumstances? Is it wrong to set goals and focus on her career, rather

than simply thinking about marriage or having children soon? Discomfort with change: During the

process of social change, sometimes things happen that are quite uncomfortable. Parents who fully support

their daughters in their studies and careers seem reluctant to have children late in life because of

social pressure. As Priya says, "I pursued my studies on my own. After getting a job, my family asked

me to get married, and I got married." Up until this point, my parents were completely supportive, but

I felt bad when, just a few months into marriage, they started insisting on having a child. According to

Priya, if my parents supported me in every decision, why weren't they supportive in my decision to

become a mother? Avantika also says, "As soon as a year of marriage was over, my child's insistence on

it made me feel a little uncomfortable at my in-laws' house. To avoid arguments, I put the matter to my

husband, and I felt a little more at ease." In this context, Dr. Pratima Gond says, "Society is going through a

transition. At this time, things are naturally in the process of improving." The concrete reasons are: Traditional

thinking about girls' marriage and motherhood, that is, marriage at the age of 20-22 and motherhood by the

age of 24, is considered ideal." This belief is now being challenged, but there are some solid reasons for it. As Priya

says, our generation has witnessed the pain and struggle of the previous generation in raising children. They

understand the challenges faced by those who are not financially strong. Furthermore, the challenges faced by working women

after becoming mothers can be added to this. Working women sometimes have to leave important projects, sometimes even

their jobs. Priya also says that the children of working mothers can easily understand that only through hard work can they achieve

their dreams, and later, after their own struggles, they can be proud of their successful parents. According to Avantika, the most important

thing is that when we are not mentally prepared, how can a big decision like having a child be a good one? She says that the support system in the

family is also weakening. We have to raise the child, not our parents. Therefore, the decision to have a child should be in our favor. This task should be made easier –

financial independence is the biggest dimension of women's empowerment. According to Dr. Pratima, economic independence is somewhat selective in our country. A job is fine, but unlike

in Japan and Korea, self-employment isn't prioritized. This puts pressure on girls to find well-paying jobs. As Priya says, one must not only do a job but also do it well, and this takes time.

In such a situation, becoming a mother becomes a significant task, as girls now want to plan their entire life before and after pregnancy. Work pressure, deadline stress, and other factors

pose challenges to motherhood. Regarding this, gynecologist Dr. Manju Puri says that many factors can lead to pre-pregnancy problems, but they are now aware of them. The growing

business of IVF and the trend of egg freezing is making it easier to become a mother at an older age. Picture in figures According to the 2023 Sample Registration Survey Statistics Report

of the Office of the Registrar General and Census Commissioner of India: The average age of marriage for women has increased from 22.1 years in 2019 to 22.9 years in 2023. In urban

India, more than four out of five women now marry after the age of 21, reducing the years available for childbearing. In states like Kerala, Himachal Pradesh and Haryana, most women

marry late and have children.  It also reduces fertility. Pressure will worsen things. Girls have learned from observing their mothers, grandmothers, and others how painful it can be to not

make decisions of their choice. Such decisions, made under social pressure, can anger their prospective partner, even their child, and negatively impact the relationship. If they are afraid

or feel pressured, they should consult a counselor or family member. - Srishti Asthana Bisht, Psychologist. Be supportive of your partner - If you want to experience the joy of motherhood

and advance in your career, keep these things in mind. Don't neglect your health. Before marriage, have clear thoughts with your prospective partner about everything from marriage to

family planning and parenting your future child. - Priya Saraswat, Content Moderator, Amazon, Bengaluru. The new generation is more mature - The new generation doesn't like to show

off or live in frustration. They understand the importance of being emotionally mature and prepared. When society can't change something, it offers alternatives. Therefore, in the

corporate world, mothers are now offered the option of crèches and childcare. Policymakers are also becoming increasingly sensitive to new mothers. - Dr. Pratima Gond, Associate

Professor, Sociology, BHU According to the Delhi government's annual birth and death registration report for 2024, 8.9 percent of births that year were born to mothers aged 35 or older.

AI-enabled 'digital stethoscopes' will make TB diagnosis

easier, with millions of patients expected to benefit.
TB remains one of the deadliest infectious diseases worldwide, but artificial intelligence has now brought a new revolution to the medical field. A recent study has revealed that AI-enabled

'digital stethoscopes' could prove to be a powerful tool in addressing

the shortcomings of TB diagnosis. Millions of TB patients remain unmet

by existing screening programs. The AI ??digital stethoscope detects

TB through subtle sounds, making TB testing accessible in

remote areas. TB remains the leading cause of death from infectious

diseases worldwide, but even more alarming is the fact that millions of

patients remain undiagnosed. A frightening statistic from the World

Health Organization (WHO) reveals that approximately 2.7 million

TB patients are overlooked by current screening programs. Amidst

this serious problem, science has shown a new ray of hope—and that

is the "digital stethoscope with artificial intelligence." According to

a new study, this smart technology is capable of saving lives even in

remote areas where healthcare facilities are not easily accessible.

Millions of patients remain undiagnosed. World Health

Organization (WHO) data shows that due to the limitations of current

screening programs, approximately 2.7 million TB patients

remain undiagnosed. Sometimes, the symptoms of the disease are

unclear, or testing facilities are expensive and not available

everywhere. This leads to patients not being identified in a timely

manner, which can now be improved with new technology. How

does this stethoscope work? According to a report published in

the journal Med, AI technology is capable of identifying subtle sounds

(sound biomarkers) of the disease that the human ear cannot hear. This

digital stethoscope analyzes sounds coming from the lungs during

coughing and breathing, which may seem normal but are actually

signs of disease. This is called 'auscultation,' and AI will now assist doctors. A great alternative to expensive machines: Until now, ultra-portable radiography and computer software have

been recommended by the WHO for diagnosing TB. However, these machines are expensive and radiation exposure makes them difficult for pregnant women to use. Researchers believe

that AI digital stethoscopes are a cheaper and safer alternative, potentially useful in remote areas where X-ray machines are inaccessible. Successful studies in several countries, including

India: Researcher Madhukar Pai of McGill University in Canada and other global experts reported that this technology has demonstrated high accuracy in detecting lung and heart

diseases. Studies conducted in high-TB countries such as India, Peru, South Africa, Uganda, and Vietnam have found it to be highly effective. It is yielding positive results not only in early

detection of TB but also in other diseases. Hope for the future: Experts say this technology has the potential to fill a significant gap in TB screening. It needs to be tested on more patients in

different environments to make it more effective, but it is clear that the AI ??digital stethoscope could be a game-changer in bringing equality to healthcare and finding hidden TB patients.

Manoj Bajpayee's upcoming film "Ghuskhor Pandit" is facing significant backlash due to its title. A legal notice was also sent to Netflix, and now Neeraj Pandey has issued an official

statement regarding the matter. Makers issue notice to Netflix over the "Ghuskhor Pandit"

controversy. Official statement: Makers will remove all promotional material. Manoj

Bajpayee's Netflix film "Ghuskhor Pandit" was part of a major announcement by the streaming

giant. The actor plays a police officer with no conscience and no remorse. We only get a

glimpse of his world and the people around him. Opposition to the film's title: However, the

Brahmin community did not like the name, finding it offensive. Following the

announcement, a petition was filed against the film in the Delhi High Court. The petition, filed

by Mahendra Chaturvedi through advocate Vineet Jindal, seeks a writ of mandamus

directing authorities to stop the streaming of the film. Makers release official statement - Now,

filmmaker Neeraj Pandey has released an official statement, in which he wrote, "Our film is a

fictional cop drama, and the word 'Pandit' is used only as a colloquial term for a fictional

character. The story focuses on the actions and decisions of one individual and does not

comment on or represent any caste, religion, or community. As a filmmaker, I approach my

work with great responsibility to tell stories that are thoughtful and respectful." He further

added, "This film, like my previous works, has been made with good intentions and solely for

the entertainment of the audience. We understand that the title of the film has hurt

some viewers, and we truly understand those sentiments." Given these concerns, we have

decided to remove all promotional material for now, as we believe the film should be viewed in

its entirety to understand the story we wanted to tell, rather than judged by incomplete parts. I look forward to sharing the film with audiences soon." Legal notice issued to Netflix - A

Mumbai lawyer has sent a legal notice to Netflix and the directors of the upcoming film "Ghooskhor Pandat." The notice alleges that the use of the word "Pandit" in association with

corruption is defamatory and a direct attack on the dignity of a community. Manoj Bajpayee plays the role of Pandit - This notice comes shortly after the teaser of "Ghooskhor Pandit" was

launched at a public event. In this project, actor Manoj Bajpayee plays Senior Inspector Ajay Dixit, who is shown in the teaser as a disgraced Delhi police officer known as Pandit. The teaser

reveals that Dixit joined the police force as a sub-inspector 20 years ago but is stuck at the same rank. Legal notice sent to Netflix - This legal notice has been sent by advocate Ashutosh

Dubey, who has demanded the immediate withdrawal of the title and called it "defamatory, defamatory to the community, unconstitutional and socially inflammatory." According to the

notice, the title 'Bhuskhor Pandit' is "self-defamatory" and objectionable because it conflates a word associated with bribery and corruption with the word Pandit, which Dubey described

as a historically respected cultural, religious and intellectual identity.
